Concejales aprueban plan de
redistribucion de distritos

iHoy es un dia triste! grité William Lantigua
cuando se conocio el fallo del Concilio de la Ciudad
de Lawrence, el pasado martes, 19 de junio, al ser
aprobado el Plan A, propuesto por el Secretario de
Estado y los consultores del Grupo NewGrange,
contratados por la ciudad para realizar los estudios
de la redistribucion.

La Ciudad de Lawrence, al igual que otras
municipalidades en los Estados Unidos, esta obligada
a mover las lineas de los distritos electorales, de
acuerdo con las cifras del Gltimo Censo 2000, ademas,
la ciudad se encuentra envuelta en un litigio con el
Ministerio de Justicia por alegatos de violaciones al
Acta de Derechos al Voto.

El Plan A, aprobado por mayoria de 5 vs. 4,
“utiliza la configuracion de 6 distritos y 3 at-Large,
que permite una eleccion mas balanceada y justa.
Incorpora el disefio Norte-Sur, que ayuda a mantener
intacto, en su mayoria, la configuracion original de
los Distritos y no incorpora el disefio Este-Oeste.
Alcanza un nivel aceptable de representacion latina
en 3 de los 6 distritos. En 4 de los 6 distritos, la
poblacion latina es de un 50% y crea una poblacion
latina de aproximadamente 60% en edad de votar en
3 de los 6 distritos”, segln los creadores del plan.

De acuerdo con el Grupo NewGrange, este plan
no solo cumple los requisitos basicos que estipula el
Censo 2000, sino lo que se estipula en la demanda
del Ministerio de Justicia, mientras que hace todo lo
posible por mantener la estructura de los vecindarios
ala cual los residentes estan acostumbrados y por la
que se regiran en el futuro.

Otro plan, que tenia las simpatias del Concejal
Laplante, era el B, que establecia la creacién de 3
Super Distritos (incorporando 2 distritos por Super-
Distrito y ningun asiento At Large. Este plan uniria
los distritos A con C, (Prospect Hill y Arlington); B
con D, (North Common y Tower Hill) y E con F
(South Lawrence West con South Lawrence East. El
Super-Distrito elegiria su propio concejal, mientras
que cada distrito seguiria teniendo su propio concejal.
La mocion presentada por Laplante, de aceptar el plan
B, no fué secundada.

Una acalorada discusion surgid entre la
Concejala Nilka Alvarez-Rodriguez y el Presidente
Francis J. Kivell, cuando éste urgia al Concilio de
tomar un voto sobre el plan A, y Nilka traté de llamar
su atencidn de que el plan que tenian ante ellos esa
noche, no era el mismo entregado y estudiado por la
Comisidn de Ordenanzas previamente. Mas tarde, el
Abogado William A. McDermott, Jr. admitié que era
cierto, el Grupo NewGrange habia cambiado el plan,
“para beneficio de los hispanos”, segun sus propias
palabras. Dicho esto, procedi6 a retirarlo y los
concejales comenzaron a trabajar con el plan original.

El Plan A, uno de 5 planes presentados para la
consideracion del Concilio, con el visto bueno del
Grupo NewGrange, fué propuesto por la Concejala
Marie Gosselin y rapidamente aprobado por los
concejales Michael J. Sullivan, Gilbert K. Frechette,
Francis J. Kivell, y Patrick J. Blanchette. Opuestos
al mismo, votaron NO, los Concejales Marc
Laplante, Marcos A. Devers, Julia Silverio y Nilka
Alvarez-Rodriguez.

Desde un principio, y en todas las reuniones
efectuadas donde los abogados del Departamento de
Justicia han participado, siempre han dicho que si el
plan elegido por la ciudad no satisface las demandas
del litigio, el mencionado caso tendria que ser
ventilado en las cortes, aunque nunca dejaron entrever
cual seria el plan ideal del Departamento de Justicia.

Considerando que este plan aprobado no cambia
el actual en uso, es de esperar que el Ministerio de
Justicia tome accion legal en contra de la ciudad, cosa
que la Concejala Nilka Alvarez-Rodriguez,
vehementemente, aconsejo al resto del Concilio.
“Creo que es un error el continuar con este plan.

El YMCA de Lawrence esta exhibiendo un maravilloso mural de
40 pies de largo pintado por nifios entre las edades de seis y trece afios
de edad, digno de admiracién. EIl proyecto fue dirigido por la
instructora de arte Sharon Silverman, residente del area y artista en
Lawrence por casi veinte afios.

