Representante Lantigua. “No tiene sentido penalizar
a aquellas personas que estan sirviendo nuestro pais
al otro lado del océano. Es un cambio muy simple que
posiblemente no afectara a muchas personas pero que
hara un impacto muy significante en aquellos que se
beneficien”.

Asi
mismo, la policia ha respondido 897 veces
a llamadas efectuadas desde el Windsor
House durante el periodo comprendido
entre noviembre 30, 1998, y septiembre 26,
2003.

Por su parte el Jefe de Policia, Chief
John J. Romero inform¢ sobre diversas
violaciones a codigos de seguridad, entre
las que se encuentran detectores de humo
en mal estado, sin baterias o sencillamente
habian sido removidos. Sitios como este
debe tener una Ilave maestra que abra todas
las puertas en caso de emergencia, en su
lugar, el encargado tenia llaves individuales.

Diez minutos después de haber
comenzado el operativo, agentes del
Departamento de Incendios activaron la
alarma de incendios que son6 en todo el
edificio menos en la estacion Central de
Bomberos. Segun inform¢ el Capitan
William Lannon, estas alarmas estan
conectadas con compafiias privadas que las
controlan e informan a los departamentos

correspondientes de cualquier emergencia.

Darren Kady, un residente de
Barbousville, Estado de Virginia, es el
propietario del Hotel Valley Lodging donde
se efectud el allanamiento y otro, con el
mismo nombre, situado en el 77 de la Calle
South Union. “Ambos lugares son muy
diferentes”, dijo el Tte. Soriano. “Mientras
el primero es un lugar de alta criminalidad,
el otro es un sitio muy tranquilo”, dijo el
teniente y agreg6: “Estamos convencidos
que el problema reside en la
administracion”.

La administradora del hotel situado en
el 575 de la Common, Wanda Arroyo, fue
arrestada después de comprobarse que su
hermano, José Sierra, ha estado viviendo en
una habitacién vacia, sin pagar desde que
sali6 de la carcel en julio. Arroyo fue
instruida de cargos de hurto por mas de $250
y Sierra, su hermano, fue acusado de
traspasar, y posesion de una aguja y
jeringuilla hipodérmica.

En el Windsor House, localizado en el
248 de la Calle Broadway, los inspectores
de la ciudad encontraron varias violaciones
a distintos codigos tales como plomeria,
electricidad y salud. El propietario de este
edificio, es William Seroll, y reside en
Hingham, Massachussets.

Si usted fue uno de los dichosos que
visité el Ayuntamiento de Lawrence el
pasado sabado 4, por espacio de dos
horas, se encontrd viviendo en el pasado.
Durante ese tiempo, las ruedas del reloj
del tiempo se movieron 143 afios hacia
atrés.

A las doce del mediodia, el cuerpo
inerte de Sumner H. Needham, primera
victima de la Guerra Civil, estaba siendo
honrado por las autoridades.
Posteriormente, su cuerpo seria llevado
en procesion, con escolta militar, hasta el
Cementerio Bellevue, donde descansan
sus restos, justo al pié del monumento que
la ciudad erigi6 en su honor.

Como hemos informado con
anterioridad, Needham formé parte de un
regimiento que Massachussets envié para
proteger la capital, con 6rdenes de no
disparar a menos que dispararan contra
ellos. En la ciudad de Baltimore, la
columna fue atacada por una turba
enardecida, recibiendo Needham el
impacto de un adoquin que le aplasté el
craneo. Needham fallecio el 16 de abril
de 1861.

Needham sobrevivié el ataque, pero
debido a los recursos de la época, los
médicos no pudieron salvarle la vida. El
Alcalde de Baltimore, George William
Brown ofreci6 sus condolencias a la viuda
y al pueblo de Lawrence y les aseguro que
tanto la policia como los residentes leales
alaUnion, hicieron lo indecible por salvar
la vida del soldado Needham y dar
proteccion a las tropas en su paso hacia
Washington.

Mayor kicks off cancer

awareness campaign

Cancer remains today as the most
serious health threat to all of us; that is why
early detection is the best way to combat it.
Although there is no way to prevent cancer,
research continues in order to find methods
of early detection and great strides have
been made in that area.

Mayor Michael J. Sullivan’s Health
Task Force continues to work with many of
the area’s top health care professionals in
highlighting October as Breast Cancer
Awareness Month by kicking off the
campaign at City Hall recently.

“It is important to emphasize how much
better a person’s survival rate becomes
through early detection and proper
treatment,” Mayor Sullivan stated.

The two main diseases that are the
focus of the initiative are Breast Cancer and
Prostate Cancer which are two common but
often curable cancers when detected early.
To illustrate his own commitment to
screening and its importance, the mayor is
issuing an executive order that any City of
Lawrence employee can make an
appointment with their doctor or attend a
clinic during business hours and it will not
be charged to their time. He is calling upon
other area employees to do the same stating,
“This is a small but important gesture to say
we really care about our employees’ health
and well being.”

Among the speakers at the ceremony
was Carol A. D’Allocco, a breast cancer
survivor. Mrs. D’Allocco shared her story

with the audience from the beginning
suspicion that she had breast cancer before
it even showed in the mammograms. Upon
her insistence, doctors were able to do
additional tests and discovered a very tiny
lump.

She described in detail, sometimes
peppered with witty comments, the
lumpectomy, going through chemotherapy
and radiation and praising her husband’s
behavior for never rejecting her, even when
she went down to 85 pounds and had lost
her hair.

Carol remembers losing her hair as the
most significant sign that you have cancer.
She tried to prepare for that in advance by
purchasing two wigs for the day when she
would need them but it was still a shock
when the mounds of hair would be left in
her hand or in the shower.

Today, Mrs. D’Allocco is the picture of
good health. She insists that early detection
saved her life because the survival rate is as
high as 97% when found in its early stages
and that we all should question our doctors.

The other speakers represented the
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center,
Lawrence General Hospital and Holy
Family Hospital. Mayor Sullivan said, “I
feel extremely proud to work alongside
these talented professionals. Any time we
can team up to make Lawrence a healthier
place, I’ll do it.”

Last year’s campaign earned
recognition during the United States
Conference of Mayors.
