The birth of the first child is the most
special moment for parents, filled with
dreams and aspirations. But those happy
moments can be easily thwarted now that
Massachusetts has a new series of
compul sory tests doneto newborns. Babies
are tested for several congenital diseases
and parents soon find out what they can
expect in the future.

That was the case of Steven and
Laureen Campagnone of Methuen. Their
baby girl was born with cystic fibrosis.
According to theresearchers, onein twenty
people are carriersof thisgenebutitisonly
when both parents are carriers that a child
has a 25% probability of being born with
the disease.

The Campagnones have no idea as to
what to expect inthefamily’sfuture. Right
now, they are learning and coping with the
first signs. Cystic fibrosisaffectsthelungs
and digestive system so the medication used
at this point in an enzyme to help with the
digestion and daily massages in the chest
and back to release the mucous from the
lungs. What makes it more difficult to
diagnose is that, according to the Cystic
Fibrosis Foundation, there are more than
onethousand different forms of the disease.

As the child gets older, the problems
may increase; thereislittle known although
they are aware that by the time sheis four
years of age, their daughter will need an
electric vest to replace the massage they

provide now. The current cost of this vest
is$15,000 and fortunately, the medications
are covered by health insurance.

So, to start preparing for the future, the
Campagnone family, with the assi stance of
the VFW Ladies Auxiliary 8349 of
Methuen, organized adinner to start raising
the necessary funds to cover future
expenses. The Campagnones are so well
regarded all over the Merrimack Valley that
the VFW hall was filled to capacity and an
enormous amount of giftswere donated for
araffle.

Steven was overwhelmed with emotion
not expecting the support and love they
received that day. They now know that their
ordeal will be alot easier thanks to their
friends.

We had the opportunity also of meeting
another family who can relate to what they
are going through. The Robinsons from
North Andover and their daughter KC were
there.

Nancy Robinson, isaphysical therapist
with the Visiting Nurse Association and
Richard Robinson is a teacher at the
Guilmette School in Lawrence. KC is a
gorgeous 15 years old who plays softball
and is a member of the ski team at North
Andover High School. When shewasborn,
Massachusetts did not have such a testing
requirement and it was not discovered until
a few months later. Back then, life
expectancy was hot long but astime passes,
people can aspire to a better, longer life.

The Robinson family came to support their good friends. Nancy and

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Returnsto Lawrencethe Bickndl Clock

You may not have heard of the Bicknell
Clock but its rebirth is well under way.
Perhaps the ol dest street clock of itstypein
the entire Commonweal th of Massachusetts,
it was originally erected in 1885 by the
Bicknell Brothersclothierson Essex Street
whereit stood for over 100 years.

In disrepair and broken for more than
50 years, the Lawrence Historical
Commission has partnered with the Friends
of the Heritage State Park to undertake the
compl ete restoration and moderni zation of
thisincredibly rare piece.

Research has shown that a statue of a
Civil War Union Army Drummer Boy once
stood atop the clock and disappeared in
approximately 1910. Renowned sculptor,
Robert Shure has been commissioned to
duplicate this one-of-a-kind headpiece,

beforeinstalling it on its base.

which was cast in bronze. Beyond this, the
restored clock features an internal master
controller with a GPS (global positioning
satellite) transceiver. This basically means
that the clock recalibratesitself directly with
satellitesin orbit, and be accurate to .00001
seconds -not bad for aclock that hasn’t told
time for over half a century! These
combined features makethe Bicknell Clock
truly unigue in the entire world.

Lawrence is in a catch 22 situation.
Millions of dollars have and continued to
be spent on crumbling infrastructure but
virtually no money remainsto beautify the
city, this private endeavor seeks to do just
that - while restoring the city’s only

remaining street clock.

Our fundraising isalmost compl ete yet
still need to be raised to finish the project
and establish aperpetual carefundto assure
that this silent sentinel shall never be
forgotten again. The Historical Society
humbly asksfor your generous donation (tax
deductible) and invitesyou to the dedication
ceremony on Saturday, May 8, at 1:30 PM.
