In his welcoming remarks to Healey and Hillman,
Lawrence Mayor Michael J. Sullivan mentioned the
fact that Lieutenant Healey has been in Lawrence
dozens of times over the last four years.

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UN PUNTO DE VISTA
Se acerca un aniversario productivo

Este afio, el 27 de
diciembre para ser
exacto, se conmemora
un 175 aniversario que
es seguro convertirse
en asunto de articulos,
conversaciones acadé-
micas, exhibiciones de
museos (una de ellas
viene a Boston) y hasta controversia
cuando se aproxime.

En esa fecha en 1831, una fragata de
diez canones nombrada “H.M.S. Beagle”
parti6 desde Devonport, Inglaterra, en un
segundo viaje a través del mundo que
duraria dos meses cortos de cinco afios. El
nombre de esa nave y la fecha, desde luego,
no son significativos hasta que no los
relacionamos con el nombre de uno de sus
pasajeros a bordo: Charles Darwin.

No es facil para un hombre de veintitrés
afios, no hoy dia, no entonces, no
frecuentemente, invertir un tiempo tan
extenso alejado de las tipicas
preocupaciones de una persona de esa edad
para visitar continentes como Africa,
América del Sur, Australia y varias islas en
el camino, catalogando cada planta o animal
encontrado en esas tierras y tratando de
descubrir todo lo que se podia sobre ellas,
como vivian, como se relacionaban, como
no lo hacian, como variaban, cuanto tenian
en comun y en antepasados. El esfuerzo de
tal ventura puede apreciarse solamente si
usted lee “El Viaje del Beagle” la fascinante
cronica escrita por el mismo Darwin.

La importancia de ese viaje para las
ideas que eventualmente se convertirian en
su obra “El Origen de las Especies” fue que
se transformo en la base seminal de su
pensamiento que mas tarde definié a la
Seleccion Natural como el punto mas
importante de las teorias evolucionistas de
la época. Las ideas sobre la evolucion,
desde luego, no eran enteramente nuevas
en aquellos tiempos; Juan Bautista Lamarck,
un botanico francés, fue considerado el
creador de la evolucion, pero Darwin, como
mis estudiantes gustan decir después de
un examen exitoso, “Se la comid.”

Charles Darwin escribié en 1861:
“Lamarck fue el primer hombre cuyas
conclusiones sobre este asunto [la
evolucion] llamaron mucha atencion. Este

justamente celebrado naturalista publico su
teorfa en 1801... El fue el primero que llevo a
cabo el servicio eminente de llamar la
atencion hacia la probabilidad de que todos
los cambios orgénicos, igualmente que los
inorgéanicos del mundo, son el resultado de
una ley [fisica] y no de una interposicion
milagrosa.”

“El Origen” fue un intento del famoso
cientifico para dejar registrada su
contribucién mas controversial y asi evitar
que otros que ¢l temia se estuvieran
moviendo muy rapido en su campo se la
robaran. Ya la evolucion era un movimiento
en accion; la Seleccion Natural se convirtio
y es hoy dia todavia su marca y su estampa.
Uno no entiende o cree en la teoria de la
evolucién si no entiende o acepta la
Seleccion Natural.

Desafortunadamente hay mucha
confusion alrededor del concepto de la
Seleccion Natural. Primero, muchos de los
detractores de Darwin jamas han leido ese
libro, ni siquiera “El viaje del Beagle,” y
aplican sus propios prejuicios a otros que
ellos respetan dicen o los que otros temen
y describen como “el trabajo del diablo,”
una proposicion ofensiva a nuestras almas.

Por qué el diablo va a distraerse a si
mismo y a nosotros con una malicia tan
dificil de crear y usar para confundir
nuestras creencias-la lectura de “El Origen”
es muy dificil atin para los que creen en la
evolucion-carece de sentido. La Seleccion
natural no es solamente sobre la
supervivencia de los individuos mas
fuertes; es sobre la reproduccion de las
caracteristicas de esos individuos. Un
ejemplo lo haria més claro. Dos individuos
que sufren de tuberculosis podrian morir
uno mas temprano el otro mas tarde (eso es
la supervivencia del mas fuerte para el que
vivid mds tiempo.) Sin embargo, si uno de
ellos pasa la inmunidad a sus descendientes
haciéndolos mas sanos eso seria la
reproduccién de sobrevivir de los mas
fuertes. Usted puede usar ejemplos similares
con otras condiciones.

