EE.UU

En un intento por reforzar la futura
seguridad del pais, el presidente
estadounidense James K. Polk decidi6 ir a
la guerra con el vecino México en 1846.

victoria que forzaria a México a negociar.

en que todos ganan, donde las personas de
la ciudad podrian obtener mas viviendas
razonables, y por la financiacion 40R, la
ciudad podria obtener mas dinero para el
desarrollo del JAM Plan”.

El plan requiere que el 20% de todas
las viviendas nuevas sean econdmicas, y
basada en el JAM Plan original con 1000
nuevas viviendas que traerian hasta $3.6
millones en fondos del estado a la ciudad.
Otras ciudades y pueblos en el Valle de

Entendiendo la madre que nunca conoci

El dia doce de
diciembre préximo
pasado mi madre
hubiera celebrado su
noventa y cuatro
aniversario. En esa
misma fecha hace
cuarenta y un afios, a
la relativamente joven
edad de cincuenta y tres, fue extraida en
una camilla del cuarto de operaciones de un
hospital en Boston donde le habian
encontrado un tumor de un ovario que la
mataria aproximadamente nueve meses mas
tarde. Desde luego, esas son las realidades
de la vida. Estamos acostumbrados a ellas,
no nos gusta, pero tenemos que aceptarlas.
Nadie estd inmune a esa realidad. Uno
continia con su vida y sus memorias hasta
un dia en que ambas se disuelven también.
Eso es lo que llamamos existencia.

Esta pasada semana, sin embargo, tuve
la oportunidad de recordar a mi madre de
una manera algo diferente. En una breve
visita familiar a Miami, Florida, me enteré
que una prima maternal de quien estuve muy
cercano por muchos afios anteriores, se
hallaba hospitalizada. Hacia poco la habian
diagnosticado de cancer avanzado en un
pulmon y habia sufrido recientemente un
episodio de su epilepsia cronica que la forzo
aingresar en la unidad de cuidado intensivo
del hospital.

Encontrarme de nuevo con esta
envejecida mujer fue una experiencia muy
emotiva. Ella siempre ha sido una persona
muy vivaracha y despreocupada que
desplegaba constantemente una sonrisa
contagiosa y brillante bajo sus grandes y
dulces ojos azules, una rareza en nuestra
familia de ojos castafos. Ayudaba a
cualquiera sin vacilarlo y ha estado casada
con el mismo hombre por los ultimos
cincuenta y tres aflos, un marido que ahora
confronta con cierta desesperacion la
penosa decision de colocar a su amada
esposa en un sistema de soporte de vida
artificial que seguramente se la hara mas
larga al alto costo de su calidad.

Cuando se nos permitié a mi esposay a
m entrar a la habitacion de mi prima para
una breve visita, la enfermera tuvo que
chequear su brazalete de identificacion para
cerciorarnos que ella era la persona que
estdbamos buscando. Ni mi esposa ni yo
pudimos reconocer en su expresion débil y
cansada al pariente vivaz con quien
celebrabamos festividades de familia en un
pasado lejano. Nos mir6 con mucha
curiosidad y finalmente, abriendo mas sus
cansados ojos azules con sorpresa, fue
capaz de reconocernos y llamarnos por
nuestros nombres.

Un
poco de historia podria ayudar.

Mi madre fue la mas joven de cinco
hermanos y hermanas que habian perdido a
su progenitor cuando ella tenia solamente
seis afios de edad. El hombre estaba en los
cuarenta y habia muerto repentinamente. El
fue un abuelo que existié antes de mi tiempo
con el que no puedo relacionarme. Tampoco
puedo vincularme con mi abuela materna.
Ella se caso de nuevo y llegd a tener dos
hijos mas hasta que también muri6é de
repente. Mi madre tenia once afios
entonces. En ese momento los hermanos
mayores, con la asistencia del esposo
sobreviviente, e incluyendo los hermanitos
mas jovenes, decidieron permanecer unidos
tratando de mantener la familia lo mas
cercana posible. Yo estoy seguro que
muchas otras personas, tal vez ustedes mis
lectores, han hecho lo mismo a través de
los afios, pero yo tengo una especial
admiracion, orgullo e inspiracion por lo que
lograron esos siete muchachos para seguir
siendo uno a pesar de tantas dificultades.

