The Merrimack Valley Chamber of
Commerce held its annual “Special Report
from Washington” with a breakfast at
Wyndham Hotel in Andover, on Monday,
February 12, 2007, with special guest
speakers U.S. Congressmen Marty
Mechan and John F. Tierney.

The event’s theme was the
challenges facing the United States in
2007 and how your business is impacted.
The theme attracted not only local
businessmen/women but also many state
elected officials and a large group of
Merrimack College students.

Congressman Tierney was first on
the mic to speak about the challenges for
2007, among them, Iraq, and limited his
speech to that subject. Tierney told the
audience that “this week, the House is
going to pass a resolution, something the
Senate couldn’t do last week” about the
spending in the war. “On one hand, we
reiterate our support for the women and
men in uniform,” said Tierney and added,
“but on the other hand, we are going to
say clearly our opposition for the
escalation in Iraq’s war.”

Marty Meehan, Chairman of the
Armed Services Subcommittee, (who, by
the time this edition is circulating will be
spending five days in Iraq), congratulated
Bevilacqua for his award winning ‘MVCC
mean business’ interactive web page, and
read a proclamation from the U.S.
Congress praising the chamber for its
effort.

Meehan touched the Renewal
Community issue and how, by working
with Housing and Urban Development
Secretary, Mel Martinez, Lawrence was
able to expand its tax incentive area, to 5
new businesses, including Sal Lupoli’s
Riverwalk and Bob Ansin’s Wood Mill.

“From 38 businesses with 700
employees, he brought 150 companies
with more than 1,700 employees,” Meehan
praised Lupoli, and added that soon, the
Merrimack Valley Federal Credit Union
Headquarters will be part of this complex.
“l can’t take a better Economic
Development Project than Sal’s project,”
said Meehan.

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La oficina del comisionado de jurados advierte
contra una estafa telefonica

La Oficina de la Comision de Jurados
advierte el publico que tenga cuidado con
una estafa telefonica que tiene que ver con
su servicio en un jurado, después de recibir
una serie de informes de robos de identidad
que estan sucediendo por todo el pais que
ya han alcanzado a Massachusetts. Los
ciudadanos del estado han recibido
llamadas de personas que reclaman ser
funcionarios del tribunal que persiguen a
personas que no han cumplido con su deber
de ser jurado.

Los dafios y pérdidas son en miles de
dolares y nadie hace nada al respecto. Un
simple ejemplo de esto son las mesas en la
cafeteria. Los maestros dicen que cuando
hay una pelea o altercado, todos se paran
en ellas para poder ver mejor y las rompen.
Esas mesas de acero son muy caras y los
empleados de mantenimiento tratan de
repararlas pero estan en muy malas
condiciones.

También hay un problema con las
puertas en los pasillos. Estas se mantienen
abiertas con imanes y se cierran
automaticamente si la alarma de incendio
suena. En caso de haber un fuego, estas
puertas se cierran para prevenir que el fuego
y el humo entre a otras partes del edificio.

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Finally, Lawrence teachers want

to be heard

“Have you had enough yet?” That was
the call that brought many members of the
Lawrence Teachers Union to their February
7" assembly. Some had not attended a
meeting in years but this time “felt motivated
by poor administration, scarcity of materials,
chaos and violence surrounding Lawrence
High School,” but the main complain heard
was the “lack of respect for teachers.”

Violence continues to go underreported
or not reported at all. Recently, a
handicapped student was badly beaten in
the bathroom and the perpetrators are not
properly punished because no one is
following the discipline code. Those are
some of the stories told by today’s teachers
but what infuriates them most is that instead
of increasing security, Superintendent
Wilfredo T. Laboy reduced the force by one
removing one guard from Lawrence High
School.

“The student who assaulted a LHS Vice
Principal on December 7 was allowed at a
boys basketball game on December 12 even
though he was excluded from school for not
only assaulting the principal but also having
a 7” cerated knife and a small sword
concealed in his jacket,” said a teacher who
did not want to be identified.

“A few weeks ago”, continued, “there

was almost a riot at LHS gym during a
volleyball game. No cop was hired the day
Lawrence played Lowell. LHS was locked
down and students searched for weapons
earlier that afternoon because there were
rumors of weapons in the building as well
as gang activity that included a fight with a
rival Lowell gang. Michael Rivet, the
Athletic Director has ZERO experience as
such. All the other Athletic Directors in the
Merrimack Valley Conference are laughing
at him, but he has the last laugh because he
is the highest paid of all Athletic Directors
in the area. He is one of Laboy’s closest
advisors,” she concluded.

