La American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) vino a Lawrence el
miércoles para escuchar el testimonio de varias personas que alegaban haber
sido abusados por miembros del departamento de policia y encontraron
méas de lo que ellos esperaban. Mientras que los organizadores sabian
de algunos casos, se reg6 la voz y muchos mas vinieron.

Lawrence residents rebel
against police intimidation

The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) came to Lawrence last
Wednesday to listen to testimony from several individuals who alleged they
have been abused by members of the police department and they got more
than they expected. While the organizers knew of some cases, the word
had spread and many more showed up. People who had confessed not
having gone public because of their fear, this time came forward bringing
with them documents and pictures to prove their cases.

Most of us have heard of the occasional push, shove or even beating at
the police station. What they revealed was the most blatant show of force
without regard for witnesses, confident that no one would speak. Physical
abuses have taken place in homes and in streets where bystanders watch
in horror. According to their testimonies, Lawrence Police has grown
accustomed to intimidating the public in this manner.

It was truly remarkable seeing that amidst tears and struggling to speak,
residents gained control of the situation. The support found at that meeting,
not only from the ACLU but from the people in attendance particular from
eight of the nine councilors being present, gave them the courage they were
lacking. On subsequent days, more people have come forth with their
stories and we commend them all.

The ACLU will advise us as to the proper way to proceed; it is up to us
to support their efforts.

ACLU IN LAWRENCE

There’s a lot of optimism around after
the American Civil Liberties Union’s visit
to Lawrence. Seems that our hopes for
things to be exposed instead of offering
quiet cash settlements will become a reality.
That’s the only way change will become a
reality.

Some of the victims’ statements that
we heard were very dramatic and quite
incredulous. Even if we dismiss a large
percentage of their testimony, we were still
left with some very damaging evidence.

Such was the case of Moises Fernandez
who was beaten by Officer Kyle Wilcox
almost unconscious inside cell while
handcuffed. The gash behind his ear and
a portion of the ear lobe that was taken
off produced an intense amount of blood.
Instead of calling for an ambulance, he was
left there to bleed on the floor.

His brother was also manhandled
by Officer Ryan Guthrie and required 25
stitches on his forehead.

Since he was not properly booked, they
had not taken away his cellular telephone.
He wiggled his body and managed to drop
it from his pocket and with his hands still
in handcuffs, he dialed 911 and called for
help because police officers were killing
him.

He could hear when the dispatcher
from 911 called the station to report the
call and they were laughing upstairs. Then,
Officers Kyle Wilcox and Ryan Guthrie
came down angry for having called 911;
Wilcox destroyed the telephone and beat
him some more before proceeding to clean

up the blood with paper towels because the
ambulance was on its way to take them to
the hospital.

THE ROLE OF THE MEDIA

The Spanish-language media was well-
represented there because we have been
sensitized to this issue by covering stories
of decent citizens being terrorized by the
police department, but heavy criticism has
been given to the Eagle-Tribune, Boston
Globe and WCCM-AM for not covering
this meeting and showing no interest to
talk about it in the days that followed.

This was not a “Hispanic event.”
There were non-Latinos there testifying as
to their confrontations and frustrations with
the police department and more people are
coming forth as the days progress.

There was the case of Kurt Chiarenza,
an 8-year veteran of the Army Reserve. For
over two years he has been asking Chief
John Romero to open an investigation
on his case because he knows two of the
men who assaulted him but one of them is
related to a police officer and the Chief will
not do anything about it.

A KILLER IN OUR MIDST

As a result of this gathering and the
name of Officer Kyle Wilcox becoming
known to the media, the word quickly
spread that this officer was involved in the

killing of a black young man in Boston
while he was with the Boston Municipal
Police in December of 2000.

Ricky Bodden was gunned down in a
Dorchester park by Officer Kyle Wilcox,
who says he fired after Bodden pulled
out a gun. Activists, though, question the
shooting’s legitimacy based on the fatal
wound’s location - the back of Bodden’s
neck.

Wilcox was transferred to Lawrence
over two years ago and he already has quite
a reputation as a bully — especially when
the victim is handcuffed.

