The Lawrence Public Schools is coming up with all kinds of names for programs
designed to disguise the reasons for keeping approximately 160 students with limited
English-speaking skills in the old High School building. Those students will not be
allowed in the ample, state-of-the-art facility the taxpayers built for us just because
they are “newcomers”.

That school was built for all the students of Lawrence and selecting a group based
on ludicrous criteria like lack of language knowledge is so absurd that it become
difficult to comprehend. Let’s face it, that is what school buildings are made for, to
teach — everyone.

School Committee Member Patricia Sanchez-Reyes and Samaria Hashem,
director of the Adult Learning Center were on the radio this week explaining that
the school system does not force anyone to take the GED test in Spanish; it is totally
voluntary. They either had a script prepared or are totally ignorant of the students’
plight. Some students arrive here and they are simply denied the right to enter high
school. The mere action of shoving them apart from the rest is a way of forcing them
to go along with the system.

If they get a GED in Spanish, chances are their education will be curtailed as a
result.

“Otra cosa casi tan importante, es que
tienen que apagar la television en espafiol.
Es tan censillo. Tienen que aprender
inglés”, dijo Arnold Schwarzenegger,
Gobernador de California durante una
sesion de preguntas y respuestas llevada a
cabo durante la 25 Convencién Anual de
Periodistas Hispanos realizada en San José,
California, el dia miércoles, 13 de junio del
2007.

Schwarzenegger se estaba refiriendo
a la necesidad que tienen los inmigrantes
de hablar inglés si quieren tener éxito en
este pais. A eso, me gustaria afiadir: No
solamente en los Estados Unidos, si usted
quiere tener éxito en cualquier parte DEL
MUNDO, justed debe aprender inglés!

Hace wunos afios, yo escribi una
columna en Rumbo acerca de mis
experiencias mientras vivia en mi nativa
Cuba, donde no pude conseguir una bien
remunerada posicion con la compafiia Esso
(ahora Exxon) porque mi inglés no era
suficientemente bueno.

Afos después, en 1968, mientras me
encontraba viviendo en Espafia por tres
afios esperando por mi visa (green card)
para entrar en Estados Unidos, ese poco
inglés me ayud6 a conseguir un empleo
en Madrid con una compafiia americana
porque yo podia sostener una conversacién
con los altos ejecutivos de la compafiia
principal en New York.

Después de decir esto, tengo que
discrepar con los pronunciamientos del Sr.
Schwarzenegger de que “tienen que apagar
la televisién en espafiol”.

En primer lugar, la television en
espafiol no esta dirigida a los nifios latinos,
sino a ayudar a los nuevos inmigrantes a
ajustarse a la vida en un nuevo pais. Los
latinos adultos que no tienen conocimiento
del idioma, buscan en la televisién y los
periddicos en espafiol, las informaciones
que de otra forma carecerian mientras
tienen la esperanza de ver un pedacito de su

querido pais que dejaron atras. Los nifios,
mientras tanto, estan en la otra habitacion
mirando Nickelodeon.

Los nifios aprenden inglés jugando
con sus amiguitos y en la escuela. Lo sé
por experiencia. Mis hijas tenian 8 y 5 afios
cuando llegaron a este pais. Una semana
después ya iban a la escuela. Cuando
aquello no habia educacién bilingiie. Un
mes después, ya solo hablaban en inglés
entre las dos y hoy son bilingies porque no
les permitimos que nos hablaran en inglés
en la casa.

De acuerdo con el Sr, Schwarzenegger,
él llegd solo a este pais cuando era joven,
con poco dominio del idioma inglés y hablo
muy poco aleman, porque queria aprender
inglés rapidamente. Tal vez si sus padres lo
hubieran acompafiado, ellos hubieran hecho
lo que los latinos estan haciendo ahora. Por
falta de television, ellos probablemente
estarian leyendo periddicos en lengua
germana, que por mucho tiempo fueron
muy populares en este pais.

Fue nada mas y nada menos que
Benjamin Franklin el que publicd el
primer periédico de lengua alemana en
Norteamérica, el Philadelphische Zeitung,
en 1732. Aunque el periddico fracaso antes
de cumplir el afio, muchos otros en el pais
tuvieron éxito.

