On Monday, September 3, 2007, 
Lawrence celebrated its 23rd 
Annual Bread and Roses Festival. 

On a beautiful, sunny day, hundreds of 
people converged on the Campagnone 
Common, to celebrate our common interests 
and history of workers struggle.
 This festival which is commonly 
associated with a textile strike in Lawrence, 
Massachusetts during January-March 1912, 
now often known as the “Bread and Roses 
strike”. The slogan appeals for both fair 
wages and dignifi ed conditions.
 The Lawrence strike, which united 
dozens of immigrant communities under the 
leadership of the Industrial Workers of the 
World, was led to a large extent by women. 
Many claimed that during the strike some 
of the women carried signs that read, “We 
want bread, but we want roses, too!” 
 According to Wikipedia, the free 
encyclopedia, no reliable evidence has yet

been found to verify this, and the claim 
has been rejected by some veterans of the 
Lawrence strike.
 The strike was settled on March 14, 
1912, on terms generally favorable to the 
workers. The workers won pay increases, 
time-and-a-quarter pay for overtime, and 
a promise of no discrimination against 
strikers. The strikers are credited with 
inventing the moving picket line, so that 
they would not be arrested for loitering.
 During the Festival, Rocío Saenz, 
president of Service Workers’ Union, 
SEIU, Local 615 was invited to the main 
stage. Saenz led a campaign for Justice for 
Janitors in Los Angeles in 1998 and came 
to Lawrence in the company of several of 
the her fellow Local members, celebrating 
their latest accomplishment, a tentative 
agreement that will benefi t 10,000 workers 
in Massachusetts, Rhode Island and New 
Hampshire.

Credit union held car wash for charities

The City of Lawrence’s Community 
Development Department has been 
awarded $600k by the Environmental 

Protection Agency (EPA) for Brownfi elds 
funding to assess and clean up hazardous 
substances and petroleum sites in the city.  
The Community Development Department 
is seeking public input for suggestions 
on how to use these grant funds for 2 of 
the 3 Brownfi elds grants. These grants 
will help revitalize former industrial and 
commercial sites, transforming them from 
abandoned and blighted properties into 
community assets. Funding was selected in 
a competitive national competition.
 The EPA grants will help pay 

Lawrence Awarded $600k by Environmental 
Protection Agency for Brownfi elds Assessment 
and Clean Up

to assess, clean up and redevelop 
abandoned, contaminated parcels known 
as Brownfi elds. The funding is among 
$70.7 million of EPA Brownfi elds grants, 
including more than $18 million within 
New England alone. Brownfi elds are sites 
where expansion, redevelopment, or reuse 
may be complicated by the presence or 
potential presence of a hazardous substance, 
pollutant, or contaminant. 
 "EPA Brownfi elds grants are an 
economic engine, helping vitality to return 
to our communities, and this big infl ux 
of new EPA funding will speed up that 
process.” said Robert W. Varney, regional 
administrator of EPA's New England 

regional offi ce. "These funds will directly 
improve the quality of life in Massachusetts’ 
communities where citizens are working to 
redevelop and put to good use abandoned, 
contaminated parcels."
 The city’s grants include: 2 community-
wide assessment grants - 1 for $200k for 
hazardous substances assessment, the other 
for $200k for petroleum assessment. The 
city also was awarded a third Brownfi elds 
clean-up grant targeted for on-going clean 
up at the former Oxford Paper Mill site for 
$200k.
 This year, Massachusetts grant 
recipients were among 202 organizations 
nationally who were been awarded one of 

the 294 assessment, revolving loan fund, 
and cleanup grants totaling $70.7 million. 
33 Massachusetts grantees were selected 
from over 800 applicants across the country. 
EPA's Brownfi elds program promotes 
redevelopment of America's estimated 
450,000 abandoned and contaminated waste 
sites. Since 1994, EPA has provided over 
$150 million in grants and other funding for 
site evaluations, job training and cleanup 
loan programs to dozens of communities 
and agencies in New England, including 
more than $54 million in Massachusetts. 
EPA estimates that every acre of reclaimed 
Brownfi elds saves 4.5 acres of greenspace 
and every greenspace created, on average, 
has doubled the value of surrounding 
properties.
 Brownfi elds funds help communities 
assess contamination at abandoned and 
vacant sites and estimate the costs of 
cleaning up sites for redevelopment. 
Municipalities and select organizations can 
also receive funding for cleanup grants and 
to establish revolving loan programs that 
provide low interest loans for cleanups. 
 In addition to industrial and commercial 
redevelopment, Brownfi elds projects have 
converted industrial waterfronts to riverfront 
parks, rail corridors to recreational trails, 
and gas station sites to housing. EPA's 
Brownfi elds assistance has led to more 
than $9.6 billion in private investment in 
cleanup and redevelopment, helped create 
more than 43,000 jobs and resulted in the 
assessment of more than 10,500 properties.

 Due to the resounding success of its 
inaugural season, the classical music series 
presented by the Friends of the Lawrence 
Public Library and funded by The Catherine 
McCarthy Memorial Trust will be back this fall.  
 The series will begin with a September 9 
performance by The Duo “2” which includes 
Peter H. Bloom, fl ute, and Mary Jane Rupert, 
piano and harp.  The concert is free and will 
begin at 2 p.m. in Sargent Auditorium at 
Lawrence Public Library, 51 Lawrence St.
 Hailed for “music that can set the heart 
singing” by Better Homes & Gardens, The 
Duo “2” has performed together for over 
15 years, touring nationally and appearing 
at many New England venues including 
Boston’s Museum of Fine Arts and the 
Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum.  They 
have two CD’s on the North Star label.  The 
concert will be a combined program of 
music for fl ute and piano, plus music for 
fl ute and harp, with selections by J.S. Bach, 
Mozart, Beethoven and Saint-Saens.  Peter 
H. Bloom is a distinguished soloist and 
ensemble fl utist whose performing career 
encompasses a wide range of chamber music 
from period-instrument performances to 
new music premieres.  He is also a noted 
jazz player.  The Boston Globe called his 
playing “a revelation for unforced sweetness 
and strength,” and JazzImprov hailed his 
“exquisite melody.”  Mr. Bloom was a winner 
of the American Musicological Society’s Noah 
Greenberg Award for his work in 19th century 
American music.  He serves as historical 
instrument consultant to the Boston Museum 
of Fine Arts. 
 Mary Jane Rupert, acclaimed as a 
concert pianist and harpist, has performed 
throughout the world from Carnegie Recital 
Hall to the Beijing Concert Hall.  She has 
appeared with symphony orchestras and 
chamber music groups across the U.S., 
including the Boston Philharmonic, Louisville 
(Kentucky) Symphony, and Mannheim 
Steamroller. She performed as soloist at the 
American Harp Society’s National Convention 
in 1994.  She serves on the music faculties 

of Tufts University, Wellesley College, Boston 
College and MIT. 
 “When we launched this series last fall, 
we weren’t sure whether there would be 
an audience for classical music in the city,” 
says Terri Kelley, artistic director.  “Each of 
last season’s concerts attracted over 100 
people from across the area, proving that 
classical music is alive and well in Greater 
Lawrence.” Additional concerts will feature 
pianists Randall Hodgkinson and Leslie Amper 
(October 14) and cellist Jan Muller-Szeraws 
and pianist Robert Merfeld (November 18).  
All concerts are free, begin at 2 p.m., and will 
be held at Lawrence Public Library.
 Kelley encourages people of all ages and 
levels of musical sophistication to attend.
