la misma cepa de la bacteria encontrada en
pacientes en otros estados.

La fuente de la contaminacién no ha
sido identificada. Sin embargo, el conjunto
de enfermedades pueden relacionarse con
el consumo de productos que contienen
carne vacuna. Las autoridades de salud
del estado e investigadores del USDA,
trabajaron durante el pasado fin de semana
para tratar de identificar la posible fuente
de esta contaminacién.

Loscasosocurridosen Massachusetts
estan dentro del rango de edad entre los
tres y sesenta afos.

16. Por lo menos cinco de los enfermos
fueron hospitalizados.

Legislators
Secure
Infrastructure
Funding

The Legislature this week approved
a $3 billion Transportation Bond
bill aimed at funding infrastructure
improvements across the State.  The
Lawrence legislative delegation, including
Representatives Barry R. Finegold, David
M. Torrisi, William Lantigua and Senator
Susan C. Tucker, worked to ensure that
several Lawrence projects were included.

“Roads and bridges in Lawrence must
be a top priority and I’m pleased we were
able to get the funding,” said Finegold.
“These improvements will not only make
Lawrence a safer place to live and work,
but projects like the Riverwalk and South
Canal Bridge will do much to connect the
City’s history to its future.”

Among the included projects, the
Transportation Bond provides $1.5 million
for the first two phases of the Riverwalk
project — the design and construction of a
1.2 mile trail along the Merrimack River’s
southern edge. In addition, the Lawrence
legislators secured funding for a $750,000
replacement of South Canal Bridge and a
$1.5 million for a footbridge over Route
114 near Lawrence High School, requested
by city officials and residents.

"This isa positive economic step for the
city," said Tucker. "I'm so pleased that we in
the Lawrence delegation were able to work
together to secure funding for these much-
needed improvements. We are hopeful that
these important projects will be signed into
law and authorized by Governor Patrick."

Hampshire Street will also receive a
facelift with $225,000 for repair, repaving
and new signage.

"These projects are critical to ensuring
the safety of residents and encouraging
further redevelopment efforts within the
City,” echoed Torrisi. “l am confident
that this state funding will continue to
attract significant private investment and
encourage job creation."”

This bill now moves to the Governor’s
desk for approval.

Earmarks Into

Environmental
Bond Bill

tate Representative William Lantigua
S(D—Lawrence) has announced the
inclusion of all of his local funding
requests, totaling $4.175 million, in the
environmental bond bill approved this week
by the House. Among them are a project to
reduce the impact of storms on the city, the
construction of a network of gardens and
trails, the improvement of baseball fields,
and the repair of the Bashara Boathouse.
“Hopefully, we’ve moved another
step closer to carrying out these initiatives,
for the beautification of the Great City of
Lawrence and the health and enjoyment of
its residents,” Lantigua said.
The bill, now being considered by the
Senate, includes the following earmarks:

* $1.3 million for the Union Crossing
Storm Water Management Project,
Lawrence CommunityWorks’ effort
to establish a statewide model for
reducing storm water impacts in
an industrialized urban setting;

* $1.25 million for the creation of a
network of gardens and trails throughout
the city, part of Groundwork Lawrence’s
“Healthy Community” agenda;

* $1 million for design and construction
of the Riverwalk, a 1.2-mile public
trail along the Merrimack River;

* $250,000 for renovations and
repairs to the Bashara Boathouse;

* $150,000 for further development
of the Spicket River Greenway;

* $125,000 for improvements to the
South Lawrence East baseball fields;

* $50,000 for augmentation
of Groundwork Lawrence’s
community gardens project; and

* $50,000 for Groundwork
Lawrence’s reclamation and
greening of the city’s alleyways.

Lantigua noted that many of these
amounts would be augmented by additional
private and public funding sources to help
organizations meet the full scope of their
projects, adding that he would join forces
with the Lawrence delegation to bring as
much money as possible to the city.

“In this depressed economy, | feel
extremely fortunate that I’ve continued to
have success with my budgetary requests,”
Lantigua said. “I’ve just got to keep
working hard.”

“The award will
recognize people who make the extra
effort to keep Lawrence beautiful,” said
Mayor Sullivan.

The Baez family is originally from
Cidra, Puerto Rico. They arrived to the
United States in 1961 with three children,
Lourdes, Migdalia and Evelyn. Later on,
Julito, Rubén and Veronica were born in
Lawrence. Since, the family had grown
with the addition of eleven grandchildren
and three great-grandchildren.

For 23 wyears, Julio worked at
Raytheon. For all those years, he dreamed
about having a piece of land where he
could grow vegetables and flowers as he
did on his native Puerto Rico, where he
was a farmer back in Cidra. That dream
became a reality when in 1985 somebody
told them about a house for sale at 199

and hot peppers, egg-plant and of course,
tomatoes, a lot of tomatoes, with more than
a 100 vines. “When I’m working in the
garden, my mind goes back to Puerto Rico.
I dream that I’m in my old town of Cidra,”
said Julio.

Julio, better known in the neighborhood
as “El Tomatero de la Calle Park” (the
tomato-man of Park Street), estimates
that his back yard - where he plants his
vegetables - is about 200 feet deep by 50
feet wide and still have room in the front
yard for beautiful, colorful flower beds and
the greenest grass in the entire city.

