of-ways, are governed by federal law and
regulations and thus the railroads are not
subject to the direction of municipalities.

And
indeed, sometimes, PanAm can be a tough
partner; however, it has been my experience
that the MBTA is a fully responsible and
good partner of the community,” wrote
Abdoo.

“There has been an agreement on behalf
of the MBTA to do the work and we have
been working with PanAm to have them
join the construction and get it done during
this construction season. | am confident
that the work will be done before it ends.
In the meantime, temporary fixes will be
made. Believe me, they are needed! They
were needed and nobody will be content
until the crossing is as smooth as it should
be!” ended Abdoo.

needed nationally. At that time, he noted
that in a typical ‘crime watch community’,
only 5 to 7% of the residents were
participating actively. Due to the growth
and success of these programs, he felt this
percentage was too low. Subsequently, he
proposed a national program which would
be coordinated by local crime prevention
agencies and organizations - but that would
involve entire communities at one time.
The first National Night Out was introduced
early in 1984 - with the event culminating
on the first Tuesday in August.

That first year, 400 communities in 23
states participated in National Night Out.
Nationwide, 2.5 million Americans took
part in 1984. The seed had been planted. In
subsequent years, participation has grown
steadily. The 24th Annual National Night
Out last August involved 35.2 million
people in 11,125 communities from all 50
states, U.S. territories, Canadian cities, and
military bases worldwide. National Night
Out 2008 culminated on August 5th. Over
11,000 communities took part. (For more

information, visit www.nationalnightout.
org).

While the traditional ‘lights on” and
front porch vigils remain a part of NNO,
activities have expanded considerably
over the years to include block parties,
cookouts, parades, visits from police and
fire department, festivals, neighborhood
walks, safety fairs, contests, rallies and
meetings.

Peskin said, “It’s a wonderful
opportunity for communities nationwide
to promote police/community
partnerships, crime prevention, and
neighborhood camaraderie. While the one
night is certainly not an answer to crime,
drugs and violence, National Night Out
does represent the kind of spirit, energy
and determination that is helping to
make many neighborhoods safer places
throughout the year.

Superintendent Laboy met with Budget
Director Mark Andrews and apparently,
Mr. Andrews agreed to take care of them
because approximately one million dollars
have been paid out of the General Funds.
The excuse was that some vendors were
threatening to sue the city. Meanwhile, the
Department of Revenue is questioning why

the School Building Construction account
has been closed if the school is still “under
construction.”

Mark Andrews was on vacation this
week and | could not ask him directly. My
information is from other sources within the
city but I want to ask him when he returns
why he was willing to get Laboy off the
hook, if he got something in return or if he
asked the superintendent to give a better job
to his friend’s wife.

During his tenure at Northern Essex
Community College, he stroke a friendship
with Daniel Halloran. Dan was visiting
with him sometime last week as he often
does, and his wife Maria works at the Tax
Collector’s office.  Suddenly, Maria is
given a new job in the school department.
Her salary jumped to close to $60,000 from
$35,000 although she told me that it’s only
$40,000. That’s OK; we’ll find the truth
later on.

This is just another example of how
jobs are created and given away by Laboy.
There’s no need to advertise, post internally
or giving equal opportunity to other
employees.

What | am really curious about is
finding out what is in those bills, who is
getting paid, why Laboy was running in
a deficit for over two years, are vendors
being paid for private work performed for
the superintendent, is it for lavish dinners
for the superintendent and his entourage?
Eventually, | will find out and let you
know.

Apparently, however, it
is not. What Unnatural Causes investigates
is the far greater likelihood of lower income
people developing, for example, cancer or
heart disease in the first place regardless of
what people’s options are once the disease
is already present. What really does count
is the level of stress factors in a person’s
life. Poverty, class level, unemployment

and racial tension not only promote misery
in life but act as a serious undermining to an
individual’s physical well-being.
