Cuando su madre, Maria Alicea,
vio las condiciones en que lleg6, con su
sudadera ripiada en el frente, se dio cuenta
que habia estado en una pelea pero nunca
se pudo imaginar que era en la escuela y
con un adulto. Ella lo Ilevé de vuelta a la
oficina donde mostro a la principal Samaria
Taveras-Hashem lo que habia tenido lugar
y seguidamente llevé a José al hospital.

”Nadie tiene derecho a tocar a mis
hijos”, dijo Maria todavia muy enojada por
lo sucedido.

multiple bruises, particularly around his
neck and minor head injuries.

Jose Rivera attends the old building
of Lawrence High School where he takes
classes to put him up to speed before being
transferred to the new building into a
regular course. His version of the incident
that took place on Thursday, October 9,
2008 follows.

The 17-year-old went into the cafeteria
with his teacher and sat down to have his
lunch when Security Guard Scott McCabe
told himto leave. Jose said that he responded
in a fresh tone with some obscenity because
this guard has had several encounters with
him. He also told him that he was having
lunch and was going home after that.

At that point, the guard grabbed him
and pressed him against the wall with his
arm around his neck. When he tried to run

away, McCabe pulled him by his long hair
and squeezed his neck with both hands
causing the marks. Jose managed to get off
his grip and ran home.

When his mother, Maria Alicea, saw
his condition and his sweatshirt ripped
in front, she knew he had been in trouble
never imagining that it was at school and
with an adult. She drove him back to the
office where she showed Principal Samaria
Taveras-Hashem what had taken place and
then took Jose to the hospital.

“No one has the right to touch my
children,” Maria said still very angry at
what happened. “I know that he shouldn’t
have answered the way he did but this is not
the first that this guard has had issues with
Jose.”

Mrs. Alicea went on wondering why
people don’t complain openly about the
things that go on at that school. “I don’t
know if parents are afraid to speak up but
I’m not and | am going to follow through
on this.”

;{Qué tiene de malo
este sistema?

En la péagina 3 encontrard una historia
que escribi sobre otro incidente en Lawrence
High School (esta vez en el edificio viejo en
Haverhill St.) entre un guardia de seguridad,
Scout McCabe, quien casi estrangul6 a un
estudiante.

Yo iba a pedir una copia del video
de las cadmaras de seguridad mostrando
este ataque pero hay dos razones por las
cuales me voy a evitar un dolor de cabeza:

La primera razén, hubo testigos, hay un
reporte del hospital porque la madre fue
directamente al Lawrence General Hospital
(le dijeron que ademas de las marcas, tiene
pequefias lesiones en la cabeza) y la madre
va a demandar al departamento escolar. Ya
es hora que los padres les den por donde le
duele al departamento escolar. Es también
cierto que todos nosotros pagaremos por las
consecuencias pero el abuso tiene que parar
de alguna forma.

Mi segunda razén para no pedir el
video es porque me lo van a negar. El
sistema escolar esta pleiteando la peticion
que hice por el arresto la semana antes en
la nueva escuela. En una carta de Mary
Lou Bergeron, me dice que ella se lo envi6
al Supervisor de Documentos para que €l
decida si yo he de obtenerlo. El asunto aqui
es que hay otros estudiantes que se ven en
el video y ella esta protegiendo la identidad
de ellos.

Yo envié mi propia carta al Supervisor
de Documentos recordandole que el afio
pasado él fall6 a mi favor y las Escuelas
Publicas de Lawrence lo borraron, aun
cuando le advirtieron que no lo hicieran.
Yo también me pregunto qué porcion del
video le enviaron para que revisara. Yo fui
clara al decir en mi pedido que quiero ver
con quién la sefiora discutio y quién lanzd
el primer golpe.

Si como yo, usted se pregunta que es
lo que tiene de malo este sistema, todo se
resume alapolitica. Carecemos de liderazgo
en esta ciudad. Todos miran del otro lado
y las Escuelas Publicas de Lawrence se han

convertido en un gobierno aparte.

Este es solamente un ejemplo: en
julio de este afio, un articulo en la prensa
local mostrando cifras de violencia
peores que todo lo que he escrito en el
pasado.

