ELantigua (D-Lawrence) anuncié

que las organizaciones sin fines de
lucro podrian verse afectadas por una ola
de recortes presupuestarios destinados
a compensar el fuerte descenso de las
proyecciones en los ingresos del estado.

En una conferencia de prensa en
la Casa de Estado el Gobernador Deval
Patrick indic6 detalles especificos de los
recortes presupuestarios que se habia
rumoreado durante las Gltimas semanas, a
medida que la crisis econémica mundial
se profundiza. Patrick anuncié “mas de
$ 1.4 mil millones en recortes de gastos,
controles de gastos y otras soluciones para
que nuestro presupuesto operativo esté en
linea con el estimado de ingresos para el
afio fiscal 2009.”

Detalles de esta accion de emergencia
sorprendi6 a las comunidades de
Massachusetts ya lidiando con la aplicacion
de la recesién econdmica. En general,
dijo Lantigua, los fondos destinados para
Lawrence los cuales habian sido aprobados
anteriormente en el afio se redujo en mas
del 60 por ciento en el marco del plan del
Gobernador, lo que redujo los $28,2 mil
millones de presupuesto estatal por casi mil
millones de ddlares.

”Si  bien  estoy terriblemente
decepcionado de que estas medidas
drasticas debian ser tomadas, me doy
cuenta el Gobernador tenia que actuar”,
dijo Lantigua. “Estos dolorosos recortes
son la desafortunada consecuencia de una
crisis econémica internacional”.

La invocacion de una seccion de la
ley del estado de Massachusetts otorga a
la rama ejecutiva el poder para equilibrar
el presupuesto en vista de las deficiencias
de ingresos y el Gobernador Patrick redujo
los gastos dentro de una amplia gama
de programas estatales, incluyendo la
ensefianza primariay secundaria, lavivienda
y el desarrollo econémico, desarrollo de la
fuerza laboral, y los servicios sociales. En
la inauguracién de los llamados recortes
9C, Patrick destac6 que la ayuda local a
las ciudades y pueblos y del Capitulo 70
la financiacién de las escuelas publicas se
mantienen sin cambios.

Lantigua dijo que cinco de sus 16
asignaciones a las organizaciones locales
se han eliminado totalmente, mientras que
otros se redujeron entre el 50 y el 75 por
ciento. Debido a los errores y omisiones
en el informe del Gobernador, sin embargo,

In a State House press conference,
Governor Deval Patrick outlined
specific details of budget cuts that had
been rumored during the last several
weeks, as the global economic crisis
deepened. Patrick announced “over
$1.4 billion in spending cuts, cost

The Gaythorne Hall of the Methuen
Knights of Columbus was full
to capacity with a happy crowd
dressed in Halloween costumes, dancing
to the selections played by DJ Jim.

17, 2008.

The original Friday Night Dance
Group was begun by Mrs. Gertrude C.
Bowes and her Daughter Joanna Bowes
— in order to provide a social setting for
young people with disabilities in their
late teens and older. They had found
that there was no where for (Gertrude’s
son) John Bowes (Joanna’s brother) for
this type of social outlet. The dances
began in 1978, held at St. Augustine’s
Episcopal Church at 297 South Union
St. in South Lawrence, MA in the Parish
Hall. Both Gertrude and Joanna and John
were members of the church at the time.

In 1999 Mrs. Bowes —at the age of
81 retired to Florida and asked another
daughter and son-in-law, Gertrude (Trudi)
and George Driscoll if they would carry
on with Joanna to keep the dances going.
As members of St. Andrew’s Episcopal
Church in Methuen —they were cognizant
that St. Augustine’s Church Hall had a
staircase for access to their parish hall.
St. Andrew’s had none and had installed
a lift for handicapped and was working
on handicapped accessible bathrooms.
The governing body of St. Andrew’s
(The Vestry) granted permission to hold
the dances in their Parish Hall beginning
September of 2000.

Because of the handicapped

accessibility and the larger facility, the
dances grew from 45 attendees each
evening to the current 150 average per
evening. Dances are open to anyone in the
Merrimack Valley community and beyond
— who is disabled, developmentally or
mentally challenged adults. Ages ranges
from 18 to 82 the oldest participant
having started with Mrs. Bowes back in
1978.
Attendees now come from Tewksbury,
Billerica, Lowell, Bedford, MA, Salem
and Atkinson NH, as well as Lawrence,
Methuen, Andover, North Andover,
Haverhill and Merrimac, MA.

St. Andrew’s Church continues to
provide the parish hall heat and light, a
community outreach for which they are
truly thankful. The rest of the dance
activity is self supporting at a no profit
level. A donation of $2.00 per dance is
requested. This covers (barely and they
depend on additional donations) for a very
nominal donation to the DJ - a member
of the community for his costs in music
and equipment, licenses for downloads
etc., and supplies a ‘Refreshment’ time
at 8pm each evening for desserts and

controls, and other budget solutions to
bring our operating budget in line with
the revised consensus revenue estimate
for fiscal year 2009.”

Details of the emergency action
stunned Massachusetts communities
already grappling with the scope of the
economic downturn. Overall, Lantigua
said, earmark funding for Lawrence that
had been approved earlier in the year
was cut by more than 60 percent under
the Governor’s plan, which reduced the
$28.2 hillion state budget by nearly $1
billion.

“While I’m terribly disappointed
that these drastic measures had to be
taken, | realize the Governor had to act,”
Lantigua said. “These painful cuts are
the unfortunate result of an international
economic crisis hitting home.”

