“We have been able to eliminate more
than 11,000 names from the list of
Inactive Voters,” declared Rafael Tejeda,
director, City of Lawrence Election
Department on Monday, January 5th,
2009.

Tejeda’s announcement doesn’t come
as a surprise, since he has stated
before that by the State Department’s
mandate, voter’s lists could not be altered
until after the November 2008 general
elections. “This procedure was directed by
Kristen Green, legal counsel of the State
Department’s Election Division of the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts”, said
Tejeda.

On November 2008, Election Day,
Lawrence had 40,000 registered voters.
22,000 were active and 18,000 were
considered inactive, since none of those
people had returned the city census, voted
or participated in any way during the 2005,
2006, 2007 and 2008 primary election.
“Some 3,000 who were considered inactive,
voted in the November elections after
identifying themselves, bringing the active
voters up to 25,000 and lowering the total
inactive to 15,000,” said Tejeda.

“According to State Department
regulations, nobody can be taken off the
inactive list of voters until after two state
elections without participating in any way
as candidates or voters during that period,”
said Tejeda and added, “on December 19,
2008, when the inactive list was purged
under Kristen Green’s supervision, we took
8,000 names from that list, leaving 7,000 as
inactive.”

In an exhaustive effort to determine
if those voters are no longer Lawrence
residents, the Election Department is
mailing out a final Notice of Removal to
those individuals telling them that they have

been removed from the active list of voters,
but if they still reside in the city and wanted
to vote in the next election, they must get
in touch with the Election Department and
re-register.

According to Tejeda, this mailing is
been done 2,000 at a time. The first mailing
went out last week; the second went out on
January 5th, 2009. “From the first mailing
of 2,000, only one person has responded,”
said Tejeda.

“We can’t take out any of these 7,000
inactive voters until after the 2010 election,
unless some of them answer the mailing
stating their residence status,” ended
Tejeda.

Lataque cerebral (conocido en inglés

como STROKE) es una de las
causas principales de discapacidades en
adultos y la tercera causa de mortalidad
en Massachusetts. De hecho, los ataques
cerebrales causan 18.000 hospitalizaciones
y 3.500 muertes cada afio en nuestro estado.

In need of a feathery friend? Looking for
a chirping companion?

ocal residents know the MSPCA at
LNevins Farm as the place to go for
cats, dogs, rabbits, and even horses,
but many folks forget that Nevins Farm is
home to dozens of winged creatures, all in
need of adoptive families. The staff at the
MSPCA is hoping to remind people about
bird adoptions by hosting its first “Adopt
a Bird” Month. From ordinary to exotic,
from domestic to barnyard, Nevins Farm
has hosted a wide variety of avian guests.
“Many people don’t realize that we
have so many birds available for adoption,
and we are hoping to generate some
awareness” said Mike Keiley, Manager of
the Noble Family Animal Care & Adoption
Center. “The first stop for folks is typically
a pet store, and we would love to be able
to match potential adopters up with their
perfect bird companion.

Earlier
that morning, the local daily had an article
about Mayor Michael Sullivan getting ready
to lay off 25 workers in the water, sewer and
public works department to make up for a $1
million in deficit. The mayor accuses DPW

shortfall.

On Tuesday afternoon | contacted some
members of the city council and they were
taken by surprise over the headlines of the lay
offs. Councilor Grisel Silva spoke to Mark
Andrews, director of budget and finance and
he confessed not having any knowledge of
potential lay offs or how many.

But the major reason for their disgust
was that Mayor Sullivan attracted the local
newspaper and the Boston television stations
to broadcast something that he thought
would be happening, based on rumors. The
mayor should take lessons from Rumbo and
investigate before embarrassing the city with

My motivation to look into it was
because | always understood that by
becoming a citizen of another country,
the United States wouldn’t recognize
dual citizenship thus relinquishing
one’s American citizenship.

their time dealing with people who want
to become US citizens or permanent
residents -- and since the US requires
a renunciation of prior citizenship as
part of the naturalization procedure,
these lawyers may incorrectly assume
the law works the same both ways and
thus misadvise someone who is already
a US citizen that he can't become a dual
citizen.

