miedo al nifio, diganle que me lo de a mi.

En 1964, en plena celebracion del
Concilio Vaticano I, el Papa Pablo VI viajo
a Bombay para la clausura del Congreso
Eucaristico. Era una gran sorpresa, la
segunda vez que un Papa volaba como
peregrino y nadie pensd que fuese a la
India.

Aquel viaje cuyo propdsito era honrar
la Eucaristia, pasara a la historia como la
ocasion por la que el Papa Pablo VI, dio
a conocer al mundo a la Madre Teresa
cuya vida de caridad es fruto de una vida
Eucaristica por excelencia. En aquel
tiempo muy pocos conocian a esta monja
nacida en Albania, fuera de sus pobres y sus
cooperadores en la India.

Al despedirse de los millones de
hindues en el aeropuerto, el Papa anuncio:
“Antes de dejar la querida India, deseamos
ofrecer nuestro coche blanco a la Madre
Teresa, superiora general de las Misioneras
de la Caridad, para ayudarla en su misién
universal deamor.” LaMadre Teresa vendio
el carro para beneficio de sus pobres.

El Papa Pablo VI le otorg6 a la Madre
Teresa la primera edicion del “Premio de la
Paz Juan XXII1,” el 6 de enero de 1971. El
Papa explicé asi su decisién: “Este premio
se confiere a una religiosa que, a pesar de
ser modesta y silenciosa, es conocida por
quienes observan el arrojo de la caridad en

el mundo de los Pobres: se llama Madre
Teresa y, desde hace veinte afios, esta
desempefiando una maravillosa misién de
amor en las calles de la India a favor de
los leprosos, de los viejos, de los nifios
abandonados.” A este le siguié el Premio
Templeton, en reconocimiento al progreso
de los valores religiosos y en 1979 el Premio
Nobel de la Paz en 1979.

conversamos con Brian De
Pefia, un exitoso empresario hispano
de la Ciudad de Lawrence, que no
solamente esté atento al crecimiento de
Su negocio, Sino que se preocupa por
su comunidad, y pone el ejemplo entre
sus empleados y amigos de que con
dedicacion, esfuerzo e inteligencia,
todo es posible.  Considera que
los hispanos son necesarios para la
economia de esta gran nacion y en ese
sentido, el Ilamado suefio americano
esta al alcance de todos.

Con una forma de hablar llana y

Notice on the
chart on page 30 that stipends are given
only to those the management wants to
get a raise.

There are some stipends that are
statutory (ie. Treasurer for work with
the Retirement Board, Comptroller for
work with the Retirement Board, Clerk
for clerk to Council and for Board of
Registrars.)

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father from the Kiley days. What does the
Assistant Purchasing Agent does to get the
extra weekly pay? | also find it ludicrous
when they pay an assistant department
head the department head’s salary when he/
she is out for vacation or illness. Isn't the
assistant there to fill-in in the absence of the
department head?

Some of these should not be classified
as "stipends." For example the use of
an employee’s personal vehicle and
reimbursement for said use was, most
likely, negotiated with his/her union. It
may save the city the cost of transporting
the employee to and from work. | don't
believe that truly meets the definition of
"stipend.”

Speaking of cuts

There isastipulation in the City Charter
which specifically prohibits a consultant
from using city offices long-term, but, this
seems to be completely overlooked at the
Community Development Department.
Steve Vega is contracted via Greater
Lawrence Community Action Council to
run the Lead Program and has a permanent
office at CDD.

For some reason, the department gave
grant funds to GLCAC for this position
vs. hiring a full-time employee for the city
several years ago. The feeling today is that
his job should be eliminated because that
department has qualified people who know

what they are doing. Also, Steve’s job
requires him to work with the community
in housing issues and he does not speak
Spanish.

THE CUBAN EMBARGO: AN IDEA WHOSE TIME

HAS COME AND.... GONE. PART I

proposed that lifting it, rather than
helping to prop up the Castro regime,
and there is no question that Cuba does
not have a government, it has a Castro
regime, would help create conditions for
a positive change in the country.

Every Fall, when the nations of
the world meet in General Assembly
at the United Nations in New York, the
perennial issue of the Cuban embargo
comes to a non-binding vote of its
members. Without exception, more
and more nations have registered their
opposition to the embargo and the most
recent vote obtained only two votes in
favor of the measure: the United States
and Israel. The rest of the world is against
it and its condemnation was adopted; but
no cigar. No Cuban cigar that is.

Before | getinto the points | am trying
to bring forth about the ineffectiveness
of the Cuban embargo | want to ask my
readers one simple question: Do you
know what the embargo law is? Chances
are that most people don’t know how to
describe exactly what that embargo we
are arguing about looks like. It makes no
sense talking about something we have
not even the remote idea what it is. Let’s
summarize the text of the law as it exists
today after much biting and chewing by
Congress. | have underlined the main
points, its main justifications so to speak:
“Law enacted by the U.S. Congress in
1994” (the latest version.)

