The local daily newspaper broke the news. The morning of October 6,
2009, Lawrence mayoral candidate William Lantigua met with workers in
the Department of Public Works yard on Auburn Street at 7 a.m., which is
normally when the employees' workday starts.

The report also said that Lantigua was in the company of former city councilor
and interim mayor in 1993 Lenny Degnan, and Edward "Hoppy" Curran, a former
Lawrence public works employee and also Degnan's uncle.

Rumbo has not been able to talk to Lantigua but did talk to Degnan who expressed
remorse for doing it even though he assured Rumbo that the meeting did not last more
than 15 minutes.

The article also said that Mayor Michael Sullivan is investigating the incident
and wants to know who arranged it and if, in fact, was done on city time.

Degnan told the Tribune such meetings are commonplace during election season
and any questioning or investigation is "stupid” and "silly."

This meeting brought us memories... eight-year-old memories, when District
E Councilor and candidate for mayor of Lawrence Michael J. Sullivan had a similar
gathering together with Andrea Traficanti, with coffee and donuts, which lasted past
7:30 a.m. In that meeting Sullivan asked the DPW workers, “If you decide not to
vote for me, | do ask you to give Andrea your vote”.

"The mayor knows this is a common practice,” Degnan told the Tribune.

In our opinion, it shouldn’t have happened then or now. They should know better;
the workplace is no place for doing politics.

As far as Mayor Sullivan, he should stop the investigation, pull up his sleeve and
give himself a good slap in the hand for being part of this bad trend.

Last Wednesday, September 30th,
people gathered at Salvatore’s for drinks
and free pizzas to view what they thought
was a news segment produced by CNN;
a few came out of there laughing at the
mediocre production but most did not
pay attention to details.

Lie #3 The view of the train station
lasts no more than two seconds but we could
clearly see that it was not our train station.

It's a matter of race

This does not mean it is racist. My
remark is not meant to be racist, either.
This is just what the numbers say based on
how they were analyzed. It is not a secret
for anybody that the things that “North
Lawrence” wants are not the things that
the “South Lawrence” wants. Some say
that they must want the same things since
they live in the same city thus must have
the same need, but the fact of the matter
is that those needs are not prioritized the
same way.

Americans, which
typically live in the “South Lawrence”,
want their leader to be American.

Thisisevidentwhen you see the votes
cast only on the north side of Lawrence.
In order, this is what the voters wanted:
1. William Lantigua, 2. Marcos Devers,
3. Julia Silverio, 4. Patrick Blanchette,
and 5. David Abdoo. The difference of
votes between the first place and the first
American was of 835 votes. Hispanic
candidates received a total of 5,115 votes
from a total of 6,817. This means that
75% of the voters in “North Lawrence”
prefer a Hispanic leader over a non-
Hispanic one.

When we count the votes cast only
on the south side of Lawrence, these
were the results: 1. David Abdoo, 2.
William Lantigua, 3. Patrick Blanchette,
4. Marcos Devers, 5. Julia Silverio.
These names are the same suggested by
the north, but in a different order. The
difference between the first place and
the first Hispanic candidate was of 926
votes. Hispanic candidates received a
total of 1,604 votes form a total of 3,747.
This means that 42% of the voters in
“South Lawrence” prefer a Hispanic
leader over a non-Hispanic one. Here is
the count backwards just in case that you
are confused: 58% of “South Lawrence”
wants an American mayor.

However, the table above suggests
something more indicative that it is
more about race than about “north”
and “south”. Let’s look at the numbers
of the north along with district F of the

south. In other words, what do the voters of
Lawrence want if you don’t count the folks
in the Mount Vernon area (District E). To
do this is obviously impossible, but please
follow along. The votes cast under this
format suggest the following: 1. William
Lantigua, 2. Marcos Devers, 3. Julia
Silverio, 4. Patrick Blanchette, 5. David
Abdoo. The difference between the first
place and the first American candidate was
of 887 votes. Hispanic candidates received
a total of 5,945 votes from a total of 8,400.
This means that 71% of the voters in 5 of
the 6 districts in the city of Lawrence prefer
a Hispanic leader over a non-Hispanic one.

Here is what this tells me... There are
a lot of Hispanics living in South Lawrence
East! It is true, that is the only explanation
why a part of South Lawrence feels like
the north side. You see, | believe that we
all vote for someone that we identify with.
This tells me that we vote for our own race.
This does not mean that we are racists; this
means that we want the people that lead
us to be just as we are. We want those that
represent us to identify with our needs in the
same order that we do. We want someone to
tell us “I know what you are going through;
I went through the same thing”. This is the
case every aspect of life we can think of.
This is why we always want to work with

someone with experience. Only that to elect
a mayor this time, Lawrencians don’t want
administrative experience, this time the
voters of Lawrence want the next mayor
of Lawrence to have experience being
Hispanic, like them.

Other things that the
numbers suggest

55% of the voters in these elections voted in
North Lawrence.

The Mount Vernon Area (District E)
represented 20% of the total votes in these
elections. 64% of the district voted in favor
of an American candidate.

Mount Vernon represented 49% of David
Abdoo’s votes who was considered the
5th option in the rest of the city. This
district alone moved him from 5th to 2nd
place. Also in this district Daniel Cotnoir
received more votes than Nilka, Nunzio
and Payano.

District A wanted Blanchette and Lantigua.
District B wanted Lantigua and Silverio.
District C wanted Lantigua and Devers.
District D wanted Lantigua and Silverio.
District E wanted Abdoo and Blanchette.
District F wanted Abdoo and Lantigua.

for Massachusetts is 8.9%, in Lawrence it
reaches 17.8%.

Lie #9 Sal Lupoli takes credit for
creating 1,600 local jobs. He may have
hired a few kitchen helpers from Lawrence
but every company that has moved into
the Riverwalk brought its employees from
wherever they were before. The proof is that
I work at one of those buildings and while |
turn to the right at 5 o’clock, everyone else
is turning to the left leaving the city.

Lie #10 Had they gone to the Industrial
Park by Glenn St. in South Lawrence, the
producers would have seen the number of
empty buildings and companies gone out
of business in that area alone. Instead, they
concentrated the taping in Sal Lupoli’s
buildings and he had as much on-camera
time as Schiavone, and certainly less than
the mayor.

How do the city workers who were
forced to take 10 furlough days last year,
and are expected to take 12 furlough days
this year, feel about the fact that the city
wasted $20,000 dollars on an infomercial
which, because it is at the center of major
litigation, will never be aired on CNN or
anywhere else? Do they appreciate the
money coming out of their salaries to pay
for this and other wastes?

Congratulations to the taxpayers of
Lawrence. You have lost two firehouses,
and gained a 5-minute, wasteful, $20,000
infomercial. Perhaps Mayor Sullivan
can take his infomercial roadshow to the
neighborhoods and show it in the closed
firehouses.

We were shocked at the fraud
perpetrated upon the taxpayers by city
officials in the School Department and now
we learn that the Mayor’s Office is just
as bad. For months they have told us that
Greg Gumble was coming to Lawrence to
interview them, that this show was being
produced for a news broadcast, and that
Lawrence had been selected because of the

local economy stimulated by Sal Lupoli
and the administration. Now we learn
that from Tom Schiavone and the Mayor
through Mark Andrews, they all knew
that this was not part of a newscast. The
largest audience to see this show was at
the Premiere at Salvatore’s in Lawrence.

Tom Schiavone, who has been
complaining that he did not get appointed
as permanent Economic Development
Director, has been proclaiming that the
Council made a bad move, after all, who
has brought Greg Gumble to Lawrence,
and focused national attention here for our
economic progress?
