North Andover, su presencia se hizo familiar en
las reuniones del consejo de la ciudad, donde se
presentaba con un letreo con su numero telefonico
instando a aquellas personas que tuvieran problemas,
a llamarlo.

Lantigua fue elegido para representar el distrito
16 por primera vez en el aio 2003. Desde entonces,
cada dos afios ha mantenido una batalla por la
reeleccion con su antiguo oponente y hoy aliado,
Ingeniero Marcos Devers.

El pasado domingo, Rumbo tuvo la oportunidad
de sentarse a charlar con el nuevo electo Alcalde
de Lawrence y oir algunos de los planes que tiene
en mente. Lantigua dijo que desde que ¢l abrio su
oficina junto al Ayuntamiento, se encontré ayudando
apersonas que después de visitar el Ayuntamiento no
estaban satisfechas con las respuestas a sus peguntas
y/o de la forma en que habian sido tratados.

Fortunately, the day transpired
without major conflicts and the discord was limited to minor incidents.

We believe that Rafael Tejeda did a good job by being available wherever he was
needed, solving potential problems before they developed.

William Lantigua was elected to run this problematic city for the next four years
and we all must help him guide us out of the mess we are in now. He promised that he
will try to be “the best mayor” not just the first Latino elected mayor and with our help,
he just might do it and we all will be winners, too.

We should not rejoice at his being a Latino mayor because the experience from
having a Latino police chief and school superintendent has been very negative. The
abuse some people endured at the hands of the police resulted in the intervention by the
Department of Justice. The story of Laboy’s transgressions is something we are still
living through on a daily basis on the local press.

There is a learning curve
they must go through since we have so many new ones but they are well-intended
individuals and hopefully, they will be ready for the myriad of headaches they have
inherited.

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Historic Election in

Lawrence

n Tuesday, November 3rd, 2009,
OState Representative  William

Lantigua made history when he
became the first immigrant from Latin
America to be elected to the position of
Mayor of Lawrence and the first in the State
of Massachusetts.

In a heated contest, Representative
Lantigua defeated David Abdoo by more
than a 1,000 votes. On Election night,
Lawrence City Hall never saw so many
people filling the three floors prompting the
Mayor Elect to cut short interviews in the
name of safety.

Lantigua was born in Villa Consuelo, a
neighborhood in the City of Santo Domingo,
Dominican Republic on February 19,
1955.

While working at Schneider Electric
(formerly Modicom) in North Andover, he
became a familiar face at all Lawrence City
Council meetings by showing up branding
a sign with his telephone number, asking
anybody with a problem to call him. “Since
then, I haven’t stopped helping people as
often as I could,” he said.

Lantigua was first elected to represent
District 16, back in 2003. Since, every other

year he battled long-time opponent and
today his ally, Engineer Marcos Devers.

Last Sunday, Rumbo had the
opportunity to sit with the newly-elected
Mayor of Lawrence and hear from him what
some of his future plans are. Lantigua said
that since he opened his office next to City
Hall he found himself helping people who
after visiting City Hall didn’t received the
answers to their questions or the treatment
they deserve.

“That was reason number one for me to
run for Mayor,” said Lantigua.

Lantigua has a message for some City
Hall employees: “To those people (City
Hall employees) who abuse their position
in anyway, [ want to tell them that we are
going to change the City Hall philosophy.
Those who insist in keeping the ‘business
as usual’ philosophy I have a word for them:
‘start packing’. They must understand that
they work for the people, not the other way
around.”

Lantigua was quick to say that he will
not tolerate any abuse to city employees
by patrons. “I know that sometimes that
happens, too; the public must understand
that if they want to receive a courteous

treatment, they must treat our employees
with the utmost respect.”

Lantigua does not plan to police City
Hall and its departments by himself. “This
work will be done by qualified personnel
who for years have been denouncing the
philosophy I’m talking about.” Lantigua
said that among the many people he has been
considering and talking too, he has chosen

Lenny Degnan, of Degnan Insurance and
Dalia Diaz, owner and editor of Rumbo.

Lantigua explained that both Degnan
and Diaz will share the responsibility of
Chiefs of Staff.

Lenny Degnan has not returned phone
calls. When questioned, Dalia Diaz had no
comment.

he Notre Dame Education Center

(NDEC) is a nonprofit community-

based organization whose primary
goal is to educate low-income, under-
educated adults in Lawrence, MA to
empower them to improve their lives
and that of their families. It is located at
building one of the Riverwalk complex on
Merrimack Street in Lawrence.

