Aunqgue todo el mundo sabe lo que
dice la declaracion, no todo el mundo sabe
exactamente lo que conlleva.

A veces la gente puede buscar a través
de sus estaciones y encontrar un programa
legal o un espectaculo sobre la escritura,
mientras que en otras noches se puede
coger una reunién del consejo municipal o
un juego de alto Haverhill escuela de fatbol
y, aunque algunos programas se encuentran
en el canal 22, en otros momentos de
programacion se ve en los canales 9 o 10.
Esto a menudo lleva a confusion en cuanto
a lo que se puede encontrar en qué canal
y, en Ultima instancia, llevar a cabo la gran
pregunta... “;Qué es la television de acceso
publico?”

HCTV regala un folleto titulado

“Normas y Procedimientos de Miembros”y
en la primera pagina declara: “El prop6sito
de Haverhill Community Television es
proporcionar un medio para los individuos,
grupos, organizaciones e instituciones
para comunicarse con los residentes de
Haverhill.
“El equipo de HCTV, el entrenamiento y
horario de transmision estan disponibles
para el uso de la comunidad para facilitar el
desarrollo de programas no comerciales, que
se centran en cuestiones y preocupaciones
locales.”

ay personas que se deben evitar a
H cualquier costo pues, “no todo lo

que brilla es oro”, ni “el vestuario
hace al monje”, aunque lo distingue. Usted
puede tratar con ciertas personas, pero
cuidandose de no caer en una red de la que
luego no pueda liberarse. La Biblia advierte
que es “maldito el hombre que confia en
el otro hombre” (Jer. 17:5). Estoy seguro
que entre estos se incluye a los pastores
que permitieron la entrada de la “mesa de
fe”, una piramide que extorsion6 a muchos
Cristianos, dejandolos sin sus ahorros y
sucedi6 aqui en Lawrence.

uilding on his commitment to civic
Bengagement and governing for the

long-term, Governor Deval Patrick
and senior administration officials have
begunholdingaseriesof 19 Budget Hearings
and Forums across the Commonwealth
to ensure that citizens across the state
have input in developing the Governor’s
budget recommendations for fiscal year
2011. Last Wednesday, Jeffrey Simon,
Director of the Massachusetts Recovery
and Reinvestment Office, presided over a
Forum in the Merrimack Valley to discuss
the state of our economy, the budget, and
implications for the critical services the
state provides.

The forum gave residents a chance
to share their priorities for the budget
and allow them to offer suggestions, ask
questions and engage with state officials
and their neighbors. "We are deeply
committed to providing fiscal leadership
in these challenging times that is based
on our values, these forums will help us
accomplish that critical goal, as we begin
the FY 2011 budget process,” said Governor
Deval Patrick in a recorded message.

The Merrimack Valley Forum was
hosted by the Merrimack Valley Workforce
Investment Board and the ValleyWorks
Career Center. It was held at ValleyWorks
Lawrence office, 439 South Union Street,
on December 9th, 2009.

Director Simon presented a bleak
forecast of state budget projections for
fiscal year 2011, which begins on July 1,
2010. Mr. Simon reported that although the
Commonwealth is expecting to see modest
growth in revenue, the cost of Medicaid,
case-load driven human services, debt
service, and Chapter 70 (K-12 education)
continue to rise. This coupled with the
exhaustion of federal stimulus funding
is resulting in an anticipated state budget
deficit of $3 billion.

In a statement this past October,
Governor Patrick affirmed his commitment
to Education, Health Care, and Workforce
Training. In the Governor’s words: “We
should be just as concerned about our
commitment to our values as we are about
the value of our commitments. Those
values — creating good jobs at good
wages, offering a world-class education
to our kids, delivering quality, affordable
health care to our residents, protecting and
supporting the most vulnerable — those are
the values to which we as a Commonwealth
are committed. So as | meet my statutory
responsibility to bring the budget in line, |
do so according to my moral responsibility
to those values.”

According to Director Simon, the
Commonwealthiscommitted to investments
in industries that will create jobs of the
future, health care reform, education, and
strategic investments that create jobs for
today and jobs for tomorrow. He concluded
the forum with an open dialog about
potential ways to close the budget gap.

She
then returned to the room that served her as
arefuge to wait until the following morning,
a new day when perhaps she would receive
the card or a letter from her beloved son that
she anticipated with anguish and motherly
love.

Time went by day by sullen day and
always the poor old woman, under the
morning sun, waited for the mailman and
received the same disappointing answer:
“Madam, today | don’t have a letter for
you.” As the branches of the Christmas
trees withered down, so did the hopes of
this anxious mother.

