raxides Medina es la gerente del
P refugio Day Break, ubicado en el 19

de la Calle Winter, en Lawrence, "y
una madre a tiempo completo”, dijo.

El 3 de diciembre de 2009, alrededor
de las 9:00 PM, Medina observé a Jeremy
Drolet, un invitado, fumando en el comedor
del refugio, en violacion de las estrictas
reglas del lugar.

Medina confront6 a Drolet y le dijo
que estaba "suspendido y tenia que irse".
Segun Medina, Drolet no mostré ningdn
signo de emocién cuando ella le dijo que
estaba suspendido por 30 dias. "El termind
su cigarrillo en la puerta y regres6 con la
excusa de usar el teléfono para encontrar un
lugar para quedarse”.

Si bien en el teléfono, Medina oy6 a
Drolet decir “yo voy a cambiar estas reglas”.
Ella le pregunt6é como planeaba cambiarlas.
"Cuando alguien muera", fue su respuesta.

"El pas6 unos 20 minutos en el
teléfono, pero no creo que llamé a nadie",
dijo Medina, quien lo recuerda diciendo
"yo voy a comprar 2 galones de gasolina
para olerlo y embriagarme".

A las 9:45 PM, la Gltima oportunidad
de salir a fumar un cigarrillo antes de cerrar
las puertas de la vivienda y apagar las luces,
la mayoria de los huéspedes ya estaban en
cama durmiendo, “Y Drolet seguia alli”,
recuerda Medina.

I to certain employees either leaving or retiring from city employment but we have
to do it.

Enough has been said by other media about how a city on the verge of bankruptcy
can be so generous to outgoing personnel. No one has called for an investigation or
requested proof that these individuals really spent all those years without ever taking
any vacation or buying back a week in December, as it is customary by many city
employees.

What a racket! There was no one keeping track of vacation time and the weeks
playing golf in Florida do not count.

And for the fire and water departments who are entitled to that by contractual
obligation, you must feel violated that this administration made no provisions and
cleaned out all the accounts on its way out.

This seems to have methodically orchestrated to push the city into receivership,
particularly now that we will have a Latino mayor and a majority Latino City Council.
Lawrence has been rendered doomed and only a miracle can save us but the people
are not at fault. Rumbo has been screaming about wrongdoings and abuses from the
administration and the lack of leadership and no one was listening.

A good example of the exploitation in the school department was clear with
Wilfredo Laboy. He has been out since June, first with pay and then using up his
vacation time. How many months of accumulated vacation did he have? That man was
not here three weeks out of each month! He was always traveling giving speeches on
our dime and no one was counting.

Where’s the outrage? Sometimes we think Rumbo is the only one complaining.
These employees leaving the city know they’ll get their money but at what price to the
rest of us all?

Flu Update
December 14,

or at least the third week in a row,
Freports of influenza-like illnesses

in doctors’ offices statewide have
decreased. At its highest, the doctors were
reporting that about 10% of their office visits
involved flu-like illnesses, but the latest
information shows the case incidence to be
down to 2.5%; the norm for flu-like illnesses
at this time of year is 1% of the office visits.
This information seems to indicate that our
communities have experienced the second
wave of illness from this flu, and will enjoy
a few weeks of decreased incidence of
illness. Historical records show that we can
expect the reports of illness to again rise in
the coming weeks, so residents are advised
to continue taking precautions.

You may have seen recent news reports
that some of the HIN1 vaccine has been
recalled, not due to dangers or health risks,
but because it might not be as effective as
we would expect it to be. This recall does
not affect any nasal mist or shots provided
by local public health clinics. The specific
vaccine being recalled is for use in children
aged 6 to 35 months old, and would have
been distributed through pediatrician
offices. CDC is not recommending that
children be re-immunized if they received
these doses, but parents are reminded that
any child under the age of 10 years should
receive two vaccinations separated by 30
days anyway to ensure a good immune
response.

