or los ultimos tres afios, Casa Dominicana ha recibido méas de $300,000 a través
Pde distribuciones de fondos del estado gracias a los esfuerzos del entonces

Representante Estatal William Lantigua. Otras muchas mas organizaciones sin
fines de lucro en Lawrence han recibido similares sumas 0 més.

Con el dinero recibido compraron escritorios, computadoras y otros equipos
necesarios, pagaron renta y gastos del local, siendo capaces de ensefiar ingles,
computadoras y clases de ciudadania sin costo para el alumno y para su satisfaccion,
fueron capaces de graduar a cientos de estudiantes y docenas se hicieron ciudadanos
americanos.

Aquellos eran los dias en que el dinero, si no abundante, por lo menos no estaba tan
escaso. Hoy, el manantial estd seco y esas organizaciones estan atravesando tiempos
muy dificiles para sobrevivir. Casa Dominicana no es una excepcion.

Ellos no han pagado la renta del local situado en el 160 de la Calle Garden por
varios meses. Estan atrasados en los pagos de las utilidades. Han tenido que despedir
maestros y cancelar clases. Nuestras fuentes internas estiman que la deuda puede llegar
a $30,000.

En un esfuerzo para recaudar dinero, la junta directiva aceptd la oferta del
renombrado pintor dominicano de pintar un cuadro, enmarcarlo, imprimir 5,000
papeletas para ser vendidas a $10.00 cada una y rifarla el 27 de febrero después del
izamiento de la bandera. La idea era la de colectar, si no $50,000, por lo menos lo
suficiente para sacarlos del hoyo en que se encuentran ahora.

Cuando Capellan informé que la venta no habia sido buena, nadie pensé que habia
sido tan mala. De 5,000 papeletas solo se vendieron 715 por un total de $7,150. Aln
hay papeletas por valor de $1,000 que no han sido cobradas. “Hay mucha apatia entre
la gente cuando se trata de Casa Dominicana”, dijo Capellan.

En ese momento, el Alcalde de Lawrence William Lantigua dijo que era una
vergiienza que con tantos dominicanos viviendo en el area Casa Dominicana estaba a
punto de cerrar sus puertas. “La razon del porqué las papeletas no se vendieron bien
no fue por apatia, sino por falta de confianza en la junta directiva. Yo creo que debe de
haber un cambio en el liderazgo de Casa Dominicana”, dijo el alcalde.

El Consul General de la Republica Dominicana Dominico Cabral ha propuesto una
reunion para resolver estos asuntos. Aungue su gestion es bienvenida, estos problemas
deben resolverse dejando fuera la politica dominicana.

Tal vez en esa reunion la junta pueda explicar el porqué se le permite a varios
negocios con animo de lucro operar dentro de Casa Dominicana sin pagar nada por el
uso de sus facilidades, tales como computadoras, Internet, teléfono, etc.

Nosotros estamos totalmente de acuerdo con el Alcalde Lantigua. Los cambios
han de surgir desde adentro y debe ser lo antes posible.

or the past 3 years, Casa Dominicana received over $300,000 through allocations
F of state funds thanks to the efforts of then State Representative William Lantigua.
Many other nonprofits in Lawrence received similar amounts, if not more.

With the money received, they bought desks, computers and other needed equipment,
paid rent and utilities for their offices and were able to teach English, computer basics
and citizenship at no cost for the students and to their satisfaction, graduated several
hundred of adults and dozens became American citizens.

Those were the days that money, if not abundant, was not as scarce. Today, the
spring has dried up and those organizations are having a hard time to survive. Casa
Dominicana is no exception.

They haven’t paid rent at their place located at 160 Garden Street for several
months. They were behind in the utilities bills. They had to let teachers go and cancel
all classes. Our inside sources estimated that their debt is as high as $30,000.

In an effort to raise money, the board of directors accepted the suggestion of
renowned Dominican painter and member of the board Alonzo Capellan, to do a
painting, frame it, print 5,000 tickets to be sold at $10.00 each and raffle it off on
February 27th after the raising of the flag. The idea was to raise, if not $50,000, at least
enough to cover the hole in which they are right now.

But when Capellan informed that the sale didn’t go well, nobody thought it could
be that bad. Out of 5,000 tickets only 715 were sold for a total of $7,150 and there are
over a $1,000 worth of tickets still to be collected. “There is a lot of apathy in people
when it comes to Casa Dominicana,” said Capellan.

