ctualmente observamos que hay
chicos que utilizan todas las
presiones posibles para alcanzar

sus caprichos. Pero los educadores, tanto
padres como profesores, no pueden ceder
a sus deseos injustificados, sino mas bien
transmitirles el mensaje de que no van
a ceder al chantaje pueril.

Ecuarenta afios atrés, el Dr. Martin

Luther King fue asesinado. Este
mes, en enero 15 del 1929 habia nacido
en Atlanta, Georgia, y la nacién que fue
testigo de su larga dedicacion y ardua senda
al martirio que se ha convertido en su huella
en esta tierra se detiene por unas horas para
encender una vela en la tercera semana del
mes y recordarlo con respeto.

No creo que sea capaz O siquiera
autorizado para escribir sobre la vida de este
hombre y reflexionar sobre la dimension
verdadera de su vida. Pero eso estd bien.
Otros han hecho lo mismo con méas prosa
y sabor que yo, tal vez con mas derecho
también.

n April 4, 1968, almost forty
Oyears ago, Dr. Martin Luther

King Jr. was assassinated.
This month, on January 15 1929 he
was been born in Atlanta, Georgia,
and the country that witnessed his
long dedication and arduous path to
martyrdom that has become his mark
on this earth stops for a few hours to
light a candle on the third week to
remember him with respect.

I don’t believe | am capable or
even authorized to write about the life
of this man and reflect about the true
measure and dimension of his life. But
that is OK. Others have done so with
more prose and flavor than me, perhaps
with more right as well. But I think
I can share a thought or two with my
readers about a life that has become a
beacon of hope for humanity, a beacon
that was extinguished by the hand of a
criminal who represented the worst in
all of us, but a beacon that continues to
shine to this day.

It is easy to reflect on his life and
lose the real meaning and reach of
what he did. One remembers the tired
and angry faces of those who marched
with him and may reach the erroneous
conclusion that he was fighting a black
cause alone. Don’t get me wrong, his
immediate goal was to raise the living
condition of those who shared his
roots and his race, but his train was not
meant to stop at that station. His goal
was to liberate all of us. | don’t care if
our skin is white or brown, if we suffer
an injustice he died for us as well.

This month, as we sit and watch
the normal political controversies that
surround our nation’s electoral primary
process, we see a new nation, the 21st
Century America, taking shape in
front of us and we have no recourse
other than to marvel at the vision

LISA talking about the album. Did she
record a song with you for the album
too?

BYLLI: LISA LISA is one of my best
friends in the music industry. To me she
is my sister, best friend and confidant. She
is my mentor. She has guided me through
quite a lot and | love her more than you
could possibly know. As for recording with
me for the album, because of conflicting
schedules, we did not yet get to record. But
there will be a single from us together in the
very near future.

Q: How did you come up with the idea of
recording with artists from the ‘80s?

BYLLI: One morning LISALISA called me
and asked if | knew any song writers, | told
her that | do, then mentioned that | am doing
a new album too and | just asked the Fat
Boys if they would do a song with me just
to be told I would have to pay thousands.
LISA LISA then said to me, “Oh, Bylli, |
would never charge you to record a song

with you; you are one of my best friends.”
| said, "Is this your way of saying you'll
record a song with me?" We got a song
penned called "Music Is My Life" and it
will soon be recorded and released as a
single — hopefully, for later this year.

Q: Interesting how things come about.
So how did you happen to get the other
artists on board?

BYLLI: That brings me back to LISA
LISA. She knows I have a lot of celebrity
friends. | have been in the business for 20
years. | was never with a major label and
always liked to have total control of what |
do. Especially after what my good friends
RICKY MARTIN and JORDAN KNIGHT
have told me about from their pasts. LISA
LISA suggested | contact all my friends
to see if anyone wanted to work with
me. Within minutes | got responses from
Freestyle artist NOCERA to R&B legends
JAY KING (Club Nouveau) and ORAN'
JUICE JONES to rap artists MC SHAN
and ROB BASE. | recorded over 40 songs
this year. Only a handful made the album.
After all the talk and discussion with these
artists | carefully selected who | wanted to
work with since everyone wanted to jump
on. | wanted a vibe that would define me.
So | got to work with everyone | wanted
except one: CYNDI LAUPER.

Q: Why didn't you get to work with
Cyndi Lauper?

BYLLI: She had just come out with a new
album herself called "Memphis Blues".
She has been touring non-stop all year and
I am so proud of her. Her album was #1 for
months on the Billboard Blues charts and
the album gave her a Grammy Nomination.
She's my idol. I love Cyndi.

Q: Of all the people you recorded with,
any favorites?

