Desde las 10 de la
noche del domingo, él habia vertido seis
cargas de nieve alli.

Segun el reporte policial, el duefio
Darren Caruso llegé a la escena y admitio
que €l habia dicho a todos sus conductores,
que estaba bien lanzar la nieve en el rio. "Es
demasiada nieve, ;dénde voy a echarla?",
dijo a la policia.

Caruso también admitié que cuenta
con cuatro camiones de trabajo y que ha
arrojado 15 cargas alli, pero no queria que
la EPA interviniera.

La EPA sera
consultada y cargos estan pendientes ",
concluyd el informe policial.

Cuando el Alcalde Lantigua fue
contactado para pedirle un comentario,
éste se puso furioso. "Por muchos afios
forasteros han utilizado Lawrence como
basurero del area, ahora es nieve. Esta
nieve estd altamente contaminada con
sal, aceite, anticongelante y muchos otros
contaminantes que se acumulan en los
estacionamientos y las calles y volcar todo
eso en el rio, para mi es criminal”, dijo el

alcalde.

Similar reaccién vino de la Directora
Ejecutiva del Merrimack River Watershed
Council, Catherine Arning, cuando Rumbo

Arning escribi6:  "Estamos  muy
contentos de que el Alcalde Lantigua esta
tomando el tema de arrojar nieve en el
rio Merrimack tan en serio.

t’s in the Boston television news. The local English daily paper is reporting it. The
I EPA is been consulted and charges are pending. Wow!

The news brought in the early hours of Monday, January 31st, 2011 when
Lawrence Mayor William Lantigua spotted trucks loaded with snow, being dumped
into the Merrimack River from an area located at 60 Island Street. They are owned and
operated by General Contractor Darren Caruso.

On March 22, 2007 —Edition 261-L, Rumbo published an article under the title:
*Snow being brought and dumped in Lawrence’.

We wrote that on March 20, 2007, trucks bearing the names of EarthWorks, from
Andover and Caruso Brothers were dumping snow from Mill Falls Apartments’ parking
lot, in Methuen by Landscaper Darren Caruso, and piled by a retaining wall by the
Merrimack River, in a lot next to Southwick Clothing.

Looking for answers, Rumbo contacted Myles Burke, then Acting Inspectional
Services Commissioner who said that he did not know who owns the space where the
snow was being dumped, but if whoever dumped the snow was the owner, he probably
has the right to do it.

We also called Lawrence Community Police Sergeant Don Cronin and left a
detailed voice message on his phone at the Police Station. Until retiring, Sergeant
Cronin monitored illegal trash dumping in the city. He never responded to that call.

Mike Morley, then Acting DPW Director was also contacted. He said, “I wonder
why anybody has to dump snow from Methuen in Lawrence. I’ll see what | can find.”
We are still waiting for his findings.

Then we contacted the Wetlands Hot Line of the Massachusetts Department of
Environmental Protection Agency. We wanted to know the impact in the Merrimack
River of melting snow being picked up from a parking lot. \We are still waiting for their
response.

“There is a concern of potential contamination to the river,” expressed Tennis Lilly,
head of the Conservation Commission who brought this matter before the board on
Tuesday, April 10, 2007, and that was the last time we heard of Tennis Lilly.

Fortunately for the City of Lawrence and all the others down the river, we have a
New Sheriff in Town as he said the night he took responsibility of the city government.
Lantigua pledged to change City Hall’s philosophy and one of them is not governing
from his chair but doing some patrolling.

ccording to Lawrence Mayor
AWiIIiam Lantigua, for the past few

days he has noticed large trucks,
loaded with snow, being driven through the
city. Late last Sunday night, while driving
around, he spotted two of those trucks and
followed them to the end of Island Street.

Lantigua then contacted Lawrence
Police Sgt. Raso who was patrolling the area
and proceeded to stop one of the drivers.

The operator was Robert Keen, driving
a truck registered to NEC Paving and
Equipment Corp., out of Methuen, who
admitted to dumping snow in the Merrimack
River, wrote Sgt. Raso in his report.

Mr. Keen also said that the snow was
coming from a CVS Pharmacy in North
Andover, adding that he had permission
from General Contractor Darren Caruso,
with offices at 60 Island Street to dump the
snow there. Since 10 PM Sunday night, he
had dumped six loads of snow there.

According to the police report, owner
Darren Caruso arrived on the scene and
admitted that he told all his drivers, it was
OK to throw the snow in the river. “It’s just
too much snow, where else can | put it?” he

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told the police.

Caruso also admitted having four
trucks working and that he had dumped
15 loads there, but did not want the EPA
involved.

The area was secured until further
investigation. EPA will be consulted
and charges are pending, concluded the
police report.

