Musica a alto volumen que se puede
oir desde el exterior de la propiedad desde donde se estd tocando (como una casa,
apartamento, hotel, o un vehiculo) se considera de mala educacién por muchas personas
y sociedades.

Es necesario que los duefios de clubes sean responsables por la seguridad de sus
clientes. Los duefios de los clubes deberian ser capaces de chequear a sus clientes antes
de entrar en sus locales.

Tal vez los miembros de la Junta de Licencias puedan llegar a algunas regulaciones
y penalidades que se puedan colocar en su lugar antes que una violacién ocurra.
Recuerden, estamos lidiando con personas con mucha imaginacion.

We’ve always said that with the number of night clubs in Lawrence; this city could
be the Mecca of night entertainment.

When we patrolled the city on a Friday night courtesy of the Police Department we
were convinced!

According to Lt. Shawn Conway and Detective Tom Cuddy, our tour guides,
for a small city of 6.5 sg. miles, Lawrence has in excess of 60 alcohol dispensing
establishments.

One might think that it is too many but as explained in a recent meeting of the
Licensing Commission, the number of licenses should reflect the number of residents.

We understand that to reach that Mecca dream, we should fix some needs first.
Need of sufficient Law enforcement. The prevalence of public clubs represents a
problem for law enforcement because of the large number of patrons coming from
outside. “Most arrests are to people from other cities,” Lt. Conway told us.

Need of a lot of common sense from the club owners. Installing an above ground pool
by the bar in a night club shows lack of common sense from the owner. Obviously, he
did not pull a permit. His penalty should be stiffer.

Need to control loud music. Playing loud music that can be heard from outside of
the property where it is being played (such as a house, apartment, hotel room, or motor
vehicle) is considered to be rude by many people and societies.

Need to be responsible for the security of the patrons. Club owners should be able
to screen customers before entering their premises.

Perhaps the members of the Licensing Board can come up with some regulations
that can be put in place before any violation occurs. Remember, we are dealing with
people with a lot of imagination!

Yes, Lawrence can be the Mecca of night entertainment, only with strict regulations
and responsible club owners.

La afirmacion del ambiente de
trabajo hostil se puso de manifiesto con
las numerosas quejas presentadas por los
empleados contra la sefiora Perkins por
ser verbalmente abusiva y dificil como
compafiera de trabajo. Ella admitio
que algunas de las hostilidades fueron
causadas por la percepcion de que recibio
un trato preferencial por el Alcalde
Sullivan. EI aprobd un estipendio de $
200 por semana para ella ademés de su
salario desde el afio 2004.

El trato desigual significa que fue
tratada de manera diferente a los demas
empleados, cuando fue dejada fuera del
estudio de clasificacién de puestos en
2005. La ciudad pudo demostrar que
otros puestos de trabajo no sindicalizados
no fueron reclasificados y no recibieron
un aumento salarial. En el 2009 se
le permiti6 presentar una propuesta
al concilio de la ciudad, pero ellos no
tomaron accion en su solicitud de un
aumento por mérito. Como ella estaba
recibiendo el bono aprobado por el
Alcalde Sullivan, no habia base para su
denuncia.

La Comision sefiala que, “La
evidencia muestra que las reservas de
la Ciudad de Lawrence se redujeron
significativamente de alrededor de
$7,720,000 a unos $579,000.” El salario
de Judi y el estipendio, asi como el
salario de Dora Marco salian del Fondo
Fiduciario para el Seguro de la Salud
que fue casi agotado y las dos fueron
cesanteadas por razones comerciales
legitimas. Ademas, su asistente quien
trabajaba a medio tiempo, Jennifer
DesRoche, que es blanca, continta
con los deberes de Coordinadora de
Beneficios.

La Sra. Perkins afirma que la
verdadera razén de su despido fue en
represalia por haber presentado dos
denuncias internas por acoso alegando
discriminaciéon por raza, color, sexo,
y edad por parte de la ciudad, pero
la Comision estimé que ella no fue
victima de represalias por participar en
actividades protegidas por la ley.

Dora Marco estuvo empleada como
recepcionista/asistente de personal en el
departamento de personal desde mayo del
2006. Ella tenia acusaciones similares:
Agravio de interferencia intencional con
una relacion ventajosa en el empleo;
agravio por tergiversacion intencional;
difamacion; dolosa imposicion
intencional de angustia emocional; y
conspiracion civil.

