Dear City Clerk Maloney, and Mayor
Lantigua,

As a parent of two Lawrence Public
School students, I no longer trust that my
children will receive an adequate education
under Receiver Riley’s new turnaround
plan.

As a result, I have chosen to remove
my children from the Lawrence Public
Schools and have moved out of Lawrence
so that they can attend a school system
which will give them the best chance of
receiving an excellent education in their
formative years.

Receiver Riley’s Turnaround Plan has
no follow through, is clouded in secrecy,
and consists of big ideas that sound great,
but have no concrete pathway to ensure that
Lawrence Public School children are getting
the best education that our tax dollars can
buy.

In fact, the State appointed
administration’s failure to reach out to
a broad number of parents, teachers,
and members of the community in any
substantive way, proves they have no
interest in legitimately improving our
children’s education.

Furthermore,theirrefusaltodisseminate
information to the public concerning what
changes are being made to the curriculum
and their insistence on doing the public’s

business in secret has left me no choice but
to remove my children and resign from the
Lawrence School Committee.

While 1 recognize that the level 5
legislation passed last year, has stripped all
voting powers from the school committee
and has transferred them to the receiver, the
legislation absolutely did not dissolve the
school committee as an oversight body.

The elected local School Committee
must function as fiscal watchdogs over
the money being spent on our schools in
Lawrence.

Over the last six months, myself and
other colleagues have requested a line item
budget, but were instead handed broad,
vague summaries with bottom line numbers
and no explanation as to how the money
is really being spent. I have personally
requested receipts, sources of capital,
new administrator salary information and
more only to have Receiver Riley and
Commissioner Mitchell Chester ignore
these requests and continue to spend our tax
dollars in secret.

This is an affront to our democracy
and gives me, as a parent no faith in the
Lawrence Public Schools.

The receiver has told me personally
that he would reach out to parents, students
and members of the community for their
input in how to change the way children in
Lawrence are educated. He has failed to do
so miserably.

La segunda es sobre la perspectiva financiera de Lawrence. Moody 's
Investors Services actualizo las perspectivas financieras de Lawrence partiendo
de un prondstico negativo a uno estable, siendo la primera vez en afios que la
ciudad ha recibido un panorama revisado tan prometedor .

Luego vino Standards & Poor’s Rating Services, con un informe similar.
Afortunadamente para la Ciudad de Lawrence los epitetos arriba
mencionados no influyeron el informe de Moody, ni a una empresa como Soltas
Energy, con sede en Nueva York para abrir oficinas regionales en Lawrence.
Soltas Energy es responsable de la instalacion de la planta de energia solar
construida en Everett Mills.

ur apologies to some of our readers, especially those who always

want to place Lawrence at the bottom of the barrel. “The City of the

Damned, the most godforsaken place in Massachusetts, the capital of
corruption, crime, and school failure,” just to mention a few epithets largely
used by media and some commentators.

Unfortunately for them, in this edition we carry two big “good news”
stories. ‘Too good to be true,” they probably will say, but too good to be
ignored or by-passed.

One is self-explanatory in the large photo in our front page. The ribbon
cutting ceremony of the inauguration of a solar power plant installed on
top of the Everett Mills by a company established in Lawrence and by a
Lawrence Contractor. This installation helped place Lawrence among the
top 20 Massachusetts cities and towns with a population over 50,000 with 39
installations.

The second is about the City of Lawrence’s financial outlook. Moody’s
Investors Services upgraded Lawrence financial outlook from a negative to
stable forecast, being the first time in years that the City has been given such a
revised promising outlook.

Then came the Standards & Poor’s Rating Services with a similar report.

Fortunately for the City of Lawrence the epithets above mentioned did
not influence Moody’s Report, neither a company like Soltas Energy, based in
New York to open regional offices in Lawrence. Soltas Energy is responsible
for the installation of the solar power plant built at Everett Mills.

Perhaps it’s the water, but it is a fact that there is a majority of businesses
and people that still believe in Lawrence’s future.

Marianne Paley Nadel, owner and
manager of Everett Mills, surrounded by
a group of business and political leaders
cut the traditional red ribbon to inaugurate
the new 560-kilowatt solar installation on
the roof of the historic mill, which once
used the water of the Merrimack River to
generate power in the production of linen.

According to Paley, more than three
years ago she started looking at the
potential of solar power in her building
until she partnered with Soltas Energy, a
private equity fund based in New York with
Regional Headquarters in Lawrence MA,
that happens to be a tenant in the Everett
Mills building. Now she hopes that more
building owners will follow her example.

