Sin
saber quién era, yo hablé con él y le pregunté
su nombre y si habia resultado herido. Me
contestd arrastrando las palabras y estaba
pasando trabajo manteniendo el equilibrio
mientras trataba de llamar a alguien con

su teléfono celular. Yo no pude entender
una palabra de lo que decia. EIl coche
quedod destrozado y las bolsas de aire se
explotaron. Vestia un suéter ligero con el
nombre de IRLANDA en letras grandes en
el pecho.

El oficial de policia que respondid
procedia de Beacon Street y en la
interseccion con la calle Mt. Vernon, hizo
un giro a la derecha hacia el oeste en lugar
del este donde se produjo el accidente, a
pocos metros de Beacon St. Ahora entiendo
que €l iba en la direccion del domicilio del
conductor. Mas tarde me enteré de que era
oficial Robert Moody.

The story you are going to read is about
my personal observations and that of three
other witnesses of the aftermath of a single
car collision on a utility pole just in front of
our house on a clear night. The driver in
question was John Carroll who lives only
.007 miles from the scene of the accident.

Needless to say how difficult and
time consuming has been gathering this
information.

9/12/12 around 11:30 P.M.

A Nissan vehicle plate #2135-XI
crashed against a utility pole #739-43 in
front of 315 Mt. Vernon St. I immediately
called 911 and was told that help was on the
way.

I went out to help the driver who
seemed confused and disoriented. Not
knowing who he was, I spoke to him
asking his name and if he was hurt. His
speech was slurred and he had a hard time
keeping his balance while trying to dial
on his cell phone. I couldn’t understand a
word of what he was saying. The car was

totaled and the air bags had exploded. He
was wearing a light sweater with the name
IRELAND in big letters across his chest.

The police officer who responded came
from Beacon Street and at the intersection
with Mt. Vernon, made a right turn towards
the West instead of East where the accident
happened, only a few yards from Beacon
St. Now I understand that he was going in
the direction of the driver’s home. I later
found out it was Officer Robert Moody.

The police cruiser soon came back and
the officer asked me if I lived there; then he
said something inaudible to the driver and
directed him to the back seat of his cruiser.
The officer stayed inside the car all the
time and I noticed that he did not perform a
breathalyzer test on the driver.

Patriot Ambulance was the second
responder and I could not believe that the
paramedics did not check on the driver’s
condition, leaving the scene immediately

La Ambulancia Patriot fue la segunda
en responder y yo no podia creer que
los paramédicos no comprobaran la
condicion del conductor, dejando la escena
inmediatamente después de hablar con el
oficial de policia. Ahora Dana Sampson,
Director de Operaciones de Patriot
Ambulance dice que la policia cancelo la
ambulancia.

El departamento de bomberos (tercero
en responder) actué de la misma manera.
Hablé brevemente con el Capitan Kevin
Loughlin, mientras que el conductor del
camion de bomberos fue a hablar al oficial
Moody y se marcharon inmediatamente.

Visité la Estacion de Bomberos 3 6
4 veces sobre este asunto, siempre con
una pregunta diferente. En una ocasion,
le pregunté al Capitan Bob Wilson
que describiera el procedimiento del
Departamento de Bomberos al responder a
un accidente como éste. "En primer lugar,
vamos a comprobar si hay fuego, en segundo
lugar que no haya fugas liquidas, en tercer
lugar, por la condicion de los ocupantes y
el cuarto, nos quedamos alli hasta que el
vehiculo es remolcado."

Pues bien, en esta ocasion, el personal
del Departamento de Bomberos sigui6 la
primera y segunda fase del procedimiento
de cuatro puntos del Capitan Wilson,
pero nunca comprobaron la condicion
del conductor y, en cambio, abandonaron
el lugar del accidente antes de que el
vehiculo fuera retirado por la grua. Esa es
probablemente la razon por la que omitieron
el nombre del chofer en su informe.

El camion remolque de Sheehan llego
después de que los bomberos se habian
ido, remolcaron el coche y se marcharon
después de la medianoche.

Vi el coche de policia con el conductor
accidentado en el asiento de atras, dirigirse
hacia el oeste por la calle Mt. Vernon.
No dobl6 a la derecha en Beacon St., en
direccion a la estacion de policia, en cambio,
procedid hacia el oeste por Vernon St.

