Lawrence residents’ dream of 30 years now
a reality

Just in time for summer’s long days,
Groundwork Lawrence (GWL), the City
of Lawrence, and local officials and
stakeholders cut the ribbon to inaugurate
the Spicket River Greenway, welcoming
Lawrence residents and visitors to a
peaceful and beautiful retreat for biking,
walking and connecting with friends and
neighbors in parks and gardens from
multiple neighborhoods alongside the
meandering Spicket River.

An “emerald bracelet” of paved paths
and open spaces connecting Lawrence’s
densely populated neighborhoods to nature
was first envisioned by Lawrence residents
more than 30 years ago. The ceremony
held Friday, July 26, 2013 marks the
culmination of decades of collaboration
among community groups, local businesses,
non-profit organizations, and city, state and
Federal government to realize the dual goals
of riverfront restoration and neighborhood
revitalization.

Heather McMann, Executive Director
of Groundwork Lawrence, said, “The
Spicket River Greenway epitomizes
Groundwork Lawrence’s mission of
changing places, changing lives. Over
many years, we have seen the joy that each
new park has brought to its neighborhood,
and real benefits in terms of improvements
to public health, economic development

and the environment. It gives me and my
predecessors at Groundwork great pride to
complete the goal of connecting these vital
places throughout Lawrence. We’re thrilled
with the community’s reaction so far and
look forward to seeing the Greenway and
Lawrence thrives together.”

The $10 million restoration project
was funded primarily through state and
Federal grants to the City, with GWL
raising supporting private funds. In July
2010, Lawrence was awarded a 2.65 million
dollar state grant through the Massachusetts
Gateway Cities Parks program, allowing
the city and Groundwork Lawrence to
complete the design with Hammer+Walsh
Design and TEC and build the Greenway
with Target Construction. Stretching from
Polartec and Loft Five50 in the Malden
Mills to Lawrence CommunityWorks’s
Union Crossing mixed-use redevelopment
in the south (the former Southwick site), the
Greenway connects six new or redeveloped
parks and one under construction in a 3
mile linear park.

Mayor William Lantigua said, “The
Spicket River Greenway is a shining
example of what can be accomplished when
a passionate and hardworking community
comes together around a shared dream.
This new jewel in our city will be a source
of pride and pleasure for all. We must honor
the dedication of all those who worked to
make this dream a reality by each doing our

In that edition, we showed with extensive details and photos as the
Lawrence Police Department and District Attorney's office raided the
Purchasing Departments at City Hall and the IT Department at the public
library, confiscating computers, laptops and other items.

On May 1, 2010, we published an article entitled Robbin 'The' Hood. In
it, we said that the City of Lawrence was looking for $9.7 million missing. We
were confident that the Essex District Attorney would act with a firm hand to
bring fraud suspects to justice.

We waited... On April 15, 2012 we published the article again hoping
someone would tell us that somebody was working on it. Nothing.

It was not until the morning of July 29, 2013, three years later, the local
newspaper brought the news that “Mr. Bryan Cahoon had pleaded guilty to
theft of federal funds and if the judge accepts the sentence recommended by
the U.S. Attorney Carmen M. Ortiz’s office he will only spend 18 months in
prison”.

In this situation, we are convinced that Lawrence residents have been
betrayed. Apparently the FBI became involved in the investigation because
federal funds had been misappropriated. So, where do federal funds come from
but our pockets? Millions have been embezzled from our coffers which later
we will have to refill with high taxes.

It’s time for the FBI, which is supposed to ensure the wellbeing of all
citizens, not only the federal money, investigate the reason why the Office of
District Attorney Jonathan Blodgett never took decisive action to protect the
interests of the citizens of Lawrence.

In  recognition of the great
accomplishment of the Greenway, the U.S.
Conference of Mayors cited Lawrence, MA
as an honorable mention in the 2013 City
Livability Award in the category of cities
with less than 100,000 residents.

