$400,000 to Study Public Safety

Needs in the City of Lawrence

Study will examine public
safety facility, training and
education needs Merrimack
Valley region.

Undersecretary of Administration and
Finance Scott Jordan today joined Lawrence
Mayor Daniel Rivera, Northern Essex
Community College (NECC) President
Lane Glenn and state and local officials to
announce a new study of the public safety
facility, training and education needs in the
City of Lawrence and greater Merrimack
Valley region.

The Patrick Administration's final five-
year Capital Investment Plan for Fiscal
Years 2015-2019 included $400,000 in
funding for a study to assess the public
safety facility, training and educational
needs for the region. The study will be
conducted by the Division of Capital Asset
Management and Maintenance (DCAMM)
and will be conducted with team members
from the City of Lawrence, NECC, and
the Executive office of Public Safety to
determine the feasibility of a project that
will best enhance workforce development
and increase the effectiveness of local and
regional law enforcement.

"Through these types of collaborative
efforts, we are finding new ways to meet
our public safety challenges and make our
communities great places for residents
to grow and thrive," said Undersecretary
Jordan. "By creating a partnership with the
city of Lawrence and NECC we have the
opportunity to make a positive change that
would not otherwise be possible. I look
forward to continuing to work together to
serve the residents of this region."

This funding is one of many investments
included in Governor Patrick's eighth
and final five-year Capital Investment
Plan, building on the Administration's
successful efforts to stimulate job creation
and support long-term economic growth by
making record-level investments in higher
education, innovation and infrastructure
projects.

The idea of a new police station in
Lawrence, along with expanded education
innovation in public safety at NECC, is a
dream for our community, and this money
takes us one step closer to that. We thank
the Governor and his team for continuing
their record of keeping Lawrence in mind
when it comes to capital investments with
high prices tags such as this; along with our
State delegation led by Senator Finegold
for their dogged support of a new station,"
said Mayor Rivera

"Nationwide, 85% of first responders-
police, firefighters, and paramedics-get their
training at community colleges. This is an
exciting first step as we explore the benefits
of building a state-of-the-art regional public
safety center in Lawrence that will serve the
needs of first responders across northeast
Massachusetts. This is great news for the
city of Lawrence and the Merrimack Valley,
and we are thrilled to be partnering with the
city and the state on this project,” said Lane
A. Glenn, president, NECC.

The Patrick Administration
remains committed to revitalizing the
Commonwealth's gateway cities like
Lawrence. Over the past four years, the
City of Lawrence has been awarded
over $2 million in police staffing grants,
$868,000 from the state's gang prevention
grant program, and $955,000 for enhanced
public safety communication operations. A
testament to these efforts was a May 2014
Boston Globe Magazine Story that featured
the City of Lawrence as one of Greater
Boston's Top Spots to Live.

"This announcement is the result of
over a year of work by Governor Patrick and
his administration, City officials, Northern
Essex Community College President
Lane Glenn, and the elected Lawrence
delegation. I thank Governor Patrick and
his administration for partnering with the
City and NECC on this important project.
The study could pave the way for a project
that will benefit not only Lawrence, but the
entire region," said Senator Barry Finegold.
"I proudly stand with my fellow colleagues
in the Lawrence legislative delegation in
celebrating the announcement of these
critical funds to study the city's public safety
needs. The Commonwealth's partnership
with the city and NECC is an exciting one
and I look forward to seeing the results of
these investments over the years to come,"
said Representative Diana DiZoglio.

"This public safety study is a necessary
step towards improving Lawrence. I am
proud to be in support of this endeavor,"
said Representative Frank A. Moran.

Through its partnership with the Patrick
Administration, the City of Lawrence's
budget is balanced for the fourth consecutive
year, without using one-time reserves. For
fiscal year 2015, the city is meeting its
school funding obligations, hiring six new
police officers, has a fully funded capital
stability fund as required in the oversight
law and achieved a historically low 2
percent increase in health premiums due
to its participation in the Group Insurance
Commission (GIC). Lawrence has also
received an increase in unrestricted general
government aid (UGGA) of $2 million
since fiscal year 2012. Additionally, the
Governor's Capital Investment Plan builds
on the Administration's successful efforts to
stimulate job creation and support long-term
economic growth by making record level
investments in higher education, innovation
and infrastructure projects.

Additionally, in the 2013 MassWorks
Infrastructure Program round, Lawrence was
awarded nearly $900,000 for infrastructure
improvements including renovation of the
Essex Street Connection and alleyways
that provide critical linkage throughout the
downtown and supports Northern Essex
Community College's Dr. Ibrahim El-
Hefni Allied Health & Technology Center,
which opened in March of 2014. This area
of downtown Lawrence was identified as a
Priority Development Area in the Merrimack
Valley Regional Plan. In 2009, Lawrence's
Gateway and Canal Revitalization District
was named a Growth District.

