Proxima fase en la
administracion judicial de LPS

n una conferencia de prensa, celebrada el 15 de noviembre de 2017 en la Escuela
EPrimaria South Lawrence East, el Superintendente/Receptor Jeffrey C. Riley
anuncio que una junta designada por el Estado que incluird miembros de la
comunidad, asumira la administracion judicial cuando su contrato finalice en junio 2018.
Las Escuelas Publicas de Lawrence han estado bajo administracion judicial desde
el 2011 y entraran en una nueva fase de supervision con una estructura de gobierno
de asociacion local y estatal, anuncio en la conferencia de prensa, el Comisionado en
funciones Jeff Wulfson.

La nueva estructura de gobierno consistirda en una junta de asociacion que
supervisara el distrito a partir del 1 de julio y estara al cargo de la contratacion de un
nuevo superintendente. La junta informara al Comisionado Wulfson.

No hay duda en nuestras mentes de las mejoras significativas que el Superintendente/
Receptor Riley ha aportado a nuestras escuelas, como un mayor porcentaje de
estudiantes de 10° grado con calificaciones de Competente o Avanzado en el MCAS,
entre 2011 y 2016.

En el mismo lapso de tiempo, la tasa de graduacion del distrito mejoro 19 puntos
porcentuales y la tasa de desercion escolar anual disminuy6 en mas de la mitad. También
durante ese tiempo, las escuelas crearon mas oportunidades para que los estudiantes
participaran en las artes y otras actividades.

Sin embargo, de acuerdo con la informacion brindada, queda mucho trabajo por
hacer: aunque la tasa de abandono anual de Lawrence ha mejorado, sigue siendo
mas del doble de la tasa estatal y la tasa de graduacion de cuatro afios sigue siendo
sustancialmente inferior a la tasa estatal.

Con eso en mente, el distrito necesita desarrollar la capacidad para mantener las
mejoras que ya se han realizado y llevar a cabo mejoras adicionales.

En la conferencia de prensa se nos dijo que en los proximos meses, el Departamento
de Educacion Primaria y Secundaria (ESE) anunciara quienes son los miembros en la
junta de la asociacion. No sabemos si los miembros del Comité Escolar seran incluidos
en la asociacion o si permaneceran sin voz.

Durante la tltima campaiia politica, se hablé mucho sobre cuan importante era
para la ciudad poder controlar las escuelas, y, por esa razon, cuan importante era tener
un comité escolar educado y competente dispuesto a hacerlo, pero dos de los miembros
experimentados del Comité Escolar decidieron postularse para concejales, mientras
que otros dos decidieron no postularse para ninguna posicion.

De hecho, 2 de los miembros fueron reelegidos y un distrito termino sin candidato.
Con esa falta de interés comunitario, ;cémo pretendemos recuperar las escuelas?

Next Phase in LPS Receivership

n a Press Conference, held November 15th, 2017 at the South Lawrence East
IElementary School, Superintendent/Receiver Jeffrey C. Riley announced that a

State appointed board, that will include community members, will take over the
receivership when his contract ends in June, 2018.

The Lawrence Public Schools has been in state receivership since 2011 and will
enter a new phase of receivership with a local and state partnership governance structure,
announced at the press conference, acting Commissioner Jeff Wulfson.

The new governance structure will consist of a partnership board that oversee the
district starting July 1st and the selection of a new superintendent to be hired by them.
The board will report to Commissioner Wulfson.

There is no question in our minds the significant improvements Superintendent/
Receiver Riley has brought to our schools, such as an increased percentage of 10th
grade students scoring Proficient or Advanced on the MCAS, between 2011 and 2016.

In the same time span, the district’s graduation rate improved 19 percentage points
and the annual dropout rate fell by more than half. Also during that time, the schools
created more opportunities for students to participate in the arts and other activities.

However, according to the information rendered, much work remains: While
Lawrence’s annual dropout rate has improved is still more than double the state-wide
rate and the four-year graduation rate is still substantially below the state-wide rate.
With that in mind, the district needs to develop the capacity to sustain improvements
that have already been made and make additional improvements.

At the press conference we were told that in the coming months, the Department
of Elementary and Secondary Education (ESE) will announce the members in the
partnership board. We don’t know if the members of the School Committee will be
included in the partnership or if they will remain without a voice.

During the last political campaign, much was said about how important it was
for the city to be able to control de schools, and for that reason, how important it is to
have an educated, competent school committee ready to do so, but two of the seasoned
School Committee members decided to run for City Council while two others decided
not to run at all.

In fact, two of the members were re-eclected and one district ended without a
candidate. With that lack of community interest, how can we pretend to get the schools
back?

We sincerely hope that the promised new Partnership will be as good as the actual
Superintendent/Receiver Jeffrey C. Riley. It doesn’t have to be better, just as good as
he was!

