La reduccion $10 millones en el
financiamiento para los Programas de
Servicios de Empleo para el resto de este
afio fiscal estan siendo sentidos por los que
mas lo necesiten — las personas que reciben
asistencia publica o tratan de mantener un
trabajo para lograr su independencia.

Las agencias y empresas que tienen
contratos con el Departamento de Asistencia
Temporal fueron notificados que no
recibiran ningdn reembolso del
departamento por los servicios
proporcionados después del 4 de febrero de
2003.

Consecuentemente, todos los gastos de
cuidado de nifio se han eliminado lo que
representa una verdadera pesadilla para las
madres que buscan trabajo.

Después de pasar tres semanas en el
hospital atravesando dos cirugias (una de las
cuales el médico dijo que me salvo la vida),
mi forma de ver la vida ha cambiado bastante.

Mientras me recuperaba al dia
siguiente de la segunda operacion, trajeron
a otra paciente a compartir el cuarto semi-
privado. Ella también habia sido
intervenida la noche antes. Minutos méas
tarde, su médico vino a hablar con ella y
con la falta de intimidad que una simple
cortina provee, pude escuchar la
conversacion.

Me enteré que trabaja de secretaria y
vive sola con su hija de siete afios de edad.
Tiene una familia grande y su hermana esta
cuidando de su hija mientras permanece en
el hospital.

El médico le explico que la biopsia
mostré que tiene el tipo de cancer mas
agresivo en el pancreas y este es el Gnico
6rgano que no puede ser transplantado. En
una voz calmada y segura le preguntd,
“Entonces, ¢cuanto tiempo me queda?”

“Entre afio y medio y dos afios,” fue la
respuesta.

La breve conversacion termind y yo me
queria hundir en el colchon de mi cama.
Esta joven mujer estaba encarandose a su
mortalidad con un valor que yo pensé que
es imposible, particularmente en la madre
de una nifia de siete afios. Me senti
abochornada de haber escuchado una
conversacion tan privada.

Cuando el doctor se fue, senti que

debia decir algo y lo Gnico que sali6 fue,
“Lo lamento pero no fue mi intencion
escuchar.” Ella respondié algo que no
recuerdo y procedid a llamar a su madre y
hermana. Con el mismo caracter fuerte,
relaté los comentarios del médico a ellas.
No hubo lagrimas o arrebato emaocional.

Desde ese momento, el cuarto empezé
allenarse. Amistades, familiaresy el pastor
de su iglesia le trajeron sus comidas
favoritas, flores y retratos familiares
convirtiendo la mitad de la habitacion en
un templo. Ella comenzé a planear unas
vacaciones con su hija a un lugar al que
disfrutan yendo y, por supuesto, regresar a
trabajar. A su vez, servicios religiosos y
decisiones finales estaban siendo
planeadas. Todo estaba siendo decidido por
su grupo de apoyo — la celebracién de su
vida habia comenzado.

Mientras que los letreros decian
claramente que la hora de visita terminaba
a las ocho de la noche y no se permiten a
mas de dos visitantes por paciente, por lo
regular tenia a varias personas con ella hasta
las dos de la madrugaday yo calladamente
honré a sus visitantes desde mi lado de la
habitacién por su lealtad y amor.

Ya sea la unidad familiar tan fuerte con
que cuenta o su profunda creencia religiosa,
su valor me ensefi6 algo extremadamente
valioso: La vida es preciada e inestable.
Aprendi sobre el valor de las amistades, la
unidad y el fuerte lazo que forman cuando
se unen.

Record High Levels of Loans and Investments
Reported at Twelfth Annual Meeting

At its twelfth Annual Meeting, held
downtown in the FleetBank auditorium
packed with about 250 people, the
Massachusetts Housing Investment

Lawrence MVRTA
receives $500,000 for
transportation center

U.S. Congressman Marty Meehan (D-
MA), along with U.S. Senators Edward
Kennedy and John Kerry, today announced
that the Merrimack Valley Regional Transit
Authority (MVRTA) in Lawrence will
receive $500,000 in federal funding from
the Federal Transportation Authority. The
funds were released under the fiscal year
2002 Transportation budget, and are now
being released to the MVRTA. The funds
will be used to build a new intermodal
transportation facility in Lawrence.

“l am pleased to see this money come
through to Lawrence,” said Congressman
Meehan. “This money will help Lawrence
construct a modern facility that will provide
commuters and residents with safe and
efficient transportation. In order to attract
economic development, it is now more
important than ever that we improve public
transportation.”

