Sean Patrick O’Malley, Arzobispo de la
arquididcesis de Boston estuvo en Lawrence,
donde ofrecié su primera misa en espafiol,
después de su recién nombramiento para dirigir
la comunidad Catolica de Massachussets.

El pasado domingo, 3 de los corrientes,
maés de 1,000 fieles de distintas nacionalidades
llenaron la Iglesia de San Patricio, en la Calle
Broadway para ver de cerca al hombre que
lleva en sus hombros la responsabilidad de
sanar las profundas heridas que han dejado en
la feligresia, el abuso sexual de algunos
sacerdotes en contra de nifios y la comprobada
tolerancia por parte de las méximas autoridades
eclesisticas.

Monsefior Sean Patrick O’Malley es el
noveno obispo y el sexto arzobispo de la
arquidiocesis. Pertenece a la orden de los
Franciscanos Capuchinos y ha ejercido como
obispo diocesano en tres diferentes didcesis de
esta nacion: la Isla de Saint Thomas, Fall River
y Gltimamente en Palm Beach, Florida.

“O’Malley es el hijo del Diablo”, gritaba
mientras tanto un individuo vestido de negro
portando un letrero que se identificé solamente
como Leonard. Leonard se remontd a los
abusos cometidos por la Iglesia Catdlica desde
la Inquisicion, hasta el abuso sexual reciente
de los sacerdotes. “Ellos (los sacerdotes) han
repudiado su propia iglesia y engafian con sus
mentiras, yo hablo en nombre de Cristo, el
Unico al cual debemos de obedecer”.

En
cuanto a los curas que han cometido abusos
con los nifios, ella opina que deben ser
removidos.

Parece que nunca hay carencia de personas
dispuestas a poner a la Ciudad de Lawrence en una
situacion bochornosa. EIl viernes, 1ro de agosto,
Andrea Traficante estaba en una peluqueria del area
pintandose el pelo a la 1:30 de la tarde. Ya habia oido
rumores que la han visto arreglandose el pelo en horas
de trabajo en una peluqueria de la Ruta 114 en
Lawrence y otra el Merrimack St., Methuen, asi que
como esta vez la vi yo misma, decidi confirmarlo.

Llamé al Ayuntamiento para averiguar si ella estaba
de vacaciones o habia pedido tiempo libre y me vi
envuelta en algo muy desagradable. Lo que sigui6 fue
un mensaje grosero de Andrea en el teléfono de mi oficina
(lea la trascripcion del mensaje en esta pagina.)

La Srta. Traficante no parece comprender que si
es asunto mio cuando un empleado municipal, quien
recibe su pago a través de los impuestos que yo pago,
estd engafidandonos en su trabajo.

Es bien sabido que ella tom¢ esa posicion de $40,000
al afio sin tener los requisitos que pedian. La descripcion
de la plaza dice que debe tener “conocimientos
especializados de planificacion municipal, cursos
universitarios con énfasis en proyectos o administracion
municipal; entre tres y cinco afios de experiencia en
planificacion municipal y administracion de proyectos;
bilinglie Espafiol/Inglés” y ella no tenia nada de eso.
Habia otros candidatos que si tenian esas calificaciones
pero fueron pasados por alto por la administracion.

Hoy en dia, la gente se pregunta qué ella hace porque
parece estar siempre tratando de justificar su salario,
asistiendo a reuniones en las que no contribuye o resuelve
nada. Para mas, les da 6rdenes a sus compafieros de
trabajo como si fuera su supervisora cuando ella misma
no tiene supervision y parece estar fuera de control.

Un buen ejemplo de esto es su teléfono de Nextel.
Su teléfono celular sale de la oficina del alcalde y no de
DPW. Todas las personas en ese grupo gastan entre $48
y $56 mensuales. Yo pedi, bajo el Acta de Libertad de
Informacion, copias de las cuentas pagadas en los Ultimos
tres meses y en febrero, la ciudad pag6 $166.91, en marzo
$158.38 y en abril $148.20. Ella usa el teléfono celular
de la ciudad como el suyo propio diay noche. Es cierto
que ella tiene que estar disponible un fin de semana al
mes. De los cuatro supervisores en DPW, cada uno tiene
que estar disponible para emergencias un fin de semana
por mes asi que no hay excusa para el uso excesivo del
teléfono durante las noches y fines de semana.

