Aprobado el Proyecto de Ley
de Tucker para Veteranos

La Senadora Sue Tucker anunci6 que
el Senado de Massachusetts aprobd su
proyecto de ley el miércoles expandiendo
la definicion del término veterano, facili-
tando a miles de veteranos en Massachusetts
acceso a beneficios estatales. Muchos
grupos de veteranos del estado han pedido
este proyecto por varios anos.

“Fue una batalla larga pero estoy muy
complacida con los resultados,” dijo la
Senadora Tucker, Chair del Comité de
Servicios Humanos y Asuntos de Ancianos,
el cual se encarga de los asuntos de los
veteranos en la Legislatura. “Creo que el
estado debe reconocer a todos los hombres
y mujeres que han servido honorablemente
en el servicio militar.”

El proyecto de ley de Tucker aproxima
mas la definicion de lo que es un veterano a
las normas para los beneficios federales a
veteranos. Primordialmente afecta a
quines sirvieron entre 1975 y 1990.
También incluye a un pequefio nimero
cuyo servicio entre 1946 y 1950. Los que
estan sirviendo actualmente estan cubiertos

La ley actual en Massachusetts define
aun “veterano” basado en el servicio militar
dentro de cierto periodo de tiempo cuando
los Estados Unidos se vieron envueltos en
combate. Con pocas excepciones, los que
sirvieron entre 1975 y 1990 hoy en dia no
son considerados como “veteranos.”

The Merrimack Valley Project (MVP),
a regional organization of congregations,
unions, and community groups, is close to
securing final implementation of a state law
that will promote the reconstruction of tax-
delinquent properties in the city, after nearly
ayear and a half of work. If the City Council
votes in favor of an ordinance to implement
the law at an expected public hearing on
December 2™, Lawrence will become one
of the first communities in the state to adopt
the legislation.

“There are hundreds of tax-delinquent
properties in Lawrence,” said Alice Casey
of St. Patrick’s Church and chair of MVP’s
Housing Committee. “Implementation of
this law will provide an important new tool
to the city for rebuilding these properties,

rebuilding the city’s tax base and creating
desperately-needed affordable housing for
Lawrence residents.”

The Affordable Housing Tax
Agreement Law, passed the State
Legislature in early 2002, allows the city to
abate back taxes, interest, and penalties for
developers who purchase tax-delinquent,
abandoned properties. In exchange for tax
relief, developers commit to building
affordable housing on the properties.

Casey said that the “implementation
ordinance” that the City Council will vote
on in December will provide tax relief for a
range of new housing construction, from
low-income to middle-class housing, with
special incentives for developers to create
housing in the price range of Lawrence
residents.
