Desperdicio de agua
en Lawrence

Cuando Lawrence construya su nueva planta
de tratamiento de agua, estamos seguros de una cosa:

Hemos estado oyendo eso por tanto
tiempo que nos estan preparando mentalmente para
lo inevitable. Pero eso no es gran cosa; no nos
preocupa pagar mas por el servicio siempre que
mantengamos la propiedad y el control de la planta.

Todo mi razonamiento se detuvo recientemente
cuando vi un reportaje en el Canal 7 por Hank
Phillippi Ryan titulado “Down the Drain” (Se va
por la cafieria) el cual tenia que ver con la mala
operaciony el desperdicio de agua en todo el estado.

El reportaje decia que “billones de galones de
agua se pierden — goteras, metros deficientes, no
son contados, algunos van a hogares y comercios,
pero no los pagan.”

Funcionarios municipales de todo
Massachusetts se apuran a culpar a los sistemas tan
antiguos que tienen, muchas cafierias que estan
llenas de huecos, metros anticuados que no registran
la cantidad correcta que entra a un hogar o comercio
0 que no registra nada.

Usted podréa pensar que la respuesta esta en el
departamento de bomberos o los edificios
municipales que no pagan por el agua que consumen
pero el Departamento Estatal de Proteccion
Ambiental dice que en un sistema que opere
debidamente, el desperdicio de agua no debe ser mas
del 10% en cada pueblo.

Segun el reporte, en Lawrence, el 24% del agua
es perdida, desperdiciada o se va sin ser pagada.

Ese es un problema ain mas grande: porque “asi
ha sido siempre” nadie hace por cambiarlo.

El Concejal Kolofoles llamoé a tantas personas
en el Departamento de Acueducto que alguien, al
fin envid a una cuadrilla para intentar resolver el
problema.

También le
dijeron que habian llamado al Director de DPW,
Frank McCann y lo mismo sucedi6 pues no estaba
disponible.

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Esperanza para ninos dominicanos sordos

Un grupo de ocho maestras del Instituto
de Ayuda al Sordo Santa Rosa de Santo
Domingo y del Instituto Alternativo de San
Pedro de Macoris, ambos en la Republica
Dominicana, recién regresd a su pais,
después de completar un entrenamiento
intensivo de 18 dias en Ipswich,
Massachusetts, orientado ha mejorar la
audicion de nifios sordos.

El entrenamiento consistio en estudiar
las nuevas técnicas que se emplean en
nuestro pais en el tratamiento de estos nifios.
Para ello, el grupo visit6 lugares como el
Children’s Hospital en Boston, el
Departamento de Salud Publica, la Escuela
Clarke para Sordos, The House of Peace,
en Ipswich, MAYy la Alexander Graham Bell
Association for the Deaf en New
Hampshire, entre otros.

El viaje, la estadia y todos los gastos
relacionados con el entrenamiento de estas
mujeres dominicanas fueron cubiertos por
Partners for a Greater Voice, una
organizacion internacional sin animo de
lucro, 501(c)3, radicada en Ipswich, MA,
establecida con el propésito de colaborar
con asociaciones de padres, escuelas para
sordos, e individuos envueltos con nifios
sordos en el desarrollo del lenguaje hablado.

“Ellos no son mudos”, dijo Joanne
Travers, fundadora de Partners for a Greater
Voice. “No hablan porque son sordos y una

R

vez que le hayamos resuelto el problema
de audicion, los podemos ensefiar a hablar”,
enfatizo.

Joanne Travers habla con la seguridad
del que sabe lo que esta diciendo, ya que ha
experimentado en carne propia por lo que
muchos padres de nifios sordos estan
pasando. Ambos hijos del matrimonio
Travers nacieron sordos. Esto no resulté un
impedimento para el matrimonio, sino un
acicate. Después de considerar todas las
opciones, descartaron el lenguaje por sefias.
“Queriamos que nuestros hijos fueran
capaces de oir y hablar para que pudieran
asistir a las escuelas regulares”, dijo Joanne.

Paul y Joanne Travers no son sordos,
ni hay nadie sordo en las familias de ellos,
por lo que estiman que la sordera en sus
hijos sea un problema de origen genético.
Matthew, de s6lo 7 afios de edad y el méas
pequefio de los dos, usa dos hearing aids,
(protesis auditiva) uno en cada oido.
Victoria Marie, de 9, debido a su sordera
absoluta, recién recibi6 un implante coclear.

El implante consta de dos partes: un

recibidor/estimulador que se coloca
mediante cirugia en la parte interna del oido
y una pieza externa llamada procesador que
se usa detras del oido. El procesador luce
muy parecido a un hearing aid grande, con
un cable conectado a un magneto que se
coloca en el cerebro a dos pulgadas de
distancia. Con estos artefactos ambos hijos
del matrimonio Travers son capaces de oir
y mediante rigurosos entrenamientos, han
logrado hablar, por lo que se han
incorporado a clases regulares dentro del
sistema escolar de Ipswich.

En los dltimos siete afios, Joanne
Travers no solo ha ayudado a sus hijos
Matthew y Tori, como carifiosamente
llaman a Victoria Marie, sino a muchos
otros nifios con problemas auditivos.
Ademaés de hablar en las escuelas, Joanne
escribe y edita un folleto que envia a todas
las familias en Massachusetts con nifios
sordos. La organizacion que ella fundara,
Partners for a Greater Voice, ha extendido
una mano generosa a la Republica
Dominicana, donde existen mas de 2,000
nifios con problemas auditivos.

Travers, con un grupo de voluntarios,
ha recorrido escuelas para sordos y se ha
reunido con mas de 100 padres y
profesionales interesados en la opcién oral
en lugar del lenguaje por sefias, como medio
de comunicacion para los sordos.
“Solamente en Boca Chica, localizamos a
20 familias con nifios sordos
que no estan recibiendo una
educacion, ya que sus
familias carecen de los
recursos necesarios”, dijo.

“En nuestra escuela
contamos aproximadamente
con 300 nifios sordos de los
cuales so6lo 52 tienen
audifonos (hearing aids) y
s6lo un nifio cuenta con un
implante coclear”, dijo la

| Dantes-Castillo, Sub-

directora del Instituto de
| Ayuda al Sordo Santa Rosa,
Inc. de Santo Domingo.

