Have concer ns about the cable

service? Heresyour chance
CableRateComparison - 2004

Complaints about the cable company
are common. The type of service, fees,
programming, customer service and the
future of the Public Access Channel are
plentiful but, when the public had the
opportunity to express them, there was no
one around.

Last May 5, the Cable Advisory
Commission held aPublic Hearing at South
Lawrence East School for that purpose and
only four residents attended. Two of its
members, Joseph Parolisi and Susan Santos
chose not to attend, also.

Thisgroup was put together by Mayor
Michael J. Sullivan to listen to citizens
concerns and advise him as to problems or
complaints. They have no decision power
but can certainly keep the mayor informed
astowhat isaffecting the community so that
he would be better prepared to deal with
Comcast this summer on the license
renewal. The problem is that this
Commission is very informal, without
direction and poorly attended by its
members.

The Cable Advisory Commission is
responsible for organizing the Public
Hearing of May 5 and an upcoming another
one on June 2 at the Lawrence Public
Library at 7 PM, to listen to the public and
advise the mayor. Timeisrunning out and
nothing has been done because they have
been wasting their efforts discussing
things out of their control or irrelevant to
the negotiations that the mayor will be
holding.

Jim Ross prepared a very extensive
outline of how the cable company operates,
the different charges appearing on your
Comcast hill and the process for renewing
the contract between Comcast and the City
of Lawrence. Thiswasvery educational for
the few present at the Public Hearing and
when he brought it to the Mt. Vernon
Neighborhood Association meeting last
Saturday, it was greatly appreciated by its
large membership. Out of 24,463
households in Lawrence, we have 18,545
subscribers that will be affected by the
content of the new contract.

As part of the contract with the city,
the cable company isto provide three PEG
channels (Public, Educational and
Government) and in the case of the Public
Access channel, the studio, training and two
operators to facilitate any resident of this
city the production of locally produced
videos. The School Department has

Channel 10 and the city government has
Channel 22 for the broadcast of government
meetings but the public had no voice until
Channel 8 was established. After a long
struggle with Continental Cable and later
MediaOne, Lawrence received what other
cities and towns had for a long time:
Channel 8.

One of the concerns presented at the
first hearing is the future of the Public
Access Channel. A few months ago, a
representative from the Cable Commission
in Boston appeared before the Cable
Advisory Commission and said that
Comcast is interested in discontinuing
Channel 8 asit exists. The mayor will be
negotiating the new contract with Comcast
and in the process, things will be added or
lost from the current contract and there is
reason to believe that the Public Access
television station may cease to operate.

To my disappointment, the Cable
Advisory Commission members did not
know how to deal with my concerns. They
were adamant to listening to me insisting
that everything will remain the same for
Channel 8. There is no way for them to
predict what the mayor and Comcast will
decide; they can only advise Mayor Sullivan
as to our worries yet, they did not want to
record my suspicion and asked me to write
aletter directly to the mayor.

While many people object that the
churches have taken over Channel 8, the
truth is that these facilities have been
available to everyone in the city and this
television station has the potential of
becoming the most important source of
information in the city. The variety of
programs that could be produced in any
language will make it possible for our
residents to be well aware of everything
moving in Lawrence.

The station coordinator holds training
sessions for anyone willing to learn
television production and people are free
to cablecast any topic of their interest. The
neighborhood associ ations have been asked
to put together a team to videotape their
meetings and community events, or
individualsinterested in producing aregular
show on any subject. Thus far, only the
churches have trained personnel and taken
advantage of this service. Thisistruly a
wonderful educational opportunity.

Hopefully, peoplewill chooseto attend
the next Public Hearing at the Public Library
onJune 2, at 7:00 PM.
