Thesafety provided by afencedinyard
is not sufficient any more and they have to be made aware at a
very early age that there are bad people out there, people who
would do them harm and they become responsible for their own
safety by having to watch their surroundings.

That isthe case with today’s sexual offenders and predators.
The law allows for their photos and personal information to be
broadcasted through the local mediabut that isnot enough to protect
our children. Parents should watch these criminals on television
and advise their children as to measures to follow when they are
on their own, like on their way to and from school.

Sexual offenderswho have served their timeinjail for crimes
committed are permitted to enter society. Some of them may have
restrictions such as not to live near schools, daycare centers or
playgrounds. Violationsto these terms could bethe cause of their
returntojail. Thesadreality isthat police departments arewaiting
for them to recommit because there is no cure for their condition
and they know they will do it.

Angel Corado, President of El Salvador
Presente, expressed his gratitude to those
city officials and general public who took
time of their busy scheduleto be therewith
them. Reverend Felix Pereira blessed the
occasion and the fact that this was the first
timethat the flag of El Salvador wasraised
inLawrence.

Lawrence Mayor, Michael J. Sullivan
greeted His Excellence Roberto Escobar,
Consul General of the Republic of El
Salvador and talked about the importance
of how to recognize our heritage. “It's
important to remind our children who we
are and from where we came”, said the
mayor whileholding achild, Allan Brizuela,
carrying a Salvadoran flag.

“Allan Brizuel a, the son of Salvadoran
parentsresiding here, although bornin The
United States, isstill aSalvadorian citizen”,
said Ana Alonzo, from the Salvadoran
Consulate in Boston. “Chapter 90 of our
Constitution protects those born in foreign
land. They are considered Salvadoriansfor
theright of theland and blood”, said Alonzo.

“God, Union and Liberty are three
wordsthat guide our people of El Salvador”,
said Corado, while holding a framed
document from where Rosa Gonzales, a
Salvadoranlivingin Lawrenceread apledge

totheflag. “I carry this pledge well within
me”, said Corado.

Raoberto Escobar, Honorable Consul of
El Salvador, raised the flag while the
national anthem was played. At the end of
the ceremony, Mayor Sullivan invited
everybody to follow him for a short walk,
“l want to show you the surprise | have

prepared”, said the mayor.

Street, to find a Salvadoran
flag attached to a light pole,
as part of the many more
adorning the street,
representing the different
cultures that call Lawrence
home.

Brief History of the

Republic of El Salvador
© Noel Sanchez Molina 1998-2001

People and history:

El Salvador’s population numbers
about 5.8 million; almost 90% is of mixed
Indian and Spanish extraction. About 1% s
indigenous; very few Indians have retained
their customs and traditions. The country’s
people arelargely Roman Catholic-though
Protestant groups are growing-and Spanish
is the language spoken by virtually all
inhabitants. The capital city of San Salvador
has about 1.4 million people; an estimated
49% of El Salvador’s population lives in
rural areas.

Before the Spanish conquest, the area
that isnow El Salvador was made up of two
large Indian states and severa principalities.
Theindigenousinhabitantswerethe Pipils,
a tribe of nomadic Nahua people long
established in Central Mexico. Early intheir
history, they became one of the few
Mesoamerican Indian groups to abolish
human sacrifice. Otherwise, their culture
wassimilar to that of their Aztec neighbors.
Remains of Nahua culture are still found at
ruins such as Tazumal (near Chal chuapa),
San Andres (northeast of Armenia), and
Joya De Ceren (north of Colon).

Thefirst Spanish attempt to subjugate
this area failed in 1524, when Pedro de
Alvarado was forced to retreat by Pipil
warriors. In 1525, he returned and
succeeded in bringing the district under
control of the Captaincy General of
Guatemala, which retained itsauthority until
1821, despite an abortiverevolutionin 1811.

Independence:

In 1821, El Salvador and the other
Central American provinces declared their
independence from Spain. When these
provinceswerejoined with Mexicoin early
1822, El Salvador resisted, insisting on
autonomy for the Central American
countries. Guatemalan troops sent to
enforce the union were driven out of El
Salvador in June 1822. El Salvador, fearing
incorporation into Mexico, petitioned the
U.S. Government for statehood.

But in 1823, a revolution in Mexico
ousted Emperor Agustin Iturbide, and anew
Mexican congressvoted to allow the Central
American provinces to decide their own
fate. That year, the United Provinces of
Central America was formed of the five
Central American states under Gen. Manuel
José Arce. When this federation was
dissolved in 1838, El Salvador became an
independent republic.
