La obra de renovacion, a un costo de $5.7 millones,
estaraa cargo de Contracting Specialist Incorporated, de
Attleboro, lacual comenzaraen brevey se esperaquedara
concluida en un afio. El proyecto incluye la restauracion
de la graderia, que tiene capacidad para 7,200
espectadores, lacabinaparalaprensaademas de quioscos
para ventas y servicios sanitarios. La renovacion del
proyecto incluye actualizar los codigos de la vieja
estructura, tales como acceso para personasincapacitadas
y movimientos sismicos.

El Lawrence Veterans Memorial Stadium fue
construido en 1926, como testamento a la admiracion y

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The Lawrence Veterans Memorial Stadium will be restored

After years of disrepair and abandonment, finally, the
Lawrence Veterans Memorial Stadium will be restored. The
announcement was made by Mayor Michael J. Sullivan at a
ceremony held at City Council Chambers on Wednesday,
December 29, 2004.

With Project Designer Architect Michael Teller, of CBI
Incorporated of Boston, standing behind him, and surrounded
by several city councilors, the mayor made the announcement
before alarge group of residents and veterans.

Contracting Specialist Inc. of Attleborowill bein charge
of the $5.7million renovation project. The project includes
compl ete restoration of the $7,200-seat grandstand and press
box, and calls for the addition of concession stands and
restrooms under the grandstand. The 1926 facility will also
be brought up to accessibility and seismic standards.

Last year Mayor Michael J. Sullivan included the stadium
project in his$30 million, 5 year, Capital |mprovement Bond
Plan, indicating that he was firmly behind the project, and
that the Stadium was more than just asportsvenue, but “ stood
atestament of the city’srespect and admiration of Lawrence's
veterans and honors them for their service to our country”.

“The project, directly adjacent to the city’s new high

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Council forms new School
Building Construction Committee

The Lawrence City Council has
dismantled the School Building
Construction Committee, cresting anew one
that complies with the City Charter.

At a Public Hearing held on Tuesday,
January 4, 2005, it was decided to repea
any ordinances related to school building
construction and set up new regulations
under the provisionsof General Lawsof the
City.

Mayor Michael J. Sullivan had recently
revamped this committee taking out Amy
McGovern and James Vittorioso,
representing the School Committee and it
seemed that Carlos Matos, representing the
City Council was simply erased because no
mention wasmade of hisdismissal from that
body. At this time, the mayor had left
several people who are not city residents
on that board, even if as non-voting
members, but the problems and
controversies continued.

The new Committeeisto be composed
of seven regular voting members and will
be made up by one member of the city
council to be appointed by the council
president and two members of the school

committee to be named by the chairperson
of the School Committee. The mayor will
be a member as well as three residents of
Lawrence where one must have a child in
the Lawrence Public Schools and another
one must have construction experience.

Among the provisions it was also
stipulated that this committee can form a
sub-committee to monitor the employment
of Lawrence residents and how many jobs
are created in the absence of a committee
for that purpose. They will also have to
comply with the Open Meeting Law and
keep the city clerk notified of their
activities.

Amy McGovern appeared before the
council in support of the resolution
presented by District B Councilor Carlos
Matos. “That'stheway other communities
doit,” shesaid during atelephoneinterview
with Rumbo.

A coupleof weeksago, Mayor Sullivan
had asked her if she was interested in
returning to the School Building
Construction Committee in representation
of the School Committee and Ms.
McGovern said that she is planning to
accept.

For between $50 and
$70 (depending on gender and type of pet),
a League veterinarian and two veterinary
technicianswill provideyour pet with aspay
or neuter procedure, microchip
identification, vaccinations, and a health
check-up. Dogs and cats must be between

the ages of 4-monthsand 5-years-old for the
spay/neuter procedure, and should weigh no
more than 45 pounds.

Give yourself and your pet an early
holiday gift by providing it with a spay or
neuter and other medical services at alow
cost. By offering affordable veterinary care
and spay/neuter servicesfor cats and dogs,
the League hopes to reduce pet
overpopulation, and the number of homeless
animalsin shelters.
