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Workers’ Place extension to Pemberton Park
opened in Lawrence Heritage State Park

Representatives of the Massachusetts
Department of Conservation and Recreation
(DCR) gathered with state legislators,
Lawrence Mayor Michael J. Sullivan, and
city officials to celebrate the opening of
Workers' Place Extension to Pemberton
Park, which is part of Lawrence Heritage
State Park.

Thelong-planned, $2.3 million project
was begunin 2002, and was completed asa
partnership between the state and the City
of Lawrence, with support from local
groups. The extension was designed by the
firm of Walker/Kluesing, and greatly
improves access to the Merrimack River, a
tremendous but underutilized resource in
Lawrence. With the opening of Workers
Place, Lawrence Heritage State Park now
occupies morethan 70 acres, withtwo large
buildings under its management. Elements
of this new park include walkways, a
boardwalk, overlooks, irrigation, lighting,
benches, trash receptacles, art components
and ADA compliance.

“For generations to come, visitors to
Workers' Placewill beableto stroll, picnic,
and enjoy community events,” said DCR
Director of State Parks and Recreation
PriscillaGeigis. “They will also be ableto
sit on the benches at the park and look out
over the mills that represent the proud
history of this city and the thousands of
immigrant mill workers who came to
Lawrenceto live and work here throughout
theyears.”

Senator Susan C. Tucker congratul ated
those who hel ped makethe project possible.
“This dedication represents years of hard
work by of a huge team of people and
organizations. It is an important part of a
larger vision to make the Merrimack River
a centerpiece of life and recreation in
Lawrence,” she said.

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Devers demanda no mas
fondos fantasmas: juegos
internos tienen que cesar

Marcos Devers, un Concejal At Large
de la Ciudad de Lawrence y candidato a
alcalde, hace unos dias respondié a un
articulo en el Eagle-Tribune el cual reportd
gue un fondo con aproximadamente $1.16
millon creado durante los Gltimos 15 afios
por asignaciones estatales al Departamento
de Entrenamiento y Desarrollo (DTD) - la
agencia que maneja los centros de empleo
ValleyWorks en Lawrence— que han estado
escondidos de lajunta de la fuerza laboral
(Workforce Investment Board.)

EI DTD admitié que los
$1.16 millones se han usado periddicamente
para subsidiar “salarios del personal,
beneficios y gastos relacionados’ y para
servir como “proteccion financiera parala
ciudad”, sindar detallesde como estedinero
sin usar esta protegiendo a Lawrence.
Ademas, el director del presupuesto del
alcalde, John Griffin, confirmd queel dinero
es suplido por el Departamento de
AsistenciaTemporal del estado enformade
fondosparael DTD parausar en programas
de colocacién de empleo.

“Estos fondos debieron ser utilizados
productivamente,” expresd Devers. “Enuna
ciudad con el desempleo en los dobles
digitos que es casi tres veces el porcentaje
del desempleo estatal, nosotros no podemos
aceptar un liderazgo descuidado o
incompetente y oficiales que creen que sus
gastos triviales son masimportantes que la
obvia necesidad critica de nuestra gente.
Junta esta tltima denuncia con ladelos $4
millones en fondos HUD quelaoficinadel
alcalde no pudo adquirir por alrededor de
un afio porque el alcalde no asigno personal
capacitado para administrar el programa,
esto solo muestra la necesidad critica por
un cambio en laoficinadel alcalde.”

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Devers Demands No More Slush Funds:
Inside Games Must Stop

Marcos Devers, a three-term at-large
Lawrence City Councilor and mayoral
candidate, today responded to a story in
yesterday’s Eagle Tribune which reported
that approximately $1.16 million built up
over the past 15 yearsfrom state allocations
to the Department of Training and
Development (DTD) - the agency which
operatesthe Valley Works career centersin
Lawrence - has been hidden from the
workforce board (Workforce Investment
Board.)

“These scandals that steal money and
opportunity from the citizens of this city
must stop,” demanded Devers. “Whether
this administration has been allowing over
a million dollars to sit unused for job
placement activities, or it didn’t even know
that it was available for workforcetraining,
or that it was being spent on petty little needs
of themayor, thisisan outrageand it isjust
plain wrong. The games must stop.”

Board members for the Merrimack
Valley Workforce Investment Board say
money that could be used to help peoplefind
jobs is instead sitting idle. The DTD
admitted that the $1.16 million pool has
been used to periodically subsidize “staff
salaries, fringe benefits and related
overhead” and to serve as “financial
protection for the city”, without further
elaboration as to how these unused monies
are protecting Lawrence. Moreover, the
mayor’s budget director, John Griffin,

confirmed that the money is supplied by the
state’s Division of Transitional Assistance
in the form of grants to the DTD for job
placement programs.

