recent statement published in Rumbo on
August 22.

On August 25", the Eagle-Tribune
reported that, after along meeting with their
editorial board, Superintendent Laboy
offered McGovern “to settle their
counterclaims of assault with an apology”.
McGovern refused to settle and reiterated

Every summer, students of all ages
look forward to vacationswherethey can
forget about the rigors of discipline,
schedules and sleep late. Yet, agroup of
students from all over the country spent
ten daysfrom July 14 to the 23 at Bentley
College participating in an intensive
training similar to the CSI television
show.

Elizabeth Patifio, a Timony School
graduate in Methuen, is afourteen year-
old entering the ninth grade at Phillips
Andover Academy this coming
September and she attended the CSI
Lead-America Conference in Waltham.
“It was an amazing experience. The
conference taught me a lot about
leadership, such aswhy it isimportant to
be aleader and what | can do to be one,”
she said joyfully.

LeadAmerica's mission is to
transform our world’s next generation of
young leaders by inspiring, educating and
ingtilling in them ethical and principled
leadership values, attitudes and skills.
The question is not whether these
studentswill lead, but how will they lead
- what values and principleswill they call
upon to make important decisions and
choices.

Students must apply to be admitted
into this program, gather the required
documentation including letters of
recommendation from teachers and
schools marks, before they can be
accepted. They have several programs
with different topics to choose from.
Students learn to think on their feet,
discussand debate complex global issues
and make critical split-second decisions.

Since Elizabeth plans to study law
in some form with the goal of entering
the FBI, she chose the CSI Program. “I
am Colombian and fully bilingual in
Spanish. | think | can be a good FBI
agent.” She also plans to study Russian
to be even more valuable.

Few professions call for as much
technical knowledge, critical thinking,
and strategic teamwork as forensic
science. Thisis where science meets the
real world, where scientists step out of
the laboratory and apply their theoriesto
problems and where life and death are
on the line. Whether examining bullets,
collecting latent fingerprints, or
analyzing DNA, students meet and
interact with prominent forensic experts

and work on the cutting edge of
investigative science.

“I learned a lot about Crime Scene
Investigation (CSI) from simulationsand
numerous lectures that were given
throughout the 10 day conference. Not
only my knowledge changed whilein the
conference but | changed aswell. At this
conference my maturity grew, my
confidence increased, and | learned how
to be more sociable. | made many new
friends from all over the country, whom
| still talk to. Just in my group of fifteen
there were people from ten different
states: Massachusetts, New Jersey,
Mississippi, Virginia, Maryland, Illinois,
Texas, Delaware, Pennsylvania, and
Connecticut,” she said.

In the Crime Scene Simulation they
put theinvestigational toolslearnedinthe
classroom to use. The teams conduct a
full analysis of a crime scene including
3-dimensional reconstruction, facial
reconstruction, ballistic analysis, fiber
analysis, blood spatter analysis,
fingerprinting, DNA analysis, medical
forensics, document analysis and more.
They interview witnesses and suspects,
asthey try to unravel thecrimeand try to
present their findings to a District
Attorney at afinal inquest.

Along with that, there were long
hours and hard work. They got up very
early in the morning, attended lectures
and had classesall day. “Everything was
very well organized,” shesaid. Therewas
respect and seriousness the entire time
and these youngsters even had to wear
business casual attire. No sneakers.

“This conference changed my life
forever. From all the lectures and
activitiesthat | participated, | learned that
I can make a difference in the world or
even just in my community,” Elizabeth
assured me. “But | was very homesick
and missed my mother’s cooking.”

Elizabeth wants to do it again next
year. The cost to attend one of these
sessionsis $1,800. Elizabeth received a
$300 scholarship and as she says, “My
entire family pitched in for the
difference.” LeadAmerica rewards
alumni who after the conferences try to
make a difference in their communities.
They give points which eventually
amount to either a half or full paid
LeadAmericaConference. “Now that I'll
be in high school, I’ll get college credit
for this.”

(i) Suchsignin permitted inside of
windows of residences and business
establishments open to the public
when such premises are occupied by
the owner or tenant.

No such sign is permitted in or upon
vacant premises; vacant dwelling
units; in or upon trees, utility poles
and unregistered vehicles; and on
the outside of buildings or other
structures.

All such signs shall be removed
within thirty days following the
election. A winning election
candidate in a primary election may
maintain his or her sign until thirty
days following the general election.
The size of any such sign shall not
exceed six square feet.

(v) Nor more than one sign shall be
placed upon any premises unless
such premises fronts upon more than
one street, in which event, two signs
may be erected, one on each
frontage.

Headquarters signs for a political
candidate shall not be considered a
political sign.

Tomb’ of Christ — Epitaphio
At the time of the fire, a big loss for the congregation was the Epitaphio. Throughout Greece, Good Friday is
known as the day of mourning. It is the only day of the year that the Divine Liturgy will not be celebrated. During

the Lamentation Service, the priest and choir chant Byzantine hymns around the ‘Epitaphio’ or “Tomb of Christ’. This
is used in the Greek Orthodox Churches to symbolize the bier of Christ and is adorned with a multitude of flowers

on this day.

The Epitaphio is taken out of the church and carried by men through the village to the cemetery and back, with
a slow procession of priests and altar boys carrying gold crosses and Icons. The church congregation follows,
holding lit candles symbolizing the mourners. The chants are sad and solemn and the Church bells will ring slow
and rhythmically as they do when signaling a funeral.
After the procession returns to the church, the followers walk past (and under) the Epitaphios, kissing the

image of Christ which is laid upon it.

The Epitaphio was replaced, at the cost of $8,000, thanks to a contribution of an elderly couple, member of the
Assumption of the Virgin Mary congregation.
