Estudiantes de Educacion

Especial en mayor riesgo
El departamento de consgjeriade LHS

tiene una carga demasiado grande y
dispareja. Les han dicho que tienen que
trabajar en asuntos relacionados con la
escuela nocturna. Entretanto, los
estudiantes de SPED no reciben laatencion
requerida por su Plan Educacional. Los
estudiantes en crisis ahora los consideran
gue estan en peligro.

L os estudiantes de Educaci 6n Especial
que faltan mucho a la escuela o tienen
problemas de disciplina son enviados alos
salones en lugar de ser disciplinados. El
Director Sharkey hadesarrollado unanueva
regla para los estudiantes de SPED: Si
vienen ala escuela seis dias consecutivos,
pueden comprar un diapor enfermedad. (Yo
no estoy inventando ésto.)

Si un estudiante esta ausente mas de
10 veces, 1o sacan de esa clase y 1o ponen
en estudio directo (no le dan crédito pero
es elegible para regresar a clase durante el
proximo semestre.) Si llegatarde por menos
de 15 minutos, le dan 1/3 de ausencia. Si
Ilega mas de 15 minutos tarde, [o marcan
ausente por €l periodo completo. Si esta
marcado ausente en 3 6 mas clases,
entonces lo mandan a programa de por la
tarde.

Pero la regla no se les aplica a todos
los estudiantes con un plan de educacion
especial a menos que su plan en particular
especifique que debe ser colocado en un
programa como el de por las tardes o
separado. Losestudiantesde SPED pueden
sobrepasar el maximo del nimero de
ausencias permitido.

Estas condiciones no son nada nuevo
este aflo. Ha sido predicho que los
problemas aumentarian como ha venido
sucediendo durante los afios recientes y
debieron tomar medidas. Un nuevo edificio
no aliviara estos problemas. Mejor uso de
los recursos y mas compromiso por parte
de los administradores de cuidar por el
beneficio de los estudiantes en lugar de
simplemente guardarlos como ganado.

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Lawrence School Department’s

priorities

L ast week, the final mayoral debatein
Lawrence was held at Central Catholic,
where | served as part of the panel. While
we were very limited as to the number of
guestions we could ask the candidates, the
guestion regarding the school department’s
half-million dollar copying system was an
obvious one to ask.

“At LHS, teachers are unprepared for
class because copy machines are always
out of order and there’s asimilar situation
in the elementary schools. How do you
justify spending $489,000in acopier for the
school department when the teachers and

the students can’'t work?’ That was my
guestion.
Neither candidate gave me a

satisfactory answer because they probably
cannot imagine the magnitude of the
problem. It istrue that copy machines are
always broken down. People tell me of
similar situationsin the elementary schools
and the problem goes beyond the copiers.

Teachers don’t have books for all
students. Each student does not have a
basic text (i.e. English or math.) and some
textbooks issued to them have 10+year
copyrights.

Itiswell known asit has been reported
in the daily press that class sizes are too
large, particularly at the high school. Some
teachers have 28 students but only 24
desks; others may have 30 students for 28
desks. They even have some students
sitting on filing cabinets.

The problemsat Lawrence High School
are a lot worse than the public imagines.
Thereisno locker space available. Where
are studentsto keep books? Some freshmen
advisories have 20 students and 4 working
lockers and the situation will continue to
worsen because there are new students stil|
coming into school. They don’'t have
schedules, are hanging out in hallwaysand
ignore bells because there is not enough
time to get to class.

In Special Education, the English
Language Learners (ELL) students are
mixed ininclusion classesand theinclusion
classes are not in compliance because they
don’t have computers in academic
reinforcement classrooms.

Students have no planners. Teachers
need class supplies (line paper, chalk, file
folders.) Theformsarein but the supplies
arenot! Studentsareimproperly placed and
their schedules need to be readjusted.

Students don’t know the rules and cell
phones are a big problem. There are too
many students in the cafeteria and
wheelchair students are in danger. They
aremixedinandsitinfront of theexit. Itis
too crowded for al students to eat and the
staff feelsthey arein danger in case of some
emergency. By the way, there are no fire
drills.

There is always the fear of fights and
violence outside. Large groups of
adolescents gather around the building and
there is always the threat of gang activity
like the fight that erupted on September 27
which resulted in an administrator being
assaulted.

The poor working conditions at
Lawrence High School have deteriorated to
the point that they are reflected in the
students' behavior and the frustration of
the teachers. The following incidents
occurred | ast week:

LHSfootball coach Dan Blouin had al
of his car windows smashed. The act was
done with a baseball bat by a disgruntled
player.

Larry Reusch, a Physical Education
teacher was nearly seriously injured when
he walked into the gym only to have heavy
wooden planks bleachers fall from above
the door. Students who set the trap were
caught on camera. Because the students
werefrom different academies, they received
different punishments.

Specia Education teacher Karen Dryer
had her car stolen by a student who was
putting amovie back in her car. Lawrence
Police Department found two other students
inthe car when it drove through the stadium
projects.

A student told an Academy Facilitator
to F#% &$$. Instead of suspension, heis
transferred to another academy.

Things are so bad at the Academy of
Journalism that one teacher has threatened
to quit and Central Office has dispatched
additional administrative help.

All but one LHS administrator were
absent from school last Tuesday attending
amedting a Centra Office. (Thisisacommon
complaint at the elementary schools also.
Administrators spend too much time at
meetings outside their buildings.)

