La Fundacion CAVU es una
organizacion sin fines lucrativos que
invierte en Centros de Salud Comunitarios
y otras organizaciones que estan a la
vanguardia en el cuidado de la salud y
luchando por cubrir las necesidades
médicas en la poblacion infantil.

La Iniciativa del asma del Centro de
Salud, ofrece medicina, educacion al
paciente y cuidado médico al paciente con
asma y sus familias.

Marcos Devers accuses Lantigua to
support unjust increase of taxes

In an appreciation day activity to
reward his campaign team, last Tuesday 16"
district state representative candidate,
Marcos A. Devers, charged incumbent
William Lantigua of secretly supporting the
property tax increase of up to $250 proposed
by Mayor Sullivan.

“The incumbent is secretly behind that
tax increase”, denounced Devers quoting
an article published last week in The Eagle-
Tribune which reported that “Mayor
Sullivan will have to break his promise [of
not increasing the taxes] because the
legislative delegation demands [the mayor]
to raise taxes to the maximum,” said Devers.

As a state representative, Lantigua is
part of the legislative delegation mentioned
by Devers. However, Mr. Lantigua has not
pronounced himself against the property tax
increase.

The City of Lawrence faces a deficit of
$10 million which is the reason why Mayor
Sullivan, pressed by the state legislature
(of which Lantigua is a member), broke his
campaign promise of “not increasing the
taxes”, and requested the councilors to
increase them to the maximum.

“...Iam once again recommending that

the city move to the levy limit for real and
personal property taxes to ensure proper
funding of the spending plan in FY2007,”
wrote the mayor in an official notice to the
councilors.

“Nobody should have the smallest
doubt that [William] Lantigua, who
supported this mayor in the last election
and who has publicly said that whoever is
the mayor’s enemy is also his enemy, is
supporting this unjust property tax
increase”, said Devers in an interview after
the activity ended.

“We will make history with
this campaign”

On the other hand, Marcos Devers
looked optimistic and certain to win the
preliminary election on September 19, and
assured that, “we will make history because
I have my faith placed in God and have
served and will serve the city, not myself,”
exclaimed Lantigua’s opponent.

“The incumbent himself has given us
this opportunity due to his wrongdoings. I
want Lantigua to be aware that we are not
snoring, but that we are working with lots

of enthusiasm and seriousness,” added
Devers at the end of his speech.

Marcos Devers revealed that his
committee is preparing an aggressive sticker
campaign which will be easy to win, first
because of the strategies that “we are
cooking”, he said, and second because out
of the 13 precincts of the 16" Essex County
District, he won 8 in the last election running
for the mayor’s office. “If the race for mayor
had depended on the 16" District, today
Marcos Devers would be your mayor”, said
Devers.

To wrap up his speech, Marcos Devers
reiterated his commitment with the city
reminding the members of his campaign team
his work as a councilor and interim mayor.
“As councilor I never sold myself to those
in power, and I have three professions:
engineer, educator and politician; and [ am
going to die as a politician.

Among those present were activists
Domingo Melendez and Modesto
Maldonado, former councilor Barbara
Gonzalez and former mayoral candidate
Howard Tejeda, as well as several leaders
and faithful followers of Marcos Devers.

Councilor Silva responds to weapon
found in her house

About two weeks ago, while my
husband and I were not at home, a member
of my family found a .22 caliber handgun in
my 17 year old learning disabled daughter’s
bedroom.

My husband questioned my daughter
who admitted to bringing the gun home after
finding it on the street. I told her that whether
she is my daughter or not, the police would
have to be called; nobody is above the law
in my house.

Within fifteen minutes my husband
contacted Lawrence Police Officer Albert
Inostroza, an officer that we know and trust,
to come to the house, question our daughter,
turn the gun over to him and make sure my
daughter accepted the consequences of her
actions.

Officer Inostroza interrogated her and
we did turn the gun over to him that night.
He told us that he was going to turn the
gun in and warned my daughter that she
had better be telling the truth about how
she came into possession of the firearm or
she would be in even more trouble.

Days later, when contacted by Captain
Pierce, we willingly went to the police station
and gave a full statement. I have cooperated
fully with Lawrence Police at every step of
the process and will continue to do so.

As a city councilor and a mother [ am
very upset that this incident occurred and
even more upset that my daughter’s bad
judgment is now in the public eye.

By calling Officer Inostroza and turning
the gun over to him it was our intention to
make sure that the gun was in the hands of
the proper authorities and that the police
knew the entirety of the situation.

I apologize to the community if this

incident reflects badly on the City of
Lawrence.

Also, I would like to correct the
inaccurate information in today’s paper.
The Tribune reported incorrectly that a
criminal complaint was filed against my
daughter. This is not correct. It was also
reported that officer Inostroza’s name was
given to the Tribune by myself in my press
release, when in fact his name was given to
the Tribune by Police Chief John Romero

and Zack Church already had his name
when he called us for comment because he
learned it from the chief.

