Committee seat became available a few
weeks ago, I began to play with the idea of
becoming a candidate for the position and
started doing my homework.

I was quickly stricken by a fear that the
School Superintendent Wilfredo T. Laboy
would play a role influencing the members
of the City Council on the final decision.
Oh, my! Was I right!

Fortunately, I saw the light and did not
submit my letter of intent, mainly because
there were enough qualified interested
candidates who could provide more time and
knowledge than I could to the School
Committee and that is a very time-
consuming endeavor if it is to be taken
seriously.

Just for entertainment purposes we
sponsored a poll on our website that, when
taken into consideration with other
measurements such as comments heard on
the radio or at social gatherings, indicated
that Maria Narganes and John Lydon were
leading.

During the council interviews, Linda
Guilmet Arsenault would have been a good
choice being an educator, although the
Council seemed more like an inquisition than
an interview for a job that pays nothing and
has very little responsibility. I was really
happy of not having made myself available
to that.

NDHS students are transported to and
from work, resulting in a better than 98%
attendance rate. Many sponsors see an
immediate increase in overall employee
morale and an enhancement of their
company profiles as community leaders.

Presently, Peter Larocque, is the
President of the Lawrence High School
PTA and the candidate who gathered
more supporters to speak on his behalf.
Among them, members of the Lawrence
school system, and youth members of
Hispanic Week, with their President Brian
DePena.

“I support him because during the
campaign he came to my house and
explained to me what he wanted to do if
he was elected, and I liked what I heard.
Amy never came to my house”, said
Brian DePena of Larocque.

Hi Rumbo readers. Well, the Fall is
here and school has kicked into high gear.
This is a busy time of the year for the
library as well. Thave been telling you all,
over the last few months, about our long-
range plan which I needed to submit by
October 1. I got it in on time and now all
that remains is to wait for approval by the
state. Approval can take several months
but the good side of things is that as long
as the plan is submitted we are allowed to
apply for grants through the state Board
of Library Commissioners. That grant
cycle will begin soon and I will be
applying for funding to begin ESL classes
or at least some form of language learning
program. It all depends on what the
Board decides upon as the parameters of
the grants available. Usually they are
open to a wide spectrum of ideas.

We are working with Dawna Perez of
Lawrence Literacy Works to create a
financial literacy program for the city. This
project is supported by most of our local
banking institutions and aims to teach
folks the basics about saving, spending,
maintaining bank accounts, handling
mortgages etc. This program is still in its
early stages so [ am not quite sure yet the
exact form that the library’s participation
will take, but we will be involved.

Too often our
young people enter into their adult lives
with only a vague notion of the mechanics
of personal finance. Without basic
financial literacy, people are at high risk
of finding themselves deep in debt or
facing foreclosure.

The recount of the State Primary
elections results held September 19, 2006,
was held on September 30, 2006 at the City
Council Chambers, at the request of
challenger, Marcos Devers.

At the original election, the incumbent,
State Representative William Lantigua
received 1,865 votes. After the recount he
lost 16 votes for a total of 1,849.

Initially, Marcos Devers, who was
running a sticker campaign, got 710 votes.

Lantigua
got 6 votes in both, the preliminary election
and the recount. Devers, otherwise, got an

8. Neither of the candidates benefited from

these votes, since they are both Democrats.

unethical

The Lawrence City Council voted in
favor of requesting an opinion of the
Massachusetts Ethics Commission (and it
was not unanimous) regarding members of
the School Committee being employed by
the city.

This is a topic that has been brought
up several times through the years
whenever there have been members
occupying city jobs. Politicians usually
asked the city attorneys for an opinion and
they issued one based on what the City
Charter says. It states that since the
members of the School Committee are not
monetarily compensated, they could hold a
job with the city but not within the school
department.

Well, during those days when I briefly
considered entering the political arena, the
first thing I did was call the Ethics
Commission to find out about how my
involvement with the newspaper would
interfere with those duties. The attorney I
consulted clearly stated that as long as |
remain a member of the School Committee,
Rumbo could not accept any monies from
the city.

Needless to say that I argued that [ am
an individual and Rumbo is a separate entity
and that there have been members of the

School Committee drawing a weekly salary
from the city, including one currently. I could
not understand the double standard.

The conversation had to come to an
end because she could not discuss that
case with me but she directed me to Section
38B of the law.

Finally, the City Council is doing the
right thing requesting an opinion from the
Massachusetts Ethics Commission.
Council President Patrick Blanchette voted
against this request because he believes

that the City Charter is correct and wants to
stand by it.

Didn’t they check with Massachusetts
General Laws before drafting our City
Charter to make sure there would not be
any conflicts? Let’s watch closely the
developments because this could produce
some Charter changes.

One thing is for sure: had I become part
of the School Committee this year the
conflicting practice would have stopped.
