Venta de Vinos en Tiendas de
Comestibles

RESUMEN
Esta propuesta de ley permitiría a las

autoridades de otorgamiento de licencias
locales emitir licencias para la venta de vino
en los establecimientos de alimentos. La
propuesta de ley define un
“establecimiento de alimentos” como un
distribuidor minorista, tal como una tienda
de comida, un supermercado, una tienda,
un club, un “outlet” o un vendedor de tipo
tienda de comida, que vende alimentos a
los consumidores que se consumirán en
otro lugar (que deben incluir carne, pollo,
productos lácteos, huevos, fruta fresca y
productos alimenticios, así como otros
artículos) y que podrá vender otros artículos
generalmente encontrados en tiendas de
comida. Los tenedores de las licencias para
vender vino en los establecimientos de
alimentos podrán vender vino ya sea por
cuenta propia o junto con cualesquiera otros
artículos que vendan.

Las autoridades de otorgamiento de
licencia de cualquier ciudad o pueblo de
hasta 5,000 residentes podrían emitir hasta
5 licencias por establecimiento de alimentos
para que vendan vino. En las ciudades o
pueblos de más de 5,000 residentes, se
podría emitir una licencia adicional por cada
5,000 residentes adicionales (o fracción de
5,000). Ninguna persona o negocio podría
detentar más del 10% del número total de
las licencias que podrían ser emitidas de
acuerdo con la propuesta de ley. Estas
licencias no contarían al aplicar las leyes
que limitan el número de otro tipo de
licencias para bebidas alcohólicas que
pudiesen emitirse o detentarse. Todo
solicitante de una licencia tendría que ser
aprobado por la Comisión de Control de
Bebidas Alcohólicas estatal y todo
solicitante individual tendría que tener por
lo menos 21 años de edad cumplidos y no
haber sido condenado por ningún delito.

Al emitir cualquier licencia para que las
tiendas de alimentos vendan vino, las
autoridades de otorgamiento de licencia
locales tendrían que utilizar los mismos
procedimientos que aplican a otras licencias
para la venta minorista de bebidas
alcohólicas. Excepto cuando la propuesta

de ley tenga términos diferentes, las mismas
leyes que apliquen a la emisión, renovación,
suspensión y terminación de licencias para
la venta minorista de bebidas alcohólicas
que no se consuman en las instalaciones
del vendedor y que aplicarían a las
operaciones de los tenedores de dichas
licencias, regirían las licencias para vender
vino en los establecimientos alimenticios y
la operación de los tenedores de esas
licencias. Las autoridades locales podrían
establecer tarifas para emitir y renovar tales
licencias.

PREGUNTA 2
Nominación de Candidatos a
Puestos Públicos

RESUMEN
Esta propuesta de ley permitiría a los

candidatos para un cargo público que fueran
nominados por más de un partido político o
designación política, para que sus nombres
aparezcan en la boleta electoral una vez por
cada nominación y para hacer que sus votos
se cuenten por separado para cada
nominación, pero posteriormente unirse
para determinar al ganador de la elección.

La propuesta de ley rechazaría un
requerimiento existente que estipulara que,
para aparecer en las boletas electorales
primarias estatales como un candidato para
la nominación de un partido político para
algunos cargos, una persona no puede
inscribirse en ningún otro partido durante
el año anterior. El requerimiento aplica a los
candidatos para nominación de cargos a
nivel estatal, representantes en el Congreso,
concejal del gobernador, miembro de la
Legislatura estatal, fiscal de distrito,
secretario del tribunal, registrador de
sucesiones testamentarias, registrador de
escrituras, comisionado del condado,
alguacil y tesorero del condado. La
propuesta de ley también permitiría que
cualquier persona apareciera en la boleta
electoral primaria como candidato para una
nominación de partido para aquellos
funcionarios, si el comité estatal de esa parte
otorgara su consentimiento por escrito. La
propuesta de ley también rechazaría el
requerimiento existente que estipula que,
para que sea nominado a aparecer como un
candidato no inscrito en la boleta electoral
estatal o en cualquier boleta electoral de

ciudad o población después de una elección
primaria, una persona no puede haberse
inscrito en ningún partido político durante
un periodo de 90 días antes de la fecha límite
para registrar los documentos de
nominación.

