It may appear that the Mayor of Lawrence Michael J. Sullivan
and the President of the City Council Patrick J. Blanchette are at odds,
judging by thelettersone of them sent to city employees on Wednesday,
December 13, 2006, following the City Council meeting thenight before
when only Councilor Joseph Parolisi voted for themayor’stax increase.

Early Wednesday morning, Mayor Sullivan sent an email to all
department heads ordering awork/construction stoppage throughout
thecity, animmediate freeze on all purchasing, ordering an employee
downsizing and no hiring or any employee action formswill beissued
from hisoffice.

By noon that day, a second correspondence mentioned “acritical
financial situation” brought on because of the Council vote.

Just afew months ago during the budget hearings, when areduction
was mentioned, Police Chief John J. Romero said that therewould be
20 policeofficerslaid off. Well, the budget was cut by $1 million and
therewereno lay offsin that department. \We have become accustomed
to those threats and so have the councilors.

L ater in the afternoon, Council President Blanchette responded to
the mayor’s intimidation. Blanchette explained that at no time the
Council recommended any lay offsduring the debate. “City Council
work is done on television for all to see — not behind closed doors.
Threats, propaganda, scaretactics, and anger arelong gone inthiscity,
but for somereasonit keeps showingitsugly face,” Blanchette wrote.

There
isadistinction. Saying
that | am always
positive may border on
theirresponsibleif | am
not careful. In other words, | am positivein
situationswhere | play my oddswith sound
judgment. | expect all my ventures to
succeed, but | don’t expect to jump from a
cliff and hit bottom unscathed. | am not that
positiveif you know what | mean.

But life is complicated. From the
moment we wake up until we close our eyes
to takeagood night sleep, we confront many
situations that defy the positivist cliché.
They arecalled challenges; otherscall them
disappointments. | simply call them events.
Sometimesl| feel likeajuggler playing with
multipleballsintheair at the sametimeand
in many instances the balls seem to gather
aforceof their owntrying to get away from
me. A personal story will tell. You may have
heard it before.

Many years ago, in the middle of a
nasty revolution that forced meto leave my
country, Cuba, | arrived at the United States
withlittle of wealth and plenty of positivism.

You have nothing if the something you
haveisonly afew borrowed dollarsinyour
pocket, two light tropical suits and
underwear unprepared for a nasty
northeaster. The negative side was that |
had almost nothing. The positive side was
that | also had nothing to lose. How is that
for awinning attitude?

| remember my first week asanimmigrant
as though it was yesterday. Well, not
yesterday perhaps. How about the day
before? Becausethosewho cameat the same
time with me had visas but little if any
documentation and were of military age, we
had to prove to Uncle Sam who and what
we were under Castro’s communist
government, and we had to wait until the
immigration authorities, ak.a. CIA and FBI,
cleared us to enter the country.

| was interned temporarily at a closed
Second World War military facility in Opa
Locka, Florida, which had been reactivated
to serve as temporary refuge for hundreds
of Cubanslike mewho arrived weekly from
Havana. Of course, we had food and lodging
during that time, but we also had the
responsibility to clean our own living
quarters. Those of you who have been in
the Armed Forces know what | am talking
about.

Thework was organized in groups that

were led by some of the arrivals who had
spent longer time than anticipated because
the United States Government was not too
sure about their clean record. Asamatter of
fact, if aman, wewereall meninthat facility,
took too long to prove a clean background,
hewould be eventually transferred to Texas
to undergo additional investigation and
even deportation.

My group was in charge of mopping
the floors. | hasten to add that | had never
seen an industrial-size mop in my lifeasa
university student and had a bit of trouble
at first. Of course, my group leader wasvery
skilled. “Itisall inthewrist,” heused to say,
“themop hasto fly intheair, not just touch
thefloor.” Hehad livedinthiscountry for a
long time and had worked in numerous
places doing maintenance work of oneclass
or the other, had returned to Cuba after the
revolutionary victory and, discontented
with what he found there, tried to re-enter
the United States. Uncle Sam was
suspicious of his intentions and he was
having ahard timetrying to become one of
us here again.

It became evident to him very quickly
that | was not a mop sweeper of Olympic
material by any meansand he had not much
trouble reminding me of my inability witha
bit of typical Cuban humor aswell. That, of
course, did not bother me much, but
something he said one day in desperation
really got to me: “ You know, you better learn
how to use that mop as well as you can,
because, asanimmigrant, that isall thework
you are even going to get and do in this
country.”

“| disagree with you,” | snapped back,
“1 have other plansfor my lifeinthe United
States and those plans include someday
being ableto become a College Professor.”
He looked at me and laughed shaking his
finger in the air as though trying to teach
me. From that day on, whenever he spoke
tome hecalled methe* College Professor.”
We got along well otherwise, but obviously
he had adifferent vision of lifein the United
States that was not similar to the positive
feeling | had about opportunitiesin America
and my ability to grab them.