“Lawrence: History in the Making” es un programa de arte que
promueve el desarrollo del autoestima, el orgullo de nuestra historia,
nuestra culturay la diversidad del area a través del arte. La instruccion
en los principios béasicos y la técnica del arte combinado con la
satisfaccion de haber logrado una meta, el esfuerzo individual y la
apreciacion de los diferentes aspectos del arte estan representados en
este programa.

Durante el primer afio, el programa trabajo con el Essex Street
Multi-Service Center y con el Boys Club de Beacon Street. El segundo
afio se enfocaron en los jovenes del YMCA de Lawrence.

A través del proyecto, los nifios aprendieron no sélo sobre arte,
sino a fijarse metas, cooperacion, creatividad, paciencia, flexibilidad
y persistencia particularmente cuando se trata de lograr una meta.
Trabajando junto a otros muchachos pintando una seccion individual,
la cooperacion se convirtid en la parte integral del ejercicio. La
paciencia fue muy necesaria cuando tenian que esperar porque alguien
terminara su rea antes de la otra persona poder seguir.

“Sharon Silverman, la directora del programa es extraordinaria
combinando la diversion, creatividad y el respeto por el préjimo
mientras les ensefia como mezclar los colores, el balance de las formas
y el disefio de las piezas de arte individuales que se han de usar en un
proyecto mayor,” dijo Ginny Messmore, artista e instructora del

programa.

Los estudiantes dibujaron sus rostros, los de sus amigos, edificios,
instrumentos musicales, piezas de arte, nubes, el sol, arboles, etc.,

todo de su propia creacion.

Fotografias de puntos importantes de
Lawrence fueron tomadas por Ginny
Messmore. Estas incluyeron las historicas
fabricas de tejidos, el ayuntamiento, los
monumentos de las guerras, el rio, la torre
con el reloj, iglesias y otros aspectos de la
cultura de Lawrence.

Trabajando con adultos y mentores, los
nifios aprendieron otras lecciones
importantes también. Teniendo a un adulto
trabajando con ellos les dio la sensacion de
que los adultos estan interesados en su éxito
y sus logros. Les hizo comprender que ese
proyecto significaba mucho para los demas.

Las lecciones vinieron de las
experiencias que ellos estaban atravesando
a medida que trabajaban en el mural,
divirtiéndose, siendo elogiados,
compartiendo con los mentores y otros
adultos y observando como una tarea entre
tantos estaba tomando forma hasta
convertirse en algo fastuoso.

Hubieron momentos individuales
como en cualquier proyecto de esta
magnitud que reflejan la realidad de la
mision. Tal fue el caso con varios de los
estudiantes que parecian perder el control
facilmente o reaccionar en forma
inapropiada al recibir una critica o un juego
pesado de algin compafiero. La
concentracion y el relajamiento con lo que
estaban haciendo los ayudd a no prestar
atencion de la misma forma y terminaron
hasta bromeando ante los mismos

—al

comentarios. En estos casos, la tension
desaparecié haciéndoles comprender que
ese comportamiento es parte del proceso
cuando se trabaja en grupos.

El descubrimiento mas fascinante para
Ginny Messmore fue que mudarse de su
vecindario, sea uno rico o pobre afectaa un
nifio de igual manera que a un adulto. Antes
de comenzar el mural, Silverman y
Messmore preguntaron a los nifios qué
echarian de menos si se tuvieran que mudar
de aqui. Todos citaron la torre del reloj, los
edificios con los talleres, el parque, el rio,
la diversidad de sus amistades y su hogar.
Los comentarios después de terminarlo
mostraron que habian adquirido un sentido
mas profundo de orgullo por sus
vecindarios, mas apreciacion por la belleza
natural y por la historia tan singular del area.
El haber trabajado con elementos de sus
vecindarios los ayudo a enorgullecerse mas
de quiénes son y de donde vienen.

“En un final, este proyecto me ha
ensefiado tanto como lo que les ensefig,”
dijo la Sra. Messmore. “En un ambito en
que la violencia aumenta constantemente,
un mundo impersonal de aparatos de  alta
tecnologia y comunicacion, la felicidad
basica humana y el sentido de cuanto
valemos han sido eliminados. Un programa
de arte como el de Lawrence: History in
the Making, nos recuerda la esencia de lo
que somos y lo que podemos hacer como
individuos y colectivamente,” conlcuyo.

Privatization of the
Water Department

If you think that privatization of the The Fiscal Year runs from July 1%

Water Department is a good idea, think
again and look at what happened with the
trash pick up when the city sold it to
Browning Ferris Industries (BFI).

We lack numbers prior to BFI to compare
because this was done by the Department
of Public Works, but we can clearly see the
annual increase of the trash pick up after
privatization by the numbers sent by the
comptroller of the City of Lawrence. jThis
can also happen with the water!