Elviaje del Beagle encontrd y tomo nota
en su via maritima de numerosos ejemplos
de comportamiento humano ignorante,
precedentes similares a las reacciones que

la teoria de la evolucion se encontraria mas
tarde en aulas, cortes, juntas de educacion
y cuerpos gubernamentales de nuestro dia,
instituciones que son tan ante-
educacionales hoy como muchas de las
cosas que Darwin encontrd en su viaje. Y
no ayuda a la discusion cuando el presidente
de una nacion se sienta a juzgarla y declara
que “el jurado todavia no ha rendido su fallo
en el caso de la evoluciéon.” ;Qué jurado?
Me pregunto.

Hay dos ejemplos muy interesantes en
el libro del Beagle. En una de sus pausas,
en Chile, América del Sur, Darwin se enterd
de un colector de historia natural aleman
llamado Renous que “habia dejado algunas
orugas bajo la responsabilidad de una nifia
para que las alimentara y ayudara a
convertirse en mariposas hasta que él
regresara.” Este hecho se rumoré en el
pueblo hasta que los padres (sacerdotes) y
el gobernador se enteraron y consultaron
entre si y decidieron que eso tenia que ser
algo herético. De acuerdo, cuando Renous
regreso al pueblo lo arrestaron “por herejia.”

En otro caso, las investigaciones que
Darwin hacia sobre eventos naturales como
terremotos, volcanes y por qué algunas
fuentes de agua eran calientes y otras frias
“se consideraban inutiles e impias; y
bastaba que era suficiente que Dios habia

hecho de esa manera las montafias.” El
poder de la comunidad local evidentemente
creia que los animales y las plantas se tenian
que comer o cultivar, pero jamas ser
evaluados por los naturalistas porque esa
investigacion se consideraba una ofensa a
Dios. Es decir, estaba bien destruir el reino
animal para alimento o para placer como
cazadores, pero la exploracion cientifica
estaba fuera de lugar.

Hubo muchos otros trabajos escritos
que emanaron de Darwin y sus experiencias
en el Beagle, libros como “La Descendencia
del Hombre” y “La Expresion de las
Emociones en el Hombre y los Animales,”
obras que recomiendo para aquellos que
quieren entender su contribucioén y pueden
acostumbrarse a su estilo literario tnico de
describir los hechos negando sus puntos
opuestos. El método cientifico de
investigaciones sobre una hipotesis no
probando que es cierta es todavia la
metodologia aceptable en las disertaciones
doctorales del presente como yo recuerdo
con dolor.

Es importante para nuestros hombres
y mujeres jovenes aprender no solamente
lo que Darwin encontro en su trabajo sino

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Autoridad y libertad

Uno de los problemas de la educacion
en la actualidad es la falta de autoridad en la
familia. Una madre se quejaba de que su
hijo no le obedecia, le respondia a todo, le
insultaba y no podia con ¢él. Al preguntarle
por la edad de su hijo contestd que tres
afos. (Qué habia fallado en la educacion?
En otras ocasiones son los padres los que
tiran la toalla y se desentienden de sus hijos
porque piensan que no estan formados y
saben qué hacer.

Reflexionar sobre la autoridad de los
padres y la libertad de los hijos es una tarea
necesaria e irrenunciable.

Podemos entender la educaciéon como
un proceso de mejora de la persona y
también como un proceso de
responsabilizacion de seres libres. Porque
hay que promover la libertad y su
correspondiente responsabilidad. No se
trata de una mejora parcial, sino de toda la
persona en su conjunto y no mejora en
abstracto o en vacio, sino en aspectos
esenciales como son la libertad, el amory la
fe.

La autoridad no solo es poder, sino
sobretodo servicio. Es un servicio a la
libertad en desarrollo de otros seres
humanos que van siendo cada vez mas
autonomos y mas responsables en su
propio proyecto de llegar a ser lo mejor de
si mismos, superando las limitaciones
personales y ambientales.

Reflexionar sobre la
autoridad de los
padres y la libertad de
los hijos es una tarea
necesaria e
irrenunciable.

Por otra parte el desarrollo de la
libertad personal es un proceso que
puede ser acelerado por la educacion.
Educar la libertad es fomentar una mayor
autonomia y una mayor responsabilidad
en quien se educa.