destino. Me sonrio cuando pienso en los
deditos pequefios y fragiles de una nifia
asustada de seis afios que tuvo fuerza
todavia para jugar un papel tan importante
en moldear la arcilla que es hoy dia la
escultura de mi vida.

un instante efimero, ella y yo nos pusimos
en contacto de nuevo con el lazo que habia
sido establecido por nuestros tios y tias
muchos afios atras y que ahora se disolvia;
pero jes cierto que se disolvia? Mirando a
sus vivarachos ojos azules escondidos tras
la expresion cansada de su enfermedad,
tuve la impresion de que ella se sentia mejor
en una manera distinta de mejor. De igual

manera me senti yo por razones diferentes.
Yo creo que esos dedos pequeiios de nifia
que nunca conoci estaban tocando a
alguien con amor una vez mas.
Metaféricamente, como los cocuyos, ella
produjo su propia luz no solamente para si
misma entonces Sino para nosotros en este
momento igualmente.

THE LORAX MOVES
TO LAWRENCE

The doors to Dr. Seuss’ childhood home will find a new
home in Lawrence, MA, at New England’s largest eco-friendly
residential development.

Theodor “Ted” Seuss Geisel (1904-1991), better known to
the world as Dr. Seuss, was born in Springfield, MA. After
attending Dartmouth and Oxford, Ted returned to Springfield
where he began his career as an illustrator for Saturday
Evening Post, Life, and Vanity Fair. With the release of The
Cat in the Hat in 1957, he became a genre-defining children’s
book author and illustrator. His honors included two Academy
awards, two Emmys, a Peabody, and the Pulitzer Prize.

The Geisel house was demolished several years ago
despite its landmark status. “My children are huge fans of Dr.
Seuss, and we had recently read The Lorax,” said Robert
Ansin, CEO of sustainable development company
MassInnovation. “I realized that it would be wonderful to have
a tangible connection to this great man and his ideas, and to
be able to share this with the public.”

The Lorax (1971) is an allegory about the conflict between
industry and ecology. The Lorax is a “mossy, bossy” creature
who “speaks for the Truffula trees” because “the trees have
no voice” and the Once-ler is a short-sighted businessman
who carelessly destroys the local environment in his quest for
profit and by doing so puts his own company out of business.

“For me, the message of The Lorax was that what’s good
for the environment can also be good for business,” said
Ansin.

The Lorax has special resonance for Ansin, who is
converting Lawrence’s iconic Wood Mill into Monarch on the
Merrimack, 600 luxury riverside lofts built on sustainable
development principles. Monarch incorporates a number of
features that would make the Lorax proud, from a ‘green roof’
featuring indigenous plantings, to the transformation of the
current parking lot into an 8 acre waterfront park designed by
Copley Wolff, who is designing the Boston’s Rose Kennedy
Greenway.

Monarch will be powered by geothermal exchange; no
fossil fuels will be burned to heat or cool the building. Beyond
the cost savings to homeowners (it is 30-50% cheaper than
conventional systems), each loft that uses geoexchange
reduces greenhouse gases by the equivalent of planting an
acre of trees each year. “When Monarch is complete, the
environmental impact of its 600 geothermal lofts will be the
equivalent of planting 600 acres of trees each year,” said
Ansin.

No word on how that converts to Truffula trees.

When the mill was built in 1906, it was the largest building
of'its kind on the planet — almost a third of a mile long with
almost 30 acres under one roof. Even today, it is described as a
‘horizontal skyscraper.” The doors from Dr. Seuss’ childhood
home will be incorporated into Monarch’s art gallery space,
where there are monthly cultural and environmental events.
Ansin will hold a reading of The Lorax at the Mill as part of
the events to be held at Monarch on Earth Day 2007.