According to some of the teachers, “he
tries to impress Laboy by saving money at
the expense of school safety. The only one
who can sneak into a LHS sporting event is
Laboy and his immediate
family. Rivet has packed the gym beyond
the fire and safety codes several times. He
seldom hires police. Money is his only
motive. Then, Rivet was sent on all
expenses paid by the taxpayers junket to
California immediately after these two
instances.”

are the cafeteria tables. Teachers say that
whenever there is a fight or altercation,
everyone stands on them to have a better
look and break them. The steel tables are
very expensive and the maintenance
department has tried putting them back
together but they are in very poor
conditions.

There is also a problem with the doors
in the hallways. They are held opened by
magnets that are released if a fire alarm is
sounded. In case of fire, these doors would
close and prevent the fire and smoke from
entering other parts of the building. At
present, there are many doors that are held
open by wedges because those magnets
are no longer working. Teachers fear that in
case of fire the doors will not close and the
smoke will travel freely throughout the
building.

For about two months, Rumbo has
been trying to get information from the Fire
Department regarding the overcrowding
situation at the high school. Inspectional
Services said we had to speak to the Fire
Chief. Chief Peter Takvorian referred it to
Captain Lannon who faxed us photocopies
of the State Board of Building Regulations
and Standards.

When we contacted Chief Takvorian
again, he referred us to Inspectional Services
and this time we spoke with Myles Burke.
Mr. Burke gave Rumbo copies of the
Certificate of Inspection dated September
7,2006 with a punch list (things needing to

TELEPHONE SCAM

The Office of Jury Commissioner is

warning the public to beware of a jury
duty telephone scam, after receiving a
flurry of reports that this nationwide
identity theft con has recently reached
Massachusetts. Citizens from around the
state have received calls from people
claiming to be court officials chasing
scofflaws who have missed jury duty.
When the target protests that they knew
nothing of the supposedly missed jury
duty, the caller demands personal
identifying information (such as Social
Security numbers and dates of birth) to
confirm that the target is not at risk of fine
or arrest.

“This is a particularly ingenious scam

because it preys on people’s fears and
indignation at being falsely accused of
breaking the law,” said Pamela J. Wood,
Jury Commissioner for the
Commonwealth. “The scam artist will
often pose as a sheriff or court officer, and
state that you or someone close to you,
such as your child or spouse, has missed
jury duty and will be fined or arrested if
they don’t report to the court immediately.
Because the caller isn’t selling something
or directly asking for personal
information, the target often doesn’t
recognize the scam and is only too eager
to offer information to persuade the caller
that they’ve made a mistake.” The jury
duty scam has been reported in many
other states over the past year, but is only
now appearing in Massachusetts.

The telephone call is a clear

indication that the call is bogus,
according to Commissioner Wood. She
reports that neither the Office of Jury
Commissioner nor the courts ever contact
jurors by telephone regarding their jury
service. While skipping jury duty will
lead to reminder notices and eventual
prosecution if not resolved, all
communications are sent through the mail.
A person who has missed jury duty will
be instructed to call the Office of Jury
Commissioner, but only after receiving
written notice by mail with details about
the date and place of their missed jury
service.

The Office of Jury Commissioner

offers the following guidelines to anyone
who gets a call about missing jury duty:

If you receive a telephone call

claiming that you or someone you know
has missed jury duty, under no
circumstances should you give the caller
any personal information about yourself
or anyone else. Hang up and call the
Office of Jury Commissioner at (§00) THE-
JURY (843-5879), or send an e-mail to
JurorHelp@jud.state.ma.us, requesting
confirmation of your juror status. Don’t
be victimized by someone trying to take
advantage of your sense of civic duty.

Academic Bowl Evening Exhibition
Match Big Success

Forty parents from Lawrence,
Andover, North Andover and Methuen
came to the Greater Lawrence
Educational Collaborative in Methuen on
Monday night, January 29, to watch a
special Academic Bowl exhibition match
between 23 students representing ten of
the eighteen schools in the tournament.

19 points, to Blue’s 18 and Red’s 17. The
evening concluded with a group photo
and t-shirts for all the players. Many
parents were impressed with the
outstanding performance and teamwork
of the students and several new parents
volunteered to join the Academic Bowl
Parent Committee, which produced the
event.

The Greater Lawrence Academic
Bowl is a five month academic
competition involving more than 300 7%
and 8" graders from virtually all of the
middle schools in Lawrence, Andover,
North Andover, Methuen and
Georgetown. It was started in 1987 as a
means of promoting academic excellence
and fostering teamwork between
neighboring communities. This is its 21
season. For these students the Academic
Bowl strives to: increase their
knowledge, develop their skills, stimulate
their imaginations, showcase their
talents, strengthen their character, and
build new friendships, appreciation and
understanding between people of
diverse backgrounds.