For those who refer to Lawrence as
a poor city, please see the list of salaries
earned by our police officers (page 15).
One third of the force, more than 50 of
them, earns over $100,000 before overtime
and grant monies kicking in. With those
salaries we should be able to buy a real
professional police force — money is not the
issue. What they are lacking is leadership.

I have been told that Internal Affairs is
not investigating any of these complaints
under direct orders of Chief Romero. He
doesn’t want to stain the reputation of his
department. Well, too late, Chief.

I called Chief Romero on his cellular
telephone Sunday afternoon and left him a
message explaining that | was writing this
story and wanted to discuss it with him.
He did not return my call.

At the last council meeting, the council
unanimously voted to divert $480,930
worth of grant money to build a clubhouse
for the Arlington Neighborhood that will
serve approximately 200 children.

One hundred and twenty-five thousand
of this diverted grant money was slated to
pave paradise and put up a parking lot down
on the Appleyard’s site. But according to
Billy “bridgeboy” Manzi more testing
is needed to which | say is just a load of
bunk, which | can prove.

The additional grant monies | do not
know what their intended purpose was for
but | find it amazing that a parking lot can
be interchanged for a clubhouse.

The total project is $541,427, grant
funds $480,930, Methuen Arlington
Neighborhood, Inc. $60,597.

Government can not be all things
to everybody, the disparity in how many
children this money will serve to how many
children it could have and should have

served is just a gross error in managerial
direction, or let me be blunt, PAYBACK
FOR CAMPAIGN PROMISES! MAKE
THAT PAYBACK FOR STUPID
CAMPAIGN PROMISES!

If this clubhouse per neighborhood
model was the city’s intent, then wouldn’t
we have been better off, repairing our small
schools and when expanding, build small
schools in their own neighborhoods.

Hi Rumbo readers. Last week |
attended Library Legislative Day at the
State House.

These are the
folks | would like to see at our library
most of all. | want people to know that
the team here is on their side and together
we can facilitate opportunities and
learning for all. | guess the frustrating
side of my job is to know that there are
people in our community for whom we
could be a major resource but who just
don’t know about libraries and what to
expect from them. For this reason | will
continue to be involved with any group
in this city that I can be if it will give me
an opportunity to spread the word about
the library.

Desafortunadamente, Destiny
se infecto con el Virus de Parvo y tuvo que
ser sacrificada. Al principio. Lugo y su
hijo fueron acusados de “peleas de perros”,
luego estos cargos fueron reducidos a
“abuso animal”. Todavia ellos no han ido
a corte, pero ya ella perdié su trabajo en el
hospital, y estd a punto de perder su casa
por falta de pagos de la hipoteca ademas
de haber gastado miles de ddlares en
veterinarios y abogados.

RAMON VARGAS

De acuerdo con Vargas, él estaba en
una fiesta familiar cuando la policia vino
y les dijo, “apaguen la musica o todos
iran para la carcel”, dijo vargas mientras
sostenia una foto suya que lo mostraba con
un ojo negro. Después que todos se fueron,
él iba a quedarse en los bajos en casa de
un primo, algo que la policia objet6. “A
menos de que tengas una identificacion que
diga que vives aqui, no puedes quedarte”,
le dijo el oficial a Vargas.

Tresoficialesde lapolicialoarrastraron
de la casa, diciéndole “Te vamos a llevar
para el Departamento de Policia”, dijo
Vargas, “Y comenzo a golpearme con el
club. Cuando llegamos al carro patrullero,
me empujaron y me patearon, por lo que
me golpeé la cabeza al entrar, y una vez
adentro me rociaron con mace, estando
esposado”. “Yo comprendo que le di una
patada a la ventanilla del auto patrullero,
pero fue por falta de aire. Me estaba
asfixiando como resultado del mace que
me rociaron”, afiadio.

KURT CHIARENZA

Chiarenza es un E-Force Specialist
con el US Army Reserve, dado de baja con
honores después de 8 afios de servicio con
la posibilidad de re-enlistarse. La noche
del 9 de mayo, 2004, después de salir de un
club nocturno de Lawrence (el cual €l no
identificd) fue confrontado por 6 hombres.
El conoce a dos de ellos. Después de una
discusién, fue apufialado por la garganta
por uno de ellos, aunque no esta seguro de
cudl de ellos fue.