En 1735, el impresor John Peter
Zenger (1697-1746) nacido en Alemania,

ayudo a establecer la libertad de prensa
en América en un juicio de calumnia en
el cual Andrew Hamilton argumentd el
caso por el Semanario Newyorkino de
Zenger the Journal y gand, a pesar de los
esfuerzos del Gobernador de New York
William Cosby, de enviar a Zenger a la
carcel por “calumnias sediciosas” y quemar
su periodico. El caso establecio el principio
basico legal de que la verdad es la defensa
en contra de la calumnia.

Ensumejor época, habia 800 periodicos
diarios y semanales en lengua alemana en
los Estados Unidos. Hoy hay menos de 20.
El New Yorker Staats-Zeitung, que aparecio
por primera vez en 1834, aln se publica
hoy.

Hoy, la television alemana esta
llegando a América via satélite y el Canal
Aleman de Peliculas Kino Plus es parte del
paquete German DISH.

Pero el problema no es con el
periodismo en aleman, o con otros idiomas
que entran en este pais via satelite. El
problema, con algunas personas parece ser
con el periodismo en espafiol.

Y a proposito, contradiciéndose asi
mismo con la teoria de inglés solamente,
la entrevista del Sr. Schwarzenegger con
los periodistas hispanos fue traducida en
espafiol en su totalidad en para beneficio
de... jUsted lo adivind!

Otros
dos miembros de su unidad desaparecieron
con él, y como usted sabe, el cuerpo de
uno de los soldados fue encontrado, pero el
Especialista Jiménez y el otro soldado aun
estan desaparecidos.

Spanish media is under attack

ou’ve got to turn off the Spanish
Ytelevision set. It’s that simple.

You’ve got to learn English,” said
Arnold Schwarzenegger, Governor of
California during the Hispanic Journalists’
25th Annual Convention Q & A held on
Wednesday, June 13th, 2007, in San José,
California.

Schwarzenegger was referring to the
need of Spanish speaking immigrants to
learn English in order to be successful in
this country. To that, | would like to ad:
Never mind in the United States, if you
want to be successful IN THE WORLD,
you must learn English!

Acouple of years ago, | wrote a column
in Rumbo about my experiences while
living in my native Cuba, where | couldn’t
get a job with Esso because my English
wasn’t good enough.

Later on, in 1968, while 1 lived in
Spain for three years waiting for my Green
Card to enter the U.S., that little English
helped me land a job in Madrid with an
American company because | could hold

a conversation in English with the main
offices in New York City.

Having said that | must disagree with
Mr. Schwarzenegger’s statement, “You’ve
got to turn off the Spanish television set.”

First of all, because Spanish television
is not directed to Latino children but to help
the new immigrants adjust to life in a new
country. Latino adults with no knowledge
of the language turn to their Spanish T.V.
and Spanish-language periodicals to learn
about what’s new in the news, with the hope
that they can have a glimpse of the beloved
country they left behind.

Children, in the meantime, are
watching Nickelodeon in the next room.
Children learn English playing outside with
other children and in school. | know that
by experience. My own daughters were
8 and 5 years of age when we arrived to
this country. A week after that they were
attending school (no bilingual education
then.) A month later they only spoke
English among themselves and today they
are bilingual because we did not allow them
to talk to us in English, while in the house.

According to Mr. Schwarzenegger,
he arrived to this country by himself as
a youngster, with little command of the
English language and spoke very little
German because he wanted to learn English
quickly. Perhaps if Mr. Schwarzenegger’s
parents would accompany him then, they
will be doing exactly what Latinos are doing

now. If not for television, they probably
would be reading German-language
newspapers which for some time were very
popular in this country.

It was none other than Benjamin
Franklin who published the first German-
language newspaper in North America, the
Philadelphische Zeitung, in 1732. Although
the paper failed before the year was out,

many others in the New World would be
more successful.

In 1735 the German-born printer John
Peter Zenger (1697-1746) helped establish
freedom of the press in America in a libel
trial in which Andrew Hamilton argued the
case for Zenger’s New York Weekly Journal
and won—despite the efforts of New York
governor William Cosby to send Zenger
to jail for “seditious libels” and burn his
newspapers. The case established the basic
legal principle that the truth is a defense
against libel.