This year, Julio is not happy with the
weather. “Rain is good if it’s accompanied
with hot weather, but this summer has been
rather cool, affecting specially the eggplants
and the tomatoes, that is why they are not as
big this year,” he said.

The price they pay for the property was
not discussed for the purpose of this article,
but one thing is for sure, “I won’t sell it for

a million dollars,” said Julio.

“The Baez Family has made great
efforts to keep their property free of litter,
right out to the street. They have outstanding
seasonal flowers and vegetable gardens that
are unsurpassed in Lawrence. The Baez
Family showed great creativity and pride in
their yard, which has earned them the Yard
of the Month Award for July 2008,” said
Lawrence Mayor Michael J. Sullivan.

Same strain of bacteria has been found
in patients from several states. Source
has not been identified, but illnesses
may be linked to consumption of beef
products.

The Massachusetts Department of
Public Health (DPH) is investigating
six cases of E. coli O157:H7 in
Massachusetts residents that appear to be
caused by the same strain of the bacteria
found in patients from several other states.

A source of contamination has not been
identified; however the cluster of illnesses
may be linked to the consumption of beef
products. State health officials, along with
investigators from USDA, worked through
the weekend to try and identify a possible
source of contamination. The investigation
is focused on ground beef, and testing of
samples collected from several stores will
be conducted this week.

Based on the preliminary findings,
DPH is reminding the public to consume
only fully cooked ground beef. Cooking
meat to an internal temperature of 160
degrees Fahrenheit kills the bacteria.

E. coli O157:H7 is a type of bacteria
that can cause bloody diarrhea, dehydration,
and in the most severe cases, kidney failure.
The very young, the elderly and persons
with weakened immune systems are the
most susceptible to foodborne illness.

The Massachusetts cases range in
age from three to 60 years. They include
residents of Middlesex, Suffolk and Essex
counties.  They reported becoming ill
between July 10th and 16th. At least five
of the cases were hospitalized. These cases
may be linked to 20 other cases in several
states and Quebec that were caused by the
same strain of E. coli.

The Massachusetts cases were linked
by DNA testing and by comparing those
results to results from others around the
country through a federal foodborne illness
surveillance program called PulseNet.
Anyone with signs or symptoms of
foodborne illness should consult their
health care provider, local board of health,
the DPH Epidemiology Program at 617-
983-6800 or the Food Protection Program
at 617-983-6712.

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Finegold
Announces
Victory for

Fuel Cell
Technology

epresentative Barry R. Finegold
R (D-Andover) is pleased to announce

that Massachusetts officials are
moving forward to promote hydrogen
and fuel cell technology. The House of
Representatives passed the Green Jobs Act,
omnibus legislation designed to grow green
energy jobs in the economy of the future.

“We can no longer afford to consume
25% of the world’s oil when we only make
up 5% of the world’s population,” said
Finegold, who urged his colleagues to pass
the legislation in a speech on the floor of
the House of Representatives Wednesday
afternoon. “With oil hovering around $150
per barrel, | hope to someday fuel up with
hydrogen instead of gas at the pump.”

A consistent leader on issues of
renewable energy, Finegold introduced
House Bill No. 2900 earlier this year,
a measure that encourages research
and development in hydrogen and fuel
cell technology. In addition, his 2005
Massachusetts Renewable Energy Roadmap
helped to invigorate our economy and
protect our environment through a package
of policy ideas with research grants and tax
incentives such as the current $1,500 tax
credit for consumers who purchase hybrid
vehicles.

"It's essential that we build a 21st
century economy in  Massachusetts.
Hydrogen fuel cells will be one of the keys
to creating renewable energy, a cleaner
environment and a safer world in the years
to come and Massachusetts can lead the
way," said Finegold.

The Green Jobs Act, filed by House
Speaker Salvatore F. DiMasi, allocates
more than $50 million to the creation of
new jobs and revenue in the state’s clean
energy industry. Among its provisions,
the Green Jobs Act creates a $25 million
Clean Energy Seed Grant Program which
will award grants from $2 to $5 million
per year to startups, a $2.5 million Clean
Energy Fellowship to give experienced
Massachusetts entrepreneurs the energy
training needed to enter the sector and
a $12.5 million Green Jobs initiative to
coordinate workforce development efforts at
local universities and community colleges.

“Massachusetts has always been a
leader among the country’s business and
technology communities,” said Finegold.
“With the passage of the Green Jobs Act,
we are one step closer to becoming leaders
in the global community.” According to the
New England Clean Energy Council, clean
energy has now become the 10th largest
industry sector in Massachusetts, with
14,500 jobs and growing at more than 20
percent a year.

The five-year plan is revenue neutral
and will be funded by $5 million per year
set aside from the $43 million Bay State
Competitiveness Fund as well as by an
additional $5 million per year that is now
being used for economic development
programs funded through the Massachusetts
Technology Collaborative.

ed Sox Legend Luis Tiant, “El
RTiante”, visited Lawrence on

Tuesday, August 5, to take part in
a youth baseball clinic sponsored by Bank
of America.