Se
habia entrevistado en una sesion muy
productiva con el chief quien le dio una
copia del reporte. Tenia una reunién
concertada con el superintendente pero
no se materializ6. Frank nunca recibid
la copia del reporte que habia pedido al
departamento escolar.

na de las causas del fracaso escolar

que hoy se extiende en muchos

centros educativos consiste en que
los alumnos no encuentran sentido a lo que
estudian. Suelen decir: ;Y esto para qué
sirve? ;Qué me ayuda en la vida? ¢ Para qué
estudiar una cosa que no sirve para nada?
Estos estudiantes en parte tienen razén y en
parte no.

Tienen razon en que los contenidos
son totalmente distintos en las distintas
asignaturas y no entienden la relacion entre
las Matemaéticas, con la Plastica, con la
Historia, con la Fisica, con el Inglés, etc.
Pero tienen que esforzarse en comprender
la unidad entre todas ellas.

El desarrollo de las ciencias ha llevado
a una division progresiva de las materias
que ha terminado en una fragmentacion real
del contenido de la ensefianza, formando
cada asignatura como un islote cultural sin
relacion apenas con las otras. Se llega asi a
una formacion enciclopédicay sin organizar
que dificilmente puede Ilamarse formacién
intelectual.

El profesor Holt afirmaba en 1978
que se habia prestado poca atencion a la
vision unitaria del plan de estudios y que
el resultado era un creciente desaliento y
malestar. También Aurelio Pecei afirmo
que “los hombres y mujeres son, hoy por
hoy, incapaces de entender plenamente el
significado y consecuencia de lo que hacen”
(Bockin y otros. Aprender horizontes sin
limites. Informe del Club de Roma. Madrid.
Santillana. 1979)

Los estudiantes aprenden muchas cosas
pero no son capaces de asociar los hechos y
conocimientos de una asignatura con los de
la otra. El problema es el de integracion de
las distintas ensefianzas y el de organizacion
de todas y cada una de ellas en un quehacer
que tiene unidad: la formacion personal de
cada estudiante.

Los educadores (padres y profesores)
tienen el reto de buscar las relaciones de
unos conocimientos con otros de manera
que se pueda llegar a un conjunto organizado
de saberes que entre si constituyan una
unidad.

Por otra parte no so6lo se ha de atender
a los aspectos cognitivos de la educacion
sino también a la formacién de habitos
que fortalezcan la voluntad y faciliten la
convivencia.

Este estilo integrador de la educacion
es una tarea prioritaria para reducir el
fracaso escolar, para encontrar sentido o
significacion a lo que se ensefia y aprende
y para formar auténticas personas.

n noviembre pasado escribi

una serie de cinco articulos que

terminaron con estas palabras
proféticas sobre la crisis de las hipotecas
de las viviendas: “Desafortunadamente el
baldn se exploté y somos ahora testigos
de una destruccion financiera que no
tiene fin. Trataremos de lidiar con todos
y cada unos de los factores que hemos
indicado arriba en este y otros articulos
futuros y después trataremos de presentar
un sumario de lo que vemos suceder en
el horizonte. Pero mientras tanto, sin
embargo, tenga usted un buen fin de
semana y descanse. Este problema va
a demorar en ser arreglado mucho més
tiempo de lo que usted tendra que esperar
por mis escritos. Estas tifiosas van a estar
volando a nuestro derredor por mucho
tiempo. Se lo prometo.”

Bueno, las tifiosas estan volando
todavia por aqui. El pénico reciente
creado por la crisis financiera que se ha
llevado a cabo 24/7 en el Congreso, el
cable y el Internet, ha tenido todas las
caracteristicas de ficcion cientifica, muy
pesada en la ficcion pero muy ligera del
lado cientifico. Yo sabia, y mis lectores
podian haberme acompafiado en esa
creencia, de que habia algo fantasmal
en esta situacion cuando un presidente
republicano que va a dejar la Casa
Blanca en enero, un Congreso controlado
por el Partido Dembcrata y los dos
contendientes de ambos partidos a la
presidencia estaban cantando la misma
cancion usando bésicamente el mismo
tempo.