Invoking a section of Massachusetts
state law granting the executive branch
power to balance the budget in the face
of revenue deficiencies, Governor Patrick
reduced spending for a wide range of
state programs, including elementary
and secondary education, housing and
economic  development,  workforce
development, and social services. In
unveiling the so-called 9C cuts, Patrick
stressed that local aid to cities and towns
and Chapter 70 funding for public schools
would remain unchanged.

Lantigua said that five of his 16
earmarks for local organizations were
eliminated entirely, while others were
cut between 50 and 75 percent. Due to
errors and omissions in the Governor’s
report, however, he acknowledged it was
possible that funding would be reduced
even further.

Lantigua said he was especially
worried about the fate of food pantries and
other programs serving the community’s
neediest residents, including single
parents, children, the elderly, and the
homeless.

“Whenever social services are
affected, it causes major problems,”
Lantigua said.  “But it’s especially
troubling in these tough times, when so
many people are struggling to provide the
bare necessities.”

Lantigua stressed that he would
work with State House leadership and the
Lawrence delegation to identify alternate
funding sources for local programs.

“We’ll continue moving forward and
hoping for the best,” Lantigua said.

School Committee
awakens!

There was an article in the Eagle-
Tribune on Monday, October 20th that
prompted several people to call me with
congratulations. They credited me with
the declarations from the Lawrence School
Committee and | took it. Yes, | have been
screaming for so long that we have gutless
politicians because they don’t stand up for
the people and put the Superintendent of
Schools where he belongs.

Seems that the members of the School
Committee are waking up to the fact that
the superintendent has walked all over them
all these years and now they want to correct
the situation. Laboy will no longer respond
to their requests for documents. He and
the mayor “decided” that it will be that
way. Which one on the School Committee
members is going to break the news to the
superintendent that he works for them, not
the other way around?

Jim Vittorioso is now questioning
if all school department employees are
duly CORIed (Criminal Offender Record
Information). We all know of certain
people who cannot pass a CORI yet, they
are employed there.

I have written about the churches
using school facilities, particularly the New
Year’s Eve party at the South Lawrence East
School and recently the Latin Pride Awards
taking place at the new Performing Arts
Center at Lawrence High School, free of
charge. The contract signed by Mark Rivera
said that the superintendent of schools has
the option of waiving the $250 or the entire
charge. Mr. Vittorioso is wondering why
the school facilities are being used without
proper permission. According to him, only
the School Committee has the authority to
lease the school buildings.

Finally, their behavior vindicates me.

Area Author Discusses New Novel

ocal author Jay Atkinson will lead a
Lbook discussion on his most recent

novel, “City in Amber”, on Sunday,
November 2, at 2 p.m. in the Northern
Essex Community College White Fund
Room located at 78-82 Amesbury St.,
Lawrence in the Louise Haffner Fournier
Education Center.

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The Ideal School

s a professor dedicated to the
Ateaching of our youth, my feelings

are on trying to improve our
schools and fortunately, | have observed
closely a school in particular and | have
noticed a series of things that have shown
me in effect an ideal school. My article this
week is dedicated to the Andrews Middle
School located in the City of Medford.

The Medford School Department has a
budget of $45,000,000. The total number of
students in the public schools is 4,800. Of
that number 450 attend the sixth, seventh,
and eight grade at the Andrews Middle
School. Mr. Tim Blake, a resident of the
neighboring City of Lowell is the principal
and Mr. Paul D’Alleva is the assistant
principal. From what | have seen, these two
form a dynamic duo. I’ll explain why.

These two people work in unison with
all of the teachers, they are always available,
not only for the teachers, but also for the
parents and for all the students as well, and
furthermore they are always in tune with
what goes on in the classrooms. They are
two professionals in every sense of the
word they respect everyone and everyone
respects them.

Upon talking to Mr. Blake | was
informed that in the City of Medford
the students begin studying languages
like Italian, in the second grade. He also
informed that the students at the Andrews
have the option of studying either Spanish
or Italian.

But that isn’t all. The students have a
variety of activities that they can be a part
of. Such as: Soccer, Basketball, The Guitar
club, The Environment club, The Drama
club, The Robobol Club, The Science Club,
The Talent Show, The Yearbook Club, My
Heath Club, The Construction Club, and
The Junior National Honor Society. He
went on saying that: “All we want is to give
the students the necessary options to have
them become the very best they can be”.

I asked him about the MCAS scores of
the Andrews students and he stated to me
that the students obtained a much higher
score than last year in English and about
the same score as last year in Math and
that they scored better than the surrounding
communities.

When asked about the cost to educate

each students, he gave me the figure of
$4,700 you can imagine my reaction upon
hearing this. The more | spoke, the more |
realized his pride on the accomplishments
of his students and the quality of his faculty.
He added that perhaps because of the small
number 450 students it was easier to manage
and operate the school.

One of the things that impressed me a
great deal was when | learned that the day
before the presidential election, the students
at the Andrews Middle School would also
have a presidential election and the students
would vote for either Obama or for McCain.
On this topic principal Blake explained to
me “the purpose of the students’ election
was to teach them to be more responsible
and to fulfill their civic duties when they
would be old enough to vote.”

The election was organized by the
Special Education Department. When |
asked him about the attendance record, he
told me that last year it was 95% and the
goal for this year was 96%.

As | started, the article saying that the
Andrews Middle School is one of the Ideal
Schools. After having seen the conditions
of the school as well as all that it offers
including the efficient administration by
the principal Tim Blake and the assistant
principal Paul D’Alleva, without a doubt,
rightfully deserve the title of AN IDEAL
SCHOOL.