It goes back to the case of Beys
Afroyim (born Ephraim Bernstein in
Poland in 1893) immigrated to the
US in 1912 and became a naturalized
US citizen in 1926. In 1950, Afroyim
moved to Israel. He tried to renew
his US passport in 1960, but the State
Department refused on the grounds that
he had lost his citizenship by voting in
an Israeli election in 1951. Afroyim sued
the State Department, and the Supreme
Court ruled (5-4) that he was still a US
citizen.

The Afroyim case did not deal with
Congress's right to require new citizens
to renounce their prior allegiances as a
prerequisite for naturalization.

The statutory provision calling
for loss of US citizenship for voting
in a foreign election was repealed by
Congress in 1978 (Public Law 95-432).

Research has shown that parental
involvement is a must if children are to
develop good homework habits. Power Hour
also provides incentives for Club members,
rewarding them with “Club Dollars”. Ms.
Kravchuk explained ‘club dollars’ are a
recognizable reward system at the Club.
Youth members can use “club dollars’ in
the Club store. Youth members attend a
monthly meeting where they are updated
on programs and receive congratulations
and other recognition, such as recognizing
youth members for academic achievement.
Among the available research on the
importance of after-school homework
assistance is a recent study conducted by the
U.S. Justice and Education Departments.
In Working for Children: Safe and Smart
After-School Programs (2000), experts
reported, “children who are left alone when
school ends have more difficulties with their
class work than those who participate in
after-school programs. Not only is the latter
group of students more likely to succeed
academically, they are also much more self-
confident.” Other studies have linked after-
school homework assistance programs to
improved behavior at school and an overall
increased interest in learning.

tarjeta de inscripcion de votante (cédula).
Como ciudadano, él se beneficia de las
leyes bancarias y de impuestos sobre los
extranjeros.

Mi  motivacién para investigarlo
fue porque siempre he entendido que
al convertirse en un ciudadano de otro
pais, los Estados Unidos no reconoce la
doble ciudadania por lo tanto, renuncia a
la ciudadania americana. Nuestra propia
experiencia a través de ese proceso aqui nos
lleva a creer que ese es el caso. Parte de
convertirse en un ciudadano americano es
la renuncia a su nacionalidad anterior y el
Pledge of Allegiance, la promesa de lealtad,
lo confirma.

Con tantos paises que permiten y
respetan a los ciudadanos que pueden ser
reconocidos por su patria como ciudadanos
también, esta exigencia se ha relajado
bastante, incluso en los Estados Unidos,
muchos abogados de inmigracién en este
pais aparentemente desconocen las leyes
que permiten la doble ciudadania. Ellos
pasan todo su tiempo tratando con personas
que desean ser ciudadanos de EE.UU.
0 residentes permanentes y como los
EE.UU. exige una renuncia a la ciudadania
anterior como parte del procedimiento de
naturalizacion, estos abogados pueden

asumir incorrectamente que la ley funciona
de la misma forma en ambos sentidos y, por
tanto, aconsejan equivocamente a alguien
gue ya es un ciudadano de los EE.UU. que
no puede reclamar una doble nacionalidad.

Esto se remonta al caso de Beys
Afroyim (Efrain Bernstein naci6 en Polonia
en 1893) emigré a los EE.UU. en 1912 y
se convirtio en un ciudadano naturalizado
de los EE.UU. en 1926. En 1950, Afroyim
se traslado a lsrael. El intentd renovar
su pasaporte de EE.UU. en 1960, pero
el Departamento de Estado se neg6 con
el argumento de que habia perdido su
ciudadania americana por haber votado en
las elecciones de Israel en 1951. Afroyim
demandé al Departamento de Estado, y el
Tribunal Supremo fallé (5-4) que todavia
era un ciudadano de los EE.UU.

El caso de Afroyim no traté con el
derecho del Congreso de exigir a los
nuevos ciudadanos renunciar a sus lealtades
anteriores como condicién previa para la
naturalizacion.

La disposicion legal que decia que uno
podr4iaperder laciudadania estadounidense
por votar en elecciones en el extranjero,
fue anulada por el Congreso en 1978 (Ley
Publica 95-432).

to talk to voters about members of the
city council who wish to be elected again
but refuse to listen to the voters. | was
thankful to utilize the voting system to
talk to voters about councilors such as
Joseph Parolisi who absolutely had no
business being in a public office and
clearly did not represent the public.