Findings by the US
Government:

The Cuban regime under Fidel Castro
violates the standard and internationally
accepted freedom of speech, assembly,
and press. (My Points: Does China
practice “the standard and internationally
accepted freedom of speech, assembly
and press? Are all our trading partners
examples of standard and internationally
accepted freedom of speech assembly

In our previous article about the

and press? And, what are those standards?)
The military dominated country provides
financial aid to narcotic traffickers at the
expense of its own people. (How is this
accomplished? Is this happening now?)

The fall of the Soviet Union has led
to food and oil shortages showing the
Communist system as a failure. Castro
shows no signs of reforming the political
system in a democratic direction as any
political opposition is silenced through
exile and imprisonment (is this the Cuban
people’s fault? by persisting in that behavior
Castro is assuring that he, and not us, is the
one deciding to maintain his favorite 24/7
anti U.S. political tool: the embargo. Is he a
member of our US Congress?)

U.S. Policy Towards Cuba

The U.S. desires to see a transition
towards democracy following the passing
of Fidel Castro (Why do we have to wait
until Castro passes?) so that economic
growth can occur in a manner that is helpful
for the Cuban people. To make sure that
no military or technical aid comes from
countries from the former Soviet Union.
(Countries from the former Soviet Union,
Russia for instance, are providing such aid
these days)

To be prepared to reduce sanctions in
Cuba in order to help create positive change
that would help the country's citizens. (Have
we asked Cuba’s citizens what they want?)

Regarding International Trade
with Cuba

All countries trading with Cuba should
discontinue doing so as well as cancel any
economic activity with the country. Any
country trading with Cuba risks not being
eligible for aid from the U.S. (How many
countries have been sanctioned for violating
this part of the law? Spain perhaps? Latin
American nations?)

Supporting the Cuban People

The donation of food will not be
restricted to individuals or organizations
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not associated with the government.
Medical supplies and medicine will also be
freely traded as long as the intention of the
supplies is to help the Cuban people (Is this
being done with fairness?)

Sanctions Imposed

Any vessel which has traded goods
or services with Cuba cannot within 180
days dock at a U.S port. (This one has
to be a practical joke someone added and
we missed. Have we ever punished those
countries?)
Currency traded from the U.S to Cuba
will be limited in order to prevent the
Cuban government from obtaining access
to U.S currency. (Cuban Americans remit
approximately 800 million dollars, yes
US Currency, a year to relatives in Cuba
through various means.)

Conditions for Restriction
Cancellation

Once a democratic election is held
under the watchful eye of the international
community sanctions may be canceled.
Opposition parties must be given a chance
to organize and prepare for elections prior
to the voting. Cuba must make the effort to
move towards a free market economy.

Energy-Saving Steps This Year May
Result in Tax Savings Next Year

The Internal  Revenue  Service
reminded individual and business
taxpayers that many energy-saving
steps taken this year may result in bigger
tax savings next year.

The recently enacted American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
of 2009 contained a number of new or
expanded tax benefits on expenditures to
reduce energy use or create new energy
sources.

Tax Credits for Home Energy
Efficiency Improvements Increase

Homeowners can get bigger credits for
making energy efficiency improvements or
installing alternative energy equipment.

“Over the long run, saving energy
could save you money in more than one
way,” said IRS spokeswoman Sara Eguren.

The IRS also announced homeowners
seeking these tax credits can temporarily
rely on existing manufacturer certifications
or appropriate Energy Star labels for
purchasing qualifying productsuntil updated
certification guidelines are announced later
this spring.

ARRA provides for a uniform credit
of 30 percent of the cost of qualifying
improvements up to $1,500, such as
adding insulation, energy-efficient exterior
windows, and energy-efficient heating and
air conditioning systems. The new law
replaces the old law combination available
in 2007 of a 10-percent credit for certain
property and a credit equal to cost up to a
specified amount for other property. The
law also raised the limit on the amount that
can be claimed for improvements placed in
service during 2009 and 2010 to $1,500,
instead of the $500 lifetime limit under the
old law.

In addition, the new law has increased
the energy efficiency standards for building
insulation, exterior windows, doors, and
skylights, certain central air conditioners,
and natural gas, propane or oil water heaters
placed in service after Feb. 17, 2009.

IRS guidance issued before the

enactment of ARRA will be modified in
the near future to reflect the new energy
efficiency standards. In the meantime,
homeowners may continue to rely on
manufacturers’ certifications that were
provided under the old guidance and on
Energy Star labels for exterior windows
and skylights in determining whether
property purchased before June 1, 2009,
qualifies for the credit. Manufacturers
should not continue to provide certifications
for property that fails to meet the new
standards.