The Women’s Fund of Essex County,
a collaborative fund of the Essex County
Community Foundation awarded eight
grants totaling $60,000 in 2009 focused
within the field of Promoting Economic
Self-Sufficiency and Security. These were
distributed throughout Essex County and
Notre Dame Education Center of Lawrence
was one of the recipients. The Women’s
Fund of Essex County was founded in
2003 for the sole purpose of raising and
distributing funds to non-profit agencies
within Essex County for the support of
programs that benefit women and girls.
Grants are awarded annually to fund one field
of focus on a rotational basis: Health and
Well Being, Leadership and Empowerment
and Economic Self-Sufficiency. To date,
over $550,000 has been raised of which
$250,000 in grant awards have been made.
The fund maintains an endowment to ensure
its future.

The grant awarded NDEC of Lawrence
by the Women’s Fund of Essex County
is being used to fund a series called Job
Readiness. The program addresses resume
and cover letter writing, job searches,
understanding work benefits, and job
interviewing. The program objective is to
aid students in their search for employment
and to empower them to plan for and take
control of their financial situations. A
majority of students come from the nursing
assistant training program at NDEC and find
Job Readiness a valuable step in becoming
economically self-sufficient.

The mission of NDEC is to:

* Generate a spirit of welcome and
respect for the dignity of one another;
 Provide for the development of
self-esteem and literacy that will
support employment opportunities,
a better family life and participation
within the community.”

NDEC is still sponsored by the
Sisters of Notre Dame de Namur, an
international congregation of religious
women, who have a tradition of serving
the poor and providing empowerment.
The SNDs arrived in Lawrence in
1859 and are celebrating 150 years of
continuous presence and service to the
people of Lawrence. Sister Eileen Burns,
SNDdeN, serves as NDEC Executive
Director. Lina Rodriguez is the NDEC
Program Manger. The additional part
time staff is experienced instructors with
an additional business manager and an
advocate/citizenship coordinator. Some
are Dominican women who are bilingual
and bicultural. Notre Dame High School
students serve as day time receptionists
and office staff through the popular
Hire4dED program. Lawrence High

School students also volunteer evenings.
A Merrimack College student serves as a
GED tutor. Other volunteers represent a
wide variety of backgrounds and are very
appreciated.

NDEC believes that the four basic
elements of our mission (education,
collaboration, dignity, support) cannot be
just words on paper. Those words must
come alive for their learners if they are to
achieve their mission. NDEC programs and
staff focus on helping students build or re-
build their lives. Many are newcomers and
all have limited English skills. They come
to NDEC with dreams of getting a good job
that supports their family, being able to read
in English to their school-aged children or
becoming a United States citizen. NDEC
not only provides them with a classroom,
teachers and books to advance their
educational goals, but with the life skills
they need to reach their employment goals,
have a stable and consistent family life and
be productive members of their community.
NDEC does this through the best adult basic
education methods and practices available,
through collaborations with businesses
community organizations and many others,
by providing all the supports learners need
to succeed and, above all, by treating all
with dignity and respect. All members of
the community are welcome to participate
in their programs and NDEC values the
gifts diversity brings.

NDEC English (ESOL) classes run
during non-traditional hours, mornings
and evenings, to accommodate work
schedules. All of their classes are either
free or very affordable and always take
into consideration a student’s ability to pay.
NDEC has integrated computer skills in all

classes, with a fully equipped computer lab
available to students. Thye also use the
highly acclaimed Rosetta Stone language
learning software forreinforcement of ESOL
classroom learning.  The computerized
GED class is self-paced and students can
come to the computer lab between the
hours of 1:00 PM and 7:00 PM, when no
other GED classes are available in the city.
The NDEC Nurse Assistant Program
trains almost entirely bi-lingual students
for jobs in health careers. NDEC offers
citizenship assistance to help immigrants
prepare for the citizenship interview. They
also provide Spanish language classes to
local business and organization staff, to
help them to better communicate with their
customers and limited English employees.
The above examples demonstrate how
NDEC provides a continuum of services to
people of all education levels and English
language skills. If a student comes in to
enroll in the computerized GED class or the
Nurse Assistant Program but does not have
the English skills to keep up, they refer
them our ESOL classes to increase their
language skills to the point they can enter
the GED or NAP classes. Their teachers,
tutors, career coach, GED coach and others
closely monitor the progress of each student
so they recognize their learning gains and
stay motivated to reach their next step

Manipulear indebidamente las boletas
es una ofensa federal; seguiremos de cerca
este caso para averiguar como termina.

cities unless those cities are closely mirror
to the great City of Lawrence.