And it was that the letter could never
arrive. The son she loved so dearly had
been involved in a revolutionary uprising
against the Castro dictatorship one day
and had become a nameless victim of the
firing squad. The old mother had been lied
to and in her unwavering and eternal faith
believed that he was still alive, in another
country perhaps, happy and full of life like
the day he had given her a good-by kiss.
That is why she always waited every day for
the letter that never arrived; the letter that
would never arrive... the simple Christmas
card she longed.

One day, it was still early in the
morning; the old woman was not waiting
for the mailman as was her practice and
costume. The neighbors, concerned for her
absence, went looking for her in the humble
quarters where she lived. They found her

sick, gravely ill and crying. In the stupor
produced by the fever, all she asked was to
see a letter, the letter she wanted from her
son.

The neighbors called a doctor and
took care of her with love. One of them
went to the sidewalk, stood in the same
place the woman did every day and waited
there patiently for the obligatory arrival
of the mailman. He showed up happy and
energetic as usual, a heavy load of letters in
his hands.

“Is there any letter for the old woman
who waits for you every day?” asked the
neighbor.

“No,” he replied, “I have no letter today
either. And the woman, what happened that
she did not wait for me today?” He added
with concern.

“She is ill, very ill; delirious. She needs
something to alleviate her pains and you are
the only one who can help her.”

“Me? How?”

“Mr. Mailman, please give her this letter
we wrote for her. Give her this Christmas
card.”

Note: Between the nineteen forties and the
nineteen seventies, Pedro Pablo Montesino,
who my readers must have guessed by now
was my father, wrote prolifically for various
media organizations in Cuba and later in
Florida. This fictional piece appeared in the
Hialeah Sun, Hialeah, Florida, in October
of 1969. He intended it as homage to the
mothers who suffered, still suffer, the
Cuban political tragedy that separated them
from their sons and daughters.

| chose and edited this article for
Christmas with the purpose of recognizing
its importance not only as a journalistic
piece in the field in which my father worked,
but also as an example of the strength of
the morality of his political philosophy and
the impact it had in my career as a writer. A
man, who published so skillfully in so many
communication channels of the time, would
be proud and impressed to see his thoughts
come to life as they travel through the
information superhighway of the Internet. |
am sure that, whether he is waiting for it or
not, he now received his letter.

This column about the game of
softball was researched by my
co/writer at Rumbo, Christine
Lewis, when she found out about my
softball days as a manager. She told me
that while she was trying to locate me to
discuss the days of boxing in Lawrence in
the old days when there were many from
our City that took part in that sport. Said
many people asked when she mentioned
my name, "Is that the former softball
manager you are looking for?” She, of
course, didn’t know of me and softball in
our City.

In May of 1936 the WPA was
readying to introduce this game as part
of the recreational plan. Baseball was of
course even then very popular but there
were many who couldn’t play that game.
There was a plan to have an exhibition
game in Lawrence. This fast growing
sport it was hoped by the WPA would
catch on with the local sport fans. It was
also hoped that the natural rivals of North
Lawrence and South Lawrence each
would field a team for this exhibition.

Former major leaguer George Sisler
and other former pro players helped to
form leagues in the mid west and it grew
so fast that they now have their own
softball parks devoted to only softball
games. These games were broadcast
and it was common to see 10,000 fans
attending these contests.

It is the hope and aim of the
Recreation Department to foster the
growth of this sport and have a league in
our area or an inter/club league.

This game had different rules than
the baseball leagues. The officials say
that “The diamond can be laid out on any
good sized vacant lot.”

#1. The field can be laid out in five
minutes time in any of these good
sized lots.

The softball bat is not more than two
inches in diameter.

The length of the bat is two feet, ten
inches.

The official ball is a six ounce and
twelve inches in circumference and
made of such material that makes
it exceedingly fast and durable and
doesn’t hurt as much as a baseball

What is Public Access TV and how can

you use it?

averhill Community Television is
H proud to be this city’s public access
provider.

While everyone knows what that
statement says, not everyone knows exactly
what it entails.

Sometimes people can scan through
their stations and come across a legal show
or ashow onwriting while on other evenings
they may catch a city council meeting or a
Haverhill High School football game and
while some shows are found on channel
22, at other times programming is seen on
channels 9 or 10.

This often leads to confusion as to
what can be found on what channel and,
ultimately, bring out the bigger question

.. “What is public access television?” The
easiest way to put it is that a public access
television station is set up for use by the
general public. It is equipped with all of
the things a TV station would have. Staff
would be there to train as well as aid in
studio use and equipment.