As vaccine becomes available through
clinics, residents are encouraged to be
immunized. Even if you believe that you
were sick with the HIN1 virus, residents
should still be immunized in case the
diagnosis was incorrect, since other
illnesses share the symptoms of the flu. A
well immunized population will decrease
the number of persons who are made ill,
and will therefore decrease the impact of ill
persons on the doctors’ offices and hospitals,
local schools, and places of business.

Local health departments have received
the last of their expected seasonal flu
vaccines in enough time to immunize those
who wish to receive that vaccine prior to
the start of seasonal flu time. By the time
this article is published, the last of the local
seasonal flu clinics will have been held.

Lawrence, Haverhill, Andover,
and North Andover have been actively
immunizing school aged children for HLIN1
through school based clinics with the hope of
completing them before the holiday break.
Since each community’s immunization
planning is different, it should be assumed
that those who were eligible for school-
based immunizations have been contacted.

Vaccine supplies are still slow in
arriving in the communities, and most of
the available supplies will be used before
the schools enter their winter break. The
last two weeks of the year will be used to
plan for large scale clinics beginning in
January, as we wait for larger shipments of
the vaccine to arrive. So far, approximately
54,000 doses of HIN1 vaccine have
been distributed to the region, with local
communities receiving approximately 8,000
of those doses for use at public clinics.

30 days. “He finished his cigarette outside
and came back with the excuse of using the
telephone to find a place to stay.”

While on the phone, Medina overheard
Drolet saying, “I’m going to change these
rules.” She asked him how he planned to
change the rules. “When somebody dies,”
was his response.

“He spent about 20 minutes on the
phone, but | don’t think he called any one,”
said Medina who recalled him as saying,
“I’m going to buy 2 gallons of gasoline to
sniff and get high.”

At 9:45 PM, last call to go outside and
have a cigarette before closing the shelter’s
doors and shut off the lights, most people
were already in bed and sleeping but Drolet
was still there, recalled Medina.

Around 10:00 PM, during Medina’s
last inspection of the premises, she went out
to take a look at the porch to make sure that
no guests were left out when she closed the
door, and smelled a strong odor of gasoline
and noticed Drolet with a gasoline can in
his hands. “Then I called 911,” she said.

“Most guests were awaken by the
strong smell of gasoline and when Police
and Fire Department arrived, they found
that the back of the shelter and the ground
was soaked with gasoline,” said Medina
and added, “the good part is that he never
had a chance to light the gasoline.”

“We have not seen Drolet since; all

This, in itself, was
to be expected and, while less than ideal, is
something we have dealt with in the past.
What made this year scary is that | would
have to have attended the Massachusetts
Board of Library Commissioners’ hearing
on my own. There is a great deal of pressure
to bring along a person who represents the
budgetary end of city government to explain
library cuts and place them in the larger
municipal context. The logical people to
attend would be either the mayor or the
budget director for a city or town.
Last year | went with Budget and
Finance Director Mark Andrews. Mr.
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Andrews, however, will no longer be with
us in January nor, of course will Mayor
Sullivan. Neither Mayor-Elect Lantigua
nor whoever serves as chief financial
officer in the next administration could be
reasonably expected to defend a budget
process which predated him/her. All in
all 1 was afraid we would not receive
the waiver and our library would end up
uncertified. Imagine my relief when |
had a call from the Mass. Board telling
me that, given the financial situation, the
city had done a fine job by the library. We
were not cut disproportionately and my
waiver was granted without my having to
appear at the hearing at all.

In other great news for the library:
we are strong contenders to be on the
receiving end of stimulus money to
“green up” our building. We could be the
test case for both alternative lighting and
energy programs for the city. Proposed
changes (including solar panels for the
roof) would be both energy efficient and
environmentally progressive—definitely
a win-win scenario. It looks like we
have a very strong chance of funding this
initiative. Big thanks to Mike Sweeney
and the Planning Department as well
as the Mayor’s Energy Task Force for
finding this funding source and really
going after it.

Well, officially winter doesn’t
actually begin till next week but it
certainly feels plenty miserable already.
At this point I’d as leave see the winter
begin so I can start counting the days till
it ends. Again, my sincerest wish to all of
you that whatever holiday tradition you
uphold you all enjoy a season of peace
and brotherhood.