At that point, Lawrence Mayor William Lantigua said that it was disgraceful that
with so many Dominicans living in the area, Casa Dominicana was about to shut down
completely. “The reason why the tickets didn’t sell well was not due to apathy, but lack
of confidence in the board of directors. | believe that there should be a change in the
leadership of Casa Dominicana.”

Dominican General Consul Dominico Cabral had proposed a meeting for next
week with everyone involved. Although his suggestion is welcomed, these problems
should be solved outside of Dominican politics.

Perhaps in that meeting, the board will explain why they allow several for-profit
businesses operate within Casa Dominicana without paying for the use of the facilities,
including equipment, telephones, Internet, etc.

We totally agree with Mayor Lantigua: Changes need to come from within — and
sooner, rather than later.

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PETS AREN'T DISPOSABLE:

Re-Homing Responsibly

ne of the reasons that animal
Oadoption centers exist is that there

are simply too many pets being
bred and born, but another is the popular
belief that it’s okay to get rid of a companion
animal when they are no longer convenient.
A family might get a dog during summer
vacation because their kids are free to
care for it, but by the time September rolls
around they feel the heavy responsibility
of dog guardianship and may give the dog
away. The idea that pets are “disposable”
is completely outdated. Regardless of what
might be happening in our lives, our pets
need continual care and that is a major
commitment. To help make the world a
better, safer place for pets everywhere, you
should think long and hard before getting a
pet. Ask yourself:

Do | have enough TIME? Consider
the time it takes to walk a pet, or to clean
its cage or litter box. A lot of people think
that small animals take less time than dogs
or cats, but they still need cage or tank
cleaning and socialization.

Do | have enough MONEY? Pet care
items can be expensive, so think carefully
about the cost of food, dishes, bedding,
leashes/collars, toys, and other supplies.
Also factor in regular (and possible

emergency) veterinary visits and vaccines.

Do | have the right LIFESTYLE?
Some families spend plenty of time at home
and can give lots of attention to a pet, while
others are always on the go. Also think
about the number of people in your home,
their ages, and where you live (apartment
vs. house or on a busy vs. a quiet street)
before choosing a pet.

Even making the best choices, changes
can happen in our lives that make it very
difficult or impossible to keep our pets
with us. When this happens, it’s important
to find a responsible new home for your
animal. This may be a family friend or
relative, but often the best place to bring
your pet is to a responsible animal adoption
center, breed rescue (primarily for dogs),
or herpetological society (for reptiles and
frogs). Responsible adoption centers will
carefully evaluate animals and potential
new homes to find the best match possible.

There are some popular pets that are
frequently brought to adoption centers
simply because they aren’t great pets for
ANYONE to have. “Exotic” pets like

Scholarships

ow income parents who are
Lstruggling to pursue a college

education will now have an easier
time, thanks to a grant that Northern Essex
Community College received from the TD
Charitable Foundation.

The foundation recently presented
Northern Essex with $10,000 to fund child
care scholarships for students studying
during the evening at the college’s Lawrence
Campus. The child care scholarships will
benefit students who are not receiving
public assistance but are low income and
have a difficult time paying for child care
while attending classes.

“The cost of childcare presents a serious
financial hardship for many of our parenting
students taking classes in the evening,” said
Alison Cody, Northern Essex’s director of
private sector fundraising. “This additional
expense can be a major deterrent to getting
or completing an education.”

Leslie Sanchez, a business major at the
college, works full-time during the day and
attends college in the evening. The single
parent of a now 7-year old son says she
found the scholarship “extremely helpful.”
“Going back to school is hard but I want to
make a better life for me and my son,” she
says. “It gave me peace of mind to attend
college while my son was being well cared
for in the same building.”

based on need using the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts Department of Early
Education and Care (EEC) Income
Eligibility Table. Depending on income,
parents could pay as little as 50 cents an
evening for child care with the NECC
Childcare Scholarship Fund covering the
rest of the cost.

The Campus Learning Center, located
at 45 Franklin St., is a pre-school and

kindergarten early care and education center
for children two years and nine months
to seven years old. Designed for parents
who are students, the evening program is
currently the only one of its kind in the City
of Lawrence. It is staffed to accommodate
up to 20 children of parenting students from
5 to 10 p.m., Monday through Thursday
through the academic year.

parrots and reptiles aren’t domesticated like
dogs, cats, and rabbits. Most are caught
from the wild, which is illegal, and sold to
and from pet stores. Many of these animals
can live more than 30 years, and some larger
parrots may even live as many as 80 years.
This makes them poor pet choices, as they
frequently outlive their adult owners.
Regardless of the type of pet you have,
you should never abandon your animal.
Many adoption centers, including the
MSPCA, have an open-door policy and
will take any pet that you cannot keep.
While some animals, like rabbits, have

wild cousins who are perfectly capable of
taking care of themselves in the wild, pets
should NEVER be left outside to “live
free.” These animals are not equipped to
care for themselves, and are likely to die
due to exposure, natural predators, or the
inability to find food, water, or shelter.