BYLLI: That's a tough one. But I will say
that recording with SAMANTHA FOX was
a dream come true. When | was a teen in
the '80s | wrote a song called "London to
LawTown" and the song was about dancing
all night long. 1 always imagined it as a
duet with Samantha Fox. When | told her
about it, she said, "Let’s Do It". | was in
shock. Itwas a dream come true. | actually
performed the song over the summer at the
Labor Day festival here in Lawrence and the
crowd seemed to love it. But yeah, That's
the song/artist that meant the most to me.

Q: | see this album being promoted as
a ""Dance" album. What kind of dance
music is on this record? Is it a style of
music from the '80s?

BYLLI: No, not really. It's a club style
album. As in club music with the steady
kick drum that just makes you want to dance.
There's also some slower tempo songs such
as "Give It 2 Me 1 Time" featuring NU
SHOOZ. And of course there are some
freestyle dance tracks in there too. Had to
do that because of my early beginnings.

Q: Speaking of early beginnings, you
say you have been in the business for 20
years. How did it all start? What was
your first song?

BYLLI: Yes, my first official single came
out in 1991. It was called "Girl Hang It

Anyhow, that letter eventually became the
lyrics to "Girl Hang It Up" with some minor
changes in the lyrics.

Q: 20 years. Yikes! That's a mighty long
time.

BYLLI: Yes, and to celebrate, the original
song "Girl Hang It Up" is included on
my new album along with a new 20th
Anniversary remix by Fred 'The Edit'
Rivera. He is a master at freestyle remixes.
He produced and remixed the new version
of the song for the album.

Q: Congrats on that! 20 years! So what
other producers have you worked with
on this album?

BYLLI: I have worked with a handful of
producers. One of my favorites being Keith
Kemper. He produced the songs | did with
SAMANTHA FOX, TIFFANY & BOY
GEORGE. He also produced the songs
"Waste of Time" and "Stop Breathin on
Me". Another amazing producer is Joseph
Barone, he produced the songs | did with
NU SHOOZ and U.T.F.O.

Q: UTFEO.? As in '"Roxanne,

BYLLI: Exactly! Myself and MIX

Barone and remixed by The Phlexican.
Another one of my favorites on the album.

Q: Nice to see some old school hip-hop on
your album!
BYLLI: Oh, and did | mention that SALT
N PEPA's lady DJ SPINDERELLA did the
album intro?

Q: Did all these artists and producers
write the songs with you? How did that
work?

BYLLI: Actually, No. | wrote everything
with the exception of "Prove Your Love"
which is a remake of the 1987 dance classic
originally done by my good friend TAYLOR
DAYNE.

Q: I got to go back a bit.. BOY
GEORGE!

BYLLI: Yes, BOY GEORGE is a friend of
mine. Known him for about two years now.
Like Cyndi Lauper, he is also an inspiration
to me and a role model. He taught me that
it’s okay to be myself. That it’s okay to be
different and be creative without fear. Love
that man!

Q: The first single from the album "IT'S
OKAY BOY"™ Featuring TIFFANY
was released last month. How did that
song come about and how did you meet
TIFFANY?

BYLLI: TIFFANY was actually the last
artist 1 worked with because she was the
last artist to contact me. She actually made
a post on my FaceBook wall saying she
wanted to work with me so | hit her up and
we went from there. When we had our first
meeting | told her what | wanted to do.
With all the Gay Teen Suicides that were
happening at that time, | told her | wanted
to do a song about it. "Okay to be Gay".
She was totally for it. There's a preview
on YouTube and the single is out now on
iTunes, Amazon, etc.

Q: | am really excited about this aloum?
When and where can we find it?

BYLLI: The album will be released on CD
and through all digital download outlets
worldwide starting January 18th. Amazon.
com, iTunes, CD Baby, CD Connection,
Newbury Comics, etc.

Always good to
see someone local doing big things.
BYLLI: Thank You.

He got so tired
of winters that he was calling from Florida
— where he had moved to.

HUD Awards $7M in Grants to Protect
Children from Lead and other Home

Hazards

Funding to make low-income housing
safer and healthier

The U.S. Dept. of Housing and
Urban Development  today
awarded more than $7 million in
grants to the cities of Brockton, Lawrence
and Somerville to conduct a wide range
of activities intended to protect children
and families from potentially dangerous
lead-based paint and other home health
and safety hazards in Massachusetts.
The City of Lawrence will be receiving
$3,100,000.

Nationally, HUD awarded nearly
$127 million. The grant funding
announced will clean up lead and other
health hazards in more than 11,000
homes, train workers in lead safety
methods, and increase public awareness
about childhood lead poisoning. Lead is
a known toxin that can impair children’s
development and have effects lasting
into adulthood. Other materials in the
home can trigger allergic responses and
asthma.

“Protecting the health, and indeed the
futures, of our children is a top priority
for HUD. We cannot allow children to be
poisoned in their own homes,” said HUD
Secretary Shaun Donovan. “These grants

will help communities around the nation
to protect families from lead exposure
and other significant health and safety
hazards.”