When contacted for comments,
Mayor Lantigua was furious. “For
years, outsiders have used Lawrence as
a dumping ground for the area’s trash,
now it’s snow. This snow is highly
contaminated with salt, oil, antifreeze
and many other pollutants lying in the
parking lots and streets and to dump all
that into the river, to me is criminal,” said
the Mayor.

Similar reaction came from the
Merrimack River Watershed Council
Executive Director, Catherine Arning,
when Rumbo contacted her.

Arning wrote: “We are pleased
that Mayor Lantigua is taking the issue
of dumping snow into the Merrimack
River so seriously. Many people think
‘It's just snow, what is the big deal?’
without realizing that it is not just snow.
It includes all of the salt and sand spread
on the road to make the snow and ice
melt faster for safe driving, and it also
includes trash, the oils and vehicle fluids
that inevitably leak from our cars onto
the roads and parking areas.

Pollution in any river is a big deal
for the fish and other organisms that
live in or depend on the river, but it is
an especially big deal for rivers like the
Merrimack, which is a source of drinking
water as well as home to the endangered
species, the Shortnose Sturgeon.

While this particular dumping site
in Lawrence is downstream of drinking
water intakes, the Merrimack River
Watershed Council has received reports
of similar dumping happening further
upstream, where contaminants could get
into our drinking water here.

So, for those who ask why we should
not dump snow in the river, our response
is, "Do you want to drink that dirty snow,
or eat the shellfish harvested at the mouth
of the river that have absorbed those
pollutants into their flesh?"

n el sistema democrético actual se

los partidos, pero ¢la mayoria de la
poblacion puede caer en errores? Alo largo
de la historia vemos que durante miles de
afios ha habido un consenso generalizado
de que era el Sol el que se moviay la Tierra
estaba quieta. Después se pensd que el
Sol estaba inmovil y la Tierra giraba a su
alrededor.

Para no caer en esos errores por mayoria
se ve necesaria una mayor formacion
intelectual y cultural de la poblacion, que
sepa reflexionar sobre la realidad y sea
capaz de llegar a consensos por mayoria en
los grandes problemas politicos y sociales
de la humanidad.

Director del Departamento de
Elecciones en Lawrence, aboga por
identificacion de votantes

Autoridades estatales no
aprueban identificacion para votar
argumentando discriminacion.

I Director del Departamento
Ede Elecciones, Rafael Tejeda,

inform6 en el programa “Mirada
de Mujer”, producido por una servidora,
haber solicitado en tres ocasiones
diferentes, el establecimiento de una
identificacion para los votantes, “Porque
entendemos a diferencia de como dicen
las autoridades estatales de que el uso de
éste, no produce ninguna discriminacion
como ellos alegan; nosotros venimos
de paises pobres como la Republica
Dominicana y Puerto Rico, donde nadie
se imagina que alguien vaya a votar sin
un carnet electoral”.

Aclard que no estd pidiendo que
sea un carnet electoral especificamente,
sino por lo menos una identificacion
estandar para todo el mundo, que podria
ser su licencia de conducir o carnet de
estudiante, pero dijo en ese sentido que
“cada vez que se ve la posibilidad de
gue tengamos una identificacion para
el proceso electoral, siempre se termina
diciendo que eso seria discriminatorio y
que eso podria atentar contra los derechos
civiles de las personas”.

Inform6 que aproximadamente diez
afios atras, se inici6 un movimiento
en varias ciudades con el objetivo de
producir una identificacion electoral
para todo el estado, sin obtener ningln
resultado positivo; es decir que,
“independientemente de los argumentos
de fraude o no, siempre confrontamos los

mismos problemas”. Sefial6 ademas que
hay organizaciones sin fines de lucro que
tienen los mismos alegatos, por lo que no
apoyan dicha peticion.

En otro orden el sefior Tejeda manifestd
que hay personas que confunden el voto
temprano con el voto ausente, aclarando
que éste es para personas que por motivos
de incapacidad fisica o de viaje, no pueden
asistir al lugar de votacion el dia de las
elecciones, mientras que el voto temprano,
es un recurso que utilizan algunos estados
para aquellos votantes que no quieren hacer
largas filas, y optan por ir una semana o tres
dias antes del proceso.

Enfatiz6 que “el votar ausente, aln
sabiendo que estara en la ciudad el dia
de las elecciones, es una violacién”.

El proyecto de ley
proporciona a todas las empresas con sede
en Massachusetts la opcion voluntaria para
incentivar la contratacion, la inversion y

expansion, mientras que atrae empresas
para reubicarse a Massachusetts. Esta
propuesta se aplicard gradualmente durante
un periodo de cinco afios. Segun la Camara
de Comercio de Greater Boston, esta
propuesta tiene el potencial para crear entre
32,000 y 37,000 puestos de trabajo cuando
se aplique plenamente, y los puestos de
trabajo generarian significativos ingresos
en una nueva némina y de impuestos de
venta y de propiedad.