La Comision escucho el testimonio
que la Sra. Marco era una empleada
ineficaz, siempre llegaba tarde y salia
temprano, pasaba un tiempo excesivo
en asuntos personales y no podian tener
confianza en ella. Por lo tanto, con
los fondos del Seguro de la Salud casi
agotados y su historial de rendimiento
pobre, fallaron en contra de su acusacion
ya que no pudo proporcionar pruebas de
que la Ciudad actu6 de deliberadamente
para privarla de sus derechos.

olia ser que los peligros de los
Strabajadores de construccion

eran una parte aceptada de la
construccién de una casa. En el pasado,
incluso la Administracion de Salud y
Seguridad, la agencia federal responsable
para la ejecucion de las leyes de seguridad
de los trabajadores, no hizo a los
contratistas prevenir los riesgos de caida
en la construccidn residencial. Muchas
compafiias podian construir y reparar casas
sin siquiera pensar en cOmo construir una
barrera de proteccion o encontrar un punto
de anclaje seguro paraun arnés de seguridad.
Sin embargo, después de muchas muertes a

causa de caidas, OSHA decidi6 que era el
momento de cambiar.

Las caidas en la construccion
residencial han sido la causa de muchas
muertes recientes. Uno de cada siete
trabajadores de construccion que mueren a
causa de las caidas trabajaban en proyectos
residenciales. Los datos de la Oficina de
Estadisticas Laborales muestran que cada
afio aproximadamente 40 trabajadores
fallecen tras caer de un techo residencial.
De esas victimas, un tercio son trabajadores
hispanos. OSHA ha determinado que
muchas veces trabajadores hispanos
no reciben suficiente entrenamiento vy
proteccion frente a los trabajadores no
hispanos.

Comenzando el 15 de septiembre 2011
todos los contratistas residenciales deben
cumplir con los mismos estandares de
proteccion contra caidas que se aplican a
la construccion comercial. Si un trabajador
esta trabajando a una altura de 6 pies 0 mas
sobre un nivel inferior, debe existir una
barrera de proteccién, una red de seguridad
0 un sistema de proteccion personal contra
caidas. OSHA cree que estas son formas
viables para reducir los riesgos de caidas
y espera que los contratistas cumplan con

las reglas. Los sistemas de monitores de
seguridad ya no pueden reemplazar uno de
estos métodos. Establecer las protecciones
puede costar mas tiempo y dinero al
principio, pero terminan siendo mas facil
y mas barato mientras mas se utilizan. El
cumplimiento y aplicacion universal parejo
para todo el mundo significard que hay
igualdad y nadie esta en desventaja por ser
un contratista seguro.

El método de proteccién contra caidas
méas comun es el Personal Fall Arrest
System (PFAS). Esto consiste de un
arnés de cuerpo completo, no un cinturén
de seguridad, que se adapta al tamafio del
cuerpo de cada trabajador. EIl uso correcto
de este sistema es muy importante. Todos
los trabajadores deben ser entrenados en
cuanto a la forma de ajustarlo y asegurarlo
correctamente.  Los puntos de anclaje
utilizados para fijarlos deben ser capaces
de soportar 5,000 libras por cada empleado
enganchado. Los cordones de conexion del
arnés al anclaje deben limitar la distancia
de caida libre a dos pies.

Perkins, Marco lose
discrimination cases

The  Massachusetts ~ Commission
Against Discrimination (MCAD) has been
busy handling complaints of Lawrence
city employees claiming to have been
victims of discrimination as the reason for
losing their jobs. Last week | mentioned
three of them: Gregory Morris, Dennis
O’Connell and Rafael Grullon. Two weeks
ago, the Commission rendered its decision
regarding the cases of Judith Perkins and

Dora Marco.

Judith Perkins was hired in 2003 as
Benefits Coordinator for the city had a
long list of allegations including a sexually
hostile work environment, a hostile
work environment, disparate treatment,
termination and retaliation.

First of all, the Commission found
that in order to exercise jurisdiction, the
allegations should have been filed within
300 days of the occurrence and this was
done well over the 300 days, thus making
them untimely. Anything prior to January 2,
2010, do not fall within the Commission’s
jurisdiction and they were unable to
investigate these allegations. So, having
been terminated on January 22, 2010, the
Commission was able to establish sufficient
jurisdiction.

Regarding the “sexually hostile work
environment,” the Commission found
that Ms. Perkins was not subjected to
unwelcome conduct of a sexual nature
and witnessing others people’s behavior
doesn’t rise to the level of interfering with
her ability of performing her job.

The claim of hostile work environment
was evidenced by numerous grievances

filed by employees against Ms. Perkins
for being verbally abusive and difficult to
work with. She admitted that some of the
hostilities were caused by the perception
that she received preferential treatment
from Mayor Sullivan. He approved a
$200 per week stipend for her besides her
salary since 2004.

Disparate treatment means that
she was treated differently from other
employees when she was left out of the
job classification study in 2005. The
city was able to show that other non-
union jobs were not reclassified and did
not receive a pay increase. In 2009 she
was allowed to submit a proposal to the
city council but they failed to act on her
request for a merit increase. Since she
was receiving the stipend approved by
Mayor Sullivan, there was no basis for
her complaint.