"It is a thrilling sight to view the 75,000
sf roof of the Everett Mills and see 2,000
solar panels. Partnering with Soltas has
allowed us to go green, reduce electricity
costs, and create regional construction and
electrician jobs,” said Marianne Paley.

Besides The Everett Mills, other
buildings in Lawrence with solar
photovoltaic installations by Soltas Energy
are located at 17 Sheppard St., and 10
Embankment Street.

Boston tops the list of 20 cities and
towns with the most solar photovoltaic
systems, with 157 installations. The other
communities in the top five are Falmouth
(127), Barnstable (112), Northampton (81)
and Amherst (81).

Among Massachusetts’ largest cities
and towns (population >50,000), Plymouth
has the highest number of solar photovoltaic
installations per 1,000 residents, followed
by Newton, Cambridge, Framingham and
Lawrence with 39, according to a report
released by Environment Massachusetts,
on Tuesday, July 17, 2012.

Moody’s Investor Services revised
the City of Lawrence’s financial outlook
and announced the improvement from a
negative to a stable forecast. This is the
first time in years that the City of Lawrence
has been given such a revised promising
outlook.

Then came Standard and Poor’s Rating
Services (S&P) report, issuing the city an
upgrade in its credit rating to BBB from
BBB-, indicating significant improvement
for the city.

Since inheriting a $24.5 million deficit
upon taking office in January 2010, Mayor
William Lantigua, the City Council, Fiscal
Overseer and Finance department have
made very difficult, but needed changes
to put Lawrence on a path to financial
recovery.

“I’'m grateful for the team of people
that have helped us in this journey. We still
have difficult days ahead as we continue to
balance our books, pay our debts, and keep
staffing levels strong, but clearly we are
headed in the right direction,” stated Mayor
William Lantigua.

several strengths as reasons for its
rating revision, such as Lawrence’s two
consecutive structurally balanced budgets,
and the city’s willingness to reduce ongoing
expenditures. In his first months in office
Mayor Lantigua issued several executive
orders, one being mayoral review of all
expenditures over $1,000.00. This watchful
eye has proven successful and will continue
for the foreseeable future under Lantigua’s
leadership.

Additionally, the rating agency
identified the state oversight by Fiscal
Overseer Robert Nunes and his broad
financial management powers as a continued
asset to Lawrence’s financial stability.
Nunes was appointed Fiscal Overseer in
April of 2010 after the passage of special
legislation to assist the City of Lawrence.

In its report, S&P identified several
strengths as reasons for its credit upgrade
such as mandated reforms by Fiscal
Overseer Robert Nunes, along with a
moderate net debt burden, and ongoing

redevelopment especially in the historic
mills buildings throughout the City were
key offsets to allow this upgrade.

“This recognition of our efforts to
stabilize city finances is an important step
and will help to restore confidence as
Lawrence moves forward. Bob Nunes has
played a critical role in this progress and we
are fortunate to have his oversight,” said
Mayor Lantigua.

“Thisisavery importantupgrade for our
City of Lawrence and is a true recognition
of the work our team has done to improve
the fiscal affairs of this great City. These
are independent agencies looking at our
books, and the numbers tell the real story of
our success. We shall stay the course and
the work will continue,” concluded Mayor
Lantigua.

and removed, cryoablation therapy targets
only the cancerous cells, preserving both
healthy tissue and normal kidney function.

“Cryoablation therapy allows us to offer
patients an alternative to major surgery that
is just as effective in treating kidney cancer,
but with a quicker recovery, less sedation,
fewer complications and in most cases, the
benefit of same day surgery,” explains Dr.

What is Cryoablation Therapy

Cryotherapy, also called cryosurgery,
cryoablationortargetedcryoablationtherapy,
is a minimally invasive treatment that uses
extreme cold to freeze and destroy diseased
tissue, including cancer cells. Although
cryotherapy and cryoablation can be used
interchangeably, the term "cryosurgery" is
reserved best for cryotherapy performed
using an open, surgical approach.

During cryotherapy, liquid nitrogen
or argon gas flows into a needle-like
applicator, called a cryoprobe, creating
intense cold that is placed in direct contact
with the cancer cells or diseased tissue.
Physicians use image-guidance techniques
such as ultrasound, computed tomography
(CT) or magnetic resonance imaging (MRI)
to help guide the cryoprobes to treatment
sites located inside the body. Unlike open
surgery where the cancer is cut out and
removed, cryoablation therapy targets the
cancerous cells, preserving both healthy
tissue and normal kidney function.

An alternative to major surgery,
cryoablation therapy is a minimally invasive
surgery that allows for quicker recovery,
less sedation, and fewer complications.

As a side note, I am also very concerned
by the administration lack of regard for the
hard working teachers in Lawrence.