9/13/12

Fui al garaje de Patriot Ambulance para
preguntar por qué la ambulancia sali6 tan
rapidamente sin comprobar de la condicion
del conductor. Me dijeron que se trataba
de informacion confidencial, y me dieron el
nimero de teléfono del duefo, el Sr. Dave
Walton, para pedir mas informacion.

Llamé al Sr. Walton ese mismo dia
y dejé un mensaje detallado acerca de la
informacion que estaba buscando.

09/14/12

Kathy A. Carroll, del 19 de Westwood
Terrace, Lawrence, pago la cuota de $90.00
por el remolque a Sheehan’s Towing, y les
dijo que se deshicieran del coche.

09/25/12

Yo pedi un informe del accidente al
Departamento de Policia de Lawrence. Me
dijeron que Kathy Nett me llamaria dentro
de tres semanas cuando el informe estuviera
listo. Eso nunca sucedio.

10/08/2012

Después de esperar 3 semanas sin una
Ilamada de Mr. Walton, el lunes, 10/08/2012,
envié un correo electronico al Sr. Walton y
al Sr. John Felci de Patriot Ambulance con
la misma pregunta sobre el procedimiento
adecuado cuando se responde a la escena de
un accidente.

Sr. Walton respondio: "Dana Sampson
estd estudiando la situacion que usted
describio. Nos pondremos en contacto con
usted en breve."

Ese mismo dia solicité dos informes
del jefe de policia de Lawrence John J.
Romero. Uno de ellos, un informe de
incidente involucrando al Tesorero de
Semana Hispana y el otro del accidente del
9/12/12. Al dia siguiente, recibi el informe
del incidente de Semana Hispana, pero no
el del accidente.

10/18/12

Envié un correo electronico a Dana
Sampson preguntando cuanto tiempo
le llevaria encontrar una respuesta a mi
pregunta. Mr. Sampson respondi6: "Nuestro
equipo fue cancelado de la escena antes de
contactar el paciente".

10/22/12

Tras un intercambio de correos
electronicos, el sefior Sampson finalmente
admitio que fue la policia quien cancelo
la ambulancia. "En este caso particular,
la ambulancia fue cancelada por el
departamento de policia (primer nivel de
respuesta), pues en aquel momento se
consider6 un asunto de la policia", dijo el
Sr. Sampson en su mensaje electronico.

10/23/12

Tras una segunda solicitud, por fin la
oficina del Chief Romero envi6 el Reporte
Policial sobre el accidente (41 dias desde
que ocurri6 el accidente) donde fechan el
accidente como que ocurri6 el 9/13/12, en
lugar de 9/12/12. En su narrativa, el Oficial
Robert Moody escribi6 que “el operador se
quedd dormido mientras conducia, perdié
el control del vehiculo y chocd contra el
poste #735". En realidad, es el poste #739
frente al 315 de Mt. Vernon St.

El Oficial Moody identifico el
conductor del vehiculo como John Carroll,
residente del 19 de Westwood Terrace,
Lawrence MA.

De acuerdo con el Oficial Moody, no
hubo testigos.

10/24/12

The fire department (third responder)
acted in the same way. I spoke briefly with
Captain Kevin Loughlin while the fire truck
driver went to speak to Officer Moody and
they left immediately.

I visited the Fire Station 3 or 4 times on
this matter, always with a different question.
On one occasion, I asked Captain Bob
Wilson to describe the Fire Department’s
procedure when responding to an accident
like this one. “First, we check for fire,
second for leaks, third, for the condition
of the occupants and fourth, we stay there
until the vehicle is towed away.”

Well, the Fire Department personnel
followed Captain Wilson’s first and
second of the four point procedure, but
never checked on the driver’s wellbeing
and instead, left the scene of the accident
before the vehicle was towed away. That is
probably the reason for omitting the driver’s
name in their report.

Sheehan’s Towing truck came after
they had left, hauled the car and left just
minutes after midnight.

I watched the police cruiser with the
driver in the back seat, going west on Mt.
Vernon. He did not turn right on Beacon
St., heading downtown to the police station,
instead he proceeded West on Mt. Vernon
St.