Within a 10 minute walk of the
Greenway, there are almost 30,000 residents
(38% of the population), 7 schools with
2,590 students and 3 of the city’s largest
employers: Polartec, Lawrence General
Hospital, and the Greater Lawrence Family
Health Center.

The Greenway offers limitless
opportunities for recreation and relaxation,
from walking, jogging and biking along
the new paths to planting and tending
vegetables in the community gardens to
outdoor education and performance in new
amphitheaters.

Activities for children and families
abound in the Greenway’s six anchor parks:
Dr. Nina Scarito Park, Immigrant Place
Park, Manchester Street Park, Misserville
Skate Park, Hayden Schofield Park, and
William Kennedy Community Park. A
seventh park, Oxford Place Park, located at
the southern-most point of the Greenway,
the final piece of the Gateway Project, near
the confluence with the Merrimack River, is
expected to be completed within the year.

“When the people of Lawrence want to
get something done, nothing stops them,”
said U. S. Representative Niki Tsongas
(D-MA). “The city’s commitment to this

project, which started in the homes of
some community members over 30 years
ago, has been remarkable. With each
new park, the vision became more real,
and the community more energized. It is
a sign of this city’s strength that a long-
ago vision of improving quality of life in
Lawrence is today manifested in something
that can be shared and enjoyed by all.
Creating green-space and public parks in
urban communities is an excellent way
to revitalize neighborhoods and further
economic development in our cities,
which is why I reintroduced legislation to
provide annual support for Groundwork
organizations across the country.”

Though the ribbon cutting marks the
Greenway’s official opening, residents have
already been enjoying the new attraction.
Sister Eileen Burns, Executive Director
at the Notre Dame Education Center in
Lawrence, takes her mother, Pauline Burns,
on walks along the Greenway.

Said Sister Eileen: “I began taking my
mom out in her wheelchair from the Mary
Immaculate Nursing Home. We walk the
path through the ball field and down to
Central Catholic. Sometimes we head in
the other direction. It has given her so much
joy to watch the height of the river, see
and hear the birds and follow the seasonal
cycles of the trees. She is so confined and
this has helped free her! ”

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El absurdo de la Revision
"Universal" de Antecedentes

Quienes estan a favor de revisar
los antecedentes "universales" en los
compradores de armas hacen algunos
argumentos ridiculos. Por ejemplo, los
opositores seflalan correctamente que los
compradores de armas con intenciones
criminales siempre encontraran canales que
no requieren verificacion de antecedentes.
Trafico de armas es una de las profesiones
mas antiguas y el mercado negro siempre
estara con nosotros. Asi, la promesa de la
verificacion de antecedentes universales
- incluso si eso fuera una actividad de
gobierno legitimo - es un fraude, ya que la
universalidad no puede ser alcanzada.

Los  partidarios, sin  embargo,
cuestionan este argumento alegando
que resulta demasiado: Si requerir la
verificacion de antecedentes es inutil
como medida de lucha contra el crimen, se
preguntan, ;por qué tenemos leyes contra
el asesinato, la violacion, y el robo? Esas
leyes no detendran a nadie de cometer un
delito, ;cual es la razén?

Este argumento es erroneo.
Recordemos que el requisito de una
verificacion profunda tiene por objeto,
profilacticamente, mantener las armas
fuera de las manos de los que harian dafio
a otros. En cambio, la prohibicion contra

el asesinato y otras formas de agresion
pretenden retrospectivamente, legitimar
la detencion y el enjuiciamiento de las
personas que han cometido delitos contra la
persona y la propiedad. Si, la disuasion se
destina también, pero el objetivo principal es
permitir a la accion después de los hechos.

Los partidarios de la verificacion
de antecedentes pueden responder que
el requisito de "universal" permitiria al
gobierno para perseguir a aquellos que
han utilizado armas agresivamente. Pero
este argumento no tiene fuerza lo que sea,
simplemente porque si alguien comete
agresion con un arma, el gobierno ya tiene
motivos para aprehender y enjuiciar al
autor. ;/Qué valor tiene ser capaz de cargar
un asesino de masas sospecha de posesion
ilegal de un arma asi?