Durante la conferencia de prensa de la
semana pasada sobre "Pavegate", el Alcalde
Dan Rivera dijo lo siguiente:

"Hoy hago un llamado a los que estan
investigando o a los que deben estar
investigando este asunto; que loincluyan
dentro de sus prioridades y resuelvan
esta situacion. Es muy importante que
se establezcan responsabilidades. Se
han perdido mas de $600,000 dolares,
sin al parecer, implementar el proceso
de licitacion. ;Donde esta el proceso
legal en esto? Deben por lo menos
dejar que el publico sepa en qué punto
esta la investigacion. Actualmente
estamos en la oscuridad.", dijo el
Alcalde Dan Rivera. "Mientras mas
esperen para culpar a alguien, mientras
mas ignorado sea el bienestar publico,
mas significado tiene la negacion de
justicia para el contribuyente".

Apoyo a cualquier lider que toma
medidas enérgicas en defensa de nuestra
comunidad. Es refrescante escuchar
demandas como lo expresé el alcalde.
Lawrence no es el patito feo del estado y
alguien debe cuidar de nuestros intereses.

Entonces, me acordé que Ila
administracion anterior descubrid6 que
$9.7 millones fueron robados por el
Departamento de Tecnologia Informatica en
los Gltimos cuatro anos de la Administracion
de Sullivan, cayendo en oidos sordos. Casi
cuatro afios después, Brian Cahoon fue
acusado de robar unos $250,000 de un
subsidio federal (parte de los $9.7 millones)
y en lugar de atravesar un juicio, se declaro
culpable y fue sentenciado a dos afios de
carcel. No se hizo mencion del resto del
dinero robado.

Y, durante esos cuatro afios, Dan Rivera
fue miembro del Concejo Municipal a cargo
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de la Comision de Presupuesto. El nunca
dijo nada publicamente - y mucho menos
exigié una investigacion.

Los medios de comunicacion estaban
tan ocupados tratando de publicar todo
lo malo de la ciudad para poder culpar al
Alcalde William Lantigua que tal violacion
a la confianza publica no era importante.

Queja de discriminacion

El Oficial William Green ha presentado
una demanda por discriminacion contra
el Departamento de Policia y la Ciudad
de Lawrence. He estado siguiendo este
tema desde que fue detenido en su casa en
junio encontrando contratiempos por todas
partes y algunas personas incluso me han
aconsejado que no lo persiga.

Puede que esto no sea de interés para
los medios de comunicacion de Boston,
pero creo que el arresto de un oficial de
policia porque alguien creyo6 que era su voz
en mensajes telefonicos a 911 nos afecta a
todos. Por si fuera poco, mientras que el
Oficial Green estaba siendo instruido de
cargos, una hora después de ser sacado de su
casa con las manos esposadas, el verdadero
culpable fue detenido y le dijeron que se
fuera de vuelta a casa. Las llamadas a 911
fueron hechas por Luis Ortiz de Winter
Street, Lawrence. Ese es el Daybreak
Shelter pero ellos dijeron no conocer a
nadie por ese nombre.

Tengo que seguir buscando informacion
sobre esto porque le puede pasar a cualquiera
de nosotros.

Lawrence siempre ha sentido el reto
de la tension racial y esta ciudad se podria
convertir en otro Ferguson

Si habla con expertos comunitarios,
la respuesta puede ser que si. Durante

muchos afios, el Departamento de Policia de
Lawrence ha sido ridiculizado por la fuerza
excesiva de la policia contra sus ciudadanos
latinos.

Rumbo ha publicado a lo largo de los
aflos los muchos pleitos que han recibido
y han concedido por millones de dolares
contra el Departamento de Policia de
Lawrence. Lawrence es una comunidad
predominantemente latina, mientras que la
policia local se ha mantenido en su mayoria
blanca. Los alcaldes anteriores han tratado
de abordar el problema algunos atrayendo
la diversidad y la unidad, mientras que
otros no lo han hecho.

La comunidad latina ha estado pidiendo
investigaciones transparentes de la fuerza
excesiva de la policia por muchos afios. La
Policia de Lawrence como departamento
no se ha dotado de software de biisqueda de
datos de informacion que proporcionan el
numero de quejas contra los oficiales o de
vehiculos de motor que detienen.