In the wake of the devastating Hurricane
Maria that destroyed the Island of Puerto
Rico, thousands are leaving the island in the
direction primarily, to US territory taking
advantage of not needing an entry visa as
they are US citizens.

Not all those who are moving have
the same reasons. Some, for having lost
everything and given the economic situation
that the island is going through, find it very
difficult to start again. There are some,
especially young people, who do not want
to fall behind in their studies and others for
health reasons since they are going through
serious medication shortages.

On Saturday, November 11, the Senior
Center of Lawrence, in cooperation with the
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center,
welcomed a group of Puerto Ricans who
have arrived in Lawrence for some of
the reasons mentioned above. According
to Sandra Silva from Greater Lawrence

Family Health Center and the numbers are
as follows: 31 Families signed up and 42
individuals received a medical checkup.

According to Luz Minerva Martinez, a
Puerto Rican who has lived in Lawrence for
more than 30 years, she was very concerned
about her 83-year-old mother, Mrs. Teotista
Gutierrez. “First it was the hurricane. I spent
many days without news about her due to
lack of communications. Fortunately, the
area of Guaynabo where she lives was not
the most affected,” Luz Minerva told us.

“When I finally made contact with her, I
invited her to come worried about her health
but she refused. Then I sent my son Martin
for her, and here she is,” Luz Minerva told us.

The case of 14-year-old Nayla Rios is
one of the many young people whose parents
did not want her to fall behind in her studies
and sent her to live with her grandmother
Carmen Vegas. Nayla is from Sabana Hoyos,
Arecibo.

local Veterans

Lawrence Elks Lodge # 65 honored
local veterans last Thursday, November
9 with a complimentary dinner that was
served by members of the lodge and their
spouses to more than 200 guests.

Francisco Urena, Secretary of Veterans
Affairs of Massachusetts was the guest
speaker. In 1998, after graduating from
high school, Urena joined the Marines.
In 2001 he was accepted into the Marine
Safety Guard Program where he worked
as a security guard at the US embassies in
Syria and Kyrgyzstan.

Subsequently, Urena was transferred to
Iraq, where he served as a tank commander
during Operation Iraqi Freedom. During
a fight with the insurgents, he was hit by
flying crystals and debris, including a piece
of scrap that got stuck in his left cheek.
Because the surgery to remove the piece
could leave a permanent scar, Urena chose
not to remove it. He was awarded the Purple
Heart for his injury. Urena was honorably
discharged in November 2005.

After being discharged, Urena returned
to Lawrence, where she volunteered at the
Veterans Services Department. In 2007,

Michael Sullivan, then mayor of Lawrence,
named him Director of the Veterans Services
Office. In 2008, Urena was named Director
of Veterans Services of the Year, in part for
the work he did assisting the family of Alex
Jimenez, an army soldier who was captured
and killed in Iraq.

On September 8, 2011, Boston
Mayor Thomas Menino appointed Urena
Commissioner of Veterans Services for the
City of Boston. In this position, he oversaw
the distribution of more than $3.8 million
per year in benefits for more than 700 city
veterans.

On January 5, 2015, Governor-elect
Charlie Baker announced that Urena would
serve as its Secretary of Veterans Services
where he oversees services for some
385,000 veterans statewide. He was sworn
in by Baker on January 8, 2015, shortly after
the governor’s inauguration.

Urena resides in East Boston and owns
a property in Lawrence where his mother
Ramona Montilla resides. In August 2014 he
married Jennifer Siegler. He holds degrees
from Northern Essex Community College,
the University of Massachusetts Lowell and
the University of Massachusetts Boston.

A slice of lemon is on the bread plate... to remind us of their bitter fate.

There is salt upon the bread plate... symbolic of the family's tears as they wait.

The glass is inverted... they cannot toast with us tonight.

The chair is empty... they are not here.

Remember... all of you who served with them and called them comrades, who depended
on their might and aid, and relied on them... for surely... they, have not forsaken you.

Serie de Preparacion de Impuestos: Planifique paralatemporada
de impuestos de 2018 y evite retrasos en reembolsos

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos, IRS,
inform6 hoy a los contribuyentes acerca
de los pasos que pueden tomar ahora para
garantizar que su declaracion de impuestos
de 2017 se procese sin problemas y a la vez
evitar un retraso en su reembolso el proximo
afo. Ademas, el IRS tienen una pagina
especial en su pagina web con pasos a tomar
ahora para la temporada de impuestos de
2018.

Retina documentos

El IRS urge a todos los contribuyentes
a presentar una declaracion completa y
precisa al asegurarse que tienen todos
los documentos que necesitan antes de
presentar su declaracion y que incluye su
declaracion de 2016. Esto también incluye
los formularios W-2 de empleadores, los
formularios1099 de bancos y otros pagadores
y los formularios 1095-A del Mercado para
aquellos que reclaman el crédito tributario
de prima. Hacer esto ayudara a prevenir
retrasos en reembolsos y la necesidad de
presentar una declaraciéon enmendada mas
adelante en la temporada. Asegurese de que
cada empleador, banco u otro pagador tenga
una direccién postal actual.