“I’m proud of the work our delegation
has done to bring this money back to
Lawrence,” said Senator Kennedy. “This
money will promote greater access to public
transit while stimulating economic growth
and development as well as significantly
reducing auto emissions and improve air
quality across the state.”

“l am pleased that the congressional
delegation has again been successful in
obtaining important funding that will make
public transportation in Lawrence more
accessible,” stated Senator Kerry.

“Improved public transportation can have
an enormous economic and environmental
impact on our communities - making them
better places to work, live, and raise a family.”

The Merrimack Valley Regional
Transit Authority Transportation Authority
(MVRTA) will use the $500,000 in federal
funding to help with the construction of the
MVRTA Transportation Center in
Lawrence, MA. The proposal calls for
dramatic improvements over Lawrence’s
existing commuter rail station. Included in
the project are plans for a five-level
structured parking facility, commuter rail
service (relocated from its present Lawrence
site), local MVRTA bus service, shuttle
service to Manchester and Logan Airports,
space for local taxi service, a police
substation, a community room, and space
for retail business that support
transportation service.

The new, five-level parking garage
would offer far more parking space to
commuters, providing space for 700
vehicles. 400 spaces would be used
exclusively for commuters, and 300 of these
spaces would be available for businesses.
The proposed parking facility greatly
improves upon the existing one, as the
surface parking facility at the current
commuter rail station has capacity for fewer
than 200 cars and does not provide
commuters with any protection against the
weather.

After spending three weeks in the
hospital, undergoing two surgeries (one of
which the doctor said saved my life), my
outlook in life has changed quite a bit.

While recovering the day after the
second operation, another patient was
wheeled into my semi-private room. She
also had surgery the night before. Minutes
later, her doctor came in to talk to her and
with the lack of privacy a drawn curtain
provides, | was able to listen to their
conversation.

| learned that she works as a secretary
and lives alone with her seven-year-old
daughter. She has a large extended family
and her sister is caring for her daughter
while at the hospital.

The doctor explained that the biopsy
showed that she has the most aggressive
type of pancreatic cancer and this is the only
organ that cannot be transplanted. Inacalm,
secure voice, my roommate asked, “So, how
long do | have left?”

“A year and a half to two years,” was
the response.

The brief conversation ended and |
wanted to sink into my mattress. That
young woman was facing her mortality with
the kind of courage that | thought
impossible, particularly from a mother of a
seven-year-old girl. 1 was embarrassed for
having listened to a very private
conversation.

When the doctor left the room, | felt
that | had to say something and all I could
muster was, “I’m sorry for eaves dropping.”
She answered something that | don’t
remember and proceeded to call her mother
and sister. With the same strong character,
she relayed the doctor’s comments to them.
There were no tears or emotional outbreak.

From that moment on, people started
filling in the room. Friends and relatives
and her pastor brought her favorite foods,
flowers and family portraits converting her
side almost into a shrine. She started
planning a vacation with her daughter to a
place she mentioned they enjoy going often
and, of course, getting back to work. Along
with that, church services and final
decisions were being made. Everything was
being decided by her support group — the
celebration of her life had begun.

While the posted sign clearly said that
visiting hours end at eight o’clock and no
more than two visitors were allowed per
patient, she usually had a few people with
her until two in the morning and | quietly
honored her visitors from my side of the
room for their loyalty and love.

Whether it was strong family ties or her
deep religious beliefs, her courage taught
me something extremely valuable: Life is
precious and fickle. 1 learned about the
value of friendship, of unity and the tough
bond they make together.

The Real Costs of Privatization: Your
Water, Your Tax Money, Their Profit

Background

The Lawrence Water Treatment plant,
in its 7" decade of service, is operating well
past its anticipated useful life and must be
replaced or dramatically rebuilt. The city is
currently under a consent order with the
DEP coming as a result of a scandal
involving the falsification of records by an
employee. (This consent order essentially
said that there was a clear need for the city
to replace its aging water purification
system, but it placed no time line or
demanded that the system be privatized.)