Hablando de trabajo extra, ellos cobran $100
adicionales por hacerse cargo de esas emergencias el
fin de semana que estan de turno. Ellano sélo se gana
el dinero sino que pone por “Comp Time” 0 sea
compensacion de las horas extras. En menos de dos
afios, Andrea ha acumulado 350 horas. Al saber eso,
fui a ver al Director del Departamento de Obras
Pablicas, Frank McCann. El estaba disgustado por el
comportamiento de Andrea hacia mi pero justificé todo
lo que ella hace y dijo que todos los cuatro supervisores
tienen acumulada lamisma cantidad de horas porque estan
escasos de personal y no puede darles tiempo libre.

La verdad es que el Unico supervisor que tiene
250 horas ha estado en esa posicién por mas de 10
afios; los demas tienen una cantidad muy minima. El
Sr. McCann explicé que estas horas no se pueden
utilizar como vacaciones. Debe ser pedido con
anticipacion (aunque no necesariamente por escrito)
y aprobado por él. Con respecto a la pregunta de qué
pasara en caso de irse del trabajo municipal y el Sr.
McCann dijo que tendremos que pagarselas. Eso
sucedid solamente un par de veces y fue lo que hicimos.

El afio pasado alguien se jubilé con muchas horas
acumuladas y le permitieron tomarse vacaciones antes
del retiro y las que no pudo utilizar, se perdieron. Segin
él, la ciudad no tiene una posicion al respecto en cuanto
a la forma de obrar con estas horas. Quiza ya es hora de
hacer una regla. Los empleados son requeridos asistir a
las asambleas del concilio y otras actividades fuera de
las horas de trabajo y deben ser compensados por ese
tiempo. Los otros supervisores de DPW usan sus horas
en cuestion de dias manteniendo el balance muy bajo.

Pero, ¢como es que ella logra acumular esas
horas? Andrea no mantiene record alguno y no ofrece
documentacidn por larazon para reclamar que le deben
ese tiempo. Durante el invierno, se pasa la noche en

el garaje de la ciudad (segun los empleados que
responden a las emergencias con la nieve para limpiar
las calles.) Una noche fueron a arreglar una tuberia
de agua que se habia reventado y ella estuvo alli hasta
las 3 de la madrugada conversando con los obreros
cuando no tenia por qué estar alli.

Como dije antes, Andrea hace sus propias reglas
y no tiene supervision. EIl viernes, 1ro de agosto,
después de haberla descubierto en la peluqueria a la
1:30 de la tarde, ella llam6 a su oficina y pidié que
marcaran la hoja del record de asistencia como que
se tomaria el resto del dia libre. Los empleados
municipales deben firmar esa hoja cada vez que entran
osalen. El 1ro de agosto, su firma aparece al lado de
las 8:30 cuando entr6 esa mafiana. Aparece que se
fue a las 12:00 pero su firma no esta alli.

El martes, 5 de agosto, me llamé para disculparse
por el mensaje telefénico que me habia dejado y le
recordé que este no fue el primero. Unos meses atras
yo estuve averiguando sobre su habito de estacionar
su auto en cualquier parte y cuando la policia le ponia
una multa, simplemente se iba al encargado de las
infracciones de trafico negandose a pagar y diciendo
que estaba haciendo funciones del gobierno
municipal. Cuando se enterd que yo estaba siguiendo
el asunto, me dejo otro mensaje venenoso con las
misma fraseologia de “no es asunto tuyo.”