Jiménez explico ademas,
que a través de la Partners for
A Greater Voice y por
mediacion a la Sra. Joanne
Travers, comenz6 a llegar
una donacion de 20
audifonos, contribuyendo
con esto a que mas nifios se
beneficien de este tipo de tecnologia. Los
audifonos son costosos y debido al clima
tropical los nifios sudan y tienden a dafiarse
con facilidad y para repararlos hay que
enviarlosa EE.UU. y esta reparacion cuesta
desde US$80.00 en adelante.

“Nuestra institucion cuenta también
con un programa de integracion a escuelas
regulares, donde les damos apoyo y
seguimiento a 42 nifios sordos que ya han
sido integrados, hasta ahora”, dijo Jiménez.

El esfuerzo de Partners for a Greater
Voice en la Republica Dominicana ha
recibido una inyeccién de estimulo al
unirseles Orlando Vargas y Zoila Rosario.
Vargas trabaja como voluntario, ofreciendo
apoyo logistico y de coordinacion en la
Republica Dominicana a través de una red
de contacto, entre las que estan envueltos
la Iglesia Catolica de la Republica
Dominicana, el Gobiernoy el Club Rotario
dominicanos.

El primero de febrero

profesoresy alumnos

Ademés de las buenas relaciones
humanas que deben existir entre los padres
y profesores, que estan unidos fuertemente
en la tarea comun de educar a sus hijos/
alumnos, también son de extremada
importancia las relaciones entre los
profesores y alumnos en el aula y en el
colegio.

La cordialidad y el buen humor han de
presidir esas relaciones en todo momento,
ya sea cuando todo sale bien o cuando estan
cansados o les duele la cabeza.

Esta convivencia cordial no se
consigue a base de prohibiciones, de gritos,
de castigos o de golpes. El profesor que
conoce a sus alumnos -lo que supone interés
y dedicacién- prevé cdmo van a reaccionar
ante un hecho concreto.

La educacién no se consigue por miedo
al castigo y una clase paralizada por el
miedo, puede tener apariencia de orden y
compostura, pero esas conductas son
forzadas y no tienen valor educativo.

El alumno debe tener la seguridad de
estar apoyado por el profesor y esto se
consigue reforzando las actuaciones
positivas del alumno, en lugar de resaltar
con frecuencia las negativas.

Para mantener la convivencia hay que
cultivar el didlogo y especialmente la actitud
de saber escuchar. En la clase hay que
compaginar el didlogo amable y la
disciplina.

Cuando sea necesario habra que aplicar
las normas de convivencia incluidas en el
Reglamento de Régimen Interior y aplicar,
si es el caso, el castigo correspondiente a la
falta cometida. En todo caso habra que hacer
ver al alumno que se impone un castigo por
su conducta antisocial, no como un enojo
del profesor.

El profesor no puede convertirse en un
cazador de faltas, sino mas bien tiene que
prevenirlas y ensefiar y facilitar al alumno
el comportamiento correcto. Quiza sea ésta
la diferencia fundamental entre educador y
ensefiante.

A veces puede resultar dificil
compaginar la autoridad y la convivencia
basada en la cordialidad. La autoridad tiene
que ser reconocida por los alumnos y se
gana por el prestigio y la dedicacion del
profesor.

Con su autoridad, el profesor puede
implantar el orden que es la base de la
convivencia. Pero este orden nunca es
inmovilidad y rigidez, sino que, con
naturalidad, los alumnos se mueven cuando
es necesario y guardan silencio absoluto
cuando lo demanda el profesor.

¢ Qué es preferible el trato de usted o el
tuteo? Dependera de la costumbre de cada
uno, pero en todo caso tendra que quedar a
salvo el respeto y el aprecio mutuos, asi
como la necesaria autoridad del profesor.

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Prevencion de la
Obesidad Infantil

Hoy, iniciaré una serie de articulos,
tanto en inglés como en espafiol, para que
ambas comunidades tengan
conocimientos sobre la seriedad del tema.
Trataré de presentar lo mas objetivamente
posible el serio problema, que esta
tomando un caracter epidémico nacional.
No podemos seguir en la negativa, de
pensar que no nos afecta a todos nosotros,
sino iniciar o apoyar a las campafias
existentes en el Valle del Rio Merrimack,
por la Asociacion de Salud Publica de
Massachusetts. Se trata de la Prevencion
de la Obesidad Infantil.

De acuerdo a un Reporte Avanzado
de Datos sobre la Mortalidad publicado
por el Departamento de Salud Pablica de
Massachusetts, mas de la mitad de todas
las 55,204 muertes ocurridas en este
estado, pudieron haber sido prevenidas.
El cigarrillo es el causante del 17% de
estas muertes, mientras que las dietas
pobres 0 mala nutricién y la falta de
ejercicios, estan causando cerca del 20%
de las muertes anuales. Se estima que en
los Estados Unidos mas de 300,000
personas mueren cada afio a raiz de
causas relacionadas con el sobrepeso.
Una nutricion pobre y la falta de
gjercicios estan colocando a nuestros
residentes, incluyendo a nuestros nifios,
en un alto riesgo de desarrollar
enfermedades cronicas, tales como: alta
presion de la sangre, diabetes, cancer,
artritis en los huesos, asma vy
enfermedades cardiovasculares.

Como un resultado directo de
nuestros crecientes estilos de vida
enfermizos, sobre el 61% de los adultos,
en edades de 20 a 74 afios tanto en todos
los Estados Unidos, como en
Massachusetts, hoy se consideran que
sufren de obesidad. Desde el afio 1980,
la frecuencia de los nifios y los
adolescentes con sobrepeso se ha
triplicado. Los estudios conducidos
recientemente demuestran que el
sobrepeso infantil contindia aumentando
rapidamente. Esta tendencia es observada
dentro de los nifios de todas las edades,
de todas las razas, grupos étnicos y
niveles socioeconémicos; sin embargo,
algunos datos en el estado de
Massachusetts como a un nivel nacional,
demuestran que los nifios mas pobres,
especialmente en las comunidades afro-
americanas Y latinas o hispanas, estan en
un mayor riesgo. Entre las edades de 4 a
los 12 afos, el 38% corresponde a los
afro-americanos, el 38% a los latinos, y
el 26% a nifios caucasicos blancos que
ya tienen un sobrepeso o estan en un alto
riesgo de padecer de obesidad.