“These funds should have been
productively put to use,” stated Devers. “In
acity with double-digit unemployment that
is almost three times the state
unemployment rate, we cannot afford
uncaring or incompetent leadership and
appointed officialswho think that their Slush
funds are more important than the
demonstrable critical needs of our people.
Couple this latest revelation with the $4
million in HUD grants that the mayor’s
officewas unableto accessfor nearly ayear
because he did not appoint qualified
personnel to run the program, this just
compounds the critical need for a change
in the mayor’s office.”

There hasbeen arecent firestorm about
the ability of the city’sleadership. Just two
days ago Congressman Martin Meehan
suggested that the city’ s administration was
so broken that it needed to change to acity
manager form of government. Devers
disagreeswith the congressman about putting
into place a form of government where the
chief executive would be appointed and not
elected by the people of the city.

As Devers has previously stated, “I
agree with the Congressman that thisis a
broken city administration. Itismy belief
that Lawrence can only fulfill its promise

asacity with new leadershipinthe mayor’s
office. We cannot rely, ashasbeen the case
these past years, on clout in Washington to
keep bailing us out. We must end the
incompetence in our city administration.
We must have a coordinated plan to bring
economic development and job opportunity
to the entire city. The city has little
credibility on economic development and
job creation because of alack of leadership
inthemayor’soffice. For example, for more
than 12 months and counting, our city has
been without a permanent director for the
Office of Planning and Development. Itis
criminal that welost countless opportunities
with the $4 million dollars from HUD that
should have been put to work all that time
ago because the mayor did not make it a
priority to hire competent personnel. And
now we see another million dollars and
years of opportunity wasted.”

Deversconcluded, “We need to respect
ourselves and our community. | ask the
Congressmen, all elected officials, voters,
and citizens of Lawrence to join me in
creating avibrant city with abright future -
abelief in One City, One Vision. We have
the necessary toolsto move usforward. The
city demands|eadership that knows how to
use those tools for the benefit of all.”

The problem is that
whenever the news happens
to be an embarrassment for
the city, the Superintendent
of Schoolsisinvolved.

Whether he pushed
School Committee
Member Amy McGovern
with his shoulder against
thewall or if shegot on his
nerves and he lost his
composure, we may never know becausethe
only witnesses as to what happened don’t
count. We do know how disrespectful heis
at times toward her during the televised
meetings, we can only imagine how he
behavesin private.

Amy McGovern has been athorn by the
Superintendent’s side for years. As a
member of the Finance Committee, she
meticulously reviews the bills before
approving them for payment. This process
usually takes between three and four hours
because she reads the invoices and the
attachments. 1t was during that routine that
last week she found several questionable
expenseswhich werelater discussed during
the School Committee meeting that evening.

One of the bills Amy pulled had been
signed by Carlos Ramos, also amember of
the Finance Committee, reimbursing $205
to his wife for school supplies she had
purchased. Ms. McGovern explained that
the expense and reimbursement was
appropriate but it is illegal for a school
committee member signing a
reimbursement for arelative. No big deal;
the mayor signed off onit.

Another bill was signed by Jorge
Gonzalez for his own reimbursement for a
plane ticket after attending a conference.

Thisis also against the rules.
Healso signed hillsfor the bus
company where he works
whichisaconflict of interests
and he knowsit.

These things happen
because Ramos and Gonzalez
don’'t look at the bills. They
go in and in 15 minutes, they
are finished signing all the
bills, thussigning their ownin
error. That shows us how
much they care for doing a
good job or representing the

people of thiscity.

But Amy also selected areimbursement
for Superintendent Laboy for automobile
expenses. During the meeting, it was
clarified that the superintendent is allowed
$600 each month for auto expenses and
every month he has been going over his
alotment by a couple of hundred dollars.
Laboy says that the price of gas has gone
upinrecent timesand itistimetoincrease
hisallowance.

Heisright. The price of gas has gone
up quite abit since his contract was drafted
but until anew oneissigned, that’stherule.
What is the sense of putting something in
writing if we can violate that agreement at
the whim of the members of the school
committee?

To the outsider looking in, Amy
McGovernisthetroublemaker because she
isusually thelonevoter. What the outsiders
don’'t know isthat she isthe only one who
consciously watches and votes for the
interests of the city and itsresidents.

Hopefully, there will be enough
openingsfor school committeeinthisyear’'s
elections that we may end up with better
quality peoplesitting on that board. | often
wonder how different thingswould beif she
had the support of some of her peers.