Academy Administrators (formerly
Assistant Principals) no longer do cafeteria
duty. They spend alot of time in meetings
with Dr. Thomas Sharkey, Central Office,
and with consultants Duffy Miller and
Bernadette Cleland.

Making room for new

students

LHS divided several of the larger
classroomsto accommodate larger numbers
of studentsin the block/rotational schedule.
All they got weresmaller rooms (within exact
square footage) that may not meet fire,
safety, or occupancy codes. The school (on
paper) has more rooms. Staff and students
have more problems. Rooms are crowded.
Heating and ventilation problems exist.
Someof divided roomshave 12’ ceilingswith
8 partitions. Normal noise is unbearable.
Larger numbers of students are in smaller

spaces.

Doorsinstalled in these divided rooms
don’'t have door knobs. At first, they all
laughed about it but now wonder if by
putting knobs with knobs that lock would
cause afire safety problem. It’'s been like
thisfor 2 months.

School Superintendent Wilfredo T.
Laboy does not acknowledge these
problems. Heignoresthem.

Special Ed students at
higher risk

LHS guidance department has large
and uneven case-loads. They have been
told to do work of night school stuff.
Meanwhile, the SPED students are not
being seen the number of timesrequired by
their Educational Plan. Thestudentsincrisis
are considered to be in danger.

Special Education students who have
CUMED out due to excessive absence or
discipline reasons are being sent back to
class instead. Principal Sharkey has
developed anew sick day policy for SPED
students: If they come six days in a row,
they can buy a sick day back. (I’'m not
making thisup.)

CUM OUT means that if a child is
absent from class more than 10 times, heis
withdrawn from that class and put into a
directed study (hereceivesno credit, but is
eligibleto return to the classduring the next
semester). If achildislateto classlessthan
15 minutes hereceives 1/3 absence. If heis
late more than 15 minutes, he is marked
absent for theentireperiod. If achild CUMs
out in 3 or more classes, he is sent to the
after school program.

Thisrule doesn’t apply to all children
on SPED plans unless their plan calls for
them to be placed in an aternative (after
school, separate) program. SPED children
can exceed the maximum number of
allowable absences.

Right now thereisn’'taCUM OUT room.
Teachers are keeping the students and are
being told to grade the child WF (another
namefor an F gradewithout callingit an F).
Student reaction to thisis mixed. Some go
to class; others skip or act out in class
because they know they are not passing.

Relief
Package
Forward

Some senior citizens may be
allowed to postpone paying property
taxesuntil they sell their homes as part
of atax-relief package pushed by State
Senator Sue Tucker. The bill was
passed by the joint committees on
Revenue and Elder Affairs this week
and will now move to the House for
debate.

“Weall know that seniorson fixed
incomes are struggling against rising
real-estate costs,” said Senator Sue
Tucker, Senate chairwoman of the Elder
Affairs Committee. “ Thishill will give
senior citizens more options to allow
them to live in their communities and
homes as long as possible.”

Thebill also expands eligibility for
the senior “ Circuit Breaker” tax credit,
a program which Tucker says many
seniorsnow do not qualify for, or don’t
know about. It provideseligible seniors
(65 and older) a personal-income tax
credit against real-estate taxes and
water and sewer fees. If they pay at
least 8 percent of their income on real -
estate taxes, water and sewer costs,
they would be€ligibleto claim the credit
against their income taxes.

“There are so many seniors who
don't know that they qualify for the
circuit breaker,” Tucker said. “We all
need to work hard at getting the word
out to the community.”

Other key features of the hill
include:

* increasesfrom $750 to $1,000 the
provision which allows seniors to
receive a discount off their property-
tax bill for volunteering towork for their
city or town;

®* ameasure expanding a property-
tax exemption to elders who are aso
blind.

Lantigua secures $440 Million
for safety net fund in house
Health Care Bill

An amendment sponsored by State
Representative William Lantigua (D-
Lawrence), authorizing the appropriation of
$440 million to hel p hospital s offset the costs
of treating the uninsured, was approved by
the  Massachusetts House  of
Representatives as part of its sweeping
health care access bill.

“This money will ease the financial
burden on Lawrence General Hospital,
which cares for thousands of uninsured
patients each year,” Lantigua said. “It
guarantees access to medical treatment for
those who could not otherwise afford it.”

A provision of the amendment, which
will transfer $440 million from the
Commonwealth Care Fund to the Health
Safety Net Trust Fund in fiscal 2007,
specifies that $70 million will be used as
reimbursement payments for the two
Massachusetts hospitals with the highest
relative volume of free care coststhat year.
In 2004, Lawrence General Hospital topped
the statewide list of hospitals admitting the
greatest percentage of uninsured patients.

The amendment further stipulates that
$30 million be provided to the 12 hospitals

with the next highest volume of free care
costs in that year, as determined by the
Health Safety Net office. The
Commonwealth Care Fund and Health
Safety Net Trust Fund are state-subsidized
resource pools established to offset medical
costs not covered by insurance or individual
Co-payments.

Lantigua cited the cooperation of Rep.
Barry Finegold (D-Andover) and Rep. David
Torrisi (D-North Andover), who chairsthe
Joint Committee on Community
Development and Small Businesses.

“1 want to thank Rep. Finegold for his
support, and Chairman Torrisi for his
leadership,” Lantigua said. “This
amendment would not have succeeded
without their contributions.”