Over $48
Million in
Aid For
May
Floods

As registration for disaster
assistance closed on Monday, state and
federal assistance to Massachusetts
residents and communities has
surpassed $48.6 million in response to
the mid-May flooding.

In total, 10,771 households from
the three disaster-declared counties
(Essex—7,171; Middlesex —2,983; and
Suffolk —617) applied for assistance
after President Bush approved a federal
disaster declaration on May 25, 2006.

The U.S. Department of Homeland
Security’s Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA)
approved more than $15.8 million to
cover rental assistance, temporary
lodging, and grants for home repairs
not covered by insurance (Essex - $10.3
million; Middlesex - $4.7 million; and
Suffolk - $882,921). In addition, $1.7
million was approved for personal
property loss, medical or dental costs
and other significant disaster-related
expenses.

The U.S. Small Business
Administration (SBA) approved low-
interest disaster loans totaling more
than $28.5 million for homeowners,
business owners and renters. The
registration period for an SBA loan has
likewise ended and its’ four Loan
Assistance Centers that had been
operating in the region will close
effective August 10.

FEMA'’s Public Assistance (PA)
program provides funding
reimbursement for eligible costs
incurred for emergency response or
damage to public infrastructure. On
June 9, President Bush approved PA
funding for local governments, state
agencies and certain private nonprofits
performing government functions in
Essex and Middlesex counties. To date,
FEMA has received 149 requests for
public assistance and more than $2.6
million has been obligated.

JORGE DE JESUS

In charge of the Office of Veterans

Services

After firing Daniel J. Lannon, Jr.,
Veterans Services Director, Lawrence Mayor
Michael J. Sullivan instructed Jorge De
Jesus, City of Lawrence liaison for the
Latino community since 2002, to oversee
that department. This is not the first time
De Jesus had to cover for Mr. Lannon. Back
in 2003, De Jesus performed the duties of
the director of the veteran’s services, while
Mayor Sullivan was unsuccessful trying to
remove Lannon for absenteeism. The mayor
was defeated by the majority of votes from
the city council that reinstated Lannon.

“This time, it seems to be different,”
said De Jesus. “Allegedly, Mr. Lannon did
not file the proper documents with the
Office of Veterans Affairs during the year of
2005, causing the city lo lose thousands of
dollars in reimbursements”, he said.

According to the Lawrence Office of
Veterans Services’ documents in De Jesus’
possession, the city of Lawrence paid
$215,400 in benefits to city veterans during
the year 2005. “By filling the proper
documentation, the city would have
received a reimbursement equal to 75%, or
$161,550 from the Veterans Administration.
Instead, we received nada!”, said de Jesus.
“In January this year (2006), the city paid
veterans benefits for a total of $17,944, but
Mr. Lannon, inexplicably, reported only
$4,150 to Boston main office”, said De Jesus
and added, “Lawrence will be reimbursed
only 75% of that amount or $3,112.50
instead of $13,458”, he said. “Since I took
over this office, I have been working very
closely with the Office of Veterans Affairs
in Boston, trying to correct all these
problems,” said De Jesus. “I don’t see any
problem in getting the right reimbursement
for 2006, but the prior years are lost”.

De Jests, 46, who served in the United
States Army from 1977 to 1980 and then from
1981 until his honorable discharge in 1985
from the National Guard, is not an
improvised. Back in 2003, before taking over
the Lawrence Office of Veterans Services,
he was trained on the proper way to fill out
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all the necessary forms by the Office of
Veterans Affairs in Boston. Recently, De

Jesus went back to Boston for a refresher
course.

“I’m doing this job at Mayor Sullivan’s
request but I’m not interested in it”, assured
De Jesus to Rumbo.

I’'m here to serve them”,
said De Jesus.

In Haverhill, city,
police settle
contract dispute

Mayor Announces Settlement of Long
Standing Police Union Dispute Police
Union Agrees to Health-Care Concessions
in Exchange for Cost of Living Increases
Mayor James J. Fiorentini today announced
that the city had settled its long-standing
contract dispute with the police patrolmen’s
union. Under the settlement, the city settled
a contract going back to 2002, and also
settled a long-standing grievance
concerning what is called the “must fill”
provisions of the union contract which
concern the management of police overtime.

Under the terms of the settlement, the
patrolmen will receive cost of living
increases. The cost of living starts in 2004
and end in 2008. They total 13%, an average
increase of 1.4% per year, which Fiorentini
called “reasonable.”

In exchange for the cost of living
increases, the city will receive a number of
concessions from the union related to health
care, minimum manning and the use of
civilian dispatchers.

Under the agreement, the union workers
agree to pay more in health care, retroactive
to last year, and to increase their health care
contributions again starting this year. Police
officers currently pay 10% of their health
care premiums. Under the settlement, that
will double to 20%, and new hires will pay
25% of their health care premiums.