La propuesta de ley estipularía que, si
un candidato fuera nominado por más de
un partido o designación política, en lugar
de que se imprima el nombre del candidato
en la boleta electoral una vez, con el
candidato autorizado a elegir el orden en el
que los nombres de designación del partido
o designación política aparecerán después
del nombre del candidato, el nombre del
candidato aparecería en varias ocasiones,
una vez por cada nominación recibida. El
candidato decidiría el orden en el que las
nominaciones del partido o designación
política aparecerían, excepto que todas las
partes fueran listadas antes de todas las
designaciones políticas. La boleta electoral
también permitiría que los votantes emitieran
su voto por un candidato denominado por
diversos partidos o designaciones políticas
para votar por ese candidato de acuerdo
con la línea de designación política o de
partido de su elección.

Si un elector votara por el mismo
candidato para el mismo cargo en diversas
líneas de designación de partido o políticas,
la boleta electoral sería válida, pero se
contaría como un solo voto para el
candidato en una línea sin un partido o una
designación política. Si se permitiese la
tecnología de votación, se requerirían
máquinas para votación para evitar que un
elector emitiera su voto más veces del
número permitido para cualquier cargo.

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La semana pasada la Asociación
Nacional de Periodistas Hispanos (NAHJ
por sus siglas en inglés) le escribió a los
principales ejecutivos de la cadena NBC
condenando los anunciados planes para
Telemundo. Dichos despidos en la cadena
hispana recibió muy poca atención por parte
de los medios masivos de comunicación de
Estados Unidos, con la excepción de un
periódico que reseñó como historia del día
lo establecido por NBC.

Para NAHJ la mayor decepción es la
eliminación del departamento de noticias en
seis estaciones de Telemundo de Estados
Unidos y su ulterior reemplazo con un
producto televisivo de media hora que será
producido en Dallas, Texas y contará con
reportes de seis las ciudades donde los
noticiarios fueron cancelados.

Además de esas seis ciudades, en
Puerto Rico (donde Telemundo fue
fundado) unos 68 empleados del
departamento de Noticias fueron cesados,
lo que afecta aún más la cobertura que
Telemundo ofrece a la mayoritaria población
hispanoparlante de la isla.

Las ciudades donde los noticiarios
fueron cancelados están entre los 10
principales mercados hispanos de Estados
Unidos. Ellas son: Houston (4), Dallas (6),
San Antonio (7), San José (8) y Phoenix (9),
cuya numeración corresponde a los
resultados de la empresa Nielsen Media
Reserch de los años 2006/07. Estos son
mercados significativos, crecientes, donde
no se puede alegar falta de publicidad para
eliminar empleados.

Sin embargo, NBC no está haciendo lo
mismo con sus noticiarios en inglés, sólo
reduce las plantillas de empleados en
español de la cadena Telemundo. Ello nos
lleva a cuestionar sobre cuál es el
compromiso de NBC con la comunidad
latina. Ese es el punto. Si regionalizar los
noticiarios es bueno para el periodismo y
no sólo un camino para ahorrar dinero

(mientras se da la apariencia de satisfacer el
interés público de la cadena) ¿Porqué los
despidos se ejecutan sólo en las noticias
que afectan a la audiencia que habla
español? ¿Acaso la audiencia anglosajona
no se merece el mismo nivel de servicio?

Cuando NBC compró Telemundo en el
2001, los nuevos dueños se
comprometieron a mejorar la calidad de los
noticiarios que se producían en idioma
español. A continuación incluimos algunos
argumentos presentados por NBC para que
se les aprobara la fusión con Telemundo.
Lo que sigue aparece en la página cuatro
del documento sometido por NBC ante la
Comisión Federal de Comunicaciones
(FCC):
1. La fusión dará a Telemundo las fuentes y
recursos para competir eficazmente con
Univision, que es la cadena en idioma
español dominante del mercado en Estados
Unidos.
2. Más allá de la competencia, la fusión
requerirá que tanto Univision como
Telemundo mejoren la calidad de su
programación y con ello el nivel de servicio
para la comunidad latina que habla español.
3. La fusión traerá mejoras a las noticias de
Telemundo y sus programas de información,
tanto a nivel local como nacional.
4. Como miembros de la familia GE/NBC los
empleados de Telemundo tendrán mayores
oportunidades de desarrollo profesional y
capacitación para sus carreras .
5. La transacción también beneficiará a la
audiencia de NBC que habla inglés al crear
nuevas posibilidades para el intercambio de
ideas y puntos de vista entre las culturas
latina y anglosajona.