Severa yearsand many college degrees
later | was accepted asanew member of the
faculty in my college. As | walked to the
podium to deliver thefirst of what would be
thousands of lectures to younger
generations of Americans who wanted to
learn, like most of you in those kinds of
moments, | recalled many memories: my
mother and father who always wanted me
to bethebest | could, the fact that | wasthe
first in a large family that had graduated
from College and reached that position, my

own started family in the United Statesand,
yes, you guessed it, my mop Supervisor.

| wondered what had happened to that
guy, to hislimited view of opportunitiesfor
his present then and his future later. | also
asked myself how many others who had
become part of our mop crew really listened
and believed his prediction. It was obvious
that he was a mop cleaner at heart and saw
no other opportunities.

My life al these years has had its ups
and downs in business and &l of them, all
of them, have happened under positive
expectations and my own responsibility. In
other words, | own the good, the bad and
the ugly. | could have chosen to be
something else and the results would have
been the same because | had the positive
feeling that in life you reach the plateaus
that appeal to you, whether it is mopping
floors, certainly not an undignified task by
the way, or teaching new generations of
students. It is not what one does that
counts; it is what you are that does; in the
endweareal alike.

Several days ago, immersed in my
thoughts about my complicated life of
teaching, writing, managing my Internet
business, aclash of life priorities, theworks,
| had to stop on the way to my local post
office to give sidewalk space to the driver
of avan designed to transport the physically
challenged to and from alocal facility who
was trying to pull and load on the van a
chair where a woman of about forty years
old lied strapped. The driver gave a brief
and almost formal hello to the woman and
asked perfunctorily how shewas, who, with
the biggest smile | had seen that day on
anybody’sface, responded, “Oh | had such
awonderful day today.”

| looked at the whole scene, her limited
life; her lack of mobility, her dependency on
all of us and heavens knows what else that
was caused by her condition and listened
tothewordsagain, thistimein my mind, in
my heart, not in my ears: “I had such a
wonderful day today.” | looked at her one
more time. She looked at me as well, still
smiling. It wasclear that shedid. It was not
my kind of day; it did not haveto be. It was
the best day in her life. | looked at my
concerns, my worries, my goals; my positive
expectations, saw them dissolve and
disappear in front of us and realized that
thiswoman obviously did not need to stand
in front of a podium to be happy. All she
needed was to have one wonderful day.

Truly, that isall weneed, isn'tit?Itis
not aweek, amonth, ayear, acareer and a
life. All we need istoday, this minute, this
second, this instant and that is the most
positive statement | could think of at the
time. She gave methe gift of her simplejoy
in what was until then just a blah day for
me. She does not know it, but | still
remember her wonderful day because
somehow it had also become mine.

And thisismy point of view
today, right now, this second. Enjoy.

The Marist
Brothersthat taught and
supervised at Central
Catholic were about to
unfold another faction of
their many talents.

Imagine running
cement mixers, performing carpentry work,
electrical, plumbing, and masonry skills at
such ahigh level.

Well, now the big night is here for the
first timeever the publicwill beableto attend
thefirst basketball game ever played at this
new venue. Standing beside the entrance
to this gym was the Kennedy swimming
pool that is now long gone and where it
once stood isnow part of the parking lot for
both the school and the athletic events.

It is quite a coincidence that just
recently | was taken on a tour of the new
addition to the gym/school by Principal
Dave DeFillipo and was amazed at the
renovations that have taken place at the
school. Thispast year the alumni was asked
to respond to replacing the gym floor which
had been in place since the building opened
and they replied with a state of the art floor
that is second to none in the area.

A couple of years ago the alumni took
on the task of replacing the bleachers that
were the “originals” and again they
answered the call with new and up to date
bleachers.

The new gym was to serve as a
Memorial to the 14 Central Catholic
Graduates who paid the supreme sacrifice
in defense of our country. Fourteen
graduates of this school lost their livesin
World War 2.

Brother Leo Vincent the former hoop
coach was now the school’s principal and
he was to introduce his successor at this

opening. Coming from Cardinal Hayes
School in New York Brother Timothy Gerard
was anxious to take on the task and match
hisgreat Empire Staterecord with the area’s
Catholic leagues coaches.

Yes, Central played in the Catholic
league for many years before joining the
MV C. He quickly becameknown as Brother
Tim and he showed all his playersthat still
remember hisstrict team rulesthat many of
these rules would later be used in life.
Brother Leo didn’t leave the cupboard bare
for the new coach and with Capt. Bob Roy
leading thelikesof immy Lewisanow Hall
of Famer and Raytheon retiree who still
attends games and drivesin from the beach
area with old pal Al Peterson to take their
seats in the balcony.

Gene Veillieux another who still attends
regularly, Hall of Famer Bucky Poole another
Raytheon retiree who with his still good
friend Lewis spent many years working in
Saudi Arabia, Early and Niziak, Theberge,
McEvoy, Red Calnan afireballing pitcher
for the baseball team, Johnnie Giles, Dick
Jukins, Jarocz and a future super star and
Hall of Famer Bob Rosmarino, Rosie as he
is still called, was a great football player
and also excelled in baseball.