“We’ve had a very negative experience
with BFI,” said Eddy Brassil, the union
president. “When the city got rid of this
service, BFI promised to keep all of the
employees who would be affected. Only a
few went with them, only to find lower
salaries and less benefits and soon they were
no longer employed by BFI,” added Mr.
Brassil.

Mr. Brassil fears that the same will
happen with the water. The worst for
consumers is that prices will increase just
like the trash pick up.

through June 30 each year. During Fiscal
Year 1994, the City of Lawrence paid BFI
a total of $312.50. Later, because of the
contract to pick up our trash, it began to
increase annually as shown below:

FY 1995 $ 654,461.07

FY 1996 850,521.25

FY 1997 1,066,178.75

FY 1998 1,151.736.07

FY 1999 1,268,137.36
(approximate figures)

FY 2000 1,141,938.22
(approximate figures)

FY 2001 643,998.56

(for the period of July to December, 2000)

The reason for not giving you exact
figures for FY 1999 and 2000 is due to a
change in computer systems at city hall. We
received copies of calendar years (January
to December) and it became difficult to
separate them by fiscal years. We don’t
believe the difference is very noticeable.

The budget is now history, and what
quick work the knick-knacks made of it. |
do have some good news for my loyal
readers; queenie has back off her
submission to the council for a new position
of Chief Financial Officer (CFO),
answerable to her. Shar is no dummie! |
am sure she was well aware that this would
have been a direct violation of the charter,
but I am sure you all know by now that these
minor details do not concern her. It was
never voiced by the council or her majesty
herself, exactly what happened to this grand
scheme, but the plan has been foiled.

On June I8, 200, just before the budget
workshop convened, queenie made the
statement, nixing the CFO she had been
fighting for.

Cherie
Halloran and Louise Moss are the two
Assistant City Auditors with a combined
salary of $105,500. | do not know the
breakdown of this amount; | do know that
Ms. Moss is part time, and the only one that
holds an accounting degree in the
accounting department.

It seems that some of the royal swabs
have fallen out of favor with the queen. She
has given some pay cuts, if you can believe
that! Personally, | think these people were
overpaid to begin with, but what does that
do for one’s morale, when you go over the
budget and lo and behold, what you think
you are worth and what the queen thinks
you are worth are two different things.

The first hit | noticed was in the
assessor’s office. John Cena’s salary has
been decreased by $1,337. The senior
clerks also took a hit, two positions.
Appropriated in 2001, $55,192; in 2002,

$52,551. The next director to sustain a hit,
is that of Bill Buckley, aka Baby Buck. His
salary has been decreased by $1,289. The
Executive Director of Elder Affairs took a
decrease of $957, and the Director of
Veterans Benefits and Services lost $800
worth of salary.

Solid Waste and Disposal costs
continue to rise. This is the last year of our
three-year contract with Waste
Management. [I’ll just bet that when
negotiations resume queenie will take out
her list and check it twice, noting that Paul
Howard a manager for Waste Mangement
who resides in Londonderry, NH,
contributed $500 to her last campaign. Do
you think this will influence the new
negotiations?

Looks like Frank Russo has fallen back
in favor again. He is being moved back to
the castle, probably the basement level, but
he’ll be back in the big house, and he has
gotten a $4,567 raise. Congrats, Frank!

There are several questions | have in
the Environmental Management section.
One is Food for Temporary Workers,
$18,000? That is some chunk of change.
We also have continued to fund the
maintenance for the Riverwalk Park to the
tune of $12,500. | live right up the street
from this park and | have never seen anyone
there to maintain it. The Double D once
mentioned the flowers... WHAT
FLOWERS? We could not live without the
$50,000 allocated to Flowers for Gateways!
Hey, | have a great idea! Why don’t we use
some of this money to decorate the
construction site at the Lowell Street Bridge,
perhaps we can eke out a sign stating “THE
WORLD ACCORDING TO SHARON?”.

A salary increase that did catch my
attention is that of Superintendent of Water
Systems. The salary went from $53,558 to
that of $66,929, an increase of $13,371.
That is almost as much as the Fire Chief
got last year. Hey, are they related?

It was nice to see Joe, (Squawk Box),
Salvo at the Workshop on June 18, 2001.

No Racist Remark was Made -
Tribune Misses the Story Again

I make no secret about the fact that | do not like Councilor Julia Silverio and it is
not just for political reasons. I tell you this at the beginning of my column because |
am not one to pretend | am unbiased when it comes to our District “B” Councilor. |
am not. | have very strong feelings about her attitudes concerning race and white
people. So it may be my own personal bias which leads me to believe she is being
dishonest about this whole “racist comment” situation. That being said, | will tell you
what really happened the night of the City Council Sub-Committee meeting and let
you decide for yourself if her reaction was a misunderstanding or she was just
grandstanding. All | really want to do here is set the record straight.