Dice A. Muiloz Alonso: “La
autoridad no sélo no se opone a la
libertad, sino que la supone. Una
oposicion entre los dos conceptos
implica una idea equivoca de la autoridad,
subentendida como poder, o una falsa idea
de libertad, entendida como
indeterminacion radical fundante. Entre
las cosas o bienes que la autoridad, por
serlo, ha de acrecentar, en gracia de su
misma etimologia o derivacion de augere,
se encuentra la libertad, su ejercicio y sus
posibilidades reales.” (Muiioz Alonso, A.:
“Autoridad” en Gran Enciclopedia Rialp,
tomo III, Edic Rialp, Madrid, 1971, pag
70).

Sixty seven excited 3er and 4™ graders
cheered when the familiar face of Barry
Burbank walked into the school auditorium.

“Freezing, lot of snow and no sunny
days”, was Jeremy Salazar’s somber
prediction.

The children were static when Burbank
played a video about storms, specially a
tornado that devastated Andover, in
Kansas on April 26, 1991. According to
Burbank, 56 twisters touched down that day
in Arkansas. “You don’t know how lucky
we are here in Massachusetts compared to
Arkansas”.

Burbank explained to the children that
tornados can reach winds of 200 to 300 miles
an hour. Contrary of what the video

October 14, 2006. Lawrence, MA: You
see them sunning on porches, hiding in the
shadows of office buildings, and lingering
outside barns. They live on the fringes,
cautious, careful, and seldom venturing
close to humans. They are called alley cats,
barn cats, tomcats, and street cats. Born
outside, these unsterilized cats form
colonies, making homes wherever they can.
Tomcats prowl for mates, females become
pregnant, and the cycle of reproduction
continues. But what if there were no new
kittens?

The Animal Rescue Merrimack Valley
(ARMYV), a new non-profit animal rescue
working through the Valley is working to
make that a reality in Lawrence, as well as in
Haverhill, Lawrence, Merrimac, Groveland,
Methuen, North Andover, Andover and
Plaistow, NH. Through Trap/Neuter/Return
(TNR), a low-cost, humane program that is
reducing the number of stray and feral
(unowned) cats in communities nationwide,
Animal Rescue Merrimack Valley is helping
both feral cats and pet cats and dogs in this
community live longer and healthier lives
through:

¢ Education and financial assistance for
spay/neuter programs

¢ Care for sick and injured animals

* Dog and cat adoption resources

¢ Foster care for cats and kittens

¢ Support for spay/neuter/feeding for
feral cats
¢ Community education

Annually, on October 16th, national
attention is focused on TNR and the
treatment of feral cats through National
Feral Cat Day (NFCD). Alley Cat Allies
(ACA), the national feral cat resource,
founded NFCD six years ago. This year,
NFCD will launch an awareness campaign
to increase knowledge about feral cats and
to promote TNR.

“TNR is the only program proven to
reduce feral cat populations,” says Becky
Robinson, national director of Alley Cat
Allies. “It is the alternative to being trapped
and killed. Countless animals having litter
after litter can now live longer, healthier lives
in their outdoor homes, but without kittens.
It just makes good sense.”

In TNR, cats already living outdoors
are humanely trapped and taken to
veterinarians, where they are evaluated,
vaccinated, sterilized, and ear tipped for
identification. Kittens and tame cats are
adopted into good homes. Healthy adult
cats too wild to be adopted are returned to
their outdoor homes under the care of
dedicated volunteers. No more kittens are
born and the feral cat population is reduced.

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A POINT OF VIEW

A productive anniversary approaches

This year, December
27 to be exact, we will
remember a 175"
anniversary sure to
become subject of
articles, academic
conversations,
museum exhibits (one
is coming to Boston)
and perhaps even controversy as it
approaches. On that date in 1831, a British
ten-gun frigate by the name of “H.M.S.
Beagle” sailed out of Devonport, England
on a second world voyage that would last
two months short of five years. The name
of that ship and the date, of course, are not
significant until we pair them with the name
of one of the passengers on board: Charles
Darwin.