Snow was not a deterrent for Lieutenant
Governor Timothy P. Murray to participate at
the Annual Merrimack Valley Mayors and
Town Managers Breakfast, presented by the
Merrimack Valley Chamber of Commerce.

To the Editor,

Recently a local Latino publication
bemoaned in inflammatory racist terms the
development of the Wood Mill by Robert
Ansin. The writer speculated that the
development would lead to an influx of
500-600 white residents into Lawrence.
The writer was rather upset that this
anticipated white migration into our city
would greatly offset Latino participation
in future elections, thereby ensuring
victory for white candidates and defeat
for Latino candidates. Further, the writer
insinuated that the residential units at the
Wood Mill are priced at a level to keep
Latinos out, because, as the writer stated,
Latinos cannot afford to buy at such
prices. Amazingly these sentiments were
echoed on local Spanish radio
programming after their publication.

I am always bemused at the racist
rantings of a Latino writer like this who
feel there is some grand conspiracy
amongst whites to shut Latinos out of
the political process. Apparently the lack
of political success at the polls is due to
not a lack of qualified candidates but to
some Klan-like master plan cooked up and
put into motion by the white overseers at
City Hall and in our neighborhoods. (I am
sure the sarcasm here will be lost on them.)

I read the printed comments several
times and had others read it as well to
make sure I saw things correctly. Only
the howling of a bitter, brain addled bigot
could equate one of the most ambitious
economic development projects our city
has seen in some time with an overt racist
attempt to disembowel Latino
participation in the electoral process.

Only in Lawrence could we find

attacks on a privately funded, multi-million
dollar economic project that one hopes
will revitalize our city’s economy, albeit
with no guarantee of success, stated in
terms designed to inflame and fan racist
emotions within the Latino community
against their white neighbors. This in a
city that helped our state elect the first
black governor in our history. This in a
city that bends over backwards to comply
with federal and state mandates on
assisting Latino voters in the election
process. This in a city that has witnessed
a large jump in Latino homeownership
due to the expansion of the city and
state’s first-time homebuyer programs.

Even more astounding is the silence
from the Latino community in denouncing
these remarks. I am struck by the apparent
acceptance of such racially motivated
invective, stated not to unite us in a
common purpose to improve our city but
designed merely to split our community
further apart. Imagine the reaction if a
white proffered the idea that we cannot
have more Latinos moving in because
they will take over our politics.

Such an attitude has no place in our
city. People who harbor such beliefs
frankly should peddle their racist wares
elsewhere and see the type of reaction
they receive. They are certainly not
welcome at my doorstep nor should they
be any where else in our community.

Knowing the mother I never met

Last December
12 my mother would
have celebrated her 94
birthday.
Unfortunately she
didn’t. On that same
day forty one years
ago, at a relatively
young age of 53, she
was rolled out of an operating room in a
Boston hospital where they had found an
ovarian tumor that killed her almost nine
months to the day of that discovery. Of
course, that is the stuff that life is made of.
We are used to it; don’t like it but have to
accept it. No one is immune to that reality.
You move on with your life and your
memories until one day both go away
themselves. That is what we call existence.
This past week though, I had an
opportunity to remember my mother in a
different sort of way. On a short family visit
to Miami, Florida, I found that a maternal
first cousin I had known and being close to
for many years was in the hospital. She
recently was diagnosed with lung cancer
and had suffered a serious episode of her
chronic epilepsy that landed her in the
intensive care unit of the hospital.
Meeting this elderly woman again was
quite an emotional experience. She has
always been a vivacious, friendly happy go
lucky type of person who displayed a bright
smile under big sweet blue eyes, a rarity in
our family of brown eyes. She helped
anyone who needed it without hesitation
and has been married to the same man for
the past fifty three years, a husband who is
now contemplating with a bit of despair the
possibility of placing his beloved wife on a
support system to a life that will certainly
extent its length at a high cost to its quality.
When my wife and I were allowed in for
a short visit, we and the nurse had to check
her ID bracelet to make sure that she was
the same person we were looking for.
Neither my wife nor I could recognize on
that frail expression the lively relative we
used to party with in yesteryear. She looked
at us with intense curiosity and finally,
opening her tired blue eyes with intensity,
was able to recognize us and called us by

our names. Under such conditions of pain
and sadness began an uncomfortable visit
with someone who had been quite another
person in a distant happy past.