En octubre del 2004, él entreg6 cartas
personalmente al Alcalde de Lawrence,
Michael J. Sullivan y al Jefe de Policia
John J. Romero, diciéndoles que él podia
identificar a dos de los atacantes y les pedia
ayuda para resolver el caso, pero hasta
ahora no ha recibido contesta de parte de
ninguno. “Cada vez que voy a la oficina
del alcalde, me dicen que estd en una
reunién”. Yo necesito cualquier ayuda que
puedan darme, dijo Chiarenza al grupo.

Kizcy MoreL

El9defebrero, 2007, elesposode Kizcy
la recogio en su oficina para ir a almorzar
juntos. En la Calle Essex se encontraron
blogueados por un auto que estaba en
doble parqueo. Con mucha delicadeza, su
esposo tocd la bocina al chofer que resultd
ser un policia de Lawrence en un carro no
marcado.

El oficial les ordend que se bajaran del
auto mientras los llamaba con nombretes,
halandola a ella hacia el piso, donde le puso
las esposas y la acuso de resistir arresto y
conducta desordenada. En la estacion de
policia, le dijeron que ella lo que necesitaba
era un psiquiatra. “Nunca he necesitado
uno, pero ahora creo que voy a necesitarlo.
Me han dejado traumatizada”, dijo.

Moists FERNANDEZ

El 22 de diciembre, 2006, de acuerdo
con Fernandez, él fue brutalmente golpeado
mientras estaba esposado bajo custodia de
la policia, con un objeto desconocido que
lo ha dejado con una oreja deformada.
Ferndndez identificé al oficial Wilcox
como uno de los que le golpearon. De
acuerdo con Ferndndez, un dia él estaba
trabajando en el sétano de la casa de su
ex esposa, destupiendo una tuberia del
inodoro cuando la policia, respondiendo
a la llamada de una de las inquilinas, se
presenté en la casa. La inquilina se estaba
mudando y habia tenido una discusién con
su ex esposa. Como ninguna de las dos
hablaba inglés, el oficial le pidié que le
sirviera de intérprete, lo que él hizo por un
rato.

Viendo que le estaba tomando mucho
tiempo, Ferndndes le dijo al policia que €l
tenia trabajo que hacer, que llamara a la
estacion y pidiera le mandaran un oficial
bilingle que lo ayudara, y se marchd.
“Esto disgustdé mucho al oficial, el cual
dijo: “¢A dbénde se fue este H...?”, el
resultado fue que lo tiré contra el piso,
sobre toda la porqueria que habia en el
suelo, lo esposé en frente de su hijo de 4
afios que lloraba en brazos de su hermano.
Ferndndez es un trabajador por su cuenta,
el cual se gana la vida vendiendo perfumes,
ha tenido que vender una casa que tenia en
Puerto Rico para pagar por los abogados e
investigadores privados para que lo ayuden
a limpiar su nombre. “De los $65,000 que
me dieron por la casa, no me queda un
centavo”, dijo Fernandez.

ACLU member Anjali S. Waikar

acknowledged that police brutality is a
national problem too difficult to measure.
She specializes in racial profiling and
according to her, after 911, is has been
affecting Latinos.

“First, we want to be able to identify
the problems with the Lawrence Police —
physical abuse, racial remarks, slow or not
response to 911 calls.” ACLU members
suggested, first, to create a civic committee
to oversee these problems. This group will
act as representatives of the community
before the police. “Our last solution will be
to take the police before the courts,” said
Waikar.

her front door responding to a ‘dog fighting
call’. Lugo owns two pit bull dogs, Destiny
and Tayson.

According to Lugo’s testimony, she
was charged with dog fighting and animal
cruelty and both dogs were taken to the
dog pound, were Tyson remains to this day.
Unfortunately, Destiny got infected with
Parvo Virus and had to be put to sleep.

At first, Lugo and her son were
charged with ‘dog fighting’. This charge
was reduced to ‘animal abuse’. They have
not been in court yet, but she already lost
her job at the hospital, and is about to lose
her house for lack of mortgage payment
besides spending thousand of dollars in
veterinary and lawyers bills.