At its peak, US boasted over 800 daily
and weekly German-language periodicals.
Today, there are fewer than 20. The New
Yorker Staats-Zeitung, still published today,
appeared for the first time in 1834. Today,
German T.V. is coming to America via
satellite and the German Kino Plus movie
channel is now a part of the DISH German
Package.

Butthe problem is not with the German-
language media, not to mention many other
ethnic programs coming into this country
via satellite. The problem, for some people,
seems to be with the Spanish-language
media. And by the way, contradicting
himself with the English only theory, Mr.
Schwarzenegger’s entire interview with
the Hispanic Journalists was translated into
Spanish for the benefit of... you guessed it!

we don’t have a residency requirement in
Lawrence, Civil Service does for police and
fire department employees. According to
Civil Service rules, they cannot live more
than 15 miles from one border city to the
other. Prior to taking the exam, they must
have lived in the city for a period of one
year and then they can move away but |
still question how many of the Lawrence
addresses are real or just belonging to
relatives.

Some people on the list have addresses
in Danvers, Merrimac, Windham, NH;
Salem, NH; and the most peculiar was that
of Charles M. Guido, Tom Schiavone’s
brother-in-law. He showed a Newburyport
address but | learned that his driver’s license
is from New Hampshire. The problem is
that Lawrence doesn’t enforce the Civil
Service rules. Tom’s brother, Kevin, was
selected.

Meanwhile, our cops have take-home
cruisers and we pay for the insurance,
repairs and gas.

SURIS: Wife of Lawrence Soldier about to be deported

KERRY TELLS HOMELAND
SecurITY NoT To DEPORT
WiFE oF MIssING SOLDIER

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Sen. John
Kerry announced that he is working to
prevent US officials from deporting Yaderlin
Hiraldo, a woman from the Dominican
Republic whose husband has served two
tours of duty in Iraq and is currently missing
in action. Kerry said it is unconscionable
for the Department of Homeland Security
to deport the missing soldier’s wife under
the current circumstances, and asked the
agency not to take any action until her
husband is found. The couple was married
in 2004,

“Under no condition should our country
ever deport the spouse of a soldier who is
currently serving in uniform abroad,” Kerry

said. “I feel even more strongly in this case,
given the terrible uncertainty surrounding
Army Specialist Alex Jimenez, who has
been missing since May. Our country
owes a special debt of gratitude to anyone
who puts their life on the line by wearing
a uniform and fighting overseas on behalf
of the United States. My heart goes out to
the family of Specialist Jimenez and | am
determined to do everything in my power
to make sure his wife is not deported from
our country while our military is frantically
searching for him.”

| write today on behalf of one of my
constituents Yaderlin Hiraldo. Yaderlin
entered our country illegally in 2001.
She was married to Army Specialist Alex
Jimenez in 2004 and it was then that her
status was first brought to the attention of
immigration officials. Removal proceedings
were brought against her however an
administrative closure was placed on
her file in 2006 due to her husband’s first
deployment to Irag. No further action has
been taken since then.

Specialist Jimenez returned home
from his first deployment with a Purple
Heart and then returned to Iraq for a second
tour of duty. On May 12th of this year
Specialist Jimenez went missing after an
attack on his unit by Iragi insurgents. Two
other members of his unit went missing
in this attack, and as you know one of the
soldier’s bodies has since been found but
Specialist Jimenez and the other soldier are
still missing. Four other American soldiers
and an lraqgi translator were also killed in
the attack.

U.S. Special Forces are still searching
for Specialist Jimenez.  Recently his
identification card was found, along with
those of his unit members, in an al-Qaeda
safe house north of Baghdad. An al-Qaeda
front group has also posted a video claiming

ecently, California Gov. Arnold
R Schwarzenegger touched a raw

nerve by suggesting that the most
effective way Hispanic-Americans can
assimilate and learn English is to turn off
Spanish-language television stations. But
why the outcry? The governor is actually
on to something here.

Almost instinctively, we’re wired to
be outraged when someone appears to
disparage our culture, language or heritage
-- especially when the insulter is not “one
of us.” That seems to be what happened
when Gov. Schwarzenegger offered us his
insight. What some of his critics forget
is that the “Governator” is an immigrant
himself, having come to this country in the
early 1970s.