Dozens of boys and girls, representing
Lawrence  community  organizations,
became Red Sox players for a day and
experienced the thrill of being able to listen
to the advice from one of their Mayor
League heroes. The participants in the
“Bank of America Youth Baseball Clinic”
learned about hitting, fielding, throwing and
base running from professional coaches.

Tiant spoke to the young athletes about
his own career in the Mayor Leagues and
how his experiences with baseball had
helped him to achieve success both on
and off the field. “My best advice, stay in
school,” said Tiant. Tiant told the children
that it was normal to play baseball at their
age, but chances were that not too many of
them will ever play professionally. Instead,
“what you learn today will help you
become good doctors, lawyers, engineers
or architects.”

During his professional career, Tiant

played for the Cleveland Indians (1964-
1969), Minnesota Twins (1970), Boston
Red Sox (1971-1978), New York Yankees
(1979-80), Pittsburgh Pirates (1981) and
California Angels (1982).

Luis Clemente Vega Tiant was born on
November 23, 1940 in Marianao, (Greater
Havana), Cuba. He was the only child
of Luis Tiant, Sr. and Isabel Vega. From
1926 through 1948, the senior Tiant was a
great left-handed pitcher for the New York
Cubans team, and his heroics were followed
by hundreds of thousands of Cubans.

Luis Jr. followed his father's footsteps at an
early age, joining both the local Little and
Juvenile baseball leagues until he starred
for the Havana team and was picked up for
the Cuban Juvenile League All-Star team in
1957. His talent was recognized by former
Cleveland Indians All-Star, Bobby Awvila,
who was scouting for talent in Cuba.

Avila recommended him to the Mexico City
Tigers of the Mexican League. Tiant was
signed for $150 a month. After three years,
in 1961, and under Avila recommendations,
Cleveland purchased Tiant's contract for
$35,000. On July 19, 1964, Tiant debuted

allow us to create new programs-especially
in health care- in response to need.”

The new Allied Health & Technology
Center in Lawrence will be located on the
site of the InTown Mall and will increase
access to affordable public higher education
for residents of Lawrence and surrounding
areas. The new facility will enable the
college to increase its training capacity in
allied health, nursing, and criminal justice
and address the critical labor needs that
exist in the Merrimack Valley and around
the state.

In health care programs alone in
Lawrence, the college currently has 500
students enrolled in six certificate and 11
associate degree programs ranging from
dental assisting to registered nursing. A
lack of space has prevented the college
from developing additional programs
in fields such as perioperative nursing,
surgical technician, and EKG technician or
growing current programs that are in high
demand. The new facility will also benefit
local businesses since an estimated 1,200
students will come to downtown Lawrence
to attend classes each semester.

Earlier this spring, Miller Dyer Spears,
Inc., a Boston-based architecture, interior
design, and planning firm, was hired to
conduct the program design study for the
Allied Health & Technology Center. The
design study is scheduled to be completed
in January of 2009 at which point the design
will be finalized followed by construction.

The new building will be completed
within 18 -24 months and is scheduled to
open in late 2010.

The project has received extensive
support from many sources including the
City of Lawrence (the council voted in
2006 to give the InTown Mall located on
Common Street to the College), the NECC
Foundation ($118,000 for relocation of
businesses that were located in the InTown
Mall), the Merrimack Valley Planning
Commission ($72,000 for an environmental
site survey), and Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) ($536,000 to remove
the asbestos) and more than $1 million
in private donations for equipment for the
new facility. The college and foundation

are continuing to seek additional funding to
ensure the scope of this project meets both
college and community requirements.

The bond bill also included $7 million
to renovate the Spurk Building located on
the Haverhill Campus. The Spurk Building
was constructed in 1971 and has had no
major system or infrastructure updates
since then. The funding will be used to
upgrade the electrical system to support
expanding information technology and
smart classroom demands, replace the
inefficient and deteriorating heating system,
and address other priority infrastructure
needs.

According to Hartleb, more than 58
percent of the classes offered in Haverhill
last fall were held in the Spurk Building.
“This is one of the most well used buildings
on our Haverhill Campus and these upgrades
are needed to bring it up to a standard
consistent with the rest of the campus,” he
said.

Hartleb extended credit to Governor
Patrick in initiating the higher education
bond bill and especially credited the
representatives and senators in the
Merrimack Valley who worked tirelessly
to secure funding for both Haverhill and
Lawrence campuses.

“This is wonderful news for the
college,” said Hartleb. “And I’'m deeply
grateful we received such strong support
from our local legislative delegation.
They believed in these two projects and
envisioned the powerful impact they will
have on our community. This would not
have happened without them.”

With campuses in Haverhill and
Lawrence and extension sites in Andover
and Methuen, Northern Essex Community
College is a state-assisted college, offering
over 70 associate degree and certificate
programs as well as hundreds of non credit
courses designed for personal enrichment
and career growth. Close to 13,000 students
ranging from recent high school graduates
to workers employed locally attend classes
days, evenings, and weekends. Northern
Essex is the only state college located in
the lower Merrimack Valley Region of
Massachusetts.