El gobierno dejé de supervisar nuestras
instituciones financieras como reconociera
recientemente  Mr.  Christopher Cox,
Comisionado del Securities and Exchange
Commission (SEC) que el candidato
presidencial John McCain sugirio debia ser
cesanteado; el Secretario del Tesoro John
Paulson que se puso literalmente de rodillas
para rogar que el Congreso encabezado por
la Vocero de la Casa de Representantes
Nancy Pelosi lo apoyara.

Esterilizar y Soltar como una forma eficaz,
humana y eficiente de reducir las crias de
estos gatos salvajes. Los gatos salvajes son
los descendientes de otros gatos perdidos
0 abandonados que no estan esterilizados.
Las hembras pueden reproducir dos o tres
veces al afio, y sus gatitos, si sobreviven, se
convertira a principios de gatos callejeros,
sin contacto con la gente.

Were We Crazy?

Today’s article brings us back to
some strange doings by the youth
of the Croshy St., the Patch, and
So Broadway section of the City. While
driving across the O’Leary Bridge recently
(no, it’s not the Falls Bridge) my thoughts
turned to wild and maybe a little whacky
time for me and my pals. We were a close
knit group and did what we now know were
some strange things back in the day.

I began this memory trip thinking
of how after a big snowstorm my pals
and | would jump off the porch at Marty
McCaffery’s house into the piled up snow.
Donnie, Charlie and Betty Guido also lived
in that house on Croshy St.

“No big deal,” you say. Well, if you
remember, we were jumping from the third
floor tenement porch; it would probably be
more impressive. On the north edge of the
bridge was the home of the Bean family and
the father worked for the Essex Company
taking care of the dam and its surrounding
canals. A man called ‘Hun’ also was part of
the river care crew including the north and
south canals. Directly across from the Bean
homestead on the west side of the canal
that flows to this day, passed Lawton’s hot
dogs, was Sealtest ice cream a company
that has gone the way of all flesh. | smile
when | think of Beans and hot dogs being
so together even in those days.

In those days the City’s DPW crews
would install flash boards on the bridge’s
west wall to protect pedestrians and cars
from the elements throughout the winter
months. This is another procedure that is
also gone into history. I’m sure the graffiti
writers miss what could’ve been a field day
on the boards.

My buddies and | were drawn to all
sections of the river and we went to some
spots that many people never thought
about and the water served as a magnet to
us adventurous young men. Rock White,

Bobby Hendry, Willie Rheaume, Cliffy
Whalen, Rudy Bibeau, Roger Vachon,
Kevin Judge and Eddie O’Neill all climbed
down the side of the hill to stroll around the
base of the dam, which seemed as high as
the Green Monster at Fenway. We would
explore the pools and eddys left when the
water was at its lowest and there wasn’t any
water cascading over the falls. We tried to
avoid getting too wet but this, of course, was
an exercise in futility. Sometimes we would
go down there on the way to the movies
probably the Strand or the Premier. It was
an adventure and we had little or no fear.
The little pools had pollywogs and tadpoles
and fish swimming around and there were
hundreds or maybe thousands of eels at the
foot of the falls. Once we’d get wet, how
wet didn’t matter, wet was wet. Someone
would start with throwing eels at another
guy and the eel war had begun.

Large ones, small ones, it didn’t matter.
Some times we would twirl one above
our heads like a lariat before aiming and
tossing it at someone. After a fashion we
would climb back up to Broadway and of
course we all smelled like a fish market and
obviously we didn’t care.

We also spent time fishing in the river
at places like the Rocks, the point, the third
creek and sometimes went over to the river
openings off Water St. and to the opening
where Norm’s White Horse and the Skyport
which is now Jackson’s all on the north side.
Seaplanes used to take of and land at the
Skyport and on many a warm summer eve
you could watch them take off and land.

We also fished behind O’Sullivan’s
Park and from under the Riverside Garden
Roller Skating Rink owned by Al Legendre.
It was also called the “bucket of blood”.
We, | don’t recall ever caught anything
and, of course, we used makeshift gear
even making a fishing spear to aid in these
excursions. Kibbe, horn pout, carp, perch
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and some occasional trout could be part
of your catch at the river. We used fishing
poles, the likes seen in the Tom Sawyer,
Huck Finn movies, and also a drop line
which had a green line with a little red
sinker, a red and white bobbing object and a
hook to attach the bait to. Our bait consisted
of worms which we dug up near the river
or we found on some lawns and we called
them night crawlers.