The new law also eliminates the cap
on the 30 percent tax credit for alternative
energy equipment, such as solar water
heaters, geothermal heat pumps and small
wind turbines, installed in a home. The cap
generally has been eliminated for these
improvements beginning in the 2009 tax
year.

Funding Options for Renewable
Energy Power Plants

Business taxpayers who place in service
facilities that produce electricity from wind
and some other renewable resources can
choose one of three options to fund the
project: a tax credit based on the amount
invested, a tax credit based on the energy
produced or a grant.

The IRS encouraged individuals and
businesses to explore whether they are
eligible for any of the new energy tax
provisions. More information on the wide
range of energy items is available on IRS.
gov.

erhaps too soon after his loss to
PDundee, Callahan met up with

Werther  Arcelli, and Italian
from Roxbury, MA and gave up his
New England Welterweight title. Andy
appeared “sluggish” and not in the best
shape. Callahan suffered an open cut on
the bridge of his nose in the 2nd round
that, without Buckley in his corner, no
one could control. Only in the 7th round
did Callahan come alive, landing a couple
of solid belts in Arcelli’s spaghetti locker
and a hefty lick or two in the chops.

During the years 1935-1936
Callahan only had six fights with mixed
results. People didn’t know which Andy
Callahan would show up to the ring: the
southpaw sensation or a distracted, ill-
prepared boxer. Callahan was still better
than most, it was more that he no longer
performed with the same consistent
bravado he demonstrated during the first
half of his career.

The highpoint of 1937 were the three
grudge matches with Boston’s Sammy
Fuller. He eventually parted ways with
John Buckley, claiming to the press that
Buckley “kept him idle for months at
a time and then expected him to get in
shape on 10 days notice.” Buckley was
a businessman and as much as he loved
Andy, boxing was business.

Callahan, while not a criminal, spent
much of his downtime drinking with

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his Lawrence buddies, brawling in back

alleys, pulling fire alarms and other such

juvenile pranks. Such behavior hardly
left Andy in fighting form. Callahan’s
disdain of training was legendary: good

friend and fellow Lawrence pugilist a

Arthur Flynn said, “that at various times

B

in his career he entered the ring with a -

haircut and shave as his only training.”

Andy’s final fight was with Young
Byron in Boston in January of 1940.
Arthur Flynn was Andy’s manager
for this fight and Andy won, ending a
career that saw him beat former world
champions, fight bigger men without fear
and come within a point of winning the
world middleweight championship of the
world.

Callahan enlisted in the army on
April 13th, 1942 and became a fight
instructor at Camp Wheeler in Alabama.
During the year he was at Wheeler, Andy
Callahan was promoted to the rank of
corporal and soon after his promotion he
left the base for a night on the town. He
stayed beyond his allowed time and after
returning to the base he was called before
the company commander who said: “Sit
down, Corporal Callahan.” Andy sat
down. “Stand up, Private Callahan.”

He was later stationed at Camp
Edwards in North Carolina and when his
outfit was preparing to go overseas, Andy
asked to go with them. Callahan was 32
years old and his commander wanted him
to stay stateside and continue serving as
a boxing instructor, but Andy was never
one to back down from a fight.

In March of 1943, he left for Northern
Africa and from there went on to Sicily
and the invasion of Italy. He was with
the 36th Division, Company D, 101st

Infantry, invading Monte Cassino during
intense fighting when he was hit by a large
shell — living only a few moments.

The Boston fight world mourned the
loss of their local here. On December
10, 1943 the Boston Boxing Association
officially changed its name to the Callahan
AC in order to honor Andy Callahan. All
the New England greats who had fought
Callahan showed up that night at Mechanics
Building to honor Andy Callahan. Sammy
Fuller, Callahan’s archrival, spoke tearfully
for all the boxers present when he said: “I
want to salute the greatest little boxer that
ever lived. He dies so that the American
flag might wave. God Bless his soul.”
(Callahan and Fuller had become friendly
after retiring from the ring; they developed
a grudging respect for one another.)

On that day, Dave Egan of the Boston
Record said, “They have found a name that
links the past of boxing to the future, that
stands for aggressiveness and courage and
invincible honesty in the ring and tell the
generations that are coming that once upon
a time, to its eternal credit, this rough and
lusty sport produced a fighter of the great

tradition who fought to the very death for
them and all future generations.”

His body didn’t make it back to
Lawrence until 1948, not unusual for
soldiers killed abroad during the war. On
September 19th, 1948, Andy Callahan came
home to the city that loved him fiercely.

In 1979, a the Lawrence Veterans
Council got together and dedicated
the North Canal in Lawrence to Andy
Callahan, renaming it the Andy Callahan
Waterway, with a metal plagque and two
commemorative signs. Sadly, both the
signs were quickly stolen by vandals and
never replaced. The City of Lawrence had
changed, many of the men who knew Andy
had either passed or moved away. Today,
the remaining memories of Andy Callahan
are traded like prized urban legends.