Imagine my surprise when I returned
home from work to find this one container.
I use three of the same size and I also do
heavy recycling. I cannot see myself doing
less with less. I was also surprised to
hear from the DPW Director tell you that
this city has had a 9% recycling effort for
the past 10 to 12 years. That is not true.
I remember seeing the results from the
state that stated the City of Lawrence at
2%. That was one of the reasons that the
former Recycling Coordinator was relieved
of his duties. Either way that percentage is
very low. But during those 10 to 12 years
he has been the DPW Director and has
failed at this recycling effort. I ask that you
replace him with an effective person with
the appropriate competency.

I remember 13 years ago when this
city used to receive (on recycled paper)
educational material on recycling efforts.
That mailing used to have information in
regards to neighborhood pick-up dates
of recyclables, leaf pick-up dates and,
information on plastics and glass, including
the definition of numbers under those glass
and plastic containers. I have not seen a
communication material since. If this new
automated trash program is to work, a

full and strong recycling education must
be conducted before the automated trash
takes effect. School children have not
been provided any education of recycling
for quite some time. So, counting on our
children to bring that education home is
nil.

The lack of planning has been this
city’s downfall and you have been left to
micromanage due to many individuals’ egos
and incompetence. This has taken place
by people always trying to do too much
without thinking things through, not adding
measures, and not conducting “lessons
learned” and correcting any deficiencies.
How could the DPW Director enter into
a contract without the knowledge of the
council? Did the Mayor sign this contract?
Did the City Council approve this contract
to form? Is not this situation the very same
as the fiber optics contract of the Water
Department?

It’s too late to ask you to make a motion
for any contract, including employee
work/labor contracts, to be placed before
the council as a whole, to be approved. I
say that because every error that could
have happened in the last eight years has
happened. Most of you are on your way
out, and although I wish you luck and say
it was a pleasure working with most of you,

I believe you cannot take any action at this
time.

I can tell you one thing, if I can’t fit all
my trash in one container while at the time
recycling as much as I can, my trash will
be in front of the DPW Yard or in front of
City Hall. Why? Because we all pay taxes
for this city and those taxes pay for services
including taking our trash for disposal. And
now we may have to pay additional moneys,
out of our own pockets, for additional trash
because the administration is trying to
reduce their cost in the city’s budget. Either
way, we, the taxpayers, will still pay more.
Whether it was paying money for disposing
of additional trash (with this new system)
or paying more taxes to keep the current
system in place. So why did you not make
it simple by just raising our taxes?

Let’s not fool ourselves or the taxpayers
any longer Mr. DPW Director; this had
absolutely nothing to do with recycling and
everything to do with the budget.

consequences. Some residents in the
District D area had received absentee ballots
and before they were able to mail them back
to City Hall on October 17, Pedro Lopez,
claiming to be a city employee showed
up in about a dozen homes picking up the
absentee ballots already filled out.

A couple of residents of Bernard Ave.
have gone to the Elections Department and
filed a formal complaint because ten days
after being picked up, their ballots had not
made it there. The first absentee ballots
were voided and the residents were able to
vote.

Tampering with the ballots is a federal
offense; we will follow this case closely
to find out the outcome. The City Clerk’s
office is investigating and more residents
are expected to come forth and file the same
complaint.

Positive outcomes

I am particularly happy to see Mark
Gray elected as the new member of the
School Committee in District E beating
out Peter Larocque. Although Rumbo
never endorses candidates, I know that
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my reporting on Larocque’s misdeeds
helped Mark and I don’t apologize for that.
Larocque didn’t belong in public office
after violating the public trust stealing from
the taxpayers — by his own admission.

The other victory was Modesto
Maldonado’s council seat on District C.
Modesto is a fighter, very opinionated and
has been critical of the City Council for
years, compared to Jorge Gonzalez who has
been nothing but a rubber stamp.

Contaminated Ground
Beef

Dear Editor:

Anyone who’s still eating meat in the
wake of the latest E. coli outbreak-which
has killed two people and sickened dozens
more-must have a death wish. Nearly
546,000 pounds of potentially contaminated
ground beef were distributed to at least
eight states, including Massachusetts. This
isn’t the first time-and it likely won’t be
the last-that tainted meat has been shipped
throughout the U.S., endangering public
safety.

Of course, even when meat isn’t
contaminated with E. coli, it’s still not safe to
eat. It’s high in saturated fat and cholesterol
and has been conclusively linked to heart
attacks, strokes, diabetes, and certain types
of cancer. Meat-eaters are a whopping nine
times more likely to be obese than vegans
are.

And since harmful E. coli bacteria
live in the intestines and feces of animals,
we’d all be better off if we stopped raising
animals for food. See www.GoVeg.com
for more information and a free vegetarian
starter kit.