Cable provider Comcast provides three
channel slots in Haverhill and they do this
with the knowledge that they do not control
the material shown in these slots. According
to the Supreme Court of the United States,
that would be unconstitutional because of
our first amendment rights.

HCTV hands out a booklet titled
“Membership Rules and Procedures” and
on page one delivers a statement saying,
“The purpose of Haverhill Community
Television is to provide a medium for
individuals, groups, organizations and
institutions to communicate with the people
of Haverhill.

“HCTV equipment, training and
telecast time are available for community
use to facilitate the development of non-
commercial programs, which focus on local
issues and concerns.”

Having three stations puts us in a

category known as a PEG system. P is
for public access, E is for educational
programming and G is for governmental
affairs. In Haverhill, public access is channel
22, education is channel 10 and government
is found on channel 9. Public access is
designed so that people in the community
can produce shows and show them to the
community.  Educational access has a
foundation in the educational community.
Here you can find programs focusing on
learning or high-school football games or
concerts and plays. Governmental access
produces information on local government
meetings or information provided from our
mayor’s office.

So now that you know what goes where
and what HCTV’s purpose is, another
question follows. “So what does this mean
to you?”

Public access takes one of the greatest
human rights laws and shows you how to
utilize it ... “Freedom of Speech.”

Essay Writer Bill Olson once wrote a
great piece called, “The History of Public
Access Television.”

Within, he gives us a taste of the
medium’s need to be: “Mass media have
never guaranteed access by the common
man.  Throughout history, each new
medium seemed to tip the balance of equal
expression further in favor of the wealthy
elite. Literacy gave the written word to those
who could afford an education. Newspapers,
magazines, radio and television have had
exclusive ownership and paid advertising

as a means of personal expression has been
hindered by high rates. Even the notion
of publicly owned airwaves has never
guaranteed people automatic access to
them. The common man’s traditional forum
has often been a soapbox in the townsquare
or a strong voice on a busy street corner.

“Today, the corner teeming with
pedestrians is dying, replaced by shopping
malls whose corporate owners prohibit
protesters and orators. But in many
communities with cable television, the
common man has a new soapbox — one
from which his voice can potentially reach
thousands of cable subscribers.”

Olson goes on to say, “Today, political
will and new technologies, like portable
video and cable television, have combined
to give the common man a new soapbox —
one which, despite attempts to control it, is
spreading around the world.”

And he’s right. While we enjoy some
fantastic programming on three channels
in Haverhill, in Brazil the law makes cable
providers set aside six channels, “for public
use, to ensure the exercise of free speech.”
It’s also available in Canada, Germany, The
United Kingdom, New Zealand, Denmark,
Fiji, South Africa, Austria, etc. This
just shows ... all over the world ... how
important public access is when it comes
to your ability to talk to your community
and how easy it is to do so. So, come on in
and be heard. Find your niche. Produce a
show. And utilize your constitutional right
to freedom of speech.

Holiday Hints for the Grieving

Expert Offers Ways to Cope

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ith the holiday season comes
all the commercials and media
reminding us how joyful and

thankful we should all feel.

However, what if we’ve just lost a
loved one, and we aren’t feeling particularly
joyful? The profound absence of someone
we love is often illuminated at a time when
others are celebrating family and other
relationships. But there is hope for the
holidays, said grief expert Jan Groft, author
of As We Grieve: Discoveries of Grace in
Sorrow from Graham House Books (Wwww.
aswegrieve.com). Her view is that there is
hidden grace and peace enveloped between
the tears shed in grieving those we have
lost.

“For those who grieve, the essential
element we must allow ourselves —
however brief or vast we require it to be
— is time,” said Groft. “Expectations may
need to be pared back in the same way
that people streamline gift budgets during
an economic downturn. Expecting to ‘get
over’ the sadness, especially in light of the
surrounding merriment, is unrealistic. We
need to treat our grieving hearts gently,
whether that means an evening spent
with headphones listening to music, a
rejuvenating walk in the brisk outdoors, an
afternoon nap in front of the fireplace or a
silent prayer amidst all the fanfare.”

When asked for a holiday gift list,
survivors and caregivers might take
the opportunity to request something
particularly meaningful, Groft suggested.

For some, this might mean a meal out
with a friend who will listen. For others,
it might be a gift certificate for a journaling
workshop, a soothing book of poetry, a
Bible or a class at a local gym.

The same thinking can be applied to
gift-giving. Years after losing her own
father, Groft noted that she went through a
box of letters and cards he had left behind.