On the same token, you should NEVER
take an animal from the wild and attempt
to raise it as a pet. Companion animals
have been domesticated over many, many
generations; they weren’t simply taken
from the wild as babies and raised as pets.
The best advice to follow is “love your own,

leave others alone.” A wild animal will be
incredibly stressed and likely dangerous if
forced to live in captivity.

If you are unable to care for or keep
your pet, you can surrender your animal
to the MSPCA at Nevins Farm 12-3pm,
Tuesday through Friday. There is no fee
to surrender, though any donation you can
leave is greatly appreciated. Call (978)
687-7453 x 6101 for more information on
the MSPCA or other local animal rescue
groups.

father, a self employed roofer and former
boxer brought me to the Acre Boxing Club
in Lowell soon after my humbling loss.
This was 1984 and Mel was managing the
boxing program at the Boys Club on Water
Street in Lawrence. Mel would often make
the 15 minute trek up river with his fighter
for some quality sparring and his excellent
squad included a young Edwin Santana,
who even then looked extremely polished.
Also included were the Martinez brothers,
Francisco and Jose. Francisco “The Cisco
Kid” Martinez, was a devastating one shot
knockout artist who Mel helped nurture
into an excellent amateur and more than
respectable pro with at least 15 wins and
only a few loses. Sadly, Francisco passed
away a few years ago at 40, far too soon.

To say good boxing took place at the
Acre would be an enormous understatement.
Irish Micky Ward was finishing up an
outstanding career in the unpaid ranks and
about to enter the pro game. Even then he
was at the top of the food chain. What a
technician! Dozens of people would pack
the gym to watch him annihilate his latest
target. Ward was always in the driver’s
seat... | can attest to that from a witness
AND a victim’s standpoint.

Mel and my old man became friendly
and by extension, | did too with Mel’s
entire stable, especially Edwin, who to this
day remains one of my very best friends. A
couple of times a week my mother Diane,
would drive us upriver to Water Street after
working the graveyard shift to work with
Mel and his crew.

In 1986 the Acre went belly up and
the funding for boxing dried up at the Boys
Club so we were all temporarily without
a gym. A new gym was opened, Bullseye
Boxing at 55 Rock Street in Lowell. In
1987, Mel’s son Mark, Edwin, me and one
of the toughest guys around these parts to
ever step in a ring, Mike Tilton, all captured
Golden Gloves Championships.

Farrell will talk about
his own personal story as well as the art
of memoir writing in a presentation titled
“Story Truth and Happening Truth: The
Line that Blurs Reality.” Free and open to
the public, Farrell’s presentation will begin
at 2 p.m. in the White Fund Room in the
Louise Haffner Fournier Education Center
at 78 Amesbury St., in Lawrence.

Farrell is an author, filmmaker, teacher,
journalist, and adjunct professor of English
at UMass Lowell. He produced and directed
the 1995 documentary, “High on Crack
Street”, which aired on HBO and received
Columbia University’s DuPont Award. A
feature film based on that documentary,
“Fighter”, will be released in 2011 starring
Mark Wahlberg, Christian Bale and Farrell
playing himself. Farrell is a co-author of
the Boston Globe bestseller “A Criminal
and an Irishman: The Inside Story of the
Mob-IRA Connection” as well as “What’s
Left of Us” which was published last year.
Farrell now lives in Milford, NH.

Born into a middle class Irish-
American family in 1956, Farrell spent his
childhood in the Acre and then moved to
the Belvedere section of the city. “I’m not
entirely sure how | went from being a well-
off Belvedere kid to a homeless addict,”
Farrell writes. But an illegal chop block
at a Saturday afternoon foothall game,
resulted in seven surgeries to Farrell’s knee
and the end of his football and Notre Dame
aspirations. “Those surgeries introduced me
to prescribed pain medication. | fell in love
with what those little pills accomplished
inside my head. All my pain, emotional
and physical, disappeared. | had let my
Dad down. | had let myself down. But
it didn’t matter while |1 was high on pain
medication.”

CATHOLIC:; Hispanic Ministries Receive Nearly $4 Million

from Catholic Extension

Catholic population.