HUD Deputy Secretary Ron Sims
added: “With these grant awards, HUD
makes it clear that providing healthy and
safe homes for families and children is a
priority. It’s simple: you can’t be healthy
if your home is sick. There are far too
many ‘sick homes’ in our communities, and
these funds will target the worst of those
homes. HUD is committed to protecting
children from these hazards, as part of
the Department’s effort to help make the
nation’s housing healthy and sustainable.”

Through these grants, HUD’s Office
of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard
Control promotes local efforts to eliminate
dangerous lead hazards from lower income
homes; stimulates private sector investment
in lead hazard control; and educates the
public about the dangers of lead-based
paint.

Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard Control
Grant Programs

Even though lead-based paint was
banned for residential use in 1978, HUD
estimates that approximately 24 million
homes still have significant lead-based
paint hazards today. Lead-contaminated

dust is the primary cause of lead exposure
and can lead to a variety of health problems
in young children, including reduced 1Q,
learning disabilities, developmental delays,
reduced height, and impaired hearing. At
higher levels, lead can damage a child's
kidneys and central nervous system and
cause anemia, coma, convulsions and even
death.

The funding announced today includes
more than $114 million to cities, counties
and states to eliminate dangerous lead paint
hazards in thousands of privately-owned,
low-income housing units. These funds
are provided through HUD’s Lead-Based
Paint Hazard Control and Lead Hazard
Reduction Demonstration grant programs.
To expand the reach of HUD’s Lead Hazard
Control Program, more than $13 million
of this funding will support new grantees.
HUD is also providing nearly $2.3 million
to help communities transform their
lead hazard control programs to address
multiple housing-related hazards. Finally,
HUD will award $10 million in Healthy
Homes Production grant funds to address
housing-related health hazards, such as
accidental injury, mold and moisture, and
carbon monoxide poisoning, through direct
improvements that affect the health of
children and elderly adults.

of the remaining balance, ask the merchant
to scan the card, call the toll-free number
on the card or verify it on the card issuer's
website provided. Some store-branded
cards can be reloaded; and most can be
replaced if lost or stolen — although you
may have to provide proof of purchase and
pay a replacement fee.

The 2009 Credit Card Accountability,
Responsibility and Disclosure Act changed
laws governing gift cards sold on or after
August 22, 2010. It requires that:

*  Money loaded on gift cards must not
expire for at least five years from date

of purchase or after funds were last
reloaded.

e Ifthe card expires but the underlying
funds have not, you can request a free
replacement card.

e Inactivity, account maintenance
and service fees may not be charged
until after 12 months of inactivity; after
that, only one such fee may be deducted
from the balance each month. (Fees for
activation or lost/stolen card replacement
are exempt.)

e Fees must be clearly disclosed on the
card or its packaging.

You may be able to use multiple cards for
a single purchase — say you have several
low-balance Starbucks cards.

If you don't care for a particular retailer,
consider trading gift cards with friends.
Or check out some of the websites that
have sprung up where you can buy,
sell or swap certain kinds of gift cards,
such as CardHub (www.cardhub.com),
Plastic Jungle (www.plasticjungle.com),
and Swapagift.com (www.swapagift.
com). Just make sure you understand
any transaction or registration fees or
commissions that may be charged.

A few additional safeguards:

e If you have a retail gift card and the
company goes out of business, you may
forfeit the balance.

e« Be cautious when trading cards
with strangers. For example, if using a
third-party exchange site, ask about their
verification policies and check with the
Better Business Bureau (www.bbb.org)
for complaints.

e Avoid unsolicited offers for free
cards that sound too good to be true.
By following spam links you could
jeopardize your personal information.

eternity. We now know what maintained
his hope: “I have a dream,” he said in
Washington on August 28, 1963, “that my
four little children will one day live in a
nation where they will not be judged by the
color of their skin but by the content of their
character.” For the first time in our history
we see an African American and a woman
vying for the top leadership position in the
country and we believe it is possible that
they might succeed.

Of course, there are still those who hate
and wallow in the mud of prejudice because
they have no other reason to express their
weak beliefs and confuse tradition with
inaction. But those sands of ignorance and
misunderstanding are being wiped out by a
tsunami like ocean of faith in the American
future. And there are many more that are
willing to raise their eyes and see now the
top of the mountain that became Dr. King’s
sole revelation at the time. We don’t know
the details of where this newfound hope is
going to lead us. We cannot fathom the end
of the road in terms of personalities, actually
that is irrelevant, but we are absolutely sure
that this new paradigm is the harvest from
the seed planted by a man named Martin
who was not afraid to die for his dream.
Death, after all, befalls us all sooner or
later; immortality only a few.

And that is my point of view today.