En diciembre, la tasa de desempleo del
estado fue de 8.2 por ciento, y las tasas de
desempleo contindan en los dos digitos en
algunos ambitos, entre ellos Lawrence. El
proyecto apoyara el desarrollo econémico
en ciudades a través de las iniciativas de
Gateway Cities para fomentar la creacion de
empleo. Esasiniciativasincluyenprogramas
como el Gateway Cities Manufacturing
Retention Program que otorga créditos de
impuesto sobre la creacién de empleo a
las empresas que conserven por lo menos
50 puestos de trabajo o la creacién de al
menos 25 puestos de trabajo en la ciudad.
El proyecto de ley también incluye nuevas
iniciativas como crédito fiscal reembolsable
de $2,500 para los empleadores de Gateway
Cities basado en que contratan a residentes
de Massachusetts como nuevos empleados
a tiempo completo.

Este proyecto de ley garantizara la
financiacién del Fondo de Capacitacion
Laboral, proporcionando a las juntas de
inversidn los recursos que necesitan para
incrementar el conjunto de habilidades de
la fuerza laboral de la region a través de
re-entrenamiento.  También se esforzard
para mejorar la canalizacién de la juventud
asociandose con las escuelas secundarias
y escuelas técnicas para educar y formar
a los estudiantes que ingresan a la fuerza
laboral.

Mientras tanto, Gregory Morris, quien
trabaja en el Departamento de Obras
Publicas, no haya recibido la demanda
por su renuncia, por lo tanto, no esta
claro a qué especificamente la agencia se
referia en dicha carta.

Sinembargo,
los cuatro anglos antes que yo fueron
elegidos primero y luego habian obtenido
empleo con la ciudad - por lo tanto he
sido discriminado”, explicé Bonet.

Cuando Richard Aybar le pregunt6
por cuando se sumergira en estos puestos
de voluntarios, Frank dijo: "En este
momento, necesito tiempo para pensar
acerca de como llegué a esta situacion
para que no se repita. Desde que entré
en el ejército de los EE.UU., siempre
he servido éticamente, con integridad y
honor. He traido conmigo esos valores al
mundo civil, y le dije a todo el que quiso
escuchar (o que me pregunto), que si en
algiin momento alguna autoridad superior
del estado dijeraque no estaba actuando de
acuerdo con las normas, que yo eliminaria
esa percepcion.

0 nombrado para una posicion no
compensada con una agencia publica
en el mismo nivel de gobierno,
incluyendo una posicion con la

misma agencia en la que el empleado
publico esta sirviendo, siempre que el
empleado comunique a la autoridad de
nombramiento del empleado sobre la
eleccion o nombramiento a la posicion
no compensada. Las personas que
actuan dentro de esta exencion quedan
sujetos a las demas prohibiciones de
MGL c. 268A, incluyendo pero no
limitado a, M.G.L. c. 268A, §§ 8A, 15A

c. 268A, 8§ 6, 13y 19 que tratan
sobre self-dealing, y MGL c. 268A,

§ 23, las normas de conducta.

Las preguntas continGan en cuanto
a como el Distrito C estara representado
en el Comité Escolar. Dependiendo de la
cantidad de tiempo hasta la proxima toma
de posesion de los funcionarios electos, la
Ciudad podria tener elecciones especiales
(incurriendo en costos) o el concilio podra

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Frank Bonet Resigns Elected School
Committee Seat

chool Committee Member Frank
SBonet handed his resignation to the

Lawrence City Clerk as a Lawrence
Public School Committee member, an
elected position he won for District C
during the last election.

Frank stated last Saturday on
CrossOver, on WCCM 1110 AM, “It is
with great regret that | informed the City
of Lawrence of my resignation from my
elected seat in the Lawrence Public School
Committee. Running for, and serving in,
office is something I’ve always wanted to
do and this is a very difficult decision for
me to follow through. I’ve always served
my country and my community.”

Mr. Bonet was instructed by the
Commonwealth’s Ethics Commission that
he could no longer serve in that capacity
while also serving as an employee of the City
of Lawrence. Frank seemed devastated by
the forced decision. Meanwhile, Gregory
Morris, who works in the Department of
Public Works has not received such demand
so, it is unclear to what specifically that
agency was referring in that letter.

Richard Aybar suggested that perhaps
it is because his wife works for the School
Department and that could be considered a
conflict of interests. Bonet explained that
Mr. Morris” wife also works for the school
system and has not received anything.
He went further explaining that when the
Committee is going to discuss something
relative to the school’s union contract or
having to do with salaries, he must leave
the room and later abstain from voting on
the subject.