The Commission writes that,
“Evidence shows that the City of
Lawrence’s reserves were significantly
reduced from approximately $7,720,000
to around $579,000.” Judi’s salary and
stipend as well as Dora Marco’s salary
came from this Health Insurance Trust
Fund which was almost depleted and
they were both terminated for legitimate
business reasons. Besides, her part-time
assistant, Jennifer DesRoche, who is
white, continued performing the Benefits
Coordinator’s duties.

Ms. Perkins claims that the real
reason for her termination was in
retaliation for having filed two internal
harassment complaints alleging race,
color, sex, and age discrimination by the
city but the Commission found that she
was not retaliated against for engaging in
protected activity.

Dora Marco was employed as
receptionist/personnel  aide in the
personnel department since May of
2006. She had similar accusations:
Tortious intentional interference with
advantageous  business  relationship;
tortious intentional misrepresentation;
defamation; tortious intentional
infliction of emotional distress; and civil
conspiracy.

The Commission listened to
testimony about Ms. Marco being an
ineffective ~ employee,  consistently
showing up late and leaving early,
spending an inordinate time on personal
matters and being unreliable. So, with
the funding in the Health Insurance
Trust Fund almost depleted and her poor
performance record, they ruled against
her claim, unable to provide evidence
proving that the city acted in deliberate
disregard of her rights.

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House passes sales tax holiday legislation

Sets tax-free weekend in August to
boost local business

he  Massachusetts House  of
Representatives  in  approving
legislation that would allow a state

sales tax holiday on August 13th and 14th
of this year to encourage consumers to shop
at local businesses across the state.

“With folks across the Commonwealth
continuing to struggle through the economic
downturn, the sales tax holiday will provide

relief to consumers while supporting local
merchants,” House Speaker Robert A.
DeLeo said. “The House has once again
voted to stimulate local businesses which
keep jobs in Massachusetts.”

The legislation requires that the
commissioner of revenue certify the amount
of sales tax forgone as well as the amount
of revenue lost from specific government

funds into which the weekend’s sales tax
revenue would have been deposited.

The commissioner must also certify
the amount of new revenue raised from
personal and corporate income taxes and
other sources as a result of the sales tax
holiday. These certifications must come by
the end of this calendar year.

The sales tax holiday applies to retail

sales excluding any single item priced
higher than $2,500. The sales tax holiday
does not apply to telecommunications or
tobacco products as well as gas, steam,
electricity, motor vehicles, motorboats or
meals.

Chapter 58 of the Acts of 2010,
“An Act Providing For The Financial
Stability Of The City Of Lawrence” has
certain financial reporting requirements
which | am legally obligated to inform
you of. Specifically, Section 5 states
that the City of Lawrence shall submit
a pro-forma tax rate recapitulation to
the Director of Accounts and that the
“director shall report the director’s
conclusion to the commissioner.”
Please be advised that the City of
Lawrence has complied with this
requirement, and this letter is my report
to you regarding my conclusions for
their FY12 budget.

It is my opinion, at this time, that
the City of Lawrence has a balanced
budget for FY12. However, there are
certain factors which | need to bring
to your attention that could change
this conclusion when the final tax rate
is approved sometime late in calendar
year 2011. They are:

e Any changes to school based
Medicaid reimbursements or any
reductions in local aid during the
fiscal year can impact this opinion;

e Any appropriations approved by the
city that are not sufficient to meet
service needs;

e The City is required to submit both
an audit and balance sheet for the
close of FY11 later this year. When
this is completed, any FY11 year end
deficits not disclosed at this time,
which are discovered in the audit
report and/or balance sheet, may
place the budget out of balance;

e Finally, any new factors not known
to this office at this time that may
arise in the future could have an
impact on the final tax rate approval
process.

This is the second year, under the
guidance of the Fiscal Overseer, that
Lawrence has submitted a pro-forma
recap indicating a balanced budget. All
state and local officials involved with
this process should be commended for
their efforts. If you have any questions
regarding this matter, please feel free
to contact me.

not. So today it is in the education head
of that hydra that | am interested.

The Connecticut legislature has
recently enacted a law that allows
students who reside in that state, whether
legally or illegally, to pay the same
tuition for a college education in state
educational institutions. Our own state
of Massachusetts is considering similar
legislation and today (July 20) our
own Governor Deval Patrick urged our
legislators to approve a similar measure.
(Note: In Massachusetts students who
are illegal pay twice as much in tuition
as the rest of the population FOR THE
SAME EDUCATION.) Other states that
cater to the uninformed or prejudiced,
on the other hand, are working without
respite on laws that would prohibit equal
in-state tuition to all students if they are
children of illegal immigrants and illegals
themselves. Opposition to equal tuition
has been loud and, in my opinion, also
unfair and misguided. There are some
who describe equal tuition as robbing
the rest of the student population of an
opportunity to learn.