9/13/ 12

I went to the Patriot Ambulance garage
to inquire why the ambulance left so
quickly without checking on the driver’s
condition. I was told it was confidential
information, giving me Mr. Dave Walton,
the owner’s telephone number to call for
more information.

I called Mr. Walton on the same day
and left a detailed message about the
information I was looking for.

9/14/12

Kathy A. Carroll, of 19 Westwood
Terrace, Lawrence, paid the $90.00 towing
fee to Sheehan’s Towing, and told them to
junk the car.

9/25/12

I requested an accident report from the
Lawrence Police Department. I was told
that Kathy Nett will call me in three weeks
when the report was ready. That never
happened.

10/08/ 2012

After waiting 3 weeks without a
call back from Mr. Walton, on Monday,
10/08/2012, 1 e-mailed Mr. Walton and
John Felci of Patriot Ambulance the same
question as to the proper procedure when
responding to the scene of an accident.

10/10/12

Mr. Walton responded: “Dana Sampson
is looking into the situation as you described
it. We will get back to you soon.”

The same day I requested two reports
from Lawrence Police Chief John 1J.
Romero. One, an incident report involved
Hispanic Week’s Treasurer and the other
of the 9/12/12 accident. The next day, I
received the Hispanic Week Incident Report
but not the second.

10/18/12

I e-mailed Dana Sampson asking how
long it will take him to find an answer to my
question. Mr. Sampson responded: “Our
crew was cancelled from the scene prior to
patient contact”.

10/22/12

After an exchange of e-mails, Mr.
Samson finally admitted that it was the
police who cancelled the ambulance. “In
this particular instance the ambulance was
cancelled by the police department (first
responder), as at that time it was considered
a police matter,” said Mr. Sampson’s e-mail
message.

10/23/12

After a second request, Chief Romero’s
office sent the Motor Vehicle Crash Police
Report (41 days since the accident occurred)
dating the accident as of 9/13/12, instead of
9/12/12. In its narrative, Officer Robert
Moody wrote that, “the operator states that
he fell asleep while driving, lost control of
the vehicle, and struck pole 735”. Actually,
it is pole #739 in front of 315 Mt. Vernon
St.

Officer Moody identified the driver of
the vehicle as John Carroll, of 19 Westwood
Terrace, Lawrence MA.

According to Officer Moody, there
were no witnesses.

10/24/12

Plymouth Rock, the company insuring
Carroll’s vehicle, informed us that on
8/24/2010, John Carroll had an accident
but the one he had on 9/12/12 had not been
reported — one month and one-half after it
happened.

On 11/06/12 we requested an update,
but they haven’t complied.

City to smoke test sewers

The Department of Public Works announced that the City
will conduct smoke testing of certain sewers in October and
November 2012. The work is part of a program to improve
operation of the sewer and storm drainage systems.

These investigations will be performed in several areas
throughout the City. Notices will be distributed directly to
the affected buildings 24 to 72 hours before smoke testing is
performed. Public Works officials advise that residents do not
have to be at the premises during the test. However, residents
with pets should ventilate the area where the pet will be.

During large rainstorms, flow increases markedly in the City’s
sanitary sewer and storm drain piping. At times these systems
become overwhelmed. In extreme cases, the system’s capacity
is exceeded and flooding and wastewater treatment problems
occur. Where the testing will occur, the sanitary sewer
network was designed to carry wastewater from sinks, toilets
and other household fixtures, and the storm drain network was
designed to carry surface waters from streets, parking lots and
other areas. The purpose of smoke testing is to find improper
interconnections between the two systems that may contribute
to high flows in the area.

AECOM (the City’s consulting engineer) and its subcontractor,
Flow Assessment Services, will be performing the tests.
During smoke testing, white smoke is passed through the
sanitary sewer system and out through improper connections

such as drain inlets and roof drains. During this procedure,
white smoke will also be venting through holes in manhole
covers located in the street and through plumbing vent pipes
located on or near the surface of your roof. This is normal
and should not be cause for alarm. Smoke should not enter
buildings unless there is a plumbing defect or a dry trap in an
unused fixture, however, the smoke is environmentally safe and
non-toxic. The Department of Public Works advises pouring
water down unused plumbing fixtures to ensure that the drain
trap will be effective.