El argumento practico para el mandato
de la verificacion de antecedentes depende
unicamente de su potencial para mantener
las armas fuera de las manos de aquellos
que los utilizan para cometer delitos. (Sin
embargo, no habria detenido a Adam Lanza
en Newtown u otros asesinos en masa.)
Por tal motivo el argumento falla, porque
las personas con intenciones criminales
encontraran maneras de comprar las armas
que no requieren una comprobacion.

Los defensores de la verificacion de
antecedentes parecen pensar que con un
decreto del gobierno se secara el mercado
negro. Pero ;por qué es asi? Las ventas
iran mas alla de la capacidad del gobierno
para controlarlos. Fuera de vista, fuera del
control del gobierno.

Los defensores también se burlan de
los que predicen que los llamados controles
de antecedentes universales conduciran
a registro de armas y el decomiso. Pero
esto no es un miedo extrano. (La ACLU lo
comparte.) Desde pistolas seguiran siendo
compradas y vendidas sin la verificacion
de antecedentes, un registro nacional es
el probable proximo paso en la cruzada
para impedir este tipo de transferencias.
Las libertades civiles implicaciones son
desgarradoras.

Asi, el caso contra ordenando controles
de antecedentes "universales" resiste el
escrutinio. Esta medida no mantener a
las personas penalmente mentalidad de
adquirir armas de fuego, pero le daria una
falsa sensacion de seguridad al publico
con la promesa de algo que no pueden
cumplir. ;Cual sera el publico, lo que
favorece la verificacion de antecedentes,
solicite después de la proxima atrocidad?
(Una prohibicién total de las armas y la
confiscacion?

Aunque no seria la prevencion del
delito, la ley de fondo de wverificacion
de personas podria impedir de forma
no intencionada a partir de la obtencion
de armas de fuego para la autodefensa.
Muchas personas que respetan la ley
no compran un arma hasta que han sido
amenazados - una mujer por su ex marido,
por ejemplo - y que estaran dispuestos a
comprar uno fuera de la ley. (Una persona
con una condena por un delito de drogas
delito grave u otro crimen sin victimas no
puede poseer legalmente un arma de fuego.
(Por qué estas personas deben ser excluidos
de un medio eficaz para la autodefensa es
un misterio que debe ser explicado.)

Lacritica de los denominados controles
de antecedentes universales demuestra
la inutilidad de la propuesta. Una critica
mas especificamente moral (y libertaria)
es que la mera posesion de un arma de
fuego implica ninguna agresion que sea,
independientemente de los antecedentes
de una persona, y por lo tanto no debe ser
prohibido. El gobierno no puede interferir
correctamente con alguien porque podria
cometer un delito. (Por supuesto, los
propietarios de negocios tienen el derecho
de negar la entrada a personas con armas -
al igual que los propietarios de armas tienen
derecho a patrocinar a otros negocios.)

Pero, diran algunos, no es un requisito
para la verificacion de antecedentes que
vale la pena si se puede salvar una vida
inocente? ;Y si el requisito puede costar
una vida inocente? Es una vida inocente
mas valiosa que otra?

The Absurdity
of “Universal”

Background
Checks

By Sheldon Richman

Those who favor  “universal”
background checks on gun buyers make
some ridiculous arguments. For example,
opponents correctly point out that gun
buyers with criminal intent will always
find channels that require no background
check. Gunrunning is among the oldest
professions, and the black market will
always be with us. Thus the promise of
universal background checks — even if that
were a legitimate government activity — is
a fraud, because universality can’t possibly
be achieved.

Supporters, however, challenge this
argument by contending that it proves too
much: If requiring background checks is
futile as a crime-fighting measure, they ask,
why should we have laws against murder,
rape, battery, and robbery? Those laws will
never stop everyone from committing a
crime, so what’s the point?