Las tensiones entre la mayoria blanca
de la fuerza policial de la ciudad y los
residentes predominantemente latinos han
estado creciendo durante afios. Aunque
algunos pasos hacia ese fin fueron
dados con un alcalde que ascendié a dos
oficiales latinos a sargentos, con lo que
los departamentos de oficiales superiores
solo al 10% de latinos, mientras que el
porcentaje de policias es de 28% latinos en
un 80% la comunidad predominantemente
latina.

El Oficial Green, un oficial de policia
afroamericano y como un miembro activo
de la Policia de Lawrence, alega que el
Departamento de Policia de Lawrence
tiene la discriminacion racial generalizada
de arriba a abajo. El Oficial Green fue
arrestado mas tarde bajo falsas acusaciones
y ha presentado ya una denuncia ante la
Comision contra la Discriminacion.

Es imperativo que el Alcalde Rivera,
que ha estado dando pasos para corregir los
problemas que heredd en el departamento
de policia, recuerde que la comunidad
latina estd mirando. El Alcalde Rivera es
un hombre diligente; un hombre integro
que tiene todo lo mejor en el corazon para
la Ciudad de Lawrence y ha declarado
publicamente que ¢l esta trabajando
duro para diversificar el departamento de
policia.

El Alcalde Rivera no pudo demostrar su
diversidad cuando contrat6 a siete agentes
de la policia con sélo dos de ellos siendo
minorias que ya estdn en la academia en
estos momentos. Esperemos que el alcalde
lo haga bien la segunda vez.

Anuncian estudio de
seguridad publica

Durante la conferencia de prensa de
"Pavegate" la semana pasada, se hizo muy
evidente que esto era solo una farsa para
beneficiar a un candidato porque todo fue
para hablar mal de William Lantigua.

En la conferencia de prensa frente a la
estacion de policia para hacer el anuncio de

Dondequiera que
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Tenemos que evitar otro Ferguson

La situacidon que se vive en Ferguson,
Missouri, podria suceder en otras ciudades
del pais, donde la poblacion mayoritaria
no necesariamente es afroamericana sino

latina.
La Opinibn y otros periddicos
nacionales documentaron el tremendo

dispar que existe en la sociedad de este
pequeiio pueblo de un poco mas de 21,000
personas. 69% de su poblacion pertenece a
los grupos minoritarios de afroamericanos,
mientras que el gobierno municipal, el
distrito escolar y otras instancias de poder
estan plenamente acaparados por el grupo
dominante. De un total de 53 policias en
Ferguson, solo tres son afroamericanos;
los demas son americanos de ascendencia
europea.

Por eso no es ninguna sorpresa que
82% de los detenidos por la policia son
afrodescendientes y 92% de los que son
arrestados pertenecen también a este grupo
étnico.

En este momento no sabemos
exactamente los hechos reales que
precedieron a la matanza del joven
afroamericano de 18 afios por parte del
policia Darren Wilson, quien utiliz6 su
pistola seis veces para dar fin con su vida.

Sabemos que Michael Brown, el joven
que terminé balaceado, tuvo un incidente
en una tienda de Ferguson. A través de las

camaras de seguridad de la tienda, se ve
claramente que Brown esta en medio de
una rifia, increpa bruscamente al trabajador
del local y luego sale de la tienda.

El robo de unos pequeiios articulos no
le da ninglin argumento a cualquier policia
a utilizar su arma letal para terminar con la
vida una persona, incluyendo delincuentes
—ano ser que la vida del policia esté peligro
inminente.

Un policia no es juez, y nunca debe
hacer justicia por su propia cuenta. Para
eso tenemos un sistema juridico competente
que nos obliga a respetar los derechos del
acusado para que sea procesado, enjuiciado
y castigado.

Algo preocupante del caso Ferguson es
que esa misma experiencia de Brown pueda
ocurrir en una ciudad donde la poblacion
latina es mayoria o por lo menos tiene mas
del 30% de la poblacion. La Ciudad de
Los Angeles, de acuerdo a un estimado del
Censo de 2013, tiene 3,884,307 habitantes.
De ese total, 28.7% pertenecen a los grupos
étnicos blancos. Sin embargo, casi 70% de
los 10,000 policias pertenecen a este grupo,
mientras que 3,200 de ellos - es decir un
poquito mas del 30%, pertenecen a los
grupos minoritarios.

Lo anterior no quiere decir que los
policias latinos no arrestaran a gente
delincuente de su propio grupo, sino que
estos policias son mas conocedores de la
cultura y algunos rasgos costumbristas que,

a la hora de hacer su trabajo, les permite
obrar con mayor cautela.