Normalmente, estos formularios
comienzan a llegar en enero. Asegurese de
revisarlos cuidadosamente, y si alguna de la
informacidén que se muestra es incorrecta,
comuniquese con el pagador para una
correccion.

Los contribuyentes deben guardar una
copia de la declaracion de impuestos del
afio pasado (afio tributario 2016) y todos los
documentos de apoyo por un minimo de tres
afios. Esto facilita el proceso de completar
una declaracion de 2017. A menudo, los
contribuyentes que usan un producto de
software por primera vez necesitan su
monto de ingreso bruto ajustado (AGI) de
la declaracion de impuestos anterior para
presentar electronicamente su declaracion
de 2017. Obtenga mas informacion acerca
de la verificaciéon de identidad y la firma
electronica de una declaracion en Verifique
su declaracion de impuestos después de

presentar electronicamente.

Renovacion de ITINs

Algunas personas con un Numero de
Identificacion Personal del Contribuyente
(ITIN) pueden necesitar renovarlo antes de
fin de afio. Hacerlo con prontitud evitara un
retraso en el reembolso y la posible pérdida
de beneficios tributarios clave.

Cualquier ITIN que no se haya usado en
una declaracion de impuestos en los tltimos
tres afios caducara el 31 de diciembre de
2017. De manera similar, cualquier ITIN
con digitos medios 70, 71, 72 u 80 también
caducard a fin de afio. Cualquier persona
con un ITIN que expire y que planifique
presentar una declaracion en 2018 debe
renovarlo mediante el Formulario W-7.

Una vez se presenta el formulario
completo, generalmente toma
aproximadamente siete semanas para
recibir una carta de asignacion de ITIN
del IRS. Pero puede tomar mas tiempo,
generalmente de nueve a 11 semanas, si
un solicitante espera hasta el pico de la
temporada de impuestos para presentar el
formulario o si lo envia desde el extranjero.
Los contribuyentes deben tomar acciéon
ahora para evitar retrasos.

Los contribuyentes que no renueven un
ITIN antes de presentar una declaracion el
proximo afio podrian enfrentar un reembolso
retrasado y podrian no ser elegibles para
ciertos créditos tributarios. Para obtener mas
informacion, visite la pagina de informacion
de ITIN en IRS.gov.

Retraso de reembolso para aquellos

que reclaman el EITC 0 ACTC
Por ley, el IRS no podrd emitir
reembolsos a las personas que reclamen
el Crédito Tributario por Ingreso del
Trabajo (EITC) o el Crédito Tributario
por Hijo Adicional (ACTC) hasta antes de
mediados de febrero. La ley requiere que
el IRS retenga todo el reembolso, incluso
la parte no asociada con EITC o ACTC. El
IRS anticipa que lo mas temprano que los

reembolsos relacionados con EITC / ACTC
estaran disponibles en las cuentas bancarias
o tarjetas de débito de los contribuyentes es
el 27 de febrero de 2018, si se escogio el
depdsito directo y no hay otros problemas
con la declaracion. Este periodo adicional
se debe a varios factores que incluyen el
Dia de los Presidentes y el tiempo adicional
que necesitan los sistemas bancarios y
financieros para procesar los depositos.
Este cambio de ley, que entro en vigencia a
principios de 2017, ayuda a garantizar que
los contribuyentes reciban el reembolso que
les corresponde al darle a la agencia mas
tiempo para detectar y prevenir el fraude.

Free File del IRS

Programas de Ayuda Voluntaria a los
Contribuyentes y Asesoramiento Tributario
para Personas de Edad Avanzada, software
comercial de preparacion de impuestos, o un
profesional de impuestos.

Use deposito directo

Con el depésito directo, un reembolso
va directamente a la cuenta bancaria de
un contribuyente. No hay razon para
preocuparse por un reembolso perdido,
robado o no entregado. Este es el mismo
sistema de transferencia electronica que
ahora se usa para depositar casi el 98 por
ciento de todos los beneficios de Seguro
Social y Asuntos de Veteranos. Casi cuatro
de cinco reembolsos de impuestos federales
también se depositan directamente.

El deposito directo ahorra dinero a los
contribuyentes ya que les cuesta mas de
$1 por cada cheque de reembolso emitido
en papel, pero solo 10¢ por cada deposito
directo.

Methuen Field Hockey in 1959

Dorothy Chadwick was the coach and
was on her way to a place in the Methuen
High School Hall of fame. One of the
area’s finest female athletes Chadwick had
some good and athletic girls on this year’s
squad and they were eager to show their
“Rangerette” ability and pride.