In an effort to make the needed
improvements to the municipal water
system and comply with the demands of the
DEP and EPA, Mayor Patty Dowling
initiated an attempt to privatize the system.
Despite a consistent plea from those in the
know, Mayor Patricia Dowling would not
consider raising the local water rates. In the
usual display of politics as usual, she chose
to defer this to a future administration
instead. So what would have been a simple
question of raising the rates and using the
funds generated to replace our water
delivery system, instead took on a
Byzantine approach of paying millions of
taxpayers dollars to get consultants to tell
the mayor what she (and certainly her
consultant friends) wanted, that
privatization was the answer to all the cities
woes. In 2000, the Lawrence city council
voted to consider the concept of
privatization of its water delivery system.

In late 2001 and most of 2002, a
committee composed of Myles Burke
(Mayor Sullivan’s Chief of Staff), Marcos
Devers (City Council President), Frank
McCann (Head of the Department of Public
Works) among others, began meeting in
secret to begin looking at bids from a
number of multi-national corporations that
were interested in taking over Lawrence’s
water delivery system. Surprisingly enough
this group had no one who represented the
public interest. (Both *“citizen”
representatives dropped out.) The person
most in the know about Lawrence’s water
system, the water commissioner wasn’t
even on this committee.

In October of 2002, this committee first
came forth with its first public presentation
of the information that it had gathered with
its highly paid consultants such as Malcolm
Pirnie, Metcalf & Eddie, Delafield &
Hawkins, and Advest, Inc. By this point
local activists in a group called HANDS
OFF OUR WATER! were aware that the fix
was in and asked that they be allowed to
ask questions about the information being
presented. But City Council President
Marcos Devers chose instead to call the
police on the activists and the presentation
was cancelled.

In November this committee
announced that it had chosen the bid by
United Water, a subsidiary of a French
multi-national Suez, and that a contract
would be available for approval or rejection
by the Lawrence City Council within 3-4
months. Activists met twice with Mayor
Mike Sullivan (despite the best efforts of
Chief of Staff Myles Burke to keep the
mayor out of the loop) by the second
meeting, Sullivan had agreed to sponsor six
joint forums with local activists. He also

agreed that these meetings would be jointly
facilitated and that the mayor’s office would
provide some advertising money so that we
could ensure that people would actually
know about these meetings.

Within ten days, in an Eagle-Tribune
article the mayor lied and said publicly that
he had never committed to joint sponsorship
of these meetings. At this point, activists
from HANDS OFF OUR WATER! broke
off what was becoming a reasonable
dialogue about how to ensure a democratic
process and made it clear that they would
use whatever tools necessary to stop this
taxpayer’s rip off.

Economics of Our
Water Department

One of the most remarkable things
about this story is that all along city officials
have known that there was a simple solution
to the problems it faced. A closer look at
the economics of the water enterprise fund
confirms that if the city was billing residents
at an appropriate rate, the city could not only
cover the projected 2.5 million dollar annual
bond payments, but this fund could also
continue to generate another $500,000 of
money that could be put towards the general
operating fund of the city.

It’s almost criminal that in this time of
fiscal crisis, the Sullivan administration is
considering giving away one of the few
revenue generating sources that the city can
call its own. What is also almost criminal is
the fact that to this point it appears that
somewhere between $1-$2.5 million
taxpayer dollars has been spent in an attempt
to privatize our water delivery system

The Corporate
Record

When considering the question of
privatization, it’s also important to consider
the philosophical issues involved and the
track record of the corporate model. (When
I use the term “corporate model” | am
referring to situations where the profit that
emerges from an economic relationship is
paid out to shareholders and investors as
opposed to the “public model” where profits
are returned to the city/town to be used for
whatever purposes are deemed necessary).

The list of communities who were
victimized by privatization is growing and
includes Atlanta, GA; Jersey City, NJ;
Chattanooga, TN and New Orleans, LA.
Higher rates, poor labor practices, lack of
maintenance, repair and replacement of old
pipes and equipment, poor water quality,
failure to meet sanitation standards and
poor/unresponsive customer service are
common complaints. The mayor of Atlanta,
saddled with a 20-year contract with United
Water very similar to what is being offered
to Lawrence, is claiming that the contract
has been breached and is void. Not
surprisingly, United Water is fighting to
hold Atlanta to its contract.

Public interest groups like Public
Citizen point out that while municipal water
departments across the US have been
providing safe, clean affordable drinking

water for over 150 years, the for-profit
sector has mixed results at best. United
Water/Vivendi’s misadventure in Atlanta
could never happen in a municipal system
that was democratically run and accountable
to the citizens. While large corporations like
United Water and its French parent arguable
have greater access to capital, an honest
appraisal shows that to be the only
advantage over citizen control. Such access
to funding benefits only the corporation, not
the community.