Le expliqué que no he tenido dificultad encontrando
a personas dispuestas a hablar conmigo una vez que se
enteraron de lo que estoy averiguando. Me dijeron cosas
como “ella nunca anda por aqui durante el dia”, “no es
mas que una botella, un fantasma”, “hace el ridiculo en
todas las reuniones a las que asiste y es una mala
representacion para la ciudad entera”, hasta quejas de
otros empleados que tienen que hacer su trabajo tal como
atender los mensajes en la linea telefonica sobre el grafito
y la basura. Como ella no es bilingiie (algo que la
posicion requiere), el Foreman de DPW y otros obreros
bilinglies tienen que recoger sus mensajes. A todo eso
ella simplemente lo llamé “celos”.

Inmadura, sin experiencia, insensitiva... quién
sabe! Una cosa si es segura: Andrea Traficante no
debe estar trabajando para la Ciudad de Lawrence.
Ella le da a la ciudad un mal nombre.

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Giving the city a bad name

There never seems to be a shortage of
people willing to make headlines placing the
City of Lawrence in an embarrassing
situation. On Friday, August 1, Andrea
Traficante was having a hair color treatment
atalocal hair salon at 1:30 in the afternoon.
I had heard rumors before that she has her
hair done during work hours and she has
been seen at another salon on Route 114 in
Lawrence and on Merrimack St., Methuen,
so since this | saw her myself, I wanted to
confirm it.

Upon calling City Hall to find out if
she was on vacation or had taken time off, |
involved myself in something very
unpleasant. What followed was a nasty
message from Andrea at my office telephone
(read the transcript of the message on this
page.)

Ms. Traficante doesn’t seem to
understand that it is my business when a
public employee, who is getting paid
through my tax dollars, is cheating on the
job.

It is well-known that she was hired for
a $40,000 a year position without the proper
qualifications. The job calls for someone
with “specialized knowledge of municipal
planning, college course with emphasis in
municipal project/management; three-five
years experience in municipal planning and
project managing; bilingual English/
Spanish” and she didn’t have any of those.
There were other candidates who did have
the qualifications but they were overlooked
by the new administration.

Today, people wonder what she does

because she seems to be always looking for
ways to justify her salary, attending meetings
where she has no input or solves anything.
To top it off, she gives orders to coworkers
as if she were their supervisor when she
herself has no supervision and seems to be
out of control.

A good example of that is her Nextel
telephone. Her cellular telephone comes out
of the Mayor’s office instead of DPW.
Everyone in that group spends between $48
and $56 each month. | requested, under the
Freedom of Information Act, copies of the
telephone bills for the past three months and
in February the city paid $166.91, March
$158.38, and April $148.20. She uses the
city’s cellular telephone as her own day and
night. Granted that she is “on call” one
weekend per month. Out of four supervisors
at DPW, they each have one weekend to be
available for emergencies so there is no
excuse for the excessive telephone use
nights and weekends.

Speaking of that extra duty, they get
$100 additional to their pay for handling
those emergencies one weekend a month.
She not only earns the cash but put in for
“Comp Time.” In less than two years,
Andrea has accumulated 350 hours in Comp
Time. Atthat point, | met with the Director
of the Department of Public Works, Frank
McCann. He was visibly upset at her
behavior toward me but justifies everything
she does and said that all four supervisors
have accumulated the same amount of hours
because they are stretched too thin and he
cannot afford to give time off.

The truth is that the only supervisor

who has 250 hours of Comp Time has been
in that position for over 10 years; the others
have a very minimal amount. Mr. McCann
explained that Comp Time should not be
taken as vacation time. It was to be
requested (although not in writing) in
advance and approved by him. Regarding
the question of what would happen in the
event of her leaving the city employment
and Mr. McCann said that we will have to
buy it back. That happened only a couple
of times before and that is what was done.

Last year, someone retired with lots of
Comp Time recorded and he was permitted
to take vacations prior to his retirement and
what he couldn’t take, was lost. He also
said the city has no position on how to
handle it. Perhaps they should come to some

agreement on Comp Time. Employees are
required to attend council meetings and
other meetings and activities after work
hours and should be compensated for their
time. The other DPW supervisors use those
hours within days of putting them in and
keep the balance low.