La obesidad en los nifios es de una
preocupaciéon muy particular, porque
seguramente esta condicién continuara a
través de sus vidas de adultos, ademas,
porgue estos riesgos se asocian con el
desarrollo de enfermedades cronicas
prematuras que luego continuaran cuando
lleguen a adultos.

En el estado de Massachusetts, el
16% de los nifios en edades de 2 a 5 afios,

quienes participan en el Programa WIC,
sufren de un sobrepeso; el 25% de los
estudiantes en escuelas superiores estan
con un sobrepeso, de acuerdo a su altura
y el peso. De acuerdo a una Encuesta
sobre el Comportamiento y los Riesgos
de la Juventud en Massachusetts, en un
auto-analisis realizado el namero que
respondid considerandose obesos entre
los jovenes, indicd un aumento de un 28%
a un 33% entre los afios 1999 y el 2003.

Esta dramética disminucidn, tanto en
el aspecto nutricional como en la salud
de los nifios en los Estados Unidos, se
debe en gran parte al resultado de las
presiones sociales y del ambiente en que
vivimos. Por ejemplo: existe una
proliferacion extremada en la publicidad
de refrescos y alimentos no saludables,
incluyendo un comercialismo en las
escuelas publicas, donde los nifios pasan
una gran parte del dia.

Por otro lado, el aumento del tiempo
mirando la television o el uso de las
computadoras, lo que disminuye
increiblemente los ejercicios diarios, tan
necesarios en nuestra juventud. La
abundancia de los lugares donde se
venden comidas rapidas y el aumento del
tamafio de las porciones servidas, ya sea
de comidas como en las bebidas.

Yo recuerdo, cuando era joven, el
tamafio més grande de un refresco era de
12 onzas (lo que equivale a 15 cucharadas
de azucar). Hoy, los refrescos mas
populares son de 20 onzas, lo que hace
que se consuma refrescos azucarados,
como las sodas, en mayor cantidad.
Ademas, hay una marcada tendencia en
esta nacion de salir a comer fuera de la

Childhood Obesity
Prevention

Today, | will begin a series of articles,
in English and Spanish, for both
communities to benefit from this
information due to the seriousness of the
subject. I will try to present it in a very
objective way, because it is taking an
epidemic character across the nation. We
can’t continue thinking with the negative
assumption that “it’s not my problem”,
but starting or supporting the existing
campaign coordinated by Massachusetts
Public Health Association in the
Merrimack Valley, related to the
Childhood Obesity Prevention.

According to the Advance Data-
Deaths Report published by the
Massachusetts Department of Public
Health, more than half of all 55,204
deaths in Massachusetts could have been
prevented. Of these, smoking accounted
for 17% of deaths, while poor diets and
lack of exercise caused nearly 20% of
deaths. It is estimated that over 300,000
people a year in the United States die
from overweight-related causes. Poor
nutrition and lack of exercise are putting
our residents, including our children, at
increasing risk of developing a host of
chronic diseases such as hypertension,
diabetes, cancer, osteo-arthritis, asthma,
and cardiovascular disease.

As a result of our increasingly
unhealthy lifestyles, over 61% of adults
in the US and in Massachusetts, between
the ages of 20 and 74 years, are now
considered overweight. Further, since
1980, the prevalence of overweight
children has tripled. The most recent
studies show that overweight in children
continues to increase rapidly. This trend
is observed among children of all ages,

races, ethnicities, and socioeconomic
backgrounds, although some
Massachusetts and national data show
that poorer children, especially African-
Americans and Latinos, are at particular
risk. Between the ages of 4 and 12 years,
38% are Afro-Americans, also 38% are
Latinos, and 26% are white, already
obese.

Obesity in children is of particular
concern because of the likelihood that this
condition will continue into adulthood,
and because of the associated risks of
developing premature chronic diseases in
adult life.

In Massachusetts, 16% of children
between the ages of 2 and 5, who
participate in the WIC program, are
overweight, 25% of high school students
are at risk of becoming overweight (their
weight to height ratio is notably high).
According to data in the Youth Risk
Behavior Survey in Massachusetts, self-
reported overweight among teens has
grown from 28% to 33% between 1999
and 2003.

The dramatic decline in the
nutritional and fitness health of children
in the USis large part the result of societal
and environmental pressures. For
example: exists the proliferation of
unhealthy food and beverage advertising,
including commercialism in public
schools, where children are a significant
part of the day.

On the home front is the increased
television and computer usage, declining
in adults and children’s engagement in
physical activities; an abundance of fast
food outlets and increase in portion sizes.

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Are your children
safe at school?

Channel 7 presented an investigative
report by Hank Phillippi Ryan entitled
“Criminals in the Classroom?” that was
truly alarming for anyone with children in
the school system. It aired on November
19, 2003 and you can read about its content
in their website http://webl.whdh.com/
features/articles/hank/A92/.

This report explained that according to
Massachusetts laws, everyone in the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts that has
or could have unsupervised contact with
children or students must go through a
Criminal Offender Record Information
(CORI) check. The purpose of this law is
to prevent schools from hiring anyone with
a criminal past.

Unsupervised contact means for
example, a teacher aide left in charge of the
classroom while the teacher runs some
errand, or the bus driver transporting
children.

Now, a new law that took effect last
February requires all schools to run the most
detailed criminal background checks
available called “Expanded CORI Reports”,
on all teachers, bus drivers, school staff and
volunteers every three years.

The law is clear, each school, public,
private and parochial must first get
certification from the Criminal History
Systems Board (CHSB) in order to receive
the highest level of information, but it does
not matter because few school systems are
doing what is right for the safety of the
children and the state is not checking up on
them, either.

“We can’t be the CORI police, we can’t
be sure every district is meeting every
requirement of every law,” said Heidi
Perlman, MA Department of Education to
the television reporter.

The problem is that the law provides
no penalty for schools that break it, no
enforcement and no state oversight.

When Wilfredo Laboy, Superintendent
of Schools in Lawrence was asked, he
answered: “We don’t have that kind of staff
that we can’t attend to it the way we should.

Lawrence's Superintendent of Schools

It’s not an excuse, it’s our reality.” That
was Superintendent Laboy’s response to
Hank Phillippi Ryan. He never misses an
opportunity to cry out that the city doesn’t
give him enough money to run his budget
yet, Laboy finds money for all of his
projects and no one asks him where the
funds were hidden in the budget. That is
the case of the $80,000 he is now paying to
an editor plus printing costs of a newspaper
he wants to publish.