In addition, the unions agreed to pay
increased co-pays and deductibles
whenever they go to a doctor or hospital,

and agree to participate in the city’s
prescription importation plan from Canada.

The union also agreed to drop its long-
standing grievances with the city
concerning overtime manning—something
referred to as “must fill” and agreed, for the
first time, to allow for civilian dispatchers to
assist in taking calls.

Whileitis a fact
that athletics have to be
taught to most children
itis also a fact that some
kids are naturally gifted
atan early age. It is also

These coaches that are usually a father
to a player on the team are only too eager to
show a trapping defense, a one three one
zone or maybe the two one two defense in
these contest. A slow down offense that
would make some college coaches take
notice but has no place in a youth game is
part of this arsenal this Red Auerbach
wannabe is eager to use. The tourney
officials considers this to be a cause for
major headaches and sincerely try to
disallow these so called game plans.

At one of these tourneys attended by
yours truly, I watched this nattily attired
parent coach carrying a clipboard mat
matched his tie and probably scanning the
gym for the location of the TV camera.
When his team lost as he passed me
clipboard and all he said to a man [ presume
was his assistant coach “I can’t wait to get
home to check these shooting percentages
we were terrible at the foul line as well as
the floor”. Keep in mind these are 8- and 9-
year-old girls he is discussing,

To a fan of the game it can be fun if you
can blot out certain types who attend. The
joy of watching a team that is having fun
and is oblivious to the score can be really
entertaining and the thrill of wearing a team
jersey and getting in the game puts a look
on their face that is indelible. When a
teammate scores a basket it is hi five time
and a joyous occasion to everyone on the
team. Scoring a foul shot has the same
results as a matter of fact they hi five
everything and every body, I think one girl
got hi fived when she went and returned
from the bathroom. Some girls seem to like
hi fiving better than and getting yelled at
by the coaches that are demanding
perfection, crisp passing, dribbling and
defense from a group of youngsters that
shouldn’t construed as machines. Parent/
coach can foresee a high school or college
scholarship in the making.

While we are not against winning the
coach who pressures these young athletes
shouldn’t make them feel they should plan
different ways to commit suicide should they
lose a game or heaven forbid a tournament.

Some of these tourneys use volunteer
officials i.e. referees and most of these
people are nice people that just want to help,
they can be seen explaining to a young lady
why she has to dribble at least a couple of
times as she goes up court, this brings some
bad retorts from Mr. N.B.A. coach of the
year who doesn’t have the foggiest idea of
what teaching and good sportsmanship is
about.

How bout the uncle or grandfather who
is still angry about the admission charge
that was $3.00 for maybe five games today
and wants to know if they have to pay for
the next days’ games. Mommies usually
attend and many of them have no clue about
the game and scream at the strangest times
and some times it seems on cue.

I have seen participating girls try to
disappear or vaporize as an irate parent,
coach or mother who feels because she
worked the snack bar for free argues or even
screams at a volunteer referee about a call
on the court. This type of action has caused
tourney officials to hire board officials to
keep the sanity in the game. These refs
sometimes donate their services to the
cause but in bigger tourneys they are paid
thus the entry fees to each team is raised.

It’s funny in all these games I can’t
remember one of the players question an
officials decision as they seem to be in awe
of these refs.

Kids dribbling the ball while hearing
“watch out behind you, pass the ball, run
and shoot it.” Who do not panic amazes
me as they remain cool. Sometimes it’s the
parents, the coach, friends or even

teammates that are doing the screaming.

All this culminates with the winning
team getting a trophy or even individual
trophies or medals to each player. These
awards are soon misplaced or become dust
collecting artifacts that eventually are
transferred to the cellar. The girls both
winners and losers could care less they have
used up another weekend and can’t wait to
get home to play with Ken and Barbie or
have a sleepover at a friends house or if its
summertime hang at the pool.

I recommend trophies to the girl who
smiled the most, to the one who made the
most new friends, to the ones who really

meant it when they went through the line hi
fiving at the end of the game and yes even
the coach who taught his team to have fun
regardless of the score.

We should unplug the scoreboards
and give them a ball and let them choose
sides and play till they get tired, call their
own fouls, stop to rest when they want.

Of course there won’t be any banquets
that most kids don’t care about and maybe
no awards or jackets to the winning coach
with his name in scroll on the sleeve which
could be payment for all the hours spent
figuring out player shooting percentages.

These NBA bound coaches may they
be bound to read articles on the feelings of
the young people that they think they are
molding into the future greats of athletics
and also books by Woody Hayes, Vince
Lombardi, and Bobby Knight’s career
reruns. If they don’t understand why they
are reading this material then I suggest they
are to be sent scampering to their home
forthwith to sit in their parlor with a brew
ski and a cigar watching TV and not out
ruining what should be fun for the children.