Actualmente hay 43 millones de
hispanos en Estados Unidos, cuyo poder
adquisitivo es cerca de $800 mil millones.
Los estudios demuestran que el 89%
prefiere hablar español en el hogar (Data
del Censo y de Synovate’s Hispanic Market
Report FUENTE National Association of

Hispanic Journalists.)  También es evidente,
según los ratings Nielsen, que en muchos
mercados también prefieren ver las noticias
en español.

No ofrecer un noticiario local es hacerle
un flaco servicio a la comunidad latina y,
además, atenta contra la promesa que hiciera
NBC en 2001 de “servir al interés público”
al consumarse la fusión con Telemundo.

Parece que el Consejo Nacional de
Medios Latinos previó lo que sucedería. En
diciembre de 2001, el Consejo solicitó a la
FCC que denegara la aprobación de la
fusión propuesta entre Telemundo y NBC,
insistiendo en que no beneficiaría ni a los
latinos ni al público. En aquel momento, las
inquietudes del grupo estaban centrados
en los efectos detrimentales que la
consolidación de los medios había tenido
en la diversidad, contenido de la
programación y los dueños minoritarios. El
grupo también cuestionó el historial de NBC
y de su subsidiaria General Electric, lidiando
con la comunidad latina.

Declaración de la Junta de Directores de la
Asociación Nacional de Periodistas Hispanos
sobre los planes de NBC en Telemundo

“Hemos visto las consecuencias de las
consolidaciones de los medios”, destacó
Juan Figueroa, presidente del PRLDEF,
“Sólo nueve compañías son dueñas de la
mayoría de los medios en los Estados
Unidos. Por su naturaleza, la consolidación
de medios significa que las compañías están
buscando mayor participación en el
mercado al menor costo posible. Esto ha
tenido efectos devastadores en los latinos”.

“El rampante recorte de costos ha
traído el despido de empelados, congelación
de plazas y recortes en áreas de
programación sumamente importantes, pero
menos lucrativas como las noticias y
asuntos públicos. Todo esto implica menos
oportunidades en la industria y reducción
en los servicios a audiencias latinas e
individuos hispanos.”

NAHJ también cuestionó también el
alegato que supone que la compra de
Telemundo por NBC ha beneficiado a la
audiencia anglosajona de la cadena. El
informe Brownout Network, que se dio a
conocer el pasado jueves, encontró que
menos del 1% de las historias noticiosas en
2005 fueron sobre latinos, es decir sólo 105
historias de un total estimado de 12,600 que
fueron emitidas en la cadena el pasado año.
De las 105 historias, 37 fueron de NBC,
mientras que ABC y CBS transmitió cada
una 34 historias.

Durante más de un año, NAHJ se ha
opuesto a la consolidación de medios, ya
que afecta los dueños minoritarios y la
calidad de las noticias locales. De acuerdo
con NAHJ, NBC y Telemundo han tornado
esas preocupaciones en una promesa de
noticias locales de inferior calidad para las
audiencias de habla hispana. Como
periodistas tenemos la obligación de
denunciar esta situación.

No se trata de la pérdida de nuestros
trabajos; se trata del acceso a la
información. Como latinos, creemos que
nuestra comunidad merece un mejor trato.

immediately went to her doctor. Since she
did not receive any notification, she figured
that everything was fine, and continued her
normal life, working for the Personnel
Department at Lawrence City Hall.

Fourteen months later, in June 2005,

A message to the voters of Lawrence:

Rumbo in York Beach,
Maine

Two weeks ago, we received an
unexpected and rather pleasant request at
Rumbo’s office. A teacher, from York Beach,
Maine was requesting copies of Rumbo to
be used in a Spanish class he is teaching
there.  But let Professor Dan Duffy tell our
readers himself:

I teach a beginning conversational
Spanish class.  Its main goal is to give
students  some basic skill in communicating
in Spanish.  It is not a full Spanish Language
course, but rather a course to teach simple
conversational skills so that one can
communicate some basic needs and
converse with Spanish speakers—
especially when traveling in a primarily
Spanish speaking country.

Members of the class are adults from
the York community who want to learn some
Spanish.  All are aware that Spanish is
almost our second language in the  USA.
They are all adults, and may also have some
connection to Spanish through family,
friends, or work.