Last week, the Tribune reported in a
front-page story about Lawrence City
Councilor Julia Silverio breaking down in
tears because a “racist comment” was made
at a City Council Sub-Committee meeting.
The city was shocked that someone could
do something so horrible. Had | not been
there 1, too would have been outraged that
one of our citizens would do such a thing.
As | have said so many times, do not believe
everything you read in the daily paper,
especially when it comes to articles written
by reporter Mark Vogler. Simply put, he
does not pay attention to what happens at
those meetings. Anyone who was there will
tell you that first hand. Here is what really
happened.

During the councilors’ discussion
about whether or not to preserve the historic
Wetherbee School, District “E” Councilor
Gil Frechette spoke about his reasons for
voting against preservation of the building
as it is. He listed several physical flaws in
the building and then commented that he
had been inside and the school “smells.”

A woman in the audience then said
aloud, “But they all do!” Then mumbled,
“That’s no reason to tear down the school.”

That’s when Councilor Silverio broke
into tears and claimed a racist comment
had been made about Hispanics. She
cried, she spoke out emotionally, and she
achieved quite a bit of sympathy from
fellow councilors who had not heard the
comment from the audience. It was quite a
spectacle. Those of us in the audience who
heard the comment were perplexed to say
the least.

Contrary to what the Tribune reported,
that is what happened. That is all that
happened.

I don’t believe for a minute that Silverio
could have possibly heard a racist statement.
| believe she is playing the victim role once
again to paint white people in Lawrence as
evil racists. Especially since there are four
Hispanic candidates running for mayor and
Silverio is helping one of them. | can’t seem
to find any other conclusion, and believe
me | have tried. After all, old school

buildings do have a musty smell and there
was no reference made by anyone about
Hispanic people during this discussion. It
was simply a reaction by the audience
member after Councilor Frechette pointed
out that the school has a smell.

What | find more troubling than
Silverio’s reaction that night, is the way
Tribune reporter Mark Vogler ran with this
story without checking his facts. Had he
bothered to talk to some of the people sitting
on our side of the room and asked them what
happened that evening he would have found
out what was really said. It’s called
journalism. But he didn’t do that and the
Tribune didn’t bother to check on his facts
either. 1 don’t know if there is an
ombudsman at the Tribune who is in charge
of checking facts when reporters turns in
their stories, but if there is he certainly isn’t
doing his job either. Because of all this, the
City of Lawrence gets another black eye in
the name of racism and victimhood.

I will say this about the incident. If a
racist comment had been made at that
meeting, 1’d be the very first person to
expose it and name the offending audience
member. My personal feelings for Ms.
Silverio would have made no difference in
the way | reported inexcusable behavior by
one of our citizens at a public meeting.

If Silverio had actually heard a racist
comment she would have every right to
react the way she did and | would gladly
stand up for her and support what she did.
If nothing else, I do try to be fair whether |
like someone or not but in this case, Silverio
heard no racist comment and neither did
anyone else. In this case, Silverio reacted
to something that was never said, and
whatever her reasons were she caused more
dissension in the community between
Whites and Hispanics.

Ms. Silverio has every right to express
outrage at the racism that does exist in this
community. She should never back down
when she sees real life examples of it right
before her eyes. But that didn’t happen here,
and | felt it was my job to set the record

straight.

State Representative José
Santiago who was seen at the event as a
spectator, did not participate in Hispanic
Week. Mayoral Candidate Nestor DeJesus,
who has been rumored to be dropping out of
the race was also not there as a participant.

Airport Commission Refuses to

Bow to Pressure
Lawrence Mayor Patty Dowling stood
before the Airport Commission last week

and demanded that commission vote to sell
lots at the airport to private businesses. This,
despite the fact that the City Council took a
vote two years ago to lease the land and
reject the possibility of selling it off in
parcels. Dowling was visibly angry when
her hand picked airport commission refused
to take a vote to sell the land and said they
would table the measure until their next
meeting when they will vote to leave the
property instead of selling it.

For the record, they are not alone in
their belief that selling airport property is
bad idea. The Federal Aviation
Administration also does not favor selling
airport property to private businesses.

Devers Thinking Ahead

For years, the City of Lawrence has
neglected to go after back property taxes
and now it appears that the geniuses at City
Hall have not been keeping track of
abandoned properties. We have absolutely
no idea how many properties are just sitting
there costing us tax money and creating a
nuisance in our neighborhoods.