It is not easy for a twenty three year
old man, not today, not then, not frequently,
to spend such a long time away from the
typical preoccupations of a person that age
to visit continents like Africa, South
America, Australia and several islands in
between, to catalog every plant and animal
populating those lands and try to make some
sense about them, how they lived, how they
related, how they did not, how they varied
and how much they shared in common and
ancestry. The effort of such a venture can
only be appreciated if you read “The Voyage
of the Beagle” fascinating chronicles written
by Darwin himself.

The importance of that trip for what
eventually would be Darwin’s “On the
Origin of Species” was that it became the

seminal ground of his thinking eventually
making Natural Selection the central core of
the then-developing evolutionary theories.
Evolution ideas, of course, were not entirely
new at the time; Jean-Baptiste Lamarck, a
French botanist, was considered a
forerunner of evolution but Darwin, as my
students like to say after a successful exam,
“Iced it.”

Charles Darwin wrote in 1861: “Lamarck
was the first man whose conclusions on the
subject excited much attention. This justly
celebrated naturalist first published his
views in 1801... He first did the eminent
service of arousing attention to the
probability of all changes in the organic, as
well as in the inorganic world, being the
result of law, and not of miraculous
interposition.”

“The Origin” was an attempt by the
famous scientist to record his most
controversial contribution and avoid being
bypassed by others he was afraid were
moving too fast in the field. Evolution was
a movement in action already; Natural
Selection turned out to be its hallmark and
is, to this day, its stamp. You do not
understand or believe in evolutionary theory
if you don’t understand or accept Natural
Selection. Unfortunately much confusion
has surrounded the Selection concept itself.
For one thing, many of Darwin’s attackers
have never read the book, never mind
“Voyage of The Beagle,” and apply their
own prejudices to what others they respect

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say or what others they fear describe as the
work of the devil, a frightful proposition for
our souls.

Why the devil would like to distract
itself and ourselves with such a difficult ruse
to confuse our own beliefs-"The Origin” is
no easy reading even for evolutionists-
makes no sense. Natural Selection is not
simply about the survival of the fittest
individuals; it is about the reproduction of
the fittest “characteristics” of those
individuals. An example would make that
clear. Two individuals suffering from
tuberculosis may die sooner or later (that is
survival of the fittest for the survivor);
however, if one of them passes immunity to
his or her progeny that will make his or her
offspring healthier (that would be
reproduction survival of the fittest
characteristics.) You can use any other
examples you want.

The voyage of the Beagle encountered
and recorded on its way numerous examples
of ignorant human behavior preceding
similar reactions that evolutionary theories
would encounter later in classrooms, courts,
boards of education and government
bodies in our own day, institutions that are
as much anti-educational today as anything
Darwin found in his trip. And it does not
help matters either when the president of a
nation sits down in judgment to declare that
“the jury is still out on evolution.” What
jury? I ask.

Two interesting examples from The
Beagle book will suffice. In one of Darwin’s
travel stops, Chile in South America, he
learned of a German natural history collector
named Renous who had left “some
caterpillars under charge of a girl to feed,
that they might turn into butterflies. This
was rumored through the town, and at last
the padres (translation: the priests) and
governor consulted together, and agreed it
must be some heresy. Accordingly, when
Renous returned to town he was arrested,”
for heresy?

In another situation Darwin’s own
inquiries about natural events like
earthquakes, volcanoes and whether some
springs were hot and others cold “were
considered useless and impious; and that it
was quite sufficient that God had thus made
the mountains.” The local community power
obviously believed that animals and plants
had to be either eaten or harvested, but
never evaluated by naturalists because that
research was considered an insult to God.
So, it was OK to destroy the animal kingdom
for food or even hunting pleasure, but
scientific exploration was out of the
question.

There were many other works of Darwin
that emanated from his experiences in his
Voyage, books like “The Descent of Man”
and “The Expression of the Emotions in
Man and Animals” that [ strongly
recommend for those who want to
understand his contribution and can get
used to his unique literary style of
describing facts by denying its opposite.
The scientific method of research about a
hypothesis by disproving it in “The Origin”
itself is still acceptable methodology in
doctoral dissertations today as I painfully
recall.

And it is important for our young men
and women to learn not only what he found
in his work but also how he did it and what
that means to us as a responsible society.
Recently, the Secretary of the United
Nations warned about the still present
scourge of the AIDS epidemic. Twenty five
million have died of the disease; forty five
million currently affected. And we are still
trying to figure out how to react if a new
Bird Flu pandemic hits the planet with all its
fury.