After we left the hospital I thought
about the person who had started that
relationship with this cousin who is
obviously at the end of her road: my mother.
But that was the mother I did not know, not
the mother I did. Almost by gravity I then
decided to delve into the memories I had of
who my mother was, where she had come
from in life and how much of that early
person is in the success I now enjoy. Hard
and difficult to do, but I invite my readers to
look into yourselves and perhaps find a
similar person you may have been in touch
with in your life but whose heroism didn’t
really know directly. A bit of history might
help me explain.

My mother was the youngest of five
brothers and sisters who lost her father
when she was only six years old. The man
was in his forties and had died suddenly.
He was a grandfather person I know existed
before my time but can’t relate to. Neither
could I do with my maternal grandmother.
She remarried and went to have two more
children until she also died unexpectedly.
My mother was only eleven then. At that
point the older siblings, with the help of the
surviving spouse, hang together trying to
keep the whole flock including the two
younger toddlers, close to each other. I am
sure other folks, perhaps you as well, have
done the same throughout the years, but I
find a special admiration, pride and
inspiration for what those seven children
did to remain one against all odds.

In these recent musings and
speculations triggered by the bewildering
visit to my only maternal cousin, I
envisioned my six year old mother looking
with fear at the unfairness of a life without a
father and a mother and becoming aware of
that inequity perhaps accepting it without
even questioning it. And I also imagined
her getting close to her brothers and sisters
for support and solace to face a life where
the main older pillars had disappeared from
her existence. That was a time when people
banded together with each other because

all they had was each other and I am sure
that her stepfather did all he could not to
fail those orphans and stepped up to the
plate, although the details of how he did it
was never available to me or this story.

Years have gone by, my mother’s
unfortunately too fast. My life with her early
love and support at my side has reached
pinnacles that I have always looked at with
pride. But thinking about that fearful little
girl of six and then eleven I never met who
obviously made simple decisions of hope
and love to live a life of dedication as a
mother that eventually touched me and my
only sister made me realize that we are not
alone in this world; that we are not only the
makers but also the beneficiaries of our
destiny. I smile when I think of the fragile
little fingers of a scared six year old that still
could have played such a role on molding
the clay that is today the sculpture of my
life.

I left my cousin behind convinced that
I will never see her again; not alive anyway.
However, for a brief moment, a fleeting
instant, she and I got in touch with the bond
that had been established by our uncles and
aunts many years before and was now
dissolving or, was it? Looking at her lively

blue eyes now hidden by the tired
expression of her illness [ was sure that she
felt better in a different kind of better. So did
I for different reasons. I believe those little
fingers I never met were touching someone
with love one more time. Metaphorically,
like the fireflies, she produced her own light
not only for herself then but also for us
now. And I will never know how she did it,
but she did.
And that is my point of view today.

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Lowell clergy held prayer service calling on city
to include affordable workforce housing in new
development

City launches 10-year plan to
end homelessness, but no
commitment yet to inclusion
of affordable housing in
downtown development

Last Sunday, January 28", the day
before Lowell City Manager Bernie Lynch
and other city leaders launched the City’s
10-year plan to end homelessness, over 100
local clergy and lay leaders from the
Merrimack Valley Project (MVP) gathered
from 6 to 7 PM on the lawn at St. Anne’s
Episcopal Church in downtown Lowell in
an outdoor candlelight prayer service. The
service was held to support the City
Manager’s goal of ending homelessness,
while challenging him to ensure inclusion
of affordable housing units as plans are laid
for the redevelopment of the downtown
Hamilton Canal District this February.