These are some of the compelling
cases that were heard:

RAMON VARGAS
According to
Vargas, he was at a
family party when
the police came
in and said: “Shut
the music or you
all will go to jail,”
said Vargas while
holding his picture
showing him with
a black eye. After
everybody left, he
was going to stay downstairs at his cousin’s
home, something to which the police
objected. “Unless you have an ID saying
that you live here, you won’t stay here”,
Vargas was told by the police officer.

Three police officers dragged him out
of the house, telling him “I will take you to
the Police Department”, said Vargas, “and
started hitting me with a club. Once we got
to the cruiser, they pushed me and kicked
me in, banging my head and then they
maced me, handcuffed inside the car.”

“l realize that | Kkicked the cruiser
window with my feet, but it was because
I couldn’t breathe as a result of the mace,”
he added.

KurT
CHIARENZA

Chiarenza
is an E-Force
Specialist with the
US Army Reserve,
Honorably
Discharged after
8 years of service
with a possibility
to re-enlist.  On
the night of May 9th, 2004, after leaving
a Lawrence nightclub (which he did not
name) he was confronted by six men. He
knew two of them. After an argument, he
was stabbed in his throat by one of them,
although he is not sure of which one.

On October of 2004, he hand-delivered

a letter to both, Lawrence Mayor Michael J.
Sullivan and Lawrence Police Chief John
J. Romero, telling then that he can identify
two of the attackers and asked them for help

to solve the case but he has not received an
answer from either of the two. “Every time
I go to the Mayor’s office I’m told that ‘he
is inameeting’. | can use any help you can
give me,” said Chiarenza to the group.

Kizcy MoRreL

On February 9,
2007, Kizcy was
picked up by her
husband  during
her break and were
going to lunch.
They were being
blocked on Essex
Street by a car
that was double
parked. Politely,
her husband beeped to the driver who
happened to be a Lawrence police officer
in an unmarked car.

The officer ordered them out of the
car and started calling her names, pulling
her onto the ground, handcuffed her and
charged her with resisting arrest and
disorderly conduct. At the police station,
she was told that she needs to go to a
psychiatric. “l never needed one before,
but know I’m going to need one. They
have left me traumatized,” she said.

Moisgs
FERNANDEZ

On December
22,06, accordingto
Fernandez, he was
brutally beatened
while handcuffed
in police custody,
with an unknown
object that left him
with a deformed
ear. Fernandez
identified Officer Wilcox as the one who
inflicted the blow.

According to Fernandez, on that day
he was working on a toilet pipe that was
stuck in the basement at his former wife’s
house when the police responded to a call
from one of her tenants. The tenant was
moving out and had entered in an argument
with his wife. Since neither the tenant nor
his wife spoke English, the officer asked
him to be his interpreter, which he did for a
while.

Seeing that it was taking too long,
Fernandez told the officer that he had
work to do, to call the station and request
a bilingual officer who could help him,
and left. “This upset the officer who said
‘Where this F... guy went’.” The result
was that he was thrown down to the
ground, on top of all the filth from the pipe,
handcuffed in front of his 4-year-old son
who was crying, on his brother’s arms.

Fernandez, self employed who makes a
living selling perfumes, had to sell a house
he had in Puerto Rico to pay for lawyers
and private investigators to help him clear
his name. “The $65,000 I got for the sale
of my house is all gone,” said Fernandez.

ABouT IrRoN MaN KumiITE

Iron Man Kumite, originally
called 100 Man Kumite, was created
by Kyokushin Karate’s founder, Mas
Oyama. Mas Oyama’s students were
trained to devastate their opponents with
one technique, and Kyokushin students
are known as “Full Contact, Knock-
Down” fighters. The 100-Man Kumite
is the considered the greatest challenge
in Kyokushin Karate. The original
concept was to fight 100 fights in a row
to demonstrate a fighter’s true test of
endurance.

The Giordano Family Iron Man
Kumite adopted the principals of
100-Man Kumite, with some minor
adjustments, to achieve its ultimate goal.
In this tournament, selected participants
fought 25 consecutive fights. Each round
was 1.5 minutes long, with 2 short breaks
to dress injuries and rehydrate. Points
were not counted, each participant had
to fight for the full 1.5 minutes, despite
injury and fatigue. Sensei Jarrod Brown
and Sempai John Goddard were the first
students to attempt and complete this
test. The two agreed to take this test
of endurance after being challenged by
Shihan Giordano.