His rise from Austrian immigrant to
professional body builder, to movie star, to
humanitarian to his current job as governor
of the largest state in the U.S. is remarkable
-- an American success story. And although
the governor’s immigrant success story
is perfectly analogous to that of today’s
crop of day laborers and service industry
workers all across our country, his success
story may provide us clues as to how
more Hispanic Americans can live out the
American Dream.

According to Schwarzenegger, he
learned English because he didn’t have a
choice. In other words, he didn’t have the
opportunity to slowly wean himself from
German to English. The only way for an
Austrian to get by in his new home was to
learn English. As a result, Schwarzenegger
swiftly learned English (albeit with a strong
Austrian accent) and was soon able to
land starring roles in blockbuster hits and
amass fame and fortune beyond his wildest
dreams.

Without getting lost in the anomaly of
the governor’s immigrant success story, it
shouldn’t be a stretch to concede that his
ability to master English could have only
helped his pursuits.

A casual observer may remark: “Yes,
knowing English is a good thing. But so
what?”

Well, the fact is that Spanish-speakers
don’t find it as necessary to learn English
as other immigrant groups that came before
us. We enjoy an impressive array and
variety of shows in our native language
-- entertainment, movies, sports and news
-- all available in Spanish. In fact, we

can even watch the mainstream shows in
Spanish with the standard SAP option in
many television sets. But could it be that
this convenience hinders our ability for
economical and societal success?

Clearly we can chew and walk at the
same time -- | am living proof that it’s
possible. I’'m fluent in both English and
Spanish, despite growing up in a household
that spoke only Spanish. However, the
numbers are staggering, and paint a grim
picture of the average Hispanic American
household. According to the latest Pew
Hispanic Study Center, English-language
learners (in our elementary public schools)
are the furthest behind in their peers in both
math and English. The facts don’t lie -- and
the facts should compel us to ask some
tough questions.

Gov. Schwarzenegger may not have
provided us with the most articulate answer
to explain how Hispanic Americans (or their
children) can be more proficient in English.
But he did if awkwardly, describe the
peculiarity of what sets us apart from other
immigrant groups. Because of necessity,
those immigrants learned the language and
soon assimilated into the mainstream of the
American society.

Eventually those immigrants became
teachers, doctors, entrepreneurs and even
politicians. There is absolutely no reason
why we should not encourage our children
to be proficient in Spanish -- but we need
to make sure they’re proficient in English
before tuning in for the next installment of
“Sabado Gigante.”

“Learn How to Win”

The Mayor’s Health Task Force will
host a training on Saturday, June
23, 2007, from 9AM-12 noon for
community members to learn about the
Massachusetts legislative process and fine
tune their skills as advocates and activists.
The trainings are organized, in part, by
the Diesel Pollution Solution, a statewide
coalition dedicated to improving air quality
by cleaning up diesel fleets. Saturday’s
training will be held at Lawrence Heritage
State Park and is free and open to the public.
This event will be in English and Spanish.

“Many people in our community care
passionately about a number of causes, but
do not fully understand how the legislative
process works here in Massachusetts,”
said Milagro Grullon, chair of the Mayor’s
Health Task Force. “We are holding this
event for activists and individuals from
every background to learn how they can
most effectively advocate for the kind of
change they want to see.”

Participants in the legislative training
will hear from statewide experts about
how to successfully influence elected
officials. The highlight of the training is
an interactive “Legislative Game” where
teams of participants roll dice, count up
points, and struggle against the odds to
pass their given legislation. The hands-on
workshop gives participants an idea of the
lobbying, organizing, strategy, coalition
building and media work required to
successfully navigate a bill through the
process. The game is meant to mirror the
state’s complicated legislative process in
which only a handful of the 6,000 bills filed
become law.

than 40 “air toxics” including carcinogens
and fine particulate matter (known as PM
2.5).

Fortunately, Pollution control
equipment and cleaner fuels can reduce
harmful fine particle pollution by up to
90% by retrofitting with Diesel Particulate
Filters (DPFs). States such as California,

New Jersey, and New York have already
required retrofits and committed hundreds
of millions of dollars to clean up their
diesels.