With the fish most times ignoring our
delicious and luxurious bait, | think we
would’ve been wiser to go to Langford’s
fish market to get our catch. Of course,
we didn’t have the bait needed to catch
fish at the fish market, it was called money.
The statute of limitations is up now so |
can talk of us going to the Andover St.
train yards one night with this younger
version of “Oceans Eleven” and hijacking
fourteen watermelons from a parked train.
We brought our purloined booty to the rear
of the Wetherbee School on the ball field
and had a great feast. When we had our fill
someone started a watermelon war and we
wound up whipping the fruit at each other.

One of the guys showed up one day with
an old beat up DeSoto blue panel truck. He
told us his brother in law let him use it for
the day and we were headed for the beach.
Nobody checked to see if anyone had a
license and I guess we didn’t care. Well, we
headed to the beach and with three of us in
the front and six or seven in the back on the
floor. Arriving at our destination and as we
let the guys from the back out one of them
fell face first in a semi conscious state and
we discovered he was overcome be fumes
from a leaky exhaust system. Probably a
few more miles of driving and he would’ve
died. When we made sure he came around
we all had a lot of laughs of our close
encounter with death. To cap things off our
driver confessed he had stolen the truck and
the story about his brother in law was a lie.
“Yikes!”

The kicker to this story was that all the
participants in the ride were baseball players
for St. Pat’s CYO. The kid we almost lost
was our coach’s son and the shortstop. I can
see the headlines in the papers to this day
and also the look on the face of our young
priest Father Cottrell serving his first Parish
and some wild kids. He transferred to the
west coast and | hear he has passed on but
I’m sure if his team had got caught with that
hot truck, or if the shortstop hadn’t survived,
it would have hastened his demise.

| told you at the top of this story that
maybe we all had a few screws loose; in the
long run we all turned out fine.
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Forum in Lawrence on Housing Bill Grants
for Cities and Towns

ongresswoman  Niki  Tsongas,
‘ State Senator Sue Tucker, and the
Department of Housing and Urban
Development hosted a special summit in
Lawrence to inform cities and towns in
the Fifth Congressional District about the
resources available to them as a result of
landmark housing legislation that Congress
passed and the President recently signed
into law. The forum provided answers to
questions from town and city leaders had
about how to access funding provided in the
bill for the rehabilitation of foreclosed and
abandoned properties in their communities.
“It’s not just homeowners but cities
and towns as well that have been hit hard
by the foreclosure and housing crisis,” said
Congresswoman Niki Tsongas. “Vacant
properties lower nearby home values,
become centers for crime and vagrancy, and
increase the demands on local police and
fire departments. In July, landmark housing
legislation was approved which provided
$3.9 bhillion in neighborhood stabilization
grant funding which can be used by cities
and towns to rehabilitate foreclosed or
abandoned properties. We want to ensure
that our cities, towns, and communities are
well positioned to take advantage of this
opportunity and that is why Senator Tucker
and I joined together for this forum.”
Regulations on how cities, town, and
nonprofit groups can access neighborhood
stabilization grant funding were issued
by the Department of Housing and Urban
Development and the funds will begin to
be distributed on November 1st. Taylor

Caswell, the Department of Housing and
Urban Development’s Regional Director
and a panel of experts were on hand to
answer questions about how localities in the
region can access this funding to rehabilitate
foreclosed or abandoned properties.
Representatives from Lawrence, Andover,
Methuen, Lowell, Carlisle, Wayland
and other cities and towns in the Fifth
Congressional District were in attendance
aswell as several leading non-profit housing
organizations from the region.

Caswell explained that $150 million
in grant funding would be made available
to New England cities and towns under
the legislation.  An additional $180
million would also be made available
to Neighborworks and other non-profit
affordable housing organizations.