“It was so indicative of who he was, a
man centered on family, saving every card
and letter each one of us had ever made or
sent him,” Groft said. “I sorted the missives
once sent by my sisters, daughters, nephews
and nieces, tied each pile in ribbon and
returned them to the original givers, making
new gifts of them. It seemed a good way
to keep the love flowing between him and

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us. And for me, reading through the cards
and notes brought back all the reasons we
loved Dad. It was overwhelming, but it was
cleansing, too.”

Similarly, Groft and her sisters made
duplicate copies of taped interviews and
videotapes of their late parents for other
family members to cherish. Those with
creative skills might knit a scarf, record
music or assemble a photo collage or book
of treasured quotes. Finding meaningful
ways to give is a gift of grace itself and
enhances healing, Groft noted.

“To receive a gift of peace, we might
start by asking, what do | need that I can
give myself or that others can give me, and
how can | celebrate in a way that will honor
the person | have lost?” she added.

the fraudulent receipt of two incomes from
the government. Recently several states are
taking action to stop the practice of double-
dipping. That practice has gotten out of
hand in the Lawrence Public Schools with
so many administrators retiring and staying
as “consultants”. The law is very clear on
that, strictly limiting how much retirees
can earn. They cannot earn between the
pension and the job more than what they
were earning prior to retirement.

According to BNET  Business
Directory, “This is where a state employee
retires from one state job, then is appointed
to another and receives both retirement pay
and full-time employment pay from the
state for the second job.

This  practice is rampant in
Massachusetts. There are many cases where
state employees retire in their 40s or 50s
only to be appointed to another state job.
With our state in severe financial trouble
this practice of double-dipping at taxpayer
expense must stop. There is already
precedent with some states taking action
against it.”

After consulting with some attorney
friends, they also tell me that this should not
be considered double-dipping because the
salaries come from different funds. That
is the reason why city councilors cannot
work for the city and school committee
members cannot be employed by the school
department but they can work for the city
because they don’t get paid. City councilors
received $15,000 a year and cannot collect
two checks from the city.

Public Access
Television or freedom

of speech is dead

The Sunday Eagle-Tribune published
an article about a local talk show host John
“Jack” Bevelaqua of Groveland, who had
his show “Open Mike Show” removed
from the public access channel because of
his criticisms of town politics. This is a
clear violation on his free speech rights and
the reason why the public access channels
were created: to give a voice to the people.
I recommend that you read it online. It is

a blatant display of abuse of power in that
town.

By coincidence, in this edition we
are reprinting an article published in
the Haverhill Community Television
Newsletter entitled “What is Public Access
TV and how can you use it?” The intention
is to enlighten Lawrencians regarding the
value on our own Lawrence Community
Access Television (LCAT or Channel 8)
and empower our residents to demand
real access for real information to our
community.

For many years | produced two shows
at Channel 8, (one in English and one in
Spanish) but, unlike other cities and towns,
Lawrence makes it very difficult for people
to produce. There are no training programs
available and when they do they are in secret
and for members of a particular church. As
a result, all we have is religious programs
or “bicycled tapes”, those are the ones sent
here from other cities.

There is no volunteer pool to help out
in the production and each producer must
have his or her own team. Well, | had
my own helpers until one of them was no
longer allowed to be there. My cameraman
was quite outspoken about politicians,
unfairness, lack of ethics, and even the way
LCAT functions. So, I lost my volunteer.

Today, there are no public issues or
local politics being discussed on our local
channel and it has become a private club.
Yes, they do have a board of directors but
that is on paper only. They don’t meet
or make decisions on the operation of
the station and their annual meeting is in
private.

I hope the Lantigua administration
looks into this on January 5th. Meanwhile,
please read the article on page 23 and learn
how a public access television station
should be operated.

Sullivan’s legacy:
$1M for parks

The Executive Office of Energy
and Environmental Affairs for the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts has
awarded the City of Lawrence two
Parkland Acquisition and Renovations
for Communities (PARC) Grants totaling
$905,385. The PARC Grants are awarded
on a competitive basis to help Communities
renovate existing parks or build new parks
and other recreational facilities. This year
the Commonwealth awarded 18 PARC
grants totaling $6.9 million dollars.

The city will use $424,920 for the
Neighborhood Community Garden
Initiative which will utilize otherwise
undevelopable city owned lots strategically
located throughout the city to create a
network of pocket parks and Community
Gardens. Many of the sites which will be
selected will be brownfield sites.

Mayor Sullivan said in the application,
“Community Gardens have been widely
recognized as contributing to the health,
well-being, and stability of neighborhoods.
Not only do such Gardens stabilize and
often improve property values but they
also provide significant opportunity for
neighbors to come together and engage in
healthy and productive outdoor activities
particularly for the youth and seniors within
the community.”