The grants will help address needs
and opportunities created by the increasing
number of Hispanics in the United States
and the Catholic Church. By 2020, it is
estimated that Hispanics will comprise the
majority of the Catholic population in the
U.S., contributing 71% of the growth of the
Catholic Church since 1960, according to
the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops. The funds will be particularly
helpful for developing Hispanic leaders
in the Church. Currently, Hispanic/Latino
bishops only make up 9% of all Catholic
bishops in the US.

“As the Hispanic Catholic population
grows, it is important that we help Hispanics
become leaders, not just of other Hispanics,
butinthe Churchasawhole,” said Dr. Arturo
Chavez, president and CEO of the Mexican
American Catholic College (MACC) and

appointee to President Obama’s Council for
Faith Based and Neighborhood Partnerships.
“Clearly, Catholic Extension recognizes the
need to harness the power of this growing
demographic by funding key educational
opportunities so that a new generation of
Church leaders is able to reach beyond
cultural boundaries.”

Forty one dioceses across the U.S. will
benefit from Catholic Extension’s grants to
Hispanic ministries. The Archdiocese of San
Antonio will receive $85,000 for MACC to
help launch and support its new bilingual
BAand MA programs, which advance wide
ranging higher education opportunities for
Latinos. Upon graduation, students will be
prepared to take on multicultural leadership
roles in parishes across the country,
regardless of ethnic background.

Catholic Extension also has pledged
$270,000 to the Diocese of Salt Lake City

—
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over the course of five years to help
support its burgeoning Hispanic Catholic
population. The diocese estimates that
the spiritual needs of as many as 200,000
Catholic Hispanics are not being met in
Salt Lake City because the growth of this
community is dramatically outpacing
their current resources. The funds will
allow the diocese to create a lay ecclesial
minister (LEM) formation program
to accommodate  Spanish-speaking
candidates seeking leadership roles in
the Church. The grants will help educate
persons to meet the needs of local
Spanish-speaking faith communities.
Without any local Catholic institutes
of higher learning, the diocese has
reached beyond its diocesan borders for
support. Prominent Hispanic theologians
representing theological institutes from
around the country will provide content
for this leadership program.

“Growth in the U.S. Hispanic
Catholic population is a blessing to the
U.S. Catholic Church, and presents
tremendous  leadership  potential,”
said Joseph Boland, Grants Director
for Catholic Extension. “At Catholic
Extension, we strive not only to provide
financial support for leaders to minister
to Hispanics, but we strategize with
dioceses to explore new opportunities to
educate a new generation of leaders who
can communicate and serve the growing
and diverse nature of the entire Church.”

REFORM: Credit card reform goes live

 You enter a debt repayment workout plan
and don’t comply with its terms; or

 You are over 60 days late making at least
the minimum monthly payment. Note:
the new rules say the previous APR must
be restored after you’ve made six months
of on-time payments.

More advance notice

After the first year, banks and credit
unions that issue credit cards may raise the
APR on new transactions, or make other
significant account changes, only after
providing 45 days’ advance notice. Also,
you must be given an opportunity to cancel
the card before these changes take effect
and pay off the balance at the old rate.

Interest rate review

Every six months, card issuers must review
accounts whose interest rates were increased
based on market conditions, cardholder
creditworthiness or other factors; and, if
warranted they must reduce the rate or
provide written notice why the increase
should still apply. (Effective August 22,
2010.)

Bill and payment timing

Credit card statements must be mailed at
least 21 days before the balance is due.
Also, payments must be credited as on-time
if received by 5 p.m. on the due date.

Order of balances paid
When one card carries balances at different

interest rates — such as one rate for
purchases and another for balance transfers
— payments must be applied to the highest-
rate balance first.

Enhanced statements

Credit card statements must clearly post how
much you’ve paid in interest and fees for the
year, the upcoming due date and potential
late fees, and how long it would take to pay
off your bill making minimum payments —
including total interest charges.

A few other highlights:

e Over-the-limit fees cannot be charged
unless you have previously agreed (opted
in) to allow charges over your credit
limit.

« You cannot be charged additional fees for
paying your bill online or by phone.

e Card issuers may no longer factor in
average daily balances from a previous
billing cycle that wasn’t fully paid off
when calculating current interest charges
(known as “double-cycle billing”).

 People under 21 must have an adult co-
signer in order to open an account unless
they can prove their ability to repay their
account balance.

To learn more about particular changes
to your credit card agreements, contact the
bank or credit union issuing your card, or
visit www.fdic.gov. In addition, always
read mailings from issuers to ensure you’re
up-to-date on any account changes.