Mr. Bonet told Rumbo “I am
devastated that | cannot serve the students
of my district in the capacity of an elected
official. However, | am prepared to serve
my community in other roles. There are
always non-elected volunteer positions and

non-city positions in which I could provide
my services.”

Rumbo has investigated that of the
previous four or five Lawrence Public
Schools Committee members who were
also employees of the City, he seems to
be the first Latino to hold both positions
and the first to be forced to resign. We are
publishing a complete list on this page with
job titles and dates.

“The State Ethics stated that if | was an
employee first and then an elected official
that it would be fine for me to serve both
positions. However, the four Anglos before
me just like me were elected first and then
had employment with the city - hence the
discrimination,” Bonet explained.

When asked by Richard Aybar when he
would immerse himself into these volunteer
positions Frank said, “At this time, | need
some time to think about how I arrived at
this situation so I won’t repeat the condition.
Since | enlisted in the US Army, I’ve always
served ethically, with integrity and honor.
I brought along with me those values into
the civilian world, and | told everyone
who would listen (or who questioned me),
that if at any time some higher authority
of the Commonwealth stated | was not in
accordance with any rules, that I would
eliminate that perception. | am eliminating
it; however, | am confused as to the reason
others before me have never been forced
to resign by any government agency of the
Commonwealth. That is the disturbing part
that | can’t seem to comprehend.”

Rumbo Newspaper found that a
December 2010 law, 930 CMR 6.02(3),
would allow Mr. Bonet to remain in office
and in the position as an employee of the
City of Lawrence. It reads as follows:

6.02: Exemptions to Encourage
\olunteer Public Service, and to
Promote Education, Training, and

Professional Development

(3) Exemptions.

(a) A public employee, or a person with
an existing direct or indirect financial
interest in a public contract, does not
violate M.G.L. c. 268A, §§ 7, 14, or
20 by being elected or appointed to

an uncompensated position with a
public agency at the same level of
government, including such a position
with the same agency in which the
public employee is serving, provided
that the employee makes a disclosure
to the employee's original appointing
authority upon election or appointment
to the uncompensated position. Persons
acting within this exemption remain
subject to the other prohibitions of
M.G.L. c. 268A, including, but not
limited to, M.G.L. c. 268A, §§ 8A,
15A, and 21A concerning election and
appointment by public boards; M.G.L.
c. 268A, 8§ 6, 13, and 19 concerning
self dealing; and M.G.L. c. 268A,

§ 23, the standards of conduct.

Questions still remain as to how District C
will be represented in the LPS. Depending
on the amount of time until the next
swearing of elected officials, the City could
have special elections (that will incur cost)
or the City Council may be able to vote on
assigning nominated individuals into the
District C seat. Whichever way they decide
to go, Frank is planning to run again later
this year for the same position because he
feel very strongly that he was discriminated
against by that government agency.

“As personnel director, | know what
constitutes discrimination and that is
exactly what has happened in my case,” he
said during the radio interview.

Senator Barry Finegold Makes Job Creation

Top Priority

New Bill to Give Tax Incentives and
Promote Job Growth

en. Barry Finegold has signed on
Sas lead co-sponsor of a bill aimed

to stimulate the economy and
increase job growth in Massachusetts.
The bill, titled “An act encouraging a
better business climate and job creation in
the Commonwealth” and filed with Sen.
Michael Rodrigues (D—Westport), has
garnered bipartisan support from legislators,
constituents  and  business-orientated
organizations. Finegold collaborated with
Sen. Rodrigues and business organizations
to create this package of incentives to help
kick-start job creation.

“I made a promise to make job-creation
my top priority. When | would knock on
doors during the campaign, the number-one
issue | would hear about was jobs. We need

to find innovative ways to get the people of
this district and the Commonwealth back
to work. And that is exactly what this bill
aims to do,” said Barry Finegold. “The
unemployment rate is decreasing—but not
fast enough. 1 will do all I can to see that
this landmark bill is passed.”

John Regan, Executive Vice President
for Government Affairs of the Associated
Industries of  Massachusetts  (AIM),
commended the bill. “On behalf of our
members and their employees, AIM thanks
Senator Rodrigues for authoring this bill
and Senator Finegold for co-sponsoring it,”
Regan said. “Improving the state’s business
climate is our highest priority and this bill
moves in the right direction by proposing
health care cost containment provisions,

unemployment insurance reforms,
workforce training and tort reforms as well
as targeted tax credits for job creation and
other small business tax reforms.”

“Small businesses need help in these
economic times—they are the backbone
of our economy. This bill will help such
businesses control health care costs by
allowing them to count employees that
have qualifying health insurance coverage
from another source, like a spouse or
parent, towards their compliance rate as a
‘contributing employer’,” Finegold said.
“This will help businesses reach their
threshold requirement set by their health
insurance provider and avoid having to pay
a penalty.”