But this is not, as many would
have you believe, the same as the old
stereotypical accusations of taking jobs
that others would gladly do if given the
opportunity, or getting an education for
the cheap either. The taking of jobs
argument ignores the fact that employers
are the ones looking for cheaper labor
and takers have no other choice, but in
education no such situation exists because
colleges are not after cheaper or more
expensive alumni. And there is another
element here: employers are after profits
now, education is about the future.

The in-state tuition will be the same
for all students, legal or illegal. Just
for the record: there are hundreds of
thousands of foreign students at private
institutions in the USA in any one year,
and we don’t charge them extra at those
private places of learning for their stay.
They already pay the same. Why should
state colleges be different with illegal
immigrants? Paying the same tuition
does not stop anyone else from trying to
go to college. The criteria for admission
to a state college, or any private college,
is not based on ability to pay, it never is.
Students are admitted first, the economics
follows. The criteria for entry are always
based on meeting specific college
standards.

One of the subjects | have taught is Cost
Accounting. Part of that course involves
the topic of overhead cost allocation.
Production cost involves material, labor and
overhead. It is a fact that fixed overhead
costs per unit go down when the number
of units produced increase and up when
the number of units decrease. My cost as
a professor “per student” goes down when
my classes are full. Filling classrooms
with more students, even adding additional
fixed expenses like educational facilities,
dormitories and technology if necessary,
will cost less per student in the long run if
there are more of those students present.
That means that tuition increases “per
student” might not be needed or justifiable.
Try using a building all day long instead of
half a day and see if that is not true.

I don’t believe anyone can deny those
facts | have stated. State universities are no
more responsible for policing immigration
status than local police departments
are either or should be, or pretty soon
educational requirements will not be, well,
educational. | also don’t believe that a
nation is well served when certain young
people are kept away from institutions of
higher learning because it is more onerous
for them to be educated. These students
may have started on the wrong legal foot,
but they don’t have to stand on that foot
forever and we can only help them and
ourselves if we move them in the direction
of more knowledge, and no less, at a price
they can afford. They are here now and
they must share of what and who we are or
very soon we will not have much to share or
perhaps not even worth sharing.

So, for the record, I am all for same
in-state tuition in state colleges, whether
you are legal or illegal, whether you are
free or in jail. Knowledge should be the
ability to discern between right and wrong.
Unless we provide our future leaders with
an opportunity to distinguish, there may
indeed be more wrong that right in our
future. And, above all, it is not right either.
And that is my point of view today.

"Soon we'll
have over a hundred new artist residents
contributing to the energy and vitality
of the City.

SAFETY: New OSHA Strateqy to Protect Workers in Residential Construction

hazards in residential construction. Many
companies were able to build and repair
houses without even thinking about how
to build a guardrail or find a secure anchor
point for a safety harness. However, after
many deaths due to falls, OSHA decided it
was time for change.

Falls in residential construction have
been the cause of many recent deaths. One
in seven construction workers who die from
falls are working on residential projects.
Data from the Bureau of Labor Statistics
shows that each year on average 40 workers
are killed after falling from residential roofs.
Of those victims, one-third are Hispanic
workers. OSHA has found that many times
Hispanic workers do not receive enough
training and protection compared to non-
Hispanic workers.

Beginning September 15, 2011 all
residential contractors must meet the
same fall protection standards that apply
to commercial construction. If a worker
is working at a height of 6 feet or higher
above a lower level, there must be a

guardrail, safety net, or personal fall arrest
system in place. OSHA believes that these
are feasible ways to reduce fall hazards and
expects contractors to comply. Slide guards
or safety monitor systems will no longer be
allowed to replace one of these methods.
Putting protections in place may cost more
time and money at the start, but they get
easier and cheaper the more they are used.
Uniform compliance and enforcement will
mean that there is a new level playing field,
and being a safer contractor disadvantages
nobody.

The most common fall protection
method is the Personal Fall Arrest System
(PFAS). A PFAS has a full body harness,
not a body belt, which is sized to fit each
worker.  Wearing a PFAS correctly is
important. All workers should be trained
how to correctly fit and attach their PFAS.
The anchor points used to attach the PFAS
must be able to hold 5,000 pounds for every
employee attached. Lanyards connecting
the harness to the anchor must limit free fall

distance to 2 feet.

Despite dangerous conditions,
construction workers continue to do what
has been asked of them. They work
long hours and are hesitant to complain
when faced with a dangerous situation.
Tragically, many have paid the price of
this risk with their lives. Contractors can
protect themselves and their workers by
beginning these protection measures as soon
as possible. A small amount of time and
money invested now can save thousands of
dollars and many lives in the future.