Prior to smoke testing, the City wishes to identify locations of
persons with poor health conditions who may be affected by
the testing. Although the smoke is non-toxic and non-staining,
and it is unlikely to enter your premises, it is capable of causing
minor throat and lung irritation, especially to those with lung
ailments such as asthma or emphysema. Please contact the
Department of Public Works at 978-620-3090 if you have these
or similar health conditions, so that appropriate precautions
can be taken.

This is what I was
told in one of the many visits to the fire
department. In one occasion, Fire Chief
Jack Bergeron was present.

After checking with the residents
living on 232 Mt. Vernon St. and finding
that nobody with that name lives there, I
went back to the Fire Department and was
informed by Fire Deputy Kennedy that
“Michael Sikkema was the person who
placed the 911 call and that is the name the
city has in its records.”

Besides me, and the neighbors living
on 232 Mt. Vernon St. there were two other
people who also called 911. They requested
their names not to be revealed. “We don’t
want any trouble with the police”, they
said.

These other witnesses who called 911
were asked by the operator if anybody was
hurt. “I don’t think so but it seems to me
that he has the car in reverse trying to back
it up; wheels are spinning, there’s a lot of
smoke coming out,” one of the witnesses
remembers telling the 911 operator.

After that conversation with the 911
operator, and prior to the police officer’s
arrival, the witnesses went out and talked to

the driver. “I’m OK”, the driver responded
to their concern.

After that brief encounter with the
driver, the witnesses left him alone. “We
can’t believe that the LPD officer did not
give him a breathalyzer test! That guy
was drunk”, they told me. Same reaction I
received from my other neighbors.

With that in mind, we requested Mr.
John Carroll’s driving record from the
Registry of Motor Vehicles. Although they
insist there is nothing else in his record, the
report is incomplete.

“I checked into the record again.
You have the complete Registry of Motor
Vehicles driving record for Mr. Carroll.
The last entry is from 1996. The license is
active. There was a surchargeable accident
in 1986 in Methuen and he was cited for
speeding in Charlton in 1990. There was
a drunken driving arrest in August of 1995
and Mr. Carroll’s license was suspended
through March of 1996. 1 have no other
information. 1 can only provide you
with what’s in our records at this time”,
responded Sara Lavoie, Press Secretary,
MassDOT

Many of the injuries and
accidents associated with home heating
are preventable if residents follow simple
precautions.

With heating ranked as the second
highest cause of fires in Massachusetts,
the Greater Lawrence Community Action
Council Inc. has teamed up with the
Lawrence Fire Department to provide
families and seniors tips for staying safe
while keeping warm, including:

- Never use a space heater as the No. 1
heating source

- Keep anything that can burn at least
three feet from a space heater or wood
stove

- Portable kerosene heaters are illegal
for home use in Massachusetts

- Dispose of wood stove ashes in a metal
container away from the house, porch and
garage

- Don’t use a gas stove or oven for heat
- Install carbon monoxide alarms and
smoke detectors on every level of the home
and change the batteries twice a year

- Keep appliance vents and exhaust pipes
clear of drifting snow and bushes.

The program provides a fixed
benefit based on household income and

In addition, low-income households

Not everyone will be satisfied with the
results but in a true democracy, majority
wins and the rest of us must comply. Half
the people in this country did not vote for
the president yet, everyone is back to their
daily duties until four years from now.

This time, however, I dreaded turning
the radio or television on. Inthe newspapers
I only searched for the obituaries avoiding
politics. The reason I was turned off to the

process is because [ don’t remember another
period in which so many lies, attacks and
threats took place. I’ve heard the nastiest
accusations made in the name of supporting
a candidate and I’ve been told of physical
threats made to others for disagreeing about
a particular candidate.

I found a picture of Thomas Jefferson
in Facebook with an inscription that
sounded very logical: “I never considered a
difference of opinion in politics, in religion,
in philosophy, as cause for withdrawing
from a friend.”

How can we assume that all will be
forgotten in a few months and we’ll be able
to work together for a common cause after
all the offenses?

Elections are over. What a relief!

The cost is based
on the type of business and the actual
payroll. Corporations must purchase
this coverage. Proprietors and LLC
businesses do not have to protect
themselves but they must purchase a
policy for workers they hire.

LOSS OF RENTS/EARNINGS: If
your rental income or your sales money
pays the bills then you need to be sure
your policy includes this coverage. It
is not automatically included!