This argument is flawed. Let’s
remember that the background-check
requirement is intended, prophylactically,
to keep guns out of the hands of those who
would do harm to others. In contrast, the
prohibition against murder and other forms
of aggression is intended, retrospectively,
to legitimate the apprehension and
prosecution of people who have committed
offenses against person and property. Yes,
deterrence is also intended, but the main
objective is to permit action after the fact.

Supporters of background checks may
respond that a “universal” requirement
would permit the government to go after
those who have used guns aggressively. But
this argument has no force whatever, simply
because if someone commits aggression
with a gun, the government already has
grounds to apprehend and prosecute the
perpetrator. What value is there in being
able to charge a suspected mass murderer
with illegal possession of a gun as well?

The practical argument for mandated
background checks depends solely on
its potential for keeping guns out of the
hands of those who would use them to
commit crimes. (However, it would not
have stopped Adam Lanza in Newtown or
other mass murderers.) On that ground the
argument fails, because people with criminal
intent will find ways to buy guns that do not
require a check. Proponents of background
checks seem to think that a government
decree will dry up the black market. But
why would it? Sales will go on beyond the
government’s ability to monitor them. Out
of sight, out of government control.

Proponents also mock those who
predict that so-called universal background
checks will lead to gun registration and
confiscation. But this is not an outlandish
fear. (The ACLU shares it.) Since guns
will continue to be bought and sold without
background checks, a national registry is the
likely next step in the crusade to deter such
transfers. The civil-liberties implications
are harrowing.

Thus the case against mandating

Oportunidades Crediticias (ECOA, por

programa de asistencia ptblica o por ejercer
de buena fe alglin derecho bajo la Ley de
Proteccion Crediticia al Consumidor.

Una vez registrada su denuncia,
usted recibird las novedades por correo
electronico y podra ingresar a la pagina
para conocer el estado de la misma.

Para mayor proteccion contra la
discriminacion crediticia, o para evitar
buscar productos incorrectos para usted:

* Informese sobre las diferentes
caracteristicas y desventajas del producto
crediticio que desea. Averigiic las tasas de
interés que se estan cobrando y compare
los productos que ofrecen los diferentes
prestamistas.

* Los prestamistas toman decisiones en
base a su historial crediticio. Por lo tanto,
asegurese de que sus informes crediticios
no contengan errores ni omisiones.

* Aseglrese de entender las tasas y
comisiones que debera pagar a largo plazo y
pregunte si pueden modificarse en el futuro.
Si el prestamista no quiere responder sus
preguntas, puede ser una mala sefal.

* No deje que los prestamistas lo
presionen o se demoren innecesariamente
en procesar su solicitud.

En resumen: Antes de firmar sobre
la linea punteada, asegurese de que el
crédito sea el correcto para sus necesidades,
tanto las actuales como las que tendra mas
adelante.

Protect Yourself
Against Credit
Discrimination
By Jason Alderman

Have you ever been turned down for a
credit card and wondered why? Or gotten
approved for a car loan or mortgage but
suddenly the interest rate and fees are much
higher than in the initial quote?

There are many legitimate reasons
why people are denied credit — insufficient
income or a poor track record on past loan
repayments, for example. But sometimes
people are denied credit because of
discriminatory lending practices — which
are not always easy to spot.

Fortunately numerous federal and state
laws prohibit lenders from discriminating in
any part of a credit transaction on the basis of
many personal characteristics. What's more,
the Consumer Financial Protection Bureau
(CFPB) and other governmental agencies
provide avenues for filing complaints if
you feel you've been discriminated against.
And, offending lenders face lawsuits and
stiff penalties if found to be discriminatory.

Under the Equal Credit Opportunity
Act (ECOA) it's illegal for creditors to
discriminate against credit applicants based
on their race, color, religion, national origin,
sex, marital status or age, because they
receive income from a public assistance
program, or because they have in good faith
exercised any right under the Consumer
Credit Protection Act.