En las ciudades mas pequefas se nota
con mayor nitidez las discrepancias entre la
poblacién numéricamente mayoritaria y los
eslabones de poder. De acuerdo al Censo de
2010, la ciudad de Costa Mesa en California
tiene 109,960 habitantes. De ese total,
38.5% pertenece al grupo de latinos. Sin
embargo, desde que se fundd esta ciudad,
no ha existido un representante latino en
el consejo municipal. Los policias son
mayormente del grupo étnico dominante.

En Fullerton, otra ciudad mediana
de California, la poblacion es de 126,003
habitantes. 38,014 son latinos; es decir
30.8% del total. Al igual que Costa Mesa
y la mayoria de los pueblos medianos
de Orange County, los puestos de poder
estdn colmados por gente que pertenece
a las etnias blancas, incluyendo en los

establecimientos universitarios, distritos
escolares y el departamento de policias.

(Qué significa lo anterior? Los datos
demograficos nos dicen que la poblacion
latina ha ido incrementando en nimero pero
no en términos de poder. Lo acontecido
en Ferguson puede servir para que los
grupos dominantes se den cuenta que la
monopolizacion total del poder produce
consecuencias impredecibles y negativas.
Por otra parte, la comunidad latina debe
reconocer y concientizarse de que es tiempo
de emprender una marcha positiva hacia
una mejor representatividad en el gobierno
local. El voto es la mejor arma contra la
monopolizacion del poder.

OnThursday, August 14th, Groundwork
Lawrence held the graduation of the first
group of students who took advantage of the
Environmental Technical Training Program
(ETTP).

A growing partnership between the
Merrimack Valley Workforce Investment
Board(MVWIB)andGroundworkLawrence

LaLegislatura de Massachusetts aprobo
una medida de bienestar animal que crea
castigos mas severos, junto con el aumento
de las sanciones pecuniarias, contra los
actos de crueldad hacia los animales.

Bajo la Ley del Senado 2345, Ley
Proteccion del Bienestar Animal y
Seguridad, patrocinada por el Senador
Estatal Bruce Tarr (R-Gloucester) y co-
patrocinada por la Representante Estatal
Diana DiZoglio (D-Methuen), las penas
maximas por convicciones de crueldad
animal aumentaran de cinco a siete afios y
la multa maxima se incrementara de $2,500
a $5,000.

El proyecto de ley también permite
una pena de hasta 10 afios y/o una multa
de $10,000 por repetidas convicciones.
Ademas, el proyecto de ley requiere que los
veterinarios reporten las sospechas de abuso
animal. La legislacion crea un grupo de
trabajo formado por expertos en aplicacion
de la ley, la proteccion animal, la medicina
veterinaria y la ley para evaluar sistematica

y exhaustivamente estatutos de crueldad del
estado para asegurar el progreso continuo.

La legislacion se conoce como el
proyecto de ley "Puppy Doe", en referencia
a un incidente de agosto 2013 en Quincy,
donde un perro joven fue descubierto
muerto de hambre, golpeado, apunalado y
quemado en un parque de zona.

"Los horribles actos de crueldad
infligida a Puppy Doe me preocupa a mi y
otros amantes de los animales en el Valle de
Merrimack y en todo el Commonwealth",
dijo DiZoglio, que representa a partes de
North Andover, Methuen, Lawrence y
Haverhill en la Legislatura. "Esta tragedia
solicitdé una accion legislativa rapida y
global para prevenir futuras crueldad animal
y quiero agradecer al Senador Tarr por su
liderazgo en la tarea de garantizar el avance
de la legislacion fundamental del bienestar
animal."

Legislature Passes Puppy Doe

Legislation

The Massachusetts Legislature has
passed animal welfare legislation that
creates harsher punishments, along with
increased financial penalties, against acts of
animal cruelty.

Under Senate Bill 2345, An Act
protecting animal welfare and safety,
sponsored by State Senator Bruce Tarr
(R-Gloucester) and co-sponsored by
State Representative Diana DiZoglio
(D-Methuen), maximum penalties for
animal cruelty convictions will be increased
from five to seven years and the maximum
fine will be increased from $2,500 to
$5,000.

The bill also allows a penalty of up
to 10 years and/or a fine of $10,000 for
repeat convictions. Additionally, the bill
requires veterinarians to report suspected
animal abuse. The legislation creates a
task force comprised of experts in law
enforcement, animal protection, veterinary

medicine and the law to systematically and
comprehensively evaluate the state's cruelty
statutes to ensure continued progress.

The legislation is known as the “Puppy
Doe” bill, in reference to an August 2013
incident in Quincy where a young dog was
discovered starved, beaten, stabbed and
burned in an area park.