The high school was called the Tenney
High School in those days and now the
junior carries that name. This season was to
be very special because it was to be Methuen
Field Hockey in 1959 Methuen’s first ever
venture into this sport.

It remains to be very popular under
the tutelage of Karen McLaughlin who has
recently been named the new hoop coach
after serving as an assistant hoop coach under
legendary coach and woman athlete Mimi
Hyde who is a Hall of Famer, as well. Karen’s
daughter played for her mom and won many
awards and a trip to college. Her dad, Frank,
is president of the Lawrence Teachers Union.
In those days not many schools were featuring
girls’ sports and field hockey was not yet
popular, thus the crowds were sparse.

Chadwick was fortunate that a brave
and adventurous group decided to give this
new sport a try. Her hopefuls included Dot
Marquette, Diana Sleeper, Mary Pierce and
future city league fast pitch softball player
Sandy Seglin. Sandy starred for the Ace of
clubs perennial champs of that league.

Other pioneers of this sport included
Barbara Lancaster, Jane McQuillan, Vera Mar-
tell, Elsie Esperian, Lorna Mailhot, Barbara
Lavoilette, Sharon Lane and Ursulla Stundza.

The blue and white won 3 and lost
2 with 5 games being cancelled due to
sickness to one team or the other. The
Rangerettes shut out North Andover twice

1/0 and 2/0; big wins as the red and black
were big rivals in those days. They took the
measure of Topsfield 2/1 and suffered a loss to
Wilmington 2/1. With a contest looming with
the defending State Champs Marblehead, the
Methuen coach knew her kids had to be at the
top of their game. Imagine the scene, it’s your
first season ever at field hockey and you are
to meet the best in the State.

Chadwick’s kids were equal to the
task but the champs eke out a 1/0 win. The
winners were picked to win big but the
Rangerettes displaying lots of heart and
courage would not give in.

Dot Chadwick, a name to remember
in Methuen sports was also a physical
education teacher and later the supervisor
of that division in the school system was
pleased at the showing of her charges against
such great odds. She singled out Seglin who
scored every goal except one in the season.
Barbara Lancaster registered that one. Dot
Marquette was the goalie only her second
year at that position. Last year she was the
netminder as a junior varsity player before
field hockey became a varsity sport.

Ursy Stundza was a star at right wing.
Others wearing the blue and white and
making big contributions were Dot B udd,
Sheila Pierce, Carole Androski, Susan Alt,
Nancy Worth, Marie Toohey, Charlotte
Whiteside, Julia Dwyer, Gail Budd, and Susan
Whiteside. Frances Foster was the Captain,
Dot Budd and Phyliss Whittaker were the
team Managers. This team will be able to say
we probably weren’t the best ever at Methuen
but we will always be the first ever.

The legendary Dot Chadwick was the
proud coach of that first field hockey team in
1959. They compiled a 3 win 2 loss season.

Fourfrom Cross Country Garner
All-Region Accolades

Four members of the Merrimack
College men's and women's cross country
teams already knew they garnered
postseason accolades after Saturday's NCAA
Division II East Regional Championship,
but the quartet was officially recognized
on Monday, as the U.S. Track & Field
and Cross Country Coaches Association
(USTFCCCA) unveiled the 2017 All-
Region honorees.

Atotal 0of 404 student-athletes (206 men
and 198 women) from 135 schools earned
the distinction by finishing among the top
25 individual finishers at one of the eight
regional sites across the country.

After a 38th-place finish at the
Northeast-10 Conference Championship
two weeks ago, men's senior captain
Keith Steinbrecher (Wading River, N.Y.)
rebounded with one of his best races as
a Warrior, earning all-region honors for
the second year in a row after finishing

in seventh place on Saturday. The Wading
River, New York, native finished in 33:35.9,
averaging a 5:25 mile.

Gentile crossed the
line in 34:34.1, averaging a 5:34 mile and
was just under 10 minutes at the 3K split.

On the women's side, freshman Julia
Dempsey (Cumberland, R.1.) concluded her
stellar freshman campaign by leading the
Warriors once again at Saturday's race, as
she has all fall long. She earned all-region
accolades by virtue of her 20th-place finish,
as she trudged through a difficult course in
23:54.3, averaging a 6:25 mile while running
an 11:39.6 at the 3K split.

Finally, sophomore Katherine Ferrara

(Norfolk, Mass.) also garnered all-region
status for the first time in her career with a
phenomenal showing, as well. She placed
24th, just inside the top-25 threshold, by
finishing in 24:06.3. She had a 6:28 mile
average and crossed the 3K splitin 11:55.1.

Country Championships will be held
November 18 in Evansville, Indiana, and
the men's team will make its first-ever
appearance after qualifying as a team by
virtue of their third-place finish at Saturday's
regional championship.