The Differences
Between Public
Ownership and
Privatization

Although supporters of privatization
will claim that the only difference between
private ownership and public ownership is
costs, this is simply a convenient lie. At its
most basic level the concept of privatization
is, in our opinion, incompatible with
municipal government. The focus of
municipal departments is to provide the best
service to the public and they are directly
accountable via elected officials. The focus
of for-profit corporations is to make a profit
and they are accountable only to
shareholders and mandated by law to only
consider the bottom line.

Another one of the most significant
differences comes into play when a multi-
national corporation has a stake in an
economic enterprise of any sort. Under the
trade treaties of the last ten years (initiated
by Reagan/Bush, passed under Clinton)
legal jurisdiction of any dispute involving
a multi-national corporation now lies with
international trade tribunals made up of
representatives of the very corporations that
they are making decisions about.

This twisted conflict of interest means
this in practical terms: if Lawrence was to
seek to regain control of its water system
down the road, they very likely would end
up being sued for tens of millions of dollars
by the very same multi-national that they
selected to take over the system, United
Water/Suez. Guilt or innocence would be
decided by international trade
representatives not the public juries that
exist within our legal framework. (And
judging from the track record of these
tribunals thus far it’s an almost 100%
guarantee that the city would lose the
lawsuit.)

With regard to municipal water services
we feel strongly that water is not a
commodity, it is a public resources and
access to it is a basic human right. The
delivery of safe drinking water should not
be a profit-making venture. It should remain
a basic function of municipal government.

Another aspect of the proposed 20-year
contract is what happens at the end of the
20 years? It is likely that once Lawrence
privatizes its water it will become a
permanent condition. After 20 years there
will be no old employees who know how
to run the water department, no institutional
knowledge of the water department, no
experienced workers. Lawrence will have

to absorb the massive start up costs of
reclaiming our water department. Such a
dilemma will no doubt be presented a strong
argument to continue our “relationship”
with the private company running our
delivery system. The big difference will be
that the corporation will have a vastly
unequal bargaining position and be able to
impose unfavorable terms and rates upon
the community.

Who Supports
Privatization and
Why

So why would “intelligent” elected
officials choose to go the route of
privatization? | think there are a number of
reasons. First and foremost is that most of
them are not “intelligent”. In fact most of
the information that they use to make
political decisions comes from the circles
that they surround themselves with. They
are people who share the same political
ideology, the same class background, the
same social interests, etc. Most of them
simply never take the time to research
issues, or seek out alternatives to the
corporate lobbyists and spinsters who shape
what passes for political debate in our city,
state, and country.

To this end, most have simply bought
into the idea that privatization is the future.
They actually buy into the myth that what
is best about this country has been brought
about by those who utilize the corporate
model. But this flies directly in the face of
the facts. Local government has always
been the best use example of accountability,
solid uses for taxpayer money, and efficient
systems operation. The corporate model on
the other hand has brought us massive
examples of fraud, of theft, of the huge gap
between the rich and the poor, of the
complete degradation of our planet, and so
much more.

Another reason that many local elected
officials are supporting this is that they have
bought into the myth that Lawrence is our
“poor unfortunate, colored friend, who
needs the guidance and good graces of those
a bit more in the know”. In other words,
they see Lawrence as incapable of solving
its own problems. What’s interesting is that
they never acknowledge how many of these
“problems” exist because people in the
surrounding suburbs remain so distant from
the reality of a place like Lawrence. These
communities are always willing to hand off
their “dirty laundry” to our city, but they
are not willing to stand side by side us as
we fix some very fixable situations. Try and
imagine State Rep. David Torrisi or Senator
Sue Tucker standing up in his or her own
communities and saying that we should
hand over the keys to our most precious
public resource to a multi-national
corporation. It will never happen.

And lastly is a factor that we have to
consider as a strong possibility. The
exchange of money from these multi-
national corporations and into the hands of
both the consultants who work on these
issues and the elected officials that makes

the decisions. This can come in a variety of
ways.

There is the blatant bribery that
happens quite often in these situations and
is almost impossible to trace. But based on
the history of corporations and their desire
to succeed at all costs, there is no doubt that
it happens quite often. There is also the more
passive “bribery” that comes when people
in positions of power are made promises
about jobs that will be available to them if
the decision to privatize is made. It should
come as no surprise that multinationals like
Suez and their competitors such as Vivendi
have been accused of engaging in both
forms of bribery in various water schemes
both in the United States and around the
world.