But, how does she earn those hours?
She keeps no records and offers no
documentation as to the reason for claiming
additional time. During the winter, she
spends the night at the city yard (according
to the employees who respond to snow
emergencies to plow the streets.) One night,
they went to take care of a broken water
main and she was there until 3 o’clock in
the morning just talking to the guys when
she had no business being there.

I’m getting a random unconnected
thought, that perhaps sometime in the future
it would be an interesting story to total up
all the thousands of tax dollars spent in
signage over the last several years, and
wonder just what happened to all those signs
that plastered the Red Tavern, compliments
of the tax payers, when Mikey Condon (one
of the incumbents vying to remain living
large), decked out in his coon-skinned cap,
took up dwelling in the woods.

Back to the intimate little meeting
where Spada was there to talk about signage,
which was incredibly superfluous, in light
of the fact that the neighbors are still
clueless as to what is going to be cleaned
up. | keep forgetting where | am.

Another unsettling fact was that Spada,
and our own Curt Bellevance, acting
Community Director for the town paid by
the taxpayers (make that permanent CD
director as of 8/4/03), and two members of
the Zoning Board of Appeals, who are
citizen volunteers appointed by the queen,
along with our consultant paid by the town
were present when these little soirée’s were
taking place trying to hammer out the
details. | am talking about the precursor
meetings that took place before the public
hearing.

However, according to the PIP (Public
Involvement Petition), he is out of
compliance by not providing the
documentation to the petitioners listed on
the PIP, of which | am one. Perhaps my
copy got lost in the mail, or even worse,
rerouted to BAGHDAD TOODY KEEPER
OF ALL PUBLIC INFORMATION IN

THE TOWN OF METHUEN.

Even though the PIP is enacted for 254
Broadway and not 4 Gleason Street, Spada
clearly states at the first meeting mandated
by the PIP process he plans to adhere to the
spirit of the PIP for the 4 Gleason Street
property because it is contiguous to the 254
Broadway property, and HIS INTENTIONS
ARE ONLY HONORABLE WHEN IT
COMES TO THE CLEANUP DOWN ON
4 GLEASON STREET.

I think we can safely assume that
sometimes the best-laid plans can be sent
askew. I’ll bet that is what happened down
at the Pelham Street site where the volunteer
ZBA board and the town agencies (who are
paid exclusively by us the taxpayers to
protect our safety and well being), issued
all the proper permits and all the proper
GRANT MONEY, and TAX CREDITS
which can be obtained because the land is
contaminated.

Just so my loyal readers know, when a
citizen deliberately or inadvertently does not
follow a plan submitted for approval, the
building department, the health department,
community development department, the
fire department, the police department, the
engineering department, the department of
public works... in other words, all the town
services funded by our tax dollars, are the
ones responsible for oversight and to make
sure the deficiency is immediately
corrected.

The Lawrence Downtown
Farmers’ Market is a sponsored
project of Lawrence Grassroots
Initiative in partnership with U-
Mass Extension Service,
Lawrence WIC and the City of Lawrence
(The Mayor of Lawrence and the Office of
Planning and Development as well as the
Lawrence City Council). Three Merrimack
Valley farmers, Brox Farms of Dracut,
Riverdale Farms of Groton and Boston Hill
Farms of North Andover, offered market
fresh, locally grown produce directly to the
community.

The Market derives more than two
thirds of its income from Farmers Market
coupons distributed through the USDAWIC
(Women Infants and Children) food
program. These coupons, combined with
similar coupons distributed to senior
citizens through Elder Services, helped
Lawrence area residents purchase nearly

$40,000 worth of nutritious local produce
last year. Lawrence had the highest amount
or coupon redemption as well as the highest
rate of redemption in the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts in 2002. The Market is
held every Wednesday from 8:30AM to
3:00PM on Pemberton Way next to
Lawrence City Hall, between Essex and
Common Streets.