Is it more important having a vehicle
to spread his version of how things are
working in the schools than protecting the
students?

The CORI check is free of charge to
Lawrence Public Schools and in the past,
the Lawrence Teachers’ Union has helped
with the paperwork to assist the school
system in getting them done.

You can check through this website
www.doe.mass.edu/lawsregs/advisory/
CORI.html to find out what cities are
certified by The Criminal History Systems
Board (NHSB) to conduct the expanded
background checks. Lawrence is notamong
them. They have not even requested that
certification be granted.

Education Reform, schools have decreased
their physical education or activity
opportunities as well as their time for lunch
and recess.

Preventing obesity in our children is
one of the most important public health
issues facing the nation today. The
Surgeon General, in his Call to Action to
Prevent and Decrease Overweight and
Obesity on December 13, 2002, reports
that the “total (direct and indirect) costs
attributable to obesity was estimated to be
$117 billion dollars ($61 billion direct and

$56 billion indirect).” Obesity and its
related economic and health consequences
require immediate action, both nationally
and locally. And we can’t continue as just
observers.

Water waste In
Lawrence

When Lawrence builds its new water
treatment plant, we are certain of one thing:
the price will go up. We have been hearing
that for a long time, getting us mentally
prepared for the inevitable. Butthat’s nota
big deal; we don’t mind paying more for
the service as long as we maintain
ownership and control of the plant.

All my reasoning came to a stop
recently, when | watched a Channel 7 report
by Hank Phillippi Ryan entitled “Down the
Drain” regarding mismanagement and
waste in water across the state.

The report stated that “billions of
gallons of water are literally missing —
leaking, unmetered, uncounted, some going
into homes and businesses, but not being
paid for.”

City officials all over Massachusetts are
prompt to blame it on old systems, many
pipelines full of holes, old meters that do
not register the right amount of water
entering into a home or business or not
registering at all.

You might think that the answer is the
fire department and municipal buildings that
don’t pay for their water use but the State
Department of Environmental Protection says
that in a well-run system, the wasted water
should not be more than 10% in each town.

The reporter said that in Lawrence,
24% of the water is lost, wasted and unpaid.
This means that one out of every four
gallons of water is not paid for so consumers
must make up the difference. We all pay
for that waste!

When asked by the reporter, Bob Fasio,

of the Lawrence Water Department said,
“Well | haven’t actually done the math, but
if yeah, that’s the way that would come up.”
He further stated, “It shouldn’t work that,
that, of course not, but that’s the way it has
been.”

That’s a bigger problem: because
‘that’s the way it has been’ no one does
anything to make a change.

Recently, there was a water main break
in District D, by Essex St., near the projects.
It happened after eight o’clock at night. The
DPW Supervisor on Call that night was
Andrea Traficanti. Councilor Nick
Kolofoles called Andrea to handle the
problem but when she didn’t answer, he left
a message on her cellular telephone.

Councilor Kolofoles called several
people in the Water Department and
someone, finally sent a crew to attempt to
solve the problem. Traficanti called him
back more than one hour later when she was
no longer needed. He was also told that
they tried calling DPW Director, Frank
McCann and he was not available.

The crew worked through the night
unsuccessfully, and plenty of water was lost
until they finally were able to close the
valves at 11 o’clock the next morning. Mr.
McCann never even called until he showed
up for work the next morning. McCann
supposedly did call after midnight, but
didn't show up until around 10:00 a.m. the
next morning.

Bob Fasio is right. That’s the way it’s
been. It doesn’t matter if we lose water all
night long. No need to rush.

It's all About Right(s)!

A Mother's Story

Let me begin by telling you what would
be the worst thing that could ever happen
to me in my lifetime. | feel I could
overcome anything except to have a child,
one of my children die before | do. In the
grand scheme of things this is totally out of
sync, the most devastating thing that can
beset a parent. | can’t imagine having the
strength to carry on. My one wish and
prayer, that | always repeat is to be sure my
children, are safeguarded, no matter their age.

I would like to now tell the story of
Shirley Robertson, a mother that has lost
not one of her children, but two of her
children within a very small space of time.
Her son died of a terribly debilitating
disease that slowly sucked life out of him,
while her daughter’s life was snuffed out in
an instance.

Shirley Robertson sought me out to tell
her continuing plight and the bizarre
inconsistent circumstances that have led up
to now. When a human being is grieving
they are not as perceptive as they normally
are. They can be intimidated and mislead.
Those that would perpetrate this behavior
in the time of their grief are what can only
be referred to as vile individuals.

For those of you who have forgotten,
Shirley Robertson is the mother of Amy
Bergeron, Methuen Police Officer that
purportedly took her life on September 7,
2003. The details of the terrible night have
been sketchy at best.

The most recent contradiction, in light
of the fact that unofficially Amy’s death was
recorded as a suicide, is that on the death
certificate supplied to the mother, listed the
cause of death as pending investigation.
Amy Bergeron died of a gunshot wound to
the head.

How could the cause of death still be
under investigation? | have asked several
times for the investigative reports being
assembled at the District Attorney’s Office,
to no avail. Apparently they are still not
completed. | can only wonder if the
extensive time delay in the investigation is
designed to allow time for the people to
forget about Amy Bergeron. Just what
would make a beautiful young woman who
supposedly had the world by the tail,
pursuing and obtaining her dream suddenly
decide to end her life.

Suicide in itself carries a stigma.
Religions decry it. It is against the law to
commitsuicide. Itisso tragic an end to one’s
life leaving questions forever unanswered.
It affects families forever and leaves a void
that can never be filled. Parents and siblings
ask themselves if perhaps there was some
way they could have prevented this
senseless end to a life just begun.

I have been urged by others to tell this
story, which my loyal readers can see | have
been relaying as information comes to me.
Now Amy Bergeron’s mother has asked me
to tell what has been happening to her and
perhaps with the information out in the
open, we can all help this mother get a little
justice and relieve some of her deep sorrow.

Shirley Robertson has been treated
shabbily at the hands of our police
department. She has many questions and
details that have yet to be addressed. The
officials of this town have forgotten that due
to life circumstances Amy Bergeron’s
mother and father are divorced. They have
left Shirley out of the information loop

addressing her concerns with bored disdain.