As for me, I am a retired educator—
teacher, principal, college  professor— living
in York Beach  Maine (formerly of South

Boston, MA).  I teach this course so that I,
also, may  learn and become better in
Spanish.  I winter in Florida, where there are
many Spanish speakers and I also teach this
course while I am there.

One of the class members works in
Lawrence, and brought a copy of RUMBO
to class.  I immediately perceived what a
great teaching tool it could be, because it
had both the English and Spanish versions
of certain news stories.

We use it in class.  I have the class read
the Spanish  version—for pronunciation,
vocabulary, and translation.  And, when
students run into a word/phrase they don’t
understand, they can immediately look to
the English version for help.  This saves
the need to be constantly referring to a
dictionary, and interrupting the flow of the
reading.
It also holds their interest, because the
content is more like current events, and
something they can identify with—rather
than just textbook stories!  If/when I get to
the Lawrence/Methuen area, I will try to
drop in and say Hola!

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Congressman Marty Meehan (D-MA)
presented a check to the Little Sprouts Child
Enrichment Center in recognition of the
highly-competitive $3.49 million Early
Reading First grant they received from the
federal Department of Education.  Out of
2,400 applications, Little Sprouts was one
of only 32 recipients nationwide to be
awarded an Early Reading First grant.

“Little Sprouts Enrichment Centers are
a tremendous asset to the communities of
the Merrimack Valley and the hundreds of
at-risk children they serve.  This funding is
great news, and will allow Little Sprouts to
continue preparing children to enter
kindergarten with the skills they need for a
lifetime of successful learning,”
Congressman Meehan said.

Little Sprouts built this application on
a strong foundation; having been awarded
$1.5 million in 2003 for their Early Reading
First Project entitled “Project SPROUT.”
And “sprout” is just what the children
involved in this program did.  In fact, they
not only sprouted, they blossomed.  The
students’ initial test scores started in the
40th percentile nationally. Final scores are
in top 10% in the nation.

The new project entitled “Sprout-Out”
will serve the fourteen pre-school
classrooms in Little Sprouts Centers in
Methuen, Lawrence, Haverhill and Lowell.

The project will bring great changes to

Little Sprouts’ preschool classrooms,
including an emphasis on language skills
that even includes a component on Sign
Language.  Each classroom that is part of
Project Sprout-Out will have a computer with
great software to enhance learning and
support learning during play.  And recent
studies have highlighted creative play as
more important to young lives than a myriad
of so-called “enrichment activities.”

Teachers in Project Sprout-Out will

benefit, also.  They will receive the training
and tools needed to regularly monitor the
children’s progress and ensure that each
child is meeting his or her individual
learning goals.  All Sprout-Out teachers will
take a high-quality college series offered
by Lawrence grant partner Cambridge
College.  They will learn the latest research
on early language and literacy.

Teachers will be provided with a lot of
classroom support through the assignment
of mentors and literacy coaches to help make
their classrooms the highest learning
environment possible.

 A Resource Coordinator will assist
teachers in creating follow-up activities to
the books they have read in the classroom,
so that children can explore the book again
alone or with friends.

A new staff position entitled the
“Community Connector” will help families
transition into public school and will give
each child’s family a portfolio to present to
their new kindergarten teachers.  This
Community Connector will also host regular
family events to ensure all families are kept
as informed about the Project as possible.

Finally, a Literacy Intervention
Specialist will work directly with the children
who need additional literacy support, to
ensure that ALL children graduate Project

Sprout-Out ready to read and ready to learn. 
“I cannot emphasize how important

early learning is to children.  The first few
years of a child’s life is critical to their
development and the long-term direction of
their lives,” said the Congressman.  “We
would need far fewer dollars dedicated to
criminal justice activities if all children were
given the opportunity to learn in a safe and
nurturing environment.  My own recently
deceased mother-in-law was the creator of
a reading program for the Andover public
schools in the 1970’s - the AIRS system -
and it is still used nationally today.  The
expressions of gratitude I have heard lately
about her dedication to reading from former
students and colleagues have been
overwhelming.

sell wine, beer and liquor in Massachusetts.
A “yes” vote on Question 1 would radically
alter current law and would result in over
2800 more licenses to sell alcohol in
Massachusetts with no funding for
increased enforcement. This will increase
underage youth’s access to alcohol, and
research demonstrates that more alcohol
outlets inevitably lead to increases in
drinking related problems, and drunk driving
fatalities.