Those infirmities and many others we
deal with on a daily basis in hospitals, like
birth defect, diabetes, cancer or heart
disease, and in nursing homes, like
Alzheimer’s that we have grown used to
accept as routine aspects of our lives are
other versions of evolutionary mutations
that we must understand and control if the
world population is going to continue to
grow, get older and prosper. Recently,
scientists have already determined that the
crossover of the AIDS virus between
chimpanzees and humans took place
somewhere in Cameroon, Africa and that is
evolution folks, no heavenly punishment.

Until we get off the merry-go-round of
believing that diseases like AIDS are some
kind of retribution by an angry God who
has lost temporary patience in what is an
eternal timeless existence we will never be
able to work together to provide the support,
assistance and solutions those suffering
human beings need because we are looking
at the wrong cause for the wrong reasons;
or not looking at all. “Homo sum: humani
nil a me alienum puto” said Terentius
(Terence), the famous Latin comedy writer;
that is “I am a human being, so nothing
human is strange to me.” We should etch
those words in our brains.

It all started with The Voyage of the
Beagle and still continues to this day in
clinics and labs all over the world. Lucky us
that a twenty-three year old man decided to
learn about who and what we are and not
party his life away in wine and songs. And
this is my Point of View Today.

(Note: For those who still try to connect
Darwin’s Natural Selection with an anti-
religious crusade tell them not to waste their
time. The Vatican, no liberal religious
institution itself, recently dismissed
Intelligent Design as an alternative to
evolution. Evolution is about facts and
science; it is about all of us. What you want
to believe about God is an act of faith, not
facts and science, and it is only about some
of us.) For additional thoughts on this
subject see: “From So Simple a Beginning,”
by Edward O. Wilson; “Darwin:

2141836, one hundred seventy years ago as
of only a few days ago.

Every section of
every city has an “old
gang.” Some have
stayed in touch and
some have strayed to all
corners of the world.
Sadly some have
passed away. Talk to
most people no matter
where they come from and they have stories
ofthe “old gang.” Most stories bring smiles
to the teller’s face and sometime the listeners
are shocked at the shenanigans that these
now professional people and civic leaders
took part in.

The words shenanigan and probably
whippersnapper probably clue you into the
tales and people of those days. Staring me
in the face is a picture of a group of
teenagers that hung together, played
together, argued together and also fought,
if not with each other, then with others who
offered a challenge. The picture I speak of
is of a sandlot football team that played at
the Wetherbee field in South Lawrence.

We called ourselves the Canoe Club
Cadets. The linemen were pretty fast and
not too big but were our answer to Leo
Gorcey, Billy Halop, and Huntz Hall of the
movies Dead End Kids. Don Fritzche lived
on Atkinson St. and was a speedster. I don’t
know where he is these days.
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Junior Chretien was a tackle that lived
justup the street from the field on Kingston
Street; he’s retired now and sometimes he’s
found at the Methuen VFW. Marty
McCaffery lived on Crosby St. and was
another speedster and when last I heard, he
was working on the construction of the
Seabrook Nuclear Station years ago.

Paul Mailhot was probably our biggest
player at tackle, Marty was at guard. Johnny
Francis lived on Atkinson St. in a four-

decker. Yes, I said, four-decker.

Kevin Judge lived on Tyler Street and
had more talent than most kids ever hope to
have. He was later to become a paratrooper
and had for service mates the Hot Line host
of today Ronnie Ford. Judge, Ford and
retired cop Paul Sutton joined forces in
Europe during their service time.

In the backfield were two legendary
young guys that everyone considered
pretty tough Rock White and Clifty Whalen,
both were excellent athletes and had great
speed. People ask me about them to this
day. Rock passed away a few years ago and
his wife died just recently. As a kid he lived
where the St. Pat’s Church parking lot
stands today. Joe Ferland ran a bicycle repair
shop there before selling to Victor Hugo
who ran it from So. Broadway for many
years.

I know Cliffy who lived on Broadway is
still around but I haven’t seen him in years.
He and Rock played halfbacks and speed
and toughness was their game. If these two
went to high school they would’ve been
fine athletes because they excelled at all
sports. Most of us didn’t play hoops in
those days and us “dead end” types
thought was too mild a game for us future
gangsters of America.