“We share the City Manager’s goal of
ending homelessness in Lowell, and we pray
for the success of his plan,” said Gail Frace,
Chair of the MVP Housing Team. “But we
believe that for this goal to be met, the city
must ensure that the Hamilton Canal District
includes an affordable housing component.
Not to do so would only make the
homelessness and housing problems in our
city worse.”

The City of Lowell is currently working
on plans for redevelopment of the Jackson/
Appleton/Middlesex Street (JAM Plan) area
of the downtown, including the 15-acre
Hamilton Canal District on Jackson Street.
The original JAM Plan calls for mixed-use
development with up to 1000 market-rate
condominiums and no inclusion of
affordable housing.

There are nearly a dozen single-room-
occupancy rooming houses in the JAM Plan
area. Many residents from these houses
have said that if they are displaced by the
redevelopment—if their landlords sell or if
their rents go up because of gentrification—
they will have nowhere else to go but the
shelters or “Tent City,” a community of
homeless living in tents on the bank of the
Merrimack River.

“My church serves food at the St.
Paul’s Kitchen at Elliot Church, where many

people who live in the JAM Plan area come
for meals,” said Rev. Sharon Jones of
Aldersgate Methodist Church in
Chelmsford. “Over time we have gotten to
know these clients well and have learned
about their difficulty finding decent housing.
I am concerned that if the Hamilton Canal
District and JAM Plan redevelopment move
forward without proper inclusion of
affordable units, these developments could
exacerbate rather than alleviate housing
problems in the city.”

Clergy and leaders from the Merrimack
Valley Project have met twice with City
Manager Bernie Lynch to ask that he begin
the application process for a Chapter 40R
(Smart Growth) zoning overlay for the JAM
Plan area before the master developer for
the Hamilton Canal District is chosen in the
next few weeks. In December MVP leaders
delivered 500 letters from members of faith
congregations and labor unions calling on
the City Manager to begin the 40R
application process.

“We are not just calling on the city to
do more affordable housing,” Frace said,
“we are proposing a win-win situation,
where the people of the city could get more
affordable housing, and through 40R
funding, the city could get more money for
the JAM Plan development.”

The overlay would require that 20% of
all new housing units be affordable, and
based on the original JAM Plan with 1000
new housing units that would bring up to
$3.6 million in state funds to the City.

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40" Anniversary of the
Lithuanian Heroines

EMILIJA PLIATERYTE: A HEROINE
OF 1831 UPRISING

Emilija Plateryte (Emilia Plater) (1806-
1831) acquired world fame as a military
heroine. She became one of the symbols of
the armed uprising of 1831 against Russia’s
rule in Lithuania and Poland. The symbol of
the fighting girl became quite widespread
both in Poland, Lithuania and abroad.

Countess Emilija Pliateryte (Emilia
Plater) was born November 13, 1806 in
Vilnius (Wilno), to a notable aristocratic
family of (Pranciskus Ksaveras Pliateris)
Franciszek Ksawery Plater and Anna nee
Mohl.

She also collected and transcribed texts
and tunes of folk songs. In 1823 she stayed
in Dusetos and studied the conditions of
peasants’ life. At the same time she saw the
plight of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth under the heel of Russia she
wondered why her countrymen were not
rising up to throw the oppressor out.

She was also a fan of Bobolina, a
woman who became one of the icons of the
Greek uprising against the Ottomans, and
Joan of Arc.

In 1829 Emilija started to travel
throughout Poland, but had to return home
due to the death of her mother. After the

Merrimack Valley Chapter of American Lithuanian Council, Inc

by fighting and during the
opening stages there were still
no Polish units formed there.
Emilija decided to form one of
the first such partisan
Lithuanians units herself. She
cut her hair, prepared a uniform
for herself and organized and
equipped a group of volunteers.
The unit was composed of
roughly 280 infantry, 60 cavalry
and several hundred peasants
armed with war scythes.
Emilija was named
Commander of the 1 Company
of the 1** Lithuanian Regiment,
known later as the 25" Infantry
Regiment of the Line. She