Caswell also praised Tsongas’ efforts
to further improve the neighborhood
stabilization legislation. Last month,
Tsongas spearheaded a letter that was joined
by two dozen members of Congress and
sent to the Secretary of Housing and Urban
Development urging that buildings and
property that are rehabilitated with grant
funds from the legislation are done so in an
energy efficient manner. With rising heating
and energy costs, investment now in energy
efficient windows, doors, caulking, and
other building materials will save the long
term energy costs for future residents of the
property and also ease the energy needs of
the entire community by reducing demand.
The Secretary announced that Tsongas’
energy efficiency recommendations were

included in the new regulations distributed
last week.

“The letter the Congresswoman
wrote to the Secretary had an impact in
the final rules to include energy efficiency
in the rehabilitation of property under the
Neighborhood  Stabilization ~ Program.
Bringing people together like this - and
there is a full room here - to talk about
how to best utilize the funds that HUD is
providing is key so that we don’t leave any
money on the table.”

State  Senator Sue Tucker has
introduced legislation to provide a fair
and efficient opportunity to preserve some
of the Commonwealth’s publicly assisted
affordable housing by among other items,
requiring owners give notice of intent
to complete termination 12 months in
advance, giving the Department of Housing
and Community Development the right of
refusal to purchase any publicly assisted
housing development and allow the DHCD
to make a counter offer to the owner.

“The importance of this housing forum
is demonstrated by the teamwork that is on
hand today, and that is Congresswoman
Tsongas’ style,” said State Senator Sue
Tucker. “The challenges we face are too
important and they call for partnerships
at the local, state and federal level - but
also with the nonprofit and for-profit
communities. Federal and state laws don’t
mean anything if the people on the ground
working with our families don’t understand
how the provisions will work to help our
communities.”

My Point of View

To bail or not to bail; that is not the

question

ast November | wrote a five
Lpart series that ended with these
prophetic words about the home
mortgage crisis bust: “Unfortunately
the balloon busted precipitously and we
are now witnessing a large size financial
debacle that has no end in sight. We will
try to address each of the factors listed
above in this and other future articles and
then try to present a summary of what we
see happening in the horizon. But in the
meantime, however, have yourself a good
weekend and relax. This problem is going
to take much longer to be fixed than you
will have to wait for my writings. These
buzzards are going to be flying around us
for a very long time indeed. Promise.”

Well, the buzzards are still here. The
recent panic created by a financial crisis
played 24/7 in Congress, cable and the
Internet, has had all of the characteristics
of science fiction, heavy on the fiction and
very light on the science side. | knew, and
my readers could have accompanied me
on that belief, that there was something
basically spooky in this situation when a
Republican President who is leaving the
White House in January, a Democratic
Party-controlled Congress and the two
presidential election contenders were
singing the same song and using basically
the same tempo. This electoral lottery is
not hard to figure out: fifty percent of the
candidates are going to have to live with
one hundred percent of the bailout. That
does not happen often.

For the past several years -you can
count as far back as you prefer, | really
don’t care- we have been drinking in
financial excess and driving our lives
like fast race cars that did not seem to
have brakes, no end to the speed limit
or any idea of the direction of the road.
And all of this without a responsible cop
watching us. The traffic lights were not
only out, but being color blind with our
insatiable urges, we could not even guess
what the rules of the road were anymore.

We used the ever increasing equity in
our homes to pawn them to the tilt. Give
me more, we said, give me more. Bigger
is better. It felt like feeding a drug habit.
If we had taken our family heirloom to
the loan sharks to give us some money at
steep rates we would not have done any
worse. But we went beyond the increase
in the size of our abodes. We used the
extra equity to buy big cars that would sap
our energy budgets and signed on enough
credit cards at ridiculous rates to bulge
our pockets and ruin our credit scores. |
have seen folks buying doughnuts and a

cup of coffee in a local shop using a credit
card. Yes, credit, not debit, it has become
that bad.

Of course, we consumers are not the
only culprits. Everyone got to dance in this
party. The government lost its oversight on
our financial and consumer institutions, as
acknowledged recently by Mr. Christopher
Cox, the Chairman of the Securities and
Exchange Commission that presidential
candidate John McCain suggested should
be fired; and Treasury Secretary John
Paulson getting literally on one knee to beg
for Congress approval from House Speaker
Nancy Pelosi was another episode. The
SEC was to the securities industry what
FEMA was to the Katrina scandal. And |
never imagined that Treasury would ever
become part of a Romeo and Juliet episode
between the Treasurer and the Speaker.