In addition, the bill will provide

small businesses with a tax credit for
creating new in-state jobs and rehiring
laid-off employees. The bill provides
all Massachusetts-based companies the
voluntary option of electing single sales
factor tax apportionment to encourage in-
state hiring, investment, and expansion,
while attracting out-of state companies to
relocate to Massachusetts. This proposal
would be phased in over a five-year period.
According to the Greater Boston Chamber
of Commerce, this proposal has the potential
to create 32,000 to 37,000 jobs when it is
fully implemented, and those jobs would

Thinking of
Getting a
Puppy?

puppy can be a fantastic
addition to the family, but not
ithout cost: time, money, and

a big commitment. Dogs are their most
impressionable from birth to 3 months
of age, so it is very important that
your dog be given plenty of positive
experiences during this time, to ensure
that she become a good citizen with
basic manners. Dogs at this age are
like modeling clay: every experience
leaves an impression, whether good or
bad.

Sadly, puppies that are taken away
from their mothers and littermates
before 8 weeks of age, despite how
often they are handled by people,
are much more likely to develop
behavior problems that are difficult,
if not impossible, to reverse. All too
often we see and hear about puppies
who were taken away as young as
3 or 4 weeks of age. This is MUCH
too young! Puppies learn all kinds of
important behaviors from their mothers
and littermates that humans just can’t
recreate.

One of the most important lessons
that young dogs learn is how to use
a soft mouth. It’s very normal for
puppies to play-bite and play-fight
with one another: it’s how they explore
the world around them and learn how
to interact with each other. Puppies not
only learn appropriate bite pressure,
but they also learn how to self-correct
when they are too rough. This ability
to monitor bite pressure, called “bite
inhibition,” is established from the
time a dog is born until she is about
4 months old. Dogs who don’t learn
bite inhibition are much more likely
to break skin if they ever bite, because
they don’t have an understanding of
their own strength and what “hurts.”

Mother dogs should provide
good examples to their pups, greeting
people in a friendly manner and
seeking attention. However, a fearful
mother dog is not a good example for
her pups, and should not be allowed
to have puppies. Mother dogs also
provide significant nutrition to their

l ' n cachorro puede ser una fantastica
adicion a la familia, pero no sin
costo: tiempo, dinero y un gran

compromiso. Los perros son los mas
impresionables desde el nacimiento hasta
los 3 meses de edad, por lo que es muy
importante que su perro se tenga un monton
de experiencias positivas durante este
tiempo, para asegurarse de que se convierte
en un buen ciudadano con modales
basicos. Los perros de esta edad son como
la plastilina: cada experiencia deja una
impresion, ya sea buena o mala.

Lamentablemente, los cachorros que
son separados de sus madres y hermanos
de camada antes de las 8 semanas de
edad, a pesar de la frecuencia con que
son manejados por personas, son mucho
méas propensos a desarrollar problemas
de comportamiento que son dificiles, si
no imposible, de revertir. Con demasiada
frecuencia vemos y oimos acerca de los
cachorros que se llevaron tan menores
como de 3 6 4 semanas de edad. jEsto es
muy joven! Los cachorros aprenden todo
tipo de comportamientos importante de
sus madres y hermanos de camada que los
humanos simplemente no pueden volver a
crear.

Una de las lecciones mas importantes
que los perros pequefios aprenden es cdmo
usar una boca suave. Es muy normal que
los cachorros jueguen con mordidas y
luchen-uno con el otro: es la forma en que
exploran el mundo que les rodea y aprenden
a interactuar entre si. Los cachorros
no s6lo aprenden sobre la presion de la
mordida adecuada, pero también aprender
a autocorregirse cuando son demasiado
fuertes. Esta capacidad de controlar la
presion es llamada "la inhibicién de la
mordida", se establece desde el momento
del nacimiento hasta que un perro tiene
aproximadamente 4 meses de edad. Los
perros que no aprenden la inhibicion de
la mordida son mucho mas probables
que rompan la piel, si es que alguna vez
muerden, porgue no tienen una comprension
de su propia fuerza y lo que "duele”.

Las madres de los perros deben dar
buenos ejemplos a sus crias, saludando
a la gente en una manera amistosa y la
busqueda de atencién. Sin embargo, un
perro cuya madre es temerosa no es un
buen ejemplo para sus cachorros, y no se
le debe permitir que tenga cachorros. La
madre también proporciona una nutricion
significativa a sus crias durante las primeras
6-8 semanas de vida que no puede ser
sustituida con la férmula.

MAJORITY
CONSENSUS

n the current democratic system
I governed by a majority vote of the
parties but, is it possible for most
people to make mistakes? Throughout
history we see that for thousands of years
it has been a general consensus that the Sun
was moving and the Earth was still. Then it
was thought the Sun was stationary and the
Earth revolved around it. Now we know
that all stars are moving at high speed on
their orbits. How valid was the consensus
of most people that defended the immaobility
of the Earth?