Based on those
cannot:

*  Refuse you credit if you qualify for it;
* Discourage you from applying for
credit;

*  Offer you credit on terms that are less
favorable than those offered to someone
with similar qualifications; or

*  Close your account.

Another federal law, the Fair Housing
Act(FHA),prohibitsdiscriminationbydirect
providers of housing, such as landlords, real
estate companies, municipalities, banks or
other lending institutions and homeowner's
insurance companies.

Warning signs. Red flags that may
indicate credit discrimination include:

*  You are treated differently in person
than on the phone.

*  You are discouraged from applying for
credit.

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Beneficios Tributarios Especiales para
el Personal las Fuerzas Armadas

Si usted es un miembro de las Fuerzas
Armadas de EE.UU., el IRS quiere que sepa
acerca de los muchos beneficios tributarios
que podrian aplicar a usted. Reglas
tributarias especiales aplican a los militares
en servicio activo, inclusive los que trabajan
en zonas de combate. Estas reglas pueden
ayudar a reducir sus impuestos federales y
facilitar la presentacion de su declaracion
de impuestos.

Aqui hay diez de esos beneficios:

1. Prérrogas. Militares calificados,
inclusive los que sirven en una zona de
combate, puede posponer algunos plazos
tributarios.

Usted tomaria esta decision si aumenta
su crédito. Incluso si lo hace, la paga por
combate sigue siendo no tributable.

4. Deduccién de Gastos por Mudanza.
Si se muda debido a un cambio permanente
de puesto de servicio, es posible que pueda
deducir algunos de sus gastos de mudanza
no reembolsados.

5. Deduccién de Uniformes. Puede
deducir los gastos y el mantenimiento de
ciertos uniformes que los reglamentos
prohiben usar mientras que esté fuera de
servicio. Usted debe reducir sus gastos por
cualquier reembolso que reciba por estos
costos.

6. Firmando Declaraciones Conjuntas.
Generalmente ambos conyuges deben firmar
declaraciones conjuntas de impuestos. Sin
embargo, cuando uno de los conyuges no
estd disponible debido a cierto servicio
militar o circunstancias, el otro puede, en
algunos casos, firmar por ambos conyuges,
0 necesitard una carta poder para presentar
una declaracion conjunta.

7. Deduccién de Gastos de Viaje de
Reservistas. SiesunmiembrodelaReserva
de las Fuerzas Armadas de EE.UU, usted
puede deducir ciertos gastos de viaje en su
declaracion de impuestos. Puede deducir

los gastos no reembolsados por viajar mas
de 100 millas de distancia de su casa para
llevar a cabo sus tareas en la reserva.

8. Subvenciones no Tributables de
ROTC. Subvenciones educativas y de
subsistencia pagadas a los estudiantes
de ROTC que participan en capacitacion
avanzada no son tributables. Sin embargo,
la paga por servicio activo - tales como paga
recibida durante el campamento de verano
avanzado - esta sujeto a impuestos.

9. Vida Civil. Después de dejar el servicio
militar, puede deducir ciertos gastos de
busqueda de empleo. Los gastos pueden
incluir viajes, cuotas por la preparacion
del curriculum vitaec y gastos de agencia
de colocacion de empleos. Los gastos de
mudanza también pueden ser deducible.

10. Ayuda Tributaria. La mayoria de
las bases militares ofrecen preparacion y
presentacion de impuestos gratuita durante
la temporada de impuestos.  Algunos
también ofrecen ayuda gratuita a partir del
15 de abril.

Special Tax
Benefits for Armed
Forces Personnel

If you’re a member of the U.S. Armed
Forces, the IRS wants you to know about
the many tax benefits that may apply to you.
Special tax rules apply to military members
on active duty, including those serving in
combat zones. These rules can help lower
your federal taxes and make it easier to file
your tax return.

Here are ten of those benefits:

1. Deadline Extensions. Qualifying
military members, including those who
serve in a combat zone, can postpone some
tax deadlines. This includes automatic
extensions of time to file tax returns and
pay taxes.