“The horrific acts of cruelty inflicted
upon Puppy Doe greatly concerned me
and other animal lovers in the Merrimack
Valley and across the Commonwealth,” said
DiZoglio, who represents portions of North
Andover, Methuen, Lawrence and Haverhill
in the Legislature. “This tragedy called for
swift and comprehensive legislative action
to prevent future animal cruelty and I want
to thank Senator Tarr for his leadership
in working to ensure the advancement of
critical animal welfare legislation.”

The legislation will take effect 90 days
after the Governor signs the bill into law.

Los ladrones de identidad apuntan tanto a los ninos como a los adultos

Lamento comunicarles
que el robo de
identidad de menores
ha prosperado en 2014
y probablemente el
problema empeore
a medida que los
ladrones inventen
nuevos métodos para robar y usar la
informacion personal de los nifios. En la
mayoria de los casos, recolectan los numeros
del seguro social inactivo de los nifios y los
usan para obtener ilegalmente un trabajo o
abrir cuentas bancarias o de crédito, obtener
hipotecas o préstamos automotores en
forma fraudulenta.

Muchas de las victimas no notan ningin
problema hasta que solicitan un préstamo
educativo, quieren abrir una cuenta
bancaria o alquilar un departamento, o se
postulan para un empleo y son rechazados
por tener un mal historial crediticio que, sin
saberlo, ha sido arruinado por otra persona.
Algunas familias hasta llegan a ser acosadas
por las agencias de cobranzas o arrestadas
por la magnitud de las deudas o los delitos
cometidos.

No hay métodos infalibles para
proteger la identidad de sus hijos, pero estas
son algunas de las precauciones que puede
tomar:

Si bien es tentador simplemente no
registrar a sus hijos en la Seguridad Social
hasta que cumplan los 18 afios, hoy en dia

no es nada practico. Para empezar, usted
debe declararlos como dependientes en
sus declaraciones fiscales. También puede
necesitar el nimero del seguro social de
sus hijos para obtener cobertura médica
o servicios gubernamentales, o para abrir
cuentas bancarias a nombre de ellos.

Dado que el nimero del seguro social
de cada persona es unico, con frecuencia
las escuelas, los prestadores médicos, las
compaiiias de seguro, los bancos y otros lo
solicitan como medio de identificacion. Asi
y todo, no tenga miedo de preguntar:

Identity Thieves Target
Kids as Well as Adults

I'm sorry to report that child identity
fraud is alive and well in 2014. If anything,
the problem may be worsening as identity
thieves devise new methods to steal — and
use — children's personal information.
Most commonly, they'll harvest kids'
dormant Social Security numbers (SSNs)
and use them to illegally obtain jobs or
open fraudulent bank and credit accounts,
mortgages or car loans.

Many victims don't realize there's a
problem until they later apply for a student
loan, bank account, job or apartment and
are turned down because of the poor credit
history someone else racked up. Some
families are even hounded by collection
agencies or arrested because the debts or
criminal activities were so extreme.

There are no completely foolproof
methods to protect your children's identities,
but here are some precautions you can
take:

While it's tempting to simply not
register your kids for SSNs until they turn
18, that's not practical in today's world. For
one thing, they'll need one to be claimed
as dependents on your taxes. You may also
need SSNs for your kids to obtain medical
coverage or government services or to open
bank accounts in their names.

Because each person's SSN is unique,
it's not uncommon for schools, healthcare
providers, insurance companies, banks and
others to require them as ID. However,
don't be afraid to ask:

*  Why do they need to use an SSN —

there a legal requirement?

« Will they  accept
identification?

*  What will happen if you don't disclose
it?

*  What security precautions do they take
with personal information?

»  Will they agree not to use the SSN as
your child's personal identification number
on correspondence, account statements or
ID cards?

Watch  for these clues your
child's personal data may have been
compromised:

* They receive preapproved credit

account offers.
»  Theyreceive calls or billing statements
from collection agencies, creditors or
government agencies.
*  You're unable to open a bank account
in their name because one already exists
with the same SSN.
* They're denied credit, employment, a
driver's license or college enrollment for
unknown or credit-related reasons.
Remember, there could be legitimate
reasons why your child is receiving credit
offers. For example, it could be a marketing
outreach from an affiliate of your bank or
because you opened a college fund in their
name.

Cristianos de todo el
mundo, unios (2)

Enfocamos
en el articulo
anterior, que la otra
gran cisma que
fragmento la unidad
de la catolicidad de
la edad Media fue
la gran Revolucion
Luterana que se
dio en el seno de
la Iglesia Catolica
en Europa,
especificamente
en Alemania cuando el monje Agustino
aleman Martin Lutero en el portico de las
puertas de la Catedral enarbola sus 95 tesis,
provocando un verdadero estallido socio-
econdmico-religioso en toda Europa.