Conclusion

While proponents claim that only
private corporations can raise the capital
needed to rehabilitate our aging water
system there are a number of avenues open
to Lawrence. Most significantly, pending
legislation in congress would make millions
available to cities like Lawrence for
upgrading its municipal water systems.
Funding does exists under the Drinking
Water State Revolving Fund (DW-SRF) and
Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CW-
SRF), at least at the Federal level and with
the likely passage of Senate Bill S-1961
even more funds will be provided.

The very real dangers of giving
multinational corporations a foothold in
municipal services isn’t being discussed by
proponents of privatization. Not only are

there unanswered questions about what
rights may be granted to Suez under a D/B/
O contract, but the implications of the
impending GATS treaty pose difficult
questions for communities like Lawrence.
The General Agreement on Trade in
Services (GATS) will be ratified in the
coming months and has, like the WTO been
negotiated in secret. The GATS protocol
would allow multinational corporations to
bid on services traditionally provided by
municipal governments. Soon
multinationals could be bidding on our
educational system, police and fire
departments, even our DPW. By law, the
city will be required to consider those bids.
Water is just the beginning.

Privatization is only appealing as long
as one is willing to ignore the facts. If you
assume that our water department is grossly
dysfunctional and the city is incapable of
paying for the needed repairs then
privatization seems to be the only solution.
But when the facts are closely examined it
becomes clear that not only is the city fully
capable of funding the capital
improvements needed, but that it already
has a proven and efficiently run water
department. If we accept that the city can
afford to pay for repairs and improvements
and that the water department is currently
well run, there simply is no reason to
privatize.

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How budget cuts are

being felt in

The $10 million reduction in funding
for Employment Services Programs (ESP)
for the remainder of this fiscal year are being
felt by those who need it the most - people
receiving assistance or trying to hold on to
a job to gain their independence.

Vendors doing business with the
Department of Transitional Assistance
(DTA) were notified that they will receive
no reimbursement from DTA for services
provided after February 4, 2003.

As aresult, all child care expenditures
have been eliminated making it a real
nightmare for mothers looking for work.
Once they find employment, the child care
will be authorized but it makes more
difficult the process of going to fill out job
applications and attend to job interviews
unless they have someone with whom to
leave their children.

According to the changes, child care
requests may continue to be authorized if
the vendor continues the program and the
recipient continues to attend or the recipient
is participating in a non-ESP funded
program such as a community college but,
if the vendor discontinues the program, the
child care authorization must be terminated.

All transportation have
been canceled

This shutdown of ESP also eliminates
transportation payments to recipients. Many
workers benefited from transportation
contracts with local taxi companies to get
them to work if public transportation was
not available. Now, their future is uncertain
in order to maintain their employment.

Access to Jobs, another successful
program allowing workers to receive $700 for
the purchase of a car has been eliminated.

Educational programs

Among other programs being affected
by these cuts, are payments for taking the
GED test, training programs to prepare
recipients for better jobs, and educational
programs at community colleges are being
eliminated. Those currently attending
training programs or community college
will continue to receive day care but no
transportation.

The Department of Transitional
Assistance has a budget of $851 million.
Of that, $319 million are slated for what is
commonly known as welfare or Transitional
Aid for Families with Dependent Children.
They also have $30 million for Emergency
Aid to Elderly, Disabled and Children, an
account commonly called General Relief.

Among other considerations for future
cuts is Section 8. This housing assistance
will be devastating to many families who
depend on it to afford the high cost of rents.
Nothing has been decided as yet but when
those rumors are going around, it is a safe
bet that Section 8 is on the balance.

The Department of Transitional
Assistance in Haverhill will be merging
with the Lawrence office. It is slated for
closing in order to save in building
maintenance and all social workers will
have to report to work in Lawrence.

Another change is the potential 4-day
workweek in Lawrence, closing the
building one day a week for savings. Social
workers will have to work long days in order

to complete their 37 hours week.

funding include:

Payment for GED Testing;
Supported Work;

Vocational Evaluations;

Young Parents Program (YPP);

Community Colleges Skills Program (Holyoke, Lowell, Springfield and Westfield);
Education, Skills Training and Post-Employment Services (SDAS);

Franklin Hampshire Regional Transit Authority;
Access to Jobs Program as of February 7, 2003; and
Transportation payments including a BEACON “Related Benefit.”