Shirley Robertson went to the Methuen
Police Department on September 30, 2003,
seeking answers to questions, trying to sort
the rumors from the truth. She requested
an appointment with the chief and was told
he was in a meeting with the mayor and the
Deputy Chief. She then proceeded to the
records department and was informed, that
this isn’t like a car accident, these files are
in the Chief’s office, and they are classified
information. CLASSIFIED INFORMATION
BEING KEPT FROM THE MOTHER OF
HER DECEASED CHILD?

Shirley, upon hearing the classified file
information then scheduled an appointment
with Chief Solomon, through his personal
secretary, Trish Giarusso. The meeting was
set for the following day October 1, 2003
at 1:00 pm, which with a call from the chief’s
secretary was changed to 12:30 pm.

Shirley arrived at 12:20 on the
scheduled day and had brought along her
friend to help her remember the questions
and the answers. 1 am sure that all of my loyal
readers having experienced grief, some to
this extent but usually not this severe, are
aware that your thought process becomes
clouded.

It is very common in the aftermath of a
trauma for the people affected to have a deep
need to seek information regarding the
circumstances in their effort to put all the
pieces together which assists in their
grieving.

On October 1, 2003, Chief Joe
Solomon told Shirley Robertson that she
could not bring her friend with her into the
scheduled meeting. He stated that this was
his policy. He stated that she could come
back with her lawyer or someone that he
approved of. This immediately sets off red
flags on just who the Methuen Police
Department thinks they are and what the
Methuen Police Department has to hide.
Amy Bergeron on the day she purportedly
took her life spent the day at a Methuen
Patrol Officers party, where Chief Solomon,
Deputy Chief Alaimo and Mayor Pollard
were all present for a time.

Another thing that disturbed me and |
did ask Shirley about this was the scale of
the funeral. The death of Amy Bergeron
was tragic, however, according to the
authorities, she did take her own life. The
funeral procession was what you would
expect an officer killed in the line of duty
to receive. The Lawrence Police
Department had to cover Methuen for the
whole morning of the funeral.

As | stated in a previous paragraph,
suicide carries with it a stigma that is forever
more. Suicide is what it is, a sadness a
family will probably never fully recover
from. The funeral procession with all the
police pomp and circumstance seemed to
glorify suicide. Amessage that should never
be sent to those who may think if I kill
myself, I will be remembered in glory.

Amy Bergeron should never be
forgotten, and the entire truth should be
immediately forthcoming so her mother can
begin the long slow journey back to the
semblance of a productive life. Shirley
Robertson wants the responsible authorities
to prove beyond a doubt that her daughter
took her own life. If they can document
the findings and supply all facts, then she

by capital and culture
Who benefits?

This time, it goes beyond North and
South.

Through the years, there has been a
caste system in Lawrence. While the most
affluent English-speaking residents live in
the South, the poor Spanish-speakers reside
on the North side. Many people have tried
to alleviate the feeling of inferiority and
Latinos are moving South but the
differences persist.

If you think Latinos segregate
themselves by speaking in Spanish, thus
creating a separate culture in this city, you’ll
be surprised to find that there is a conscious
effort to divide us from both sides.
Recently, the office of Community
Development has been planning ways to
attract tourism to Lawrence as if that is the
panacea for the city’s ailments. Other cities
have established what they call “artists
districts” with a great deal of success as a
way to compensate for lost industries.
Perhaps it could work in Lawrence; it’s
worth a try.

You may have noticed that a lot of
emphasis has been placed in the Gateway
part of the North Common. New stores
have opened in recent months and millions
of dollars have been invested to renew the
area so, Community Development has
planned a Holiday Stroll for next weekend
to attract tourists into the city to shop and
spend money here. What’s wrong with that,
you ask? They have created an invisible
border along Italian goods, Swedish
furniture, artists’ studios, antique shops,
gourmet stores, handcrafted jewelry, and
dining at an expensive restaurant within that
area, almost advising visitors not to venture
into the “real Lawrence.”

They are not concerned with
showcasing the cultural diversity of this city,
or using it as a merchandising tool. If we
are to attract tourist to do Christmas
shopping in the city, getting the ethnic flavor
of Lawrence might be more palatable, not
only in the Latino restaurants and other
shops where they can get articles imported

from Latin America, but also Vietnamese,
Chinese, Mexican, Japanese, and Arabic
restaurants.

The worst insult was asking Casa
Dominicana to bring their exhibit of
paintings by the renowned Dominican
painter Alonso Capellan to Heritage State
Park for the enjoyment of visitors, instead
of asking them to see the beautiful site the
Dominican community has created. They
are proud of their home away from home
and Casa Dominicana is a real asset to this
city; let’s show it off. But the message being
sent is that visitors should not risk going
into downtown.

Ask yourself, if 1 buy something at
these shops—uwill the business owner
employ more people from Lawrence or
circulate the profits within the city? Would
you be inclined to spend more money in
the city if the return on your investment
would come back to residents, children,
education, business programs, family
literacy, etc.?

The Gateway is being built with federal
funds they are receiving by using poverty
and racial figures through HUD, EPA,
Department of Commerce, etc. as well as
the governor’s office. The funds the city
has received over the past five years was
intended to revitalize the impoverished
neighborhoods of the city, not limited to the
North Common neighborhood.

I know there are people who feel this
is the best way to stimulate the economy in
inner-cities such as Lawrence. However,
after peeling the onion and getting down to
the core, you realize that it will only
stimulate one sector of the local economy
and it will have limited, if any, impact in
the quality of life of residents and children.
There are ways to rehabilitate the city
without exploiting those who are living in
poverty.

I keep getting this vision of a Berlin
wall in Lawrence. It saddens me to think
that people are being forced to pick one side
of the wall.

| did not have any hard evidence to
support my point of view. | also had worked
on the assumption, later proven wrong, that
the intelligence services at the disposal of
the US and British Governments knew what
they were doing, so we gave them the
benefit of the doubt. My suspicions had
grown out of my forty plus years of mistrust;
call it paranoia, watching the deceptive
practices of my own country’s “dictador por
excellencia” Fidel Castro. This man is a liar
and manipulator who would not hesitate to
risk the well-being of the Western world and
his (our) own country by selling its future
to the Soviet empire. The missile crisis of
October 1962, which brought us to the edge
of world war, was a good example of his
megalomaniac personality and | cannot
forget that Saddam Hussein and Castro are
one of a kind.