Existing law limits supermarkets and
convenience stores to hold only three
licenses to sell alcohol. Vote “no” and keep
this law.

Ellis gets
Centrals first hit in the third, Hackney bunts
him to second and scoring position. Gardner
rears back and gets Heggarty on a nasty
curve to end the threat. Chanel meanwhile
is on his way to a two hit game with four k’s.
The left-handed dandy from Lynn is on his
way to a 10 strikeout 2-hit day hoping to
keep his team in the game.

In the 6th Heggarty steps in for the Dick
Moynihan Coached locals Gardner deals a
curve to John and it’s a strike and Haggerty

Late last week, NAHJ wrote to
executives at NBC regarding the network’s
plans for Telemundo. Much has been
reported about the restructuring and layoffs
at NBC. The plans for Telemundo have
received very little media attention. To us,
the most disturbing action NBC will take is
to eliminate local newscasts at six
Telemundo stations and replace them with
a “hubbed” newscast out of Fort Worth,
Texas. The half-hour newscast will include
reports from the cities where the news
departments are being eliminated.

It’s also estimated that 68 Telemundo
employees are being cut in Puerto Rico,
where Telemundo was founded. This could
only have a negative effect on the network’s
ability to cover the Spanish-speaking
population of the island.

The cities where the local newscasts
are being axed ranked among the top 10
Hispanic markets: Houston (4), Dallas (6),
San Antonio (7), San Jose (8) and Phoenix
(9), according to 2006-07 Nielsen Media
Research. They are significant markets.

NBC is not doing away with local
newscasts at any of its English-language
stations — only with its Telemundo
properties. This leads us to question the
company’s commitment to the Latino
community. To the point: if regionalized
newscasts are good for journalism and not
just a way to save money while giving the
appearance of meeting the network’s public
interest obligations, why are regional
newscasts only being planned for the
Spanish-speaking audience? Doesn’t the
English-language audience deserve this
level of service?

When NBC bought Telemundo in 2001,
they promised to improve the quality of
Spanish-language news of the company
they were acquiring.

These are NBC’s summarized
arguments for approval of the merger, as
they appear on the fourth page of a 2001
filing to the FCC:
1. The merger will give Telemundo the
resources to compete effectively with
Univision, which is the dominant Spanish-
language television broadcaster in the
United States.
2. By raising the bar for competition, the
merger will require both Univision and
Telemundo to improve the quality of their
programming and therefore their level of
service to the Spanish-speaking Latino
community.
3. The merger will result in an improvement
in Telemundo’s news and information
programming, both at the network and local
station level.
4. As members of the GE/NBC family,
Telemundo’s employees will have greater
opportunities for career advancement and
training.
5. The merger will also benefit NBC’s
English-only audience by creating new
possibilities for the cross-fertilization of
ideas and viewpoints between the Latino
and English-speaking cultures.

There are now over 43 million Hispanics
in the United States, with an estimated
purchasing power of almost $800 billion
dollars. Research shows 89% prefer to speak
Spanish at home (Data from Census and
Synovate’s Hispanic Market Report.) It is

also evident, thanks to Nielsen ratings, that
in many markets, they also prefer to watch
news in Spanish.

Not providing local news is a
disservice; it goes against the very promise
made by NBC back in 2001 to “serve the
public interest” with the merger.

It seems the National Latino Media
Council might have foreseen what was to
come. In December of 2001, the council
petitioned the FCC to deny approval of the
proposed NBC-Telemundo merger, insisting
that it was not in the best interest of Latinos
or the public. At the time, the group cited
concerns about the detrimental effects media
consolidation had had on diversity, program
content and minority ownership.

The group also questioned NBC’s track
record and that of its parent company,
General Electric, when dealing with the
Latino community.

“We have seen the consequences of
media consolidations,” noted Juan
Figueroa, PRLDEF President, the counsel
in the filing. “Just nine companies own most
of the media outlets in the United States.
By its very nature, media consolidation
means that companies are seeking the
greatest market share at the lowest cost.
This has had devastating effects on Latinos.

“Rampant cost-cutting has resulted in
layoffs, hiring freezes, and cuts in critically
important, but less lucrative, program areas
such as news and public affairs. Thus, it
means fewer existing opportunities in the
industry and reduced services to Latino
audiences and customers.”