Rudy Bibeau came from Crosby St. He
was our fullback and he was almost as big
as Mailhot. He’s retired from the old Bolta
Rubber Co. and I’m pretty sure he lives in
New Hampshire now. I see his brother Guy
at the Elks when we attend the biweekly
sports nights. The Bibeaus built a complex
on River Rd. and Guy still resides there.

Willie Rheaume lived on Broadway
right near where the sub shop is by the
package store near the tracks. He was very
small and very tough and he and I shared
the quarter back duties. What he lacked in
size he made up in speed and guts. He had
a brother Joe that we called “Lefty” that
played both football and baseball at Central
Catholic. Willie married the beautiful Barbara
McPhee at a young age and a few years
later developed a tumor and died. He was
the first of our gang to die and was much,
much too young to leave this world.

Bobby Hendry was a speedster from
Crosby St. who is now retired from a position
in the New Hampshire prison system. I often
use the line that Bobby could turn out the
light and be in bed before it got dark. Bob
married his childhood sweetheart Gerri St.

Hilaire formerly of Water St. and is now
widowed. He and I go to dinner or lunch so
often that I think some people are looking
at us like the two cowboys from Broke Back
Mountain.

The last guy was me and I was to share
the QB job with Willie. Most times none of
us had any equipment and as I look at the
picture I see 5 players with helmets (must’ve
been a good day.)

I count 6 pairs of shoulder pads and
one pair of football shoes. Mailhot played
for CCH jayvees thus the shoes. Most of
the other players wore “clod hoppers.” 1
can’t recall who supplied the football and
recall using a ball that was manufactured
white with a black stripe that circled each
end that was to be used in night games we
later found out.

This was our gang rough and tough
and all turned out all right. Imagine Kevin
Judge now retired and living at Hilton Head
in the Carolinas. Mailhot a retired teacher,
me an ex radio guy and neophyte writer, (I
just threw that word in because I’'m trying
to impress any of the old gang that sees
this column).

We swam in the canals of the city
together, the pools, the river, skinny dipped,
and all hitched rides on the backs of cars
after a snow storm, we rode the backs of the
freight trains when coming home after
sneaking into one of the many movie
theaters in the city. Most of these guys
belong to the “Tar chewers of America” and
apple and pear thieves of the city. It seems
we subscribed to the Three Musketeer oath
“All for one and one for all”.

It was to really emerge when Marty
McCaffery’s kid brother Johnny drowned
the week after making his first communion.
It happened in the So. Canal right behind
where Sam’s Steakhouse is today. A wake?
A funeral? Who knew about such things.
I’m sure you readers have some memories
of your gangs and I hope this column has
ignited your mind.

I know I still enjoy meeting everyone
the old Cadet team, a name we picked
because of the success of the West Point
powerhouse teams of that era. Bob Hendry
and I recently took a trip to the Military
Academy and it was such a thrill to spend a
few days on the grounds of a place that all
those years ago were billions of miles away
from the Dead End Kid Wannabees.

Taxpayers who have yet to
complete their tax return are
encouraged to use IRS e-file to
submit their return electronically or
use Free File to electronically prepare
and send their return. Both IRS e-file
and Free File will remain available for
individual taxpayers through the
extension period.

“Don’t wait until the last minute
to file your tax return. If you start
now, you can make sure your return is
accurate and that you’ve claimed all
the credits and deductions available
to you,” said Bert DuMars, IRS
Electronic Tax Administration director.
“The easiest way to ensure an
accurate tax return is to use Free File
and file your return electronically.”

Free File is the private-public
partnership between the IRS and a
consortium of tax preparation
software manufacturers who formed
the Free File Alliance. The group
makes software and electronic filing
available free to eligible taxpayers.
Any taxpayer who earns $50,000 or
less, which is 70 percent of all
taxpayers, will find an available
software program. Free File is
available at IRS.gov.

Taxpayers who have purchased
their own software program or who
are using a paid tax preparer are urged
to file their tax return electronically.
More than 70 million individual
taxpayers, more than half of all
individual taxpayers, already have
used IRS e-file this year to file their
tax returns. IRS e-file is fast, secure
and accurate.

An estimated 9.6 million
taxpayers filed for an extension to
submit their tax return this year. The
extension is additional time to file a
tax return, not additional time to pay.
This year, for the first time, taxpayers
automatically were granted a six-
month extension to file their tax return
rather than a four-month extension.