There were also the careless investors
who bought and resold every home
mortgage security in sight in a rush without
demanding that the Wall Street peddlers
who were selling securities do a proper due
diligence on the folks who were backing
up the assets of those securities as common
sense would have dictated. Marriages fall
every which way every day even after
we do such diligence with our partners,
but not these unions. And the parties to
these weddings were many: greedy or
irresponsible bankers, mortgage or Real
Estate brokers, dishonest sellers or buyers
of home properties, all looking to the short
term gains of a few bucks but ignorant or
careless about the long term effect of the
debacle that could follow and indeed did.

As we said before in other articles,
the party could not last. When you place
dominos standing close to each other in
line there is a risk that one may fall and the
effect means the collapse of the rest. The
result is the impact of critical mass. One
loss is not a big deal, but millions mean
a heck of a lot. And what happened was
that the different domino pieces started to
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fall one at a time and soon the break down
gathered speed and all the elements of the
early game started to disintegrate.

Part of the problem in our economic
system is that the effect of the elements
that make it up do not show immediate
symptoms of disease to us normal folks
until the indicators have trickled down
from the watchdogs that are supposed to
keep an eye on them and eventually hit us
in unemployment figures, denied credits,
losses in our retirement funds or home
foreclosures and car repossessions. And,
unfortunately, the governmenthas cried wolf
too many times before and we simply do
not trust it, believe it, or understand its roar,
whether it is weapons of mass destruction or
doomsday economic scenarios. Are we then
surprised that most people either opposed or
misunderstood the recent bailout proposal
presented to Congress only one month
before national elections when many of its
members are trying to be reelected and not
become unemployed themselves?

This bailout was the typical failure of
disclosure and communication by those
who designed it. And it reminds me of the
famous six blind men and the elephant story
where the blind men were trying to figure
out what an elephant looked like. Each
one only touched part of the huge animal
and tried to come up with a description
of the pachyderm insisting that he alone
was correct in the description. Of course,
there was no conclusion for no one had
thoroughly examined the whole elephant.
How can anyone describe the whole until
he or she has learned the sum of the parts?

This bailout was similar. I downloaded
the entire initial 110 page document but did
not finish reading it on time for its revision to
kick in, never mind understood all its initial

ramifications. Some folks who have become
upset with a government intervention of
this magnitude are seeing disturbing signs
of American Socialism. Interventionism
yes, but other than thinking of Adam Smith
the free enterprise economist rolling in his
grave at the sight of this federal rescue, |
still think that capitalism is alive and well.

People had not seen “the whole
elephant,” just parts described by the many
spinners who have given us their individual
versions or prejudices. And one of the most
important elements of the controversy is
that we are supposed to be afraid to risk
780 billion dollars in a long term deal but
in the week after the bailout fell through in
Congress we lost from our pension plans,
IRAs and mutual funds more than twice
that amount, one trillion and a half dollars.
As economist John Maynard Keynes once
declared wisely: “In the long run, we are
all dead.” The last time | checked with my
calculator a trillion or two dollars in a week
was more significant and much larger than
$780 billion in several years time not only
in actual dollars but also in what financial
experts call “net present value of money.”
So, what were we really afraid to lose? We
had lost already; yours and my money were
gone.

I am not an economist, but | have a
sense that the underlying reason for the
complexity of the current crisis and the
more complex list of its solutions is that we
are really getting into unfamiliar territory
that goes by the name of “globalization” and
that means global solutions, not parochial
answers. If you want evidence, take a look
at the European and Asian markets these
past few days and watch how we all lowered
the interest rates at the same time and are
using the same bank investment strategies.
The world is still having problems of
adjustment with economies that are or seem
local or regional but are all interlocked in
a complicated link of causes and effects
of world consequences, all taking place
fast and furiously. And we not only have
multiple links and connections, but the
communication and information systems
that display the effect of those links on each
other are instantaneous while our solutions
still move the old fashioned nationalistic
and myopic way and the problem does not
fall on the same place or at the same time as
the solution.