Most other errors have been the
acceptance of slavery and the denial of
children and women’s rights. In both
cases, Christianity has made great efforts to
address these injustices.

At other times the exalted sentiments
of a majority’s consensus have taken a lead
that in calmer circumstances they would
not. It is said that when the Peruvian police
arrested the creator and leader of the terrorist
group Sendero Luminoso, the vast majority
of people called for hisimmediate execution.
But writer Mario Vargas-Llosa was quick to
express his opposition to the death penalty.
Many replied that most of the people were
calling for the death penalty and therefore
they should comply with this consensus.
To this the writer replied that, “the majority
is wrong. Enlightened minority should be
given a battle by explaining that the death
penalty is an aberration.”

The error is typical of minorities and
majorities, and that consensus does not
guarantee good and truth. The important
thing is not achieving consensus, but that
said consensus is faithful to reality. Cancer
is not bad because the majority decides so,
but by its own reality. Fromm said that “the
fact that millions of people suffer the same
forms of mental pathology does not make
those people well-balanced people.”

To avoid falling into those errors by
majoritythereisaneedforgreaterintellectual
and cultural life of the population, who can
reflect on the reality and be able to reach
majority consensus on major political and
social problems of mankind.

FREE FILE: IRS announces Free File Software

freefile> . All Free File members must
meet certain security requirements and
use the latest in encryption technology
to protect taxpayers’ information.

Seventy percent of taxpayers are
eligible for Free File software. It’s
perfect for first-time filers, families
looking to save money or older
Americans adept at using the Internet.

People with an adjusted gross
income of $58,000 or less are eligible
for at least one software product
if not more. Each of the Free File
software providers sets their own
eligibility requirements, usually based
on qualifiers such as income, state
residency, age or military status.

The easiest way to locate a
software provider is to use the online
tool that, with a little of a taxpayer’s
personal information, can identify
matching products. Or, taxpayers can
review all providers and their offers.
Some software providers also offer
state income tax preparation for free or
for a fee.

For taxpayers whose incomes are
more than $58,000, there’s Free File
Fillable Forms. This program is best
for taxpayers experienced in preparing
their own federal tax returns. For
people who prefer doing their taxes the
old fashioned way — by paper — this is
an electronic alternative.

Free File Fillable Forms performs
some math calculations and provides
links to some IRS publications. It
does not use the familiar question-
and-answer format used by software.
Taxpayers can e-file the forms for free.
It also does not support state income
tax returns.

Taxpayers must access the tax
products through IRS.gov to avoid any
charges for preparing or e-file a federal
tax return. Free File partners also are
prohibited from repeatedly trying to
sell taxpayers other products.

Once taxpayers have selected a
Free File software product, they will
be directed away from IRS.gov to
the partner’s site to prepare and e-file
their returns. The IRS does not retain
any personal information from the
taxpayers.

This year, taxpayers also will see
a redesigned Free File page to make
it easier for them to navigate the Free
File steps.

Free File is an excellent
option to file your taxes
electronically,” said Joe
Munoz, spokesperson for
the IRS.“You can even file
your taxes for free and in
Spanish.”

A microsite with additional Free File
information and video also hasbeen updated.
The microsite, www.freefile.irs.gov <http://
www.freefile.irs.gov/>  also includes a
‘spread the word” page that encourages
other organizations or businesses to help
spread the word about Free File.

For example, other organizations or
businesses can upload a tax-day countdown
widget to their Web sites or make social
media postings to help inform their
employees, clients or customers about Free
File’s availability.

utoridades  Sanitarias  hacen

El Departamento de Salud Publica
de Massachusetts (DPH, por sus siglas en
inglés) ha publicado hoy nuevos datos que
reflejan que el indice de actividad del virus
de la gripe esta en aumento a lo largo del
estado. Y aunque el momento en el que
se ha detectado este incremento coincide
con los patrones normales de evolucion de
la gripe, lo importante es recordar que la
mejor manera de protegerse de este virus es
vacunandose.

“Normalmente no experimentamos
el momento de mayor actividad de la
temporada de gripe hasta entrado febrero
0 a principios de marzo”, asegura el Dr.
Alfred DeMaria, epidemio6logo estatal de
DPH. “La buena noticia es que todavia hay
tiempo para que tanto los residentes como
sus familias mantengan una buena salud a
través de la vacunacion.”

El ndmero de casos de influenza
confirmados por andlisis en laboratorios
y reportados al Departamento de Salud
Publica ha aumentado en recientes

semanas. La mayor parte de esos casos han
sido identificados como Influenza Tipo A.
Analisis adicionales llevados a cabo por
los Centros para el Control y la Prevencion
de Enfermedades indican que los virus
de la gripe que circulan a nivel nacional
corresponden a aquellos que contiene la
vacuna de este afo.