2. Combat Pay Exclusion. If you serve
in a combat zone, you can exclude certain
combat pay from your income. You won’t
need to show the exclusion on your tax
return because qualified pay isn’t included
in the wages reported on your Form W-2,
Wage and Tax Statement. Some service
outside a combat zone also qualifies for this
exclusion.

3. Earned Income Tax Credit. You can
choose to include nontaxable combat pay as
earned income to figure your EITC. You
would make this choice if it increases your
credit. Even if you do, the combat pay
remains nontaxable.

4. Moving Expense Deduction.

“universal” background checks withstands
scrutiny. This measure would not keep
criminally minded people from acquiring
guns, but it would give a false sense
of security to the public by promising
something they cannot deliver. ~ What
will the public, which favors background
checks, call for after the next atrocity? A
total prohibition on guns and confiscation?

While it wouldn't prevent crime,
a background-check law could impede
persons without criminal intent from
obtaining firearms for self-defense. Many
law-abiding people don’t buy a gun until
they’ve been threatened — a woman by her
estranged husband, for example — and they
will be reluctant to buy one outside the law.
(Someone with a conviction for a felony
drug charge or other victimless crime cannot
legally possess a gun. Why such people
should be barred from an effective means
of self-defense is a mystery that ought to be
explained.)

This criticism of so-called universal
background checks demonstrates the
futility of the proposal. A more specifically
moral (and libertarian) criticism is that
mere possession of a firearm entails no
aggression whatever, regardless of aperson’s
background, and therefore should not be
prohibited. Government may not properly
interfere with someone because he might
commit a crime. (Of course businesses
owners have a right to deny entry to people
with guns — just as gun owners have a right
to patronize other businesses.)

But, some will say, isn’t a requirement
for background checks worthwhile if it
might save one innocent life? And what
if the requirement might cost one innocent
life? Is one innocent life more valuable than
another?

FIRE/HAZARD: If you borrow money
to start your business or buy a building,
the bank will require that you have
FIRE insurance (just like when you
borrow to buy a home).

THEFT: Theft coverage can usually be
purchased along with fire insurance.
Often it is necessary to have a burglar
alarm to purchase theft coverage.

WORKERS COMPENSATION: If
you decide to hire someone or have
family help you, it is necessary to
purchase  workers  compensation
insurance. This protects the worker
if they are injured on the job. Not
only are the medical bills paid, but the
missing wages are also payable to the
injured employee. The cost is based
on the type of business and the actual
payroll. Corporations must purchase
this coverage. Proprietors and LLC
businesses do not have to protect
themselves but they must purchase a
policy for workers they hire.

LOSS OF RENTS/EARNINGS: If
your rental income or your sales money
pays the bills then you need to be sure
your policy includes this coverage. It
is not automatically included!

move due to a permanent change of station,
you may be able to deduct some of your
unreimbursed moving costs.

5. Uniform Deduction. You can deduct the
costs and upkeep of certain uniforms that
regulations prohibit you from wearing while
off duty. You must reduce your expenses
by any reimbursement you receive for these
costs.

6. Signing Joint Returns. Both spouses
normally must sign joint income tax returns.
However, when one spouse is unavailable
due to certain military duty or conditions,
the other may, in some cases sign for both
spouses, or will need a power of attorney to
file a joint return.

7. Reservists’ Travel Deduction. If
you’re a member of the U.S. Armed Forces
Reserves, you may deduct certain travel
expenses on your tax return. You can deduct
unreimbursed expenses for traveling more
than 100 miles away from home to perform
your reserve duties.

8. Nontaxable ROTC Allowances.
Educational and subsistence allowances paid
to ROTC students participating in advanced
training are not taxable. However, active
duty pay — such as pay received during
summer advanced camp — is taxable.

9. Civilian Life. After leaving the military,
you may be able to deduct certain job
hunting expenses. Expenses may include
travel, resume preparation fees and job
placement agency fees. Moving expenses
may also be deductible.