La ruptura en esta oportunidad no fue
de la misma intensidad de la separacién de
Occidente y Oriente.

Por encima de todas las cosas existe
una realidad que la historia no puede
ocultar porque si tratase de ser ocultada su
mismo brillo delataria el error de la historia
sacra o religiosa, (porque tenemos nuestra
propia historia), o pondria al descubierto las
mentiras que los adversarios de la Iglesia
han difundido a través de las edades.

(A4si fue Calvino. pag. 197). La verdad de
todo esto fue que una gran pugna existio
entre los seguidores de Calvino y los de

Padre Joel Almono

Lutero, sobre todo por el temperamento de
Lutero, que se enfrentaba tanto a Zuinglio,
cuestionando su calidad cristiana, (el
cuestionamiento de la calidad cristiana, no
es nuevo entre cristianos) y se enfrentaba a
Calvino, en aspectos teoldgicos.

La piedra de separacion del mundo
protestante en sus inicios fue la Santa
Cena, o Cena del Senor. Todos tenian
posiciones diferentes al respecto. En el
1552 Tomas Crammer, (Arzobispo de la
Iglesia Anglicana, aqui en Estados Unidos
se conoce como Iglesia Episcopal), quiso
convocar un Sinodo para discutir las
diferencias doctrinales entre los Protestantes,
en particular la Santa Cena. Para tales fines
escribio a Calvino, asi como a Bullinger
pastor principal de los zwinglianos, a
Melanchon en ese entonces cabeza de los
luteranos. Dicho Sinodo no pudo llevarse a
cabo y las divisiones teoldgicas y doctrinales
en el mundo protestantes han alcanzado
dimensiones insospechadas.

Entre el mundo Catélico-Romano y el
Catolico-Anglicano, las diferencias entre
estas dos Iglesias es de forma que de fondo,
las cuales no se perciben a simple vista,
pues cuando una persona participa de una
misa Episcopal no capta las diferencias,
pues tienen casi las mismas nomenclaturas,
es decir los nombres técnicos y definiciones
teoldgicas son idénticas, comparten los
siete sacramentos, el mismo santoral hasta
el Siglo IV de la era cristiana, entre otras,
pero cuando hablamos de la participacion
de la mujer en el ministerio ordenado, es
decir para que pueda ser diacona, presbitera
y obispa, nuestras diferencias se ahondan
y nos tienen en un didlogo empantanado
desde el siglo pasado.

Ifyou strongly suspect or have evidence
that identity theft has been committed, you
can:
+ File a police report and keep a copy as
proof of the crime.
* Contact the fraud units at the three
major credit bureaus for instructions:

*  Notify the Federal Trade Commission

freezes, how to work with police and much
more (www.ftc.gov).

three credit bureaus around your child's 16th
birthday to see whether they have credit
reports on file. (There usually wouldn't be
unless they're an authorized user on one of
your accounts.) If there is a report — and it
has errors due to fraud or misuse — you'll
have time to correct it before you kid needs
to use credit.

Warn your kids about the dangers of
revealing personal information by phone,
email, or social networking. Don't hesitate
to monitor their accounts and install
parental blocking software. And remember,
if they share your computer, a downloaded
virus could infect your accounts as well.

NOTES FROM YOUR LIBRARIAN

Hello Rumbo readers. Late summer is
here—a time of the year that is beautiful but
rather bittersweet. For us in Lawrence, of
course, it is a time for celebration with the
Three Saints Festival, Bread and Roses and
the Mahrajan all taking place on Labor Day
weekend. These events are all a lot of fun
and also very culturally rich. Still I have to
admit, I’d enjoy them with a lighter heart if
they were held on Memorial Day weekend
and celebrated the beginning rather than
the end of summer. The very thought that
school is already in session is a bit more
than I can absorb quite yet.

Still everything has a plus side. I
spent so many years as a student that I
am hardwired to look at September rather
than January as the real New Year month.
As such, there is a real sense of renewal
combined with the melancholy of the end of
summer.

That is the person who
grew up here and used the library in school
but no longer does because of old fines on
the card or because he or she has an image
of what a library is frozen in his or head
from twenty, thirty, forty years ago. To the
former group I say a solution is available.
It breaks my heart to hear of people not
using the library because they owe old
fines. Please remember we are here to
draw people in—not to keep them out. To
the latter group I would say just come in
and see what you are missing.