My position about Iraq, while not
proven correct yet, has not proven to be false
by the events transpired since then either
and looks more reasonable every day. The
term WMD is passé now and unless they
grow in the desert like dandelions, we will
never see them. We are simply not looking
any more. In research projects, the
researcher develops a hypothesis that must
turn to be false. If no one disproves the
theory then the assumption is that it is
probably true. Borrowing from my earlier
article about Hussein tricking us, which has
not turned out to be wrong yet, | want to
add an additional speculation that perhaps
has a ring of truth as well. If I am right, all
this conversation about how wonderful it is
to have gotten rid of Saddam Hussein is pure
fantasy as well and we have to adapt
quickly.

However, is Saddam
Hussein really out of power? Well, I am not
so sure. It may depend on how you define
the word power. He may be out of office;
did he really lose the war? Well, it all
depends how you define lose as well. Please
follow my logic if you will. You may call it
speculation, but if you use my weapons of
mass destruction theory credit as a checking

account to finance this new premise, perhaps
we will reach some agreement of
understanding.

Mr. Hussein made no effort whatsoever
to dispel the accusations against his nation:
Rebuilding nuclear weapons, stockpiling a
chemical and biological arsenal, building
long-range missiles. Under United Nations
resolutions of the time, he was required to
prove and document that he had none of
those armaments. He opened his doors a bit,
not fully, mind you, denied he had them and
dared us to prove otherwise. We did not buy
it and you know the rest.

What | did not foresee at the time and
consider now is whether he was really
setting a trap in the sand for us. If he did,
we should consider the possibility that the
trap did work and his diabolic plan then is
evidence now that he is still much in power,
albeit appearing to be something very
different.

“Warfighting” (1) that claims to be the U.S.
Marine Corps’ war strategy manual. | was
surprised to see that it was publicly available
for only a few bucks. | decided to buy it and
wondered if someone in Baghdad had also
clicked on Amazon.com to place an order.

I do not pretend to write here a treatise
about this book. | am not even sure if it is
the “current manual.” You can get it on your
own if you want, and | highly recommend
it, but there is one important strategic
sentence in that small handbook that caught
my eye: “We resort to the defensive when
weakness compels.” | cannot believe there
was anyone in the bunch of thugs
surrounding Hussein who really thought that
they were not weak, not particularly since
the 1991 Gulf War and the many years of
United Nations sanctions. Therefore, Mr.
Hussein, if he was crafty, had only one
option: Retreat and disperse. He was
criminal, not suicidal.

When the rubber hit the road, of course,
the inevitable happened. Our troops, as
expected, performed spotlessly and bravely
in the use of a fully aggressive tactic and
they did it fast. They train well to do so
technically and morally. The same little US
Marines book | am referring to says the
following: “Not only can the offense not
sustain itself indefinitely; it generally grows
weaker as it advances... Eventually, the
superiority that allowed us to attack and
forced our enemy to defend in the first place
dissipates and the balance tips in favor of
our enemy.” Exit the landing Marines; enter
the occupying and pacifying Army.

Mr. Hussein had been in power since
the late nineteen seventies. That is a long
time to prepare for any eventuality. He knew

Slipping through the cracks

Keeping track of sexual predators

As the Michael Jackson story floods the
media, putting pedophilia back into the
forefront, the priest scandal having quieted
considerably, we must again take a close
look at our oversight to protect the safety
and well-being of our children. Methuen
has not been spared from the pedophile
scourge; in fact it has seemed to have more
than its fair share.

I have been reading a series of articles
in the Eagle-Tribune recently that have been
extolling the efforts of the State Public
Safety Department in keeping track of
sexual predators. They are patting
themselves on the back for not accepting
the legislature’s reinstated funds even
though the department’s statistics are
abysmal. The article pretty much stated that
Director of Public Safety, Flynn along with
his “Toody”, Jennifer Franco are missing a
whole bunch of sexual predators, many of
which are not even classified, which renders
them off the public information roles, thus
leaving the general populace venerable to
danger.

Methuen is once again on the cutting
edge. In August 1998, John Bottari, a
Methuen Police Department cell monitor/
crossing guard, since 1992 and 1993,
respectively, was charged with child
molesting. Bottari was using his police
credentials to molest young boys by
intimidating them. He was convicted and
sent to prison.

Bottari just fell into the abyss described
by the State Public Safety Department. He
was released from prison on Saturday
November 16, 2003. According to the
registration regulations, Bottari had 48
hours to register where he would be living.
Bottari did register with the Boston Sex
Offenders Bureau, but because of a glitch
in the system, Bottari has not received a
classification, so his whereabouts are not
public information.

The most grievous development to the
whole story is that he was released from
prison, without having received a
classification. One has to wonder if you
are tried and convicted of sexual
molestation, how come at the time of your
sentencing, you are not immediately
qualified as a danger to society. He was
not convicted of urinating in an alley or
having consensual sex with an adult out in
public. He was convicted of molesting little
boys! He did his dirty work here in
Methuen, yet those affected by his heinous
crimes have not been notified he has been
released from prison or if he had returned
to the area.

According to sex the offenders’ registry
in Boston, it could take 3 to 9 months to
assign a classification to Bottari. Talk about
the fox running the chicken coup! Again |
ask, how can it be that a convicted pedophile
is back out on the streets and no one knows
his  whereabouts? WHO IS
RESPONSIBLE FOR OVERSITE?

The article entitled, “Sex Offenders
Registry Working Well, Leader Says,”
published 11/19/03 in the Eagle-Tribune,
states that local police departments are
responsible for tracking the whereabouts of
these sexual predators. Back in 1998, the
Methuen Police Department did and
exemplary job of investigating and
following through against Bottari to protect
the children. For all their hard work this
man appears to be out on the prowl once
again and no one knows where.

I did a little research into the 7 members
governing board of the sex offenders’
registry and found that these are full-time
paid appointees. | spoke with Charlie
McDonald who is associated with the sexual
registry board and have requested the names
of the appointees. Mr. McDonald agreed
to supply the names, but could not tell me
when | could expect the list. You might
think I asked him for names that should have
been put on a plaque.

What troubles me about this
boondoggle of a bureaucracy is the fact that
there are 7 full times members yet they are
as much as 3 to 9 months behind on
classification. Is it the sheer numbers of
sexual predators in the State of
Massachusetts that overwhelms these
appointees or is it one a day, lunch and see
you tomorrow?