NAHJ also questions the extent to
which NBC’s purchase of Telemundo has
benefited the network’s English-language
audience. Our annual Network Brownout
report, released last Thursday, found that
less than 1 percent of news stories in 2005
were about Latinos. That is 105 stories out
of an estimated 12,600 that were broadcast
on the network news last year. Of the 105
stories, NBC had 37 stories while ABC and
CBS each aired 34 stories.

For more than a year, NAHJ has
opposed increased media consolidation
because of concerns that it harms minority
ownership and the quality of local news. It
appears to us that NBC and Telemundo have
turned those concerns into a promise of
lower quality local news for its Spanish-
speaking audiences. We are compelled to
speak up.

This is not just about the loss of jobs.
It’s about access to information.  The Latino
community deserves better.

La propuesta de ley estipula que, si
cualquiera de las partes fuera declarada
inválida, las demás partes permanecerían en
pleno vigor y efecto.

PREGUNTA 3
Proveedoras de Cuidado
Infantil Familiar

RESUMEN
Esta propuesta de ley permitiría a los

prestadores de cuidados infantiles con
licencia, o autorizados en hogares privados
de acuerdo con el sistema de cuidados
infantiles subsidiado por el estado, a
negociar conjuntamente con las
dependencias estatales correspondientes
todos los términos y condiciones de la
prestación de servicios de cuidados
infantiles de acuerdo con el programa de
asistencia de cuidado infantiles del estado
y sus reglamentos.

Bajo la propuesta de ley, estos
prestadores de cuidados infantiles
familiares que proporcionan cuidados
infantiles subsidiados por el estado no se
considerarán empleados públicos pero, si
el 30% de los prestadores emitieron una
autorización por escrito de una organización
de empleados para ser su representante
exclusivo en las negociaciones colectivas,
la Comisión de Relaciones del Trabajo
estatal (Labor Relations Commission)

celebrará una elección de votación secreta
por correo para testificar a esa organización
como el representante exclusivo. Las partes
de la ley de relaciones del trabajo del
empleado público estatal y sus reglamentos
aplicarán a la elección y a los procesos de
negociación colectiva. La propuesta de ley
no autorizará a los prestadores de servicios
que hagan una huelga o que de cualquier
otra forma se nieguen a prestar los servicios
de cuidado al infante.

Un representante exclusivo, en caso de
estar certificado, podría entonces comunicar
a los prestadores de servicios que elaboraran
y presentaran las propuestas para las
dependencias estatales con respecto a los
términos y condiciones de los servicios de
prestadores de cuidados para menores. La
propuesta de ley posteriormente requerirá
a las partes que negocien de buena fe para
tratar de llegar a un arreglo obligatorio. Si
los términos y condiciones convenidos en
ese momento requirieran cambios en los
reglamentos existentes, las dependencias
estatales no podrían determinar finalmente
los términos hasta que completasen los
procedimientos necesarios para cambiar los
reglamentos y cualesquiera aspectos en los
costos convenidos entre las partes que
hubiesen sido aprobados por la Legislatura
estatal. Si cualesquiera acciones tomadas
de acuerdo con la propuesta de ley
requirieran el desembolso de fondos
estatales, entonces el desembolso estaría
sujeto a la autorización por parte de la
Legislatura. Cualquier queja con respecto a
que una de las partes se negara a negociar
de buena fe podría registrarse y regularse
por la Comisión de Relaciones del Trabajo.
Un representante exclusivo podría cobrar
una cuota a los prestadores de servicios
por costos de representación.

De acuerdo con los reglamentos y
procedimientos de la Comisión, se podría
descertificar a un representante exclusivo
si algunas condiciones se cumplieran. La
Comisión no podría aceptar la petición de
descertificación durante por lo menos 2 años
después de que se certificara el primer
representante exclusivo y cualquier petición
tuviera que ser soportada por el 50% o más
del número total de prestadores de
servicios. La Comisión, posteriormente,
llevaría a cabo una elección mediante
votación secreta por correo para que los
prestadores de servicios votaran con
respecto a la descertificación del
representante exclusivo.

La propuesta de ley estipula que las
actividades llevadas a cabo de acuerdo con
eso estarían exentas de las leyes
antimonopolio federales. La propuesta de
ley estipula que, si cualquiera de las partes
se declarara inválida, el resto de las partes
permanecería en pleno vigor y efecto.