That, in my opinion, is why we were
asked to provide money to cover losses
that were difficult to describe to most of us.
We have a moving target of problems and
it will be necessary to improvise answers
to questions as they come up, not before.
Patience is the word of the day. If you had
no idea how a tsunami looked like, this is it.
In a short period of time, forces you have
never experienced and pillars you believed
were eternal stopped being so because they
really weren’t. We are all together on the
same boat in this stormy economic ocean
and we will sail together or sink together
and better find out how to do so pronto. It is
tempestuous up here and in the darkness it
is hard to discern the name of our ship. It is
not clear whether the words spell “Titanic”
or “Noah’s Ark.” Please take a look and let
me know what you see.

Good luck. | hope to see you back in
port.

National Feral Cat Day is October 16!

n October 16, 2008, feral cat

advocatesaround the country will be

celebrating National Feral Cat Day
and spreading the word about “TNR” (Trap-
Neuter-Return) as the effective, humane
and cost efficient method of reducing stray
and feral (wild) cat populations. Feral cats
are the offspring of lost or abandoned pet
cats or other feral cats who are not spayed
or neutered. Females can reproduce two
to three times a year, and their Kittens, if
they survive, will become feral without
early contact with people. Cats can become
pregnant as early as 4-5 months of age, and
the number of cats rapidly increases without
intervention by caring people.

Feral cats typically live with a group of
related cats known as a colony. The colony
occupies and defends a specific territory
where food (a restaurant dumpster, a person
who feeds them) and shelter (beneath
a porch, in an abandoned building) are
available. Since feral cats typically fear
strangers, it is likely that people may not
realize that feral cats are living nearby
because the cats are rarely seen. Many don’t
survive. If they do survive, their lives aren’t
easy without human caretakers.

Alley Cat Allies (www.alleycat.org) is
the organization that began National Feral
Cat Day and is the national authority on
feral cat management. Trap-Neuter-Return
(TNR) is a strategy for improving the lives
of feral cats and reducing their numbers.
With TNR, cats that are already living
outdoors are humanely trapped, evaluated,
vaccinated, sterilized and ear-tipped for
identification by veterinarians. Kittens and
tame cats are adopted into good homes.
Healthy adult cats too wild to be adopted,
are returned to their familiar habitats,
under the care of dedicated volunteers.
Ultimately, cats’ lives are spared and
communities benefit from the resulting
natural relationship with the animals.

TNR works. Studies have shown that
TNR is the single most successful method of
stabilizing and maintaining healthy feral cat
colonies with the least possible cost to local
governments and residents, while providing
the best life for the animals themselves. Cat
populations are gradually reduced. Nuisance
behaviors associated with breeding, such as
the yowling of females or the spraying of
toms, are virtually eliminated. Disease and
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malnutrition are greatly reduced. The cats
live healthy, safe and peaceful lives in their
territories.

The alternative, which is still practiced
by many animal control agencies and so
called “shelters” is either to remove the
cats from their habitats and euthanize them
or kill them outright. But removing and
killing feral cats does not reduce feral cat
populations. By removing the cats you
create an ecological vacuum that provides
space for more cats or other predators
to move in, allowing the cycle to repeat
itself. In the long run it is more costly to
remove and destroy the cats than to sterilize
them. TNR saves towns and cities valuable
taxpayer money while providing a humane
way to manage cat populations.

In and around Lawrence, there are
several active feral cat groups that provide
low to no-cost spay/neuter assistance
for feral cats, including Animal Rescue
Merrimack Valley’s No Excuses Monday
Spay/Neuter Clinics for owned or feral cats,
as well as Merrimack River Feline Rescue
Society’s free monthly TNR Spay/Neuter
clinics for feral cats.

In and around Lawrence, there are
several active feral cat groups that provide
low to no-cost spay/neuter assistance
for feral cats, including Animal Rescue
Merrimack Valley’s No Excuses Monday
Spay/Neuter Clinics for owned or feral cats,
as well as Merrimack River Feline Rescue
Society’s free monthly TNR Spay/Neuter
clinics for feral cats.