La mejor forma de prevenir la
gripe es vacunandose. En la actualidad
se recomienda que todas las personas
mayores de seis meses de edad reciban la
inmunizacién contra la influenza una vez al
afio.

En esta temporada de la gripe se
han distribuido en Massachusetts mas de
tres millones novecientas mil dosis de la
vacuna contra la influenza, lo que incluye
un millén cien mil dosis de inoculaciones
proporcionadas por el estado. La vacuna
todavia estd disponible en muchos centros
ambulatorios asi como en departamentos
de salud a nivel local.

Flu activity
on therise

As flu season kicks into high gear

H of vaccination; plenty of flu
vaccine still available

The Massachusetts Department of
Public Health (DPH) today released
new flu surveillance data that show flu
activity is climbing across the state.
While the timing of this increase is in
keeping with typical flu season patterns,
the news is an important reminder that
the single best way to avoid getting
sick with the flu is to get vaccinated.
“We don’t usually see the peak of flu
season until February or early March,”
said DPH State Epidemiologist Dr.
Alfred DeMaria. “So the good news is
that there’s still time for folks to keep
themselves and their families healthy
by getting a flu vaccine.”

The number of laboratory-
confirmed cases of influenza reported
per week to DPH has risen significantly
over the past few weeks. The majority
of these cases have been identified as
influenza type A. Additional testing
performed by the federal Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
indicates that the dominant flu viruses
circulating nationally this year are well-
matched to this year’s flu vaccine.

The best way to prevent the flu
is by getting vaccinated. It is now
recommended that everyone 6 months
of age or older receive the flu vaccine
every year over 3.9 million doses
of flu vaccine have been distributed
in  Massachusetts this flu season,
including 1.1 million doses of state-
supplied vaccine. Vaccine is still
readily available at many health care
provider sites and through local health
departments. Contact your health care
provider or visit the Massachusetts Flu
Clinic Finder at http://flu.masspro.org/
clinic/index if you are interested in
getting a flu shot.

In addition to getting vaccinated,
there are several other simple, common-
sense steps that people can take to
keep from getting or spreading the flu.
These include frequent hand-washing,
covering coughs or sneezes with your
sleeve rather than your hands, and
staying home from work or school if
you are sick.

because it is required by Massachusetts
General Laws; it also allows the city to
obtain goods or services at the best price
and for fair and equitable selection of
vendor. An RFP allows the city to use
Comparative Evaluation Criteria to obtain
services of the most qualified vendor.
The city must follow these rules because,
“We are using taxpayers’ money,” Ms.
Fink explained.

Bidding opportunities are usually
found in the local newspapers or the city’s
website. Companies can then visit the
site in the case of construction projects.

Among the common problems, they
said that late submissions are rejected
and to make sure that the references are
correct, advised Ms. Fink.

James Barnes, Community
Development Director mentioned some
unique federal requirements regarding
wage rates, subcontracting and hiring,
OSHA  Certification and sufficient
working capital because it may take
several weeks before the city pays your
invoices. “We have the obligation to
see your certified payroll,” added Mr.
Barnes.

Patrick Blanchette touched a subject

close to the hearts of Lawrencians
speaking on city residence preference.
“We can’t put that as a requisite on
our forms. The ordinance needs some
tweaking although any construction
project with public funding must have
30% of local residents. This has been
challenged before.”

FINEGOLD: Senator Barry Finegold Makes Job Creation Top Priority

generate significant new payroll, sales and
property tax revenues.

In December, the state’s unemployment
rate was 8.2 percent, and the unemployment
rates are still in the double-digits in some
areas, including Lawrence. The bill will
support economic development in such
cities through Gateway Cities Initiatives
to foster job creation. Those Initiatives
include programs like the Gateway Cities
Manufacturing Retention Program which
awards job creation tax credits to businesses
retaining at least 50 jobs or creating at
least 25 jobs in a Gateway City. The bill
also includes new initiatives like a $2,500
refundable tax credit for Gateway Cities-
based employers who hire Massachusetts
residents as new full-time employees.

This bill will ensure funding of the
Workforce Training Fund by providing
investment boards with the resources they
need to increase the skill set of the region's
workforce through re-training. It will also
strive to enhance the youth pipeline by
partnering with high schools and technical
schools to educate and train students

entering the workforce.

The bill also proposes corrections to
the Massachusetts Independent Contractor
Law, which after being re-written in 2004
had unintended negative consequences
on the Commonwealth's independent
contractors. Some of those changes were
stifling for entrepreneurs who wanted to
form new businesses. This legislation will
remove those roadblocks for independent
contractors who are currently finding it
difficult to earn their living through self-
employment and will create a business
climate that allows employers to create new
jobs.