10. Tax Help. Most military bases offer
free tax preparation and filing assistance
during the tax filing season. Some also
offer free tax help after April 15.

You can learn more about these tax
benefits in Publication 3, Armed Forces’ Tax
Guide. The booklet is available on IRS.gov
or you can order it by calling 1-800-TAX-
FORM (800-829-3676).

The rain was no obstacle for a group of
jubilant Puerto Ricans to hoist their flag in
front of Lawrence City Hall on Thursday,
July 25, 2013. They were celebrating the
Constitution of the Commonwealth of
Puerto Rico, the charter proclaimed in 1952
that includes their general laws and the civil
code of the island.

In 1945, following his election as
Governor of Puerto Rico, Democrat Luis
Muiioz Marin with his effort helped Puerto
Rico to obtain partial autonomy of the
United States. Since then, Puerto Rico
became a Commonwealth which means
that Puerto Rico is, in essence, half country
and half state.

Although the laws in Puerto Rico are
parallel with those of the United States,
Puerto Rico has its own Olympic team and
is presented as a nation at all international
events. Meanwhile, political leaders are
not called presidents, but governors.

A curious case is that the people of
Puerto Rico do not vote in presidential
elections to elect the President of the
United States unless they are in American
territory.

Spouses have a significant benefit

Social Security can be an important
financial asset for married couples when the
time comes to apply for retirement benefits.
In many cases, one spouse may have earned
significantly more than the other, or have
worked for a longer span of years. Or it
could be that one spouse stayed home to do
the work of raising the children or caring
for elderly family members while the other
focused on a career.

Regardless of your situation, Social
Security will look at all possibilities to make
sure both spouses receive the maximum
benefit possible.

Even if you have not paid Social
Security taxes, it’s likely you’ll be eligible
to receive benefits on your spouse’s
record. If you did work and pay into Social
Security, we will check eligibility based on
your work record and your spouse’s to see
which amount is higher.

You can apply for spouses benefits

the same way that you apply for benefits
on your own record. You can apply for
reduced benefits as early as age 62, or for
100 percent of your full retirement benefits
at your “full retirement age.” You can find
your full retirement age, based on your
birth year, at www.socialsecurity.gov/pubs/
ageincrease.htm

The benefit amount you can receive
as a spouse, if you have reached your full
retirement age, can be as much as one half
of your spouse’s full benefit. If you opt for
early retirement, your benefit may be as
little as a third of your spouse’s full benefit
amount.

If your spouse has already reached full
retirement age but continues to work, your
spouse can apply for retirement benefits and
request to have the payments suspended
until as late as age 70. This would allow the
worker to earn delayed retirement credits
that will mean higher payments later, but

CREDIT

*  You hear the lender make negative
comments about race, national origin, sex,
or other protected groups.
*  You are refused credit even though you
qualify for it.
*  You are offered credit with a higher rate
than what you applied for, even though you
qualify for the lower rate.
*  You are denied credit, but not given a
reason why or told how to find out why.
*  Your deal sounds too good to be true.
*  You feel pushed or pressured to sign.
Ifyoubelieve a lender has discriminated
against you for any reason, you can
submit a complaint to the CFPB (www.
consumerfinance.gov/complaint), ~ which
will review and route your complaint to
the lender and work on your behalf to get
a response. Once your complaint is logged,
you will receive email updates and can log
in to monitor the status of your complaint.
To better protect yourself against credit
discrimination — or from pursuing credit
products that aren't right for you:
* Learn about the various features and
downsides of the credit product you want.

Research current interest rates and compare
products from several lenders.

*  Creditors make decisions based on
your credit history, so make sure there are
no mistakes or missing items in your credit
reports.

* Be sure you understand the rates and
fees you'll pay over the long run and ask
whether they could change in the future.
If a creditor doesn't want to answer your
questions, this could be a bad sign.

*  Don't let lenders make you feel rushed
or unnecessarily delay action on your
application.

Bottom line: Before you sign on the
dotted line, make sure the credit product is
right for your needs — both today and down
the road.