Welcome to Paradise -
Part 2

During last week’s press conference
on “Pavegate”, Mayor Dan Rivera said the
following:

“Today I am calling on those
investigating this matter or those
who should be investigating this; to
prioritize it and bring some closure
to it. It is very important that people
are held responsible for this. Over
$600,000 has been wasted, and it
appears that bidding rules were broken.
Where is the legal process in this?
They should be all over this, or at the
very least let the public know where
they are in this investigation. Currently
we are in the dark.” said Mayor Dan
Rivera. “The longer they wait to hold
someone responsible, and the longer
the public good is ignored, means that
justice is denied to the taxpayer and the
sentiment that government waste is not
only tolerated but ignored will fester in
the minds of taxpayers,” said Mayor
Dan Rivera.

I support any leader who takes strong
action in defense of our community. It is
refreshing to hear demands like what the
mayor expressed. Lawrence is not the
state’s ugly duckling and someone should
look after our interests.

Then, I remembered that the previous
administration discovered that $9.7 million
were stolen by the Information Technology
Department during the last four years of
the Sullivan Administration, falling on deaf
ears. Almost four years later, Brian Cahoon

was accused of stealing about $250,000
from a federal grant (part of the $9.7M)
and rather than going through a trial, he
pled guilty and was sentenced to two years
in jail. There was no mention of the rest of
the money stolen.

And, during those four years, Dan
Rivera was a member of the City Council
in charge of the Budget Committee. He
never said anything publicly — let alone
demanded an investigation.

The media was so busy trying to pin
anything wrong with the city to Mayor
William Lantigua that such a violation to
the public trust was unimportant.

Discrimination suit

Officer William Green has filed a
discrimination suit against the Police
Department and the City of Lawrence. 1
have been following this issue since he was
arrested at his home back in June finding
roadblocks everywhere and some people
even advised me to give it up.

This may not be of interest to the
Boston media but I think that arresting
a police officer because someone else
believed it was his voice on telephone
messages to 911 affects all of us. To top it
off, while Officer Green was being booked,
one hour after being taken from his house
in handcuffs, the real culprit was arrested
and he was sent back home. The 911 calls
were made by Luis Ortiz from Winter
Street, Lawrence. That is the Daybreak
Shelter and they said of knowing no one
by that name.

I need to continue looking into this
because it can happen to any of us.

Lawrence has long been challenged
by racial tension could and this could be a
Ferguson in the making?

If you talk to community insiders
the answer may be yes! For many years
Lawrence Police Department has been
ridiculed with police excessive force against
its Latino citizenry.

Rumbo has published throughout
the years the many lawsuits that have
been awarded which arise to millions of
dollars against the City of Lawrence Police
Department. Lawrence is a predominately
Latino community, while the police force
has remained mostly white. Past Mayors
have tried to tackle the issue some reaching
out for diversity and unity while some have
not.

The Latino community has been calling
for transparent investigations of police
excessive force for many years. Lawrence
Police as a department has not equipped
itself with data search software-providing
information on the number of officer’s
complaints or motor vehicle stops.

Tensions between the city’s mostly
white police force and predominantly
Latino residents have been building for
years. Although some strides where made
with a mayor who promoted two Latino
officers from rank and file to Sergeants,
bringing the departments superior officials
just 10% Latinos while Rank and File is
28% Latinos in a 80% predominantly Latino
Community.

Officer Green, an African American
Police Officer an active member of the
Lawrence Police Department, alleges
that the Lawrence Police Department has
widespread racial discrimination from top
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to bottom. Officer Green was later arrested
on false allegations and has since filed a
complaint with the Commission Against
Discrimination.

It is imperative that Mayor Rivera,
who has been making strides to correct the
issues he inherited in the police department,
remembers that the Latino community is
watching. Mayor Rivera is a diligent man;
a man of integrity who has the upmost best
at heart for the City of Lawrence has stated
publicly that he is working hard to diversify
the police department.

Mayor Rivera failed to demonstrate his
diversity when he hired seven police officers
with only two of them being minorities who
are at the academy right now. Let’s hope
the Mayor gets it right the second time
around.

In the near future, Mayor Rivera will
be selecting a new Police Chief to replace
Interim Police Chief James Fitzpatrick.
There are many rumors going around and I
heard several times that he wants to appoint
Captain Roy Vasque to that post. He is now
heading the Lawrence drug unit and special
operations.

Big mistake! If he thinks that
appointing a Latino as Police Chief in order
to alleviate the distrust in this community,
Captain Vasque is not the right man. In
fact, it will be a catastrophic error. Captain
Vasque changed his name from Vasques to
avoid being considered Hispanic.

Is that a good role model?