Why can’t this board complete the
classification before these convicted
criminals are back out on the street, with a
chance for naotification to the public? Is it
the wording of the law that ties their hands?
Does the problem fall with the court
system? Or is it just another example of
patronage unqualified hack appointments
that would not be gainfully employed if left
to their own devices.

Whatever the problem is, it needs to
be addressed immediately, so no more
children are put in harms way. We need to
start calling our local politicos. Methuen is
lucky to have two living within our
confines, Representative Broadhurst and
Senator Baddour, give them a call.

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NECC Holds Construction Kick-Off
for Technology Center

Northern Essex Community College’s
new Technology Center will benefit the
college as well as the community and both
groups gathered on Thursday, November
20, to celebrate at a “Construction Kick-
Off” ceremony.

The center, which had been on hold
pending a review of all capital projects by
the state’s Administration and Finance
Department, was released by Governor Mitt
Romney on Monday, October 20.

The contractor, GVW of East Boston,
had already been selected by the state’s
Division of Capital Asset Management
before the project was put on hold so work
was able to start soon after the project was
released.

“This is a very exciting time for
Northern Essex,” said David F. Hartleb,
president of Northern Essex. “It’s the first
new building since we opened this campus
30 years ago and it’s going to be a boon for
the campus and everyone who lives and
works in this area.”

When completed, the Technology
Training Center will feature state-of-the-art
computer classrooms, network and laser/
fiberoptic labs, smart classrooms, instructional
facilities for fine and performing arts
programs, and the Center for Business and
Industry. A highlight of the building will
be a 350-seat multi-media equipped
conference center that will be available for
college as well as community use.

“Northern Essex has been a leader in
the technology area,” said Hartleb. “We’ve

developed innovative programs in response
to changing needs and invested heavily in
computer classrooms. With this Technology
Center we’ll be able to go to an entirely new
level.”

The five computer labs and classrooms
will allow the college to develop new
programs in fields such as embedded
systems and laser/fiberoptics.

Mike Pelletier, chairperson of
electronic technology and engineering
science, explained how it will impact the
college. “The beauty of this building is that
it is technologically sophisticated in its
infrastructure, yet wondrously flexible. It
is designed to enable Northern Essex to go
beyond the current state-of-the-art and can
be adapted to teaching new technologies
that are as yet undreamed.”

The three new smart classrooms in the
building will be equipped with the latest
technological teaching tools including a
console desk with computer and VCR, a
state-of-the-art video projector and ceilings
and lighting designed to enhance the use of
technology.

These classrooms will be used by
teachers from all disciplines who augment
their classroom lectures with videos or CD-
ROMs, surf the web with students or deliver
presentations in PowerPoint.

“Our faculty is developing some very
exciting courses,” said Alan Foucault,
director, Center for Instructional
Technology. “But they need the tools to

deliver them. We currently have eight smart

classrooms and they are always full.”

When the center opens, the college’s
Center for Business & Industry will have
its first permanent home since it was
founded 20 years ago. CBI has been
delivering hands-on training and consulting
to local business from cramped offices
spread out over two campuses. It will be
consolidated in one location with access to
state-of-the art classrooms and facilities.
Instead of doing the majority of their work
on-site at local companies, they will have
the option of bringing more corporate
business employees and state and municipal
workers onto campus for training.

The new multi-equipped conference
center will also allow CBI to launch
initiatives such as Distant Business

Solutions, a new program of services for
businesses in the Merrimack Valley that will
be available as soon as the Technology
Center opens.

In addition to technology, the new
center will provide a home for the college’s
music program, including a large band
room, a music classroom, four practice
rooms and an instrument storage room, and
a darkroom for photography students.

The $9.5 million building is funded
through $7.5 million from the state and $2
million in private donations corporate and
individual donors.

The college’s legislative delegation did
a“remarkable” job of supporting this project,
according to Hartleb, and deserves much of
the credit for insuring that it stayed on track.

|_egal Services recognize
local “Pillars of Justice”

Avrea legislators were honored recently
for their support of legal aid for low-income
people in the community. Senators Susan
Tucker and Steven Baddour and
Representatives William Lantigua, David
Torrisi, received “Pillar of Justice”
certificates during a ceremony hosted by
Neighborhood Legal Services (NLS) and
Merrimack Valley Legal Services (MVLS)
at MVLS’s offices in Lawrence on October
28th. Also receiving awards but not pictured
were Representatives Michael Costello,
Brian Dempsey, Barry Finegold, Barbara
L’Italien, Harriet Stanley, and Arthur
Broadhurst.

MVLS and NLS stood on the brink of
elimination from the state budget in July,
after Governor Romney vetoed all civil
legal aid funding. The legislators who were
honored at the October 28 event supported
a successful override of the veto, restoring
$7.6 million in state funding to legal aid,
including $1.08 million for NLS and
$750,000 for MVLS.

“Your actions in voting to override a
sitting governor who had vetoed all legal
aid for the poor are profoundly appreciated,”
said MVLS Director, Ken Maclver. “You
played a key role in preserving access to
the courts for the poorest of our citizens.”

MVLS and NLS provide free legal help
to low-income residents of Essex County
in non-criminal, or civil, cases. Among
those helped by the program are domestic
violence victims, people unfairly denied
health care or disability benefits, parents

being challenged for custody of their
children, elders facing foreclosure on their
home, special needs and disabled children
deprived of educational entitlements, and
child victims of abuse and neglect. While
low-income people in criminal cases have
aright to a court-appointed attorney, in civil
cases they rely on legal aid programs like
NLS and MVLS. “Our clients don’t have
anywhere else to turn,” said Ross Dolloff,
NLS Director. “We’re pretty much all there
is for them.”

NLS Board Chair Kathleen Hirbour on
behalf of NLS and NLS Staff Attorney
Fairlie Dalton, President of the Essex
County Bar Association on behalf of private
attorneys, many of whom generously offer
pro bono help to low income people, also
thanked the legislators in brief remarks.

The Governor’s budget veto would have
eliminated funding for the Massachusetts
Legal Assistance Corporation, line item
0321-1600, which supports local programs
like MVLS and NLS. The veto was
overridden by a 147-10 vote in the House
and a 35-5 vote in the Senate.

But for the legislature’s override, NLS
would have been forced to close one of its
two full service field offices, lay off staff,
and serve 600-800 fewer families.