The legislation also includes an
initiative to provide small businesses with
an employment tax credit to encourage
the hiring of veterans. A 5% excise tax
credit, valued up to $600, is allowed for a
single calendar year for each veteran hired
by a small business. “Veterans have an
unemployment rate three times the national
average. We must find ways of transitioning
these vital members of our society back into
the jobs market,” Finegold said.

The Commonwealth has one of the
highest Unemployed Insurance rates in
the nation, despite a rate freeze in early
2010. This bill’s proposed reform brings
Massachusetts Ul practices into line with a
majority of other states, which would create
a more positive business climate by making
the state more comparable to competitor
states and greatly lowering business costs.

“AIM believes that such steps toward
improving the state’s business climate
will lay the foundation for better private
sector job opportunities for Massachusetts
residents seeking to return to work. We
look forward to working with Senators
Rodrigues and Finegold and all the members
of the Senate and the House as well as the
Patrick Administration on improving the
economy of Massachusetts and increasing
job opportunities for our fellow citizens,”
Regan said.

“Sen. Rodrigues and | are eager to work
with our colleagues to get this important
piece of legislation passed,” Finegold said.

and allow people to continue to afford their
medication,” Finegold said. “Massachusetts
is the only state that prohibits consumers
from utilizing these programs. Our residents
deserve better.”

The legislation, which was filed
on Friday by Sen. Michael Rodrigues
(D—Westport), provides consumers with
access to cost-saving prescription discount
programs when purchasing prescription
drugs. These programs are designed to hold
down the cost of medications for patients
and can encourage adherence to medication
regiments. Studies have shown that as the
cost for the patient increases, they are less
likely to take their medication as prescribed.
However, by reducing the cost of a co-pay,
for example, these discounts can encourage
and allow patients to stay on their prescribed

medication; this can also lead to a reduction
in long term healthcare costs.

“l am on a very expensive drug for
my Rheumatoid arthritis that retails $2,000
for a month’s prescription. Through my
prescription drug coverage, some of that
is covered, however | am still paying
$600 per month,” said Alexis Hodgman
of Andover. “In the past, I’ve had to stop
taking my medication because of its high
cost. When people don’t have the funds for
their prescription drugs, their health erodes,
both mentally and physically. | feel really
strongly that this bill will improve the
quality of life for lots of people struggling
to pay for their medications,” Hodgman
said.

“This would be extremely helpful,
for both me and my husband,” said

Germania Flete of Lawrence. “Right now,
it is incredibly difficult to pay for our
medications — everything is so expensive.
This law would help us to be able to afford
all the of the medications prescribed by our
doctors, and make it possible for us to pay
our other bills as well — something we have
difficulty doing sometimes.”

“This is a great step for Massachusetts
and people who are unable to purchase the
medicine they need because the prices are
not cost-effective. This is going to be a plus
for all those who need prescription drugs,”
said Joan Dunlevy of Tewksbury. “And
some people don’t take their prescriptions
as directed because they are too expensive.
It would really behoove Massachusetts to
move forward with this.”

DESSAULT: Thinking of
Getting a Puppy?

pups during the first 6-8 weeks of life that
can’t be sufficiently replaced with formula.
Many people feel that bottle-feeding a
puppy will strengthen the bond between the
person and the dog, but there are negative
consequences. Many bottle fed puppies
become attached to just one person and
fearful of others. These dogs are more
likely to bite without warning, and have
many “triggers:” even friendly strangers
and other dogs might frighten them or elicit
an aggressive reaction.

It is best to have as many friendly,
gentle people spend time with your puppy
as possible from the time she is born until
she is about 3 months old. This will teach
her to be friendly and social, and if she is
constantly exposed to many different kinds
of people, especially men, children, and
strangers, then she is much less likely to be
fearful in a new situation as she grows into
adulthood.

For the same reason, it is important to
begin socializing a puppy with other dog-
friendly, appropriate animals from the time
you take her home at 8 weeks. Puppy play
groups are a great option, as is allowing
your dog to interact with friends’ well-
socialized and dog-friendly pets. Just make
sure that every animal is up-to-date on their
vaccinations first!

Atthe MSPCA, we encourage all of our
visitors to think very carefully about every
aspect of animal ownership before making
the commitment to a new pet. Adopting an
adult dog from a homeless shelter is a better
option for many families, as adult dogs
have established personalities, and there’s a
benefit to “what you see is what you get.”
And for most families, taking home a puppy
who needs attention around-the-clock isn’t
a realistic option. But regardless of whether
you choose a puppy or an adult dog, please
spay or neuter your pet. There are 8 million
homeless cats and dogs in the Unites States,
so don’t let your pet add to the problem!