Safety study grant

During the “Pavegate” press conference
last week, it became very obvious that this
was just a charade to benefit a candidate
because the whole thing was to bad-mouth
William Lantigua.

At the press conference in front of the
police station to make the announcement
of $400,000 from the state for a study on
safety, the same happened. 1 contacted
State Representatives Frank Moran and
Diana DiZoglio the day before and they had
no knowledge of this. They had not been
invited to a press conference where the
state is giving money to our city. I received
an email from Rep. DiZoglio’s office that
morning telling that she had scheduled a
series of meetings and events for the day
and could not be there but I was glad to see
that she made some time and showed up.

But yes, Marcos Devers was there
and he was thanked several times for his
participation in getting this grant from the
state.

When I asked the mayor’s office,
Senator Barry Finegold’s office, Scott
Jordan’s office what he had done on this,
they all had a big puzzle in their faces
saying they didn’t know. Only Mayor
Rivera said that it was “as much as all of
the other representatives of the area.”

I really hate to see state funds being
used to play politics.

Speaking of that study...

The media advisory that was sent out
was not specific. It said, “For a study to
help assess and improve public safety,
training, and educations needs in the City
of Lawrence and the region, and identify
options to meet those needs.” However,
what we heard was that this is the first step
to acquire a new police station. At the end
of that study, they will have selected the
land, drawn the plans and come up with a
method to have a new building.

I wonder if I was the only one there
who didn’t know the real meaning of that
meeting.



We must avoid
another Ferguson

The situation prevailing in Ferguson,
Missouri, could happen in other cities,
where the majority population is not
necessarily African-American but Latina.

La Opinion and other national
newspapers documented the tremendous
disparate society that exists in this small
town of just over 21,000 people. 69% of
their population belongs to minority groups
of African-Americans, while the city
government, the school district and other
powers are fully captured by the dominant
group. From a total of 53 policemen in
Ferguson, only three are African-American;
others are Americans of European descent.

So it is no surprise that 82% of those
detained by police are of African descent
and 92% of those arrested are also members
of this ethnic group.

We currently do not know exactly
the facts that preceded the killing of the
18-year-old African-American by Officer
Darren Wilson, who used his gun six times
to end his life.

We know that Michael Brown, the
young man who ended up being gunned
down, had an incident at a store in Ferguson.
Through the security cameras of the store, it
is clear that Brown who is in the midst of
a fight, sharply rebukes local workers and
then leaves the store.

The theft of small items does not give
any argument to any police officer to use
a lethal weapon to end a person’s life,
including an offender unless the life of the
police officer is in imminent danger.

A police officer is not a judge, and
should never take the law into his own.
For that we have a competent legal system
that requires us to respect the rights of
the accused to be prosecuted, tried and
punished.

Something troubling in Ferguson’s
case is that that same Brown experience can
happen in a city where the Latino population
is majority or at least has more than 30% of
the population. The City of Los Angeles,
according to a 2013 Census estimate, has

3,884,307 inhabitants. Of these, 28.7% are
white ethnic groups. However, almost 70%
of the 10,000 police officers are from this
group, while 3,200 of them or a little more
than 30% belong to minority groups.

This does not mean that Latino
police will not arrest the offender of
their own group, but these cops are more
knowledgeable about the culture and usual
manners that, when doing their work, will
allow them to act more cautiously.

Smallercities show the differences more
clearly between the numerically majority
population and the power links. According
to Census 2010, the city of Costa Mesa in
California has 109,960 inhabitants. Of this
total, 38.5% are Latinos. However, since
this city was founded, there has not been
a Latino representative on the city council.
The police are largely the dominant ethnic
group.

In Fullerton, a medium-sized city in
California, with a population of 126,003
inhabitants, 38,014 are Latino; i.e. 30.8%
of the total. Like Costa Mesa and most
medium towns of Orange County, power
positions are filled by people who belong
to white ethnics, including academic
institutions, school districts and the police
department.

What does the above mean? The
demographics tell us that the Latino
population has increased in number but
not in terms of power. What happened
in Ferguson can serve dominant groups
to realize that the total monopolization of
power can produce unpredictable negative
consequences. Moreover, the Latino
community must recognize and become
aware that it is time to take positive steps
towards a better representation in local
government. The vote is the best weapon
against the monopolization of power.

There were no
surprises and they had a smooth closing.

They took the classes together, shared
ideas and agreed on things together.
Some of their friends were surprised that
they purchased so quickly considering
Vanthy had only been living in the United
States for 2-1/2 years after arriving from
Cambodia. Sokhar’s final words were
“Don’t say you know everything. Learn
from the professionals. Teamwork can
make everything succeed.”