“This (the legislator’s override) was
such a critical vote,” said Dolloff. “We’re
already seriously under-funded considering
the need. And low-income people in
Lawrence and throughout Essex County
rely on our programs.”

Low income parents who are students
at Northern Essex Community College’s
Lawrence Campus will benefit from a
generous donation of $4,000 from the General
Mills Foundation/Yoplait-Colombo.

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Hope for deaf Dominican children

A group of eight teachers from Instituto
de Ayuda al Sordo from Santo Domingo and
Instituto Alternativo, from San Pedro de
Macoris, Dominican Republic, just returned
to their country after spending 18 days in
Ipswich, MA in an intensive training
oriented to better the hearing of deaf
children.

The training consisted of studying the
new technologies being employed in our
country in these children’s treatment. This
group visited Children’s Hospital, The
Department of Public Health, Clarke School
for the Deaf, House of Peace, in Ipswich,
MA and Alexander Graham Bell
Association for the Deaf in New Hampshire,
amongst other.

The trip, accommodations and all
expenses related to the training of this
Dominican women were paid for by
Partners for a Greater \Voice, a nonprofit
international organization, 501(c) 3, from
Ipswich, MA, working with parents
associations, schools of deaf and individuals
involved with deaf children in their
language skills development.

“They are not —-mudos- mutes!” Said
Joanne Travers, Partners for a Greater Voice
founder. “They can’t talk because they are
deaf. Once we have solved their hearing
problem, we can teach them to talk”, said
Joanne in a convinced voice.

Joanne Travers speaks with the
knowledge of one who knows what she is
talking about. She had experienced on her
own what many parents are going through.
Both Travers’ children were born deaf. This
ordeal became a motivation for the couple.
After considering all options, they refused
to accept sign language. “We wanted our
children to be able to hear and speak so they
could attend regular schools”, said Joanne.

Joanne and her husband Paul, are not
deaf and nobody else in their families,
either; however, she thinks this could be a
genetic problem. Matthew, the youngest
child, (7) wears two hearing aids. Victoria
Marie, (9) recently received a cochlear
implant to help her hear, due to her absolute
lack of hearing. Both children are attending
regular schools.

During the past seven years, Joanne not
only worked hard helping both their
children, Matthew and Victoria Marie, but
countless other children with similar hearing
problems. Besides speaking in schools,
Joanne writes and edits a newsletter that is
being sent to families with deaf children in
Massachusetts. Now, the organization she
founded, Partners for a Greater \Voice, has
extended a generous hand to the Dominican
Republic, where there are 2,000 children
with hearing problems.

Travers, with a group of volunteers, had
toured different schools for the deaf and met
with more that 100 parents and
professionals interested in oral
communication instead of sign language as
an option for the deaf. “In Boca Chica
alone, we identified 20 families with deaf
children, who are not receiving any
education because their families lack the
necessary resources”, she said.

“In our school we have approximately
300 deaf children; only 52 have hearing aids
and only one child has had a cochlear
implant”, said Lic. Casilda Jiménez de
Dantes-Castillo, Sub-Director, Instituto de
Ayuda al Sordo Santa Rosa, from Santo
Domingo.

Jiménez explained that through Joanne
Travers and Partners for a Greater Voice,
they received a donation of the first 20
hearing aids, making it possible for more
children to benefit with this new technology.
“Hearing aids are expensive, and they don’t
last long with the children. In this tropical
climate they get damaged quickly by their
sweat and they need to be sent to the States
to be repaired, at a cost of as much as
US$80.00 each”, she said.

“We also have a program of integration
to regular schools in our institution, where
we give support and follow up to the 42
children integrated so far”, said Jimenez.

Orlando Vargas and Zoila Rosario had
just joined Partners for a Greater \Voice,
giving a shot in the arm to the efforts of the
Dominican project. Vargas work as a
volunteer, offering logistic support and
coordination in the Dominican Republic
through different contacts, among them the
Dominican Republic Catholic Church, the
Government and the Dominican Rotary Club.

Rosario acts as a liaison with the
Dominican Government. She is in charge
of distributing all medical supplies in the
Dominican Republic. As a note of
information, she is the wife of former
General Consul to The Dominican
Republic, Ing. Osiris de Le6n. “To have
Orlando and Zoila working with us
represents a great help to this project in
Dominican Republic,” said Joanne Travers.
Vargas and Rosario worked very hard to get
visas and lodging for the eight teachers
while attending the seminar.

Magaly Pérez, one of the teachers, has
worked with deaf children for 13 years.
Pérez graduated from Instituto Mexicano de
Audiciény Lenguaje (Mexican Institute of
Hearing and Language) from Mexico City
and is very thankful of Partners for a Greater
Voice for inviting them to come to the
States. “We are going to implement
everything we learned to improve the
quality of the services we provide at the
Dominican Audiological Center. We owe
this to Ms. Travers. In the name of the
Dominican deaf children, | want to say
thanks!” ended Magaly Pérez.

Amongst the Partners
for a Greater Voice
plans FY 2003/2004
are:

e Construction of an acoustically
modified school in Boca Chica for deaf and
hard of hearing children not registered in
any school.

e Construction of a clinic in San Pedro
de Macoris, to be attached to the local
school for the deaf.

e Training for parents across the country
and educational programs for hearing health
while continuing providing examination
and audio equipment; some of them, worth
more than $30,000 have been distributed.

casa. Naturalmente, tenemos la
dependencia de nuestros vehiculos y no se
camina como antes, eliminando una gran
parte de nuestros ejercicios. Esto presenta
una declinacion considerable en la
poblacién adulta como en los nifios, de
involucrarse en actividades fisicas
transformando a nuestra comunidad como
parte de una sociedad sedentaria.

Estas presiones existen en nuestras
escuelas como también en nuestros hogares.
En las cafeterias escolares podemos ver un
menu de comidas muy poco saludables,
ademas de exponer a los estudiantes
constantemente a comidas sin ningin poder
nutritivo mediante las maquinas de
autoservicio, 0 a través de las ventas de
dulces, chocolates y galletas con fines de
reunir fondos para actividades escolares.

Simultdneamente, como resultado de
las presiones académicas y financieras que
son consecuencias de los Reglamentos
sobre el Tiempo de Aprendizaje para los
Estudiantes, bajo la Reforma Educacional
