“98% of the teachers cannot be wrong,” Frank McLaughlin,
Lawrence Teachers Union President

It had been called a ‘symbolic’ vote of no confidence against School
Superintendent Wilfredo Laboy and it turned out to be a clear message to
the administration that Lawrence teachers have had enough.

Among the complaints, Lawrence teachers cite inconsistent and se-
lective enforcement of the discipline code as well as fire and police safety.
We have to agree that those are big issues by any standard.

Teachers agree that what is good for the students is also good for
teachers. Clean buildings, safe environments, good working conditions
are conducive to learning. Kids have to feel safe and Lawrence Public
Schools are not safe.

It is highly unfair and dangerous to expect good students to confront
the troublemakers to maintain order at Lawrence High School. We have
more than enough administrators and a common complain is that they
are never seen walking around, in the hallways or the cafeteria.

The new building next year will alleviate the physical problems;
let’s hope they will begin to enforce the discipline code and insure safety.

Mr. McLaughlin says that parents need to work with the teachers
and the teachers want to work with them but, what can we expect of a
system when the school superintendent refuses to talk to the Teachers’
Union president?

El lunes, 5 de marzo, 2007, transcurrio
como cualquier otro dia en Naztel Commu-
nications, localizado en el 412 de la Calle
Essex, en Lawrence.

Su propietario, Nazario Esquea y su
esposa Xiomara, estuvieron ocupados el dia
entero atendiendo a sus clientes. Cerca de
las 5 de la tarde, dos jovenes entraron a la
tienda y estuvieron haciendo preguntas a
Esquea sobre unos teléfonos celulares y sus
precios. “Se marcharon sin decir nada”, dice
Esquea. “Usualmente, clientes indecisos
alegan que los precios son altos o que no
tienen suficiente dinero como la razén de
no comprar”, dijo.

De acuerdo con Esquea, uno de los
jovenes regres6 15 minutos mas tarde y
especificamente le pidi6 un teléfono en par-
ticular. “Habia mucho frio y él lucia
congelado”, dijo Xiomara, “asi que lo invité
a entrar y calentarse mientras Nazario le
ponia su teléfono en una bolsa plastica”.
“Una vez que tuve el teléfono en la bolsa,
noté que el joven se metia una mano en el
bolsillo y sacada alglin dinero, entonces, con
la otra mano, me arrebato la bolsa y se dio a
la fuga, conmigo, pala en mano, detras de
¢1”, dijo Esquea.

Esquea, pala en mano, iba persiguiendo
al ladrén por la Calle Essex, cuando vio a la
oficial de la Policia de Lawrence, Nirisa
Robles, conduciendo un carro patrullero y
le pidi6 ayuda. El sospechoso corri6 hacia
la Calle Methuen a través de un callejon con
Esquea, pala en mano y ahora LPD iba
también persiguiéndolo, con destellantes
luces azules y las sirenas a todo dar.

De acuerdo al reporte de la policia, la
Oficial Robles llam¢ al despachador y
después de darle su localizacion y la del
sospechoso, pidi6 ayuda. El sospechoso vird
hacia la Calle Essex, para encontrarse
acorralado en un cerco formado por 5
oficiales de la policia y un grupo de hombres
y mujeres duefios de negocio, que habian
sido alertados por Xiomara Esquea. jPor fin,
Esquea pudo bajar la pala!

El sospechoso, identificado como Di-
ego Guzman, de 18 afios de edad, vecino de
la Calle Lawrence #302, apartamento #2, fue
definido y acusado de resistir arresto y robo
por valor de mas de $250. Los articulos
robados fueron 1 Boost Mobile Starter Kit
valorado en $25.00 y un 1 Boost Mobile

Motorola 1885, valorado en $315.00. De
acuerdo con el reporte policiaco, estos
objetos seran devueltos a Esquea.

Esquea no ha hecho comentarios acerca
de si él tiene otras armas en la tienda, ademas
de la pala. “Yo uso la pala para limpiar la
nieve. En este caso me vino muy bien ya
que yo no sabia si el otro joven estaba afuera
con un cuchillo esperando por mi”, dijo
Esquea.

Ademas de la Oficial Nirisa C. Robles,
los Oficiales Adam D. Goujon, Daniel J.
Fleming, William Olivieri, Timothy S.
Yerian and Thomas M. Murphy
respondieron y ayudaron en la captura del
sospechoso. “Estoy muy agradecido por la
labor de estos oficiales”, dijo Esquea.

Esquea no esta tan impresionado con
otros trabajos realizados por la policia.
“Sucedi6é el afio pasado, durante una
tormenta de nieve y todos estabamos en la
parte de atras de la tienda, cuando de
momento, un grupo de jovenes entrd
corriendo a la tienda, agarraron 5 celulares
y se dieron a la fuga”, comenté Xiomara.
“Algunos clientes que entraban a la tienda
en ese momento, identificaron a uno de los
jovenes que salia asi como el nimero de la
placay el auto que utilizaron para escapar”,
afadioé Esquea.

“Se le dio una completa identificacion
de uno de los jovenes al oficial que
respondi6 a nuestra llamada de emergencia,
que armado de su nombre y direccion,
confronto al joven en su casa, desde donde
llamo al testigo para decirle que el joven lo
negaba y que ademas vestia una camisita
diferente a la descrita,”explico el
comerciante.

“;Esta segura de que quiere seguir
adelante con esta acusacion?”, le dijo el
oficial al testigo en aquella ocasion y de
acuerdo con Esquea, dej6 ir al joven sin
tomar accion. “Con su acciéon no solo yo
perdi los teléfonos pero la clienta, que ahora
teme venir pensando que los jévenes puedan
regresar”, dijo Esquea.

Desde que Naztel Communications
abrio sus puertas en 1999, han sido
invadidos 5 veces. Los ladrones han entrado
dos veces a través del techo, dos veces a
través de un hueco en la pared del fondo y
una a través de la puerta del frente.

sorprendidos dentro de la tienda, pero una
vez, la alarma no funciond y el ladron, un
menor, logré llevarse mercancia por valor
de $4,000. Posteriormente fue aprehendido

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pagando $60.00 mensuales. Después de eso

En torno a estos servicios los
magistrados dijeron que los ciudadanos de
origen dominicano que cuenten con el papel
de constancia de solicitud de su cédula
podran obtener el documento de identidad
dominicana dirigiendo a la Oficina del Voto
del Dominicano en el Exterior.

De igual manera expresaron que
aquellos que tienen en su poder la cédula
de color azul pueden cambiarla por el
documento vigente.

Solo siete preguntas bastaron para
confirmar una vez mas que existe la
necesidad de que los sectores mas
importantes de la comunidad trabajen jun-
tos a fin de que la juventud de Lawrence se
aleje de la violencia.

Lainiciativa del mes de septiembre del
pasado afo de realizar un encuentro en el
parque Campagnone, donde los
protagonistas fueron los jévenes, quienes
dejaron escuchar sus voces y sus posiciones
en relacion al porqué de la ocurrencia de
hechos violentos que empafen su vida,
permitié que por segunda vez se realizara
un evento similar.

Por segunda ocasion padres e hijos
pusieron claro cuales son los problemas que
enlodan su presente.

Durante un almuerzo-dialogo realizado
el pasado 25 de febrero en el saloén de actos
de la Iglesia Episcopal de Gracia y ante la
presencia del Jefe de la Policia John
Romero, Unico funcionario presente en la
actividad, fue evidente que tenemos muchos
problemas que atender a fin de que la
violencia juvenil no contintie empafiando la
tranquilidad de los hogares de esta Ciudad
de Lawrence.

Esta vez la iniciativa coordinada por el
padre Joel Almond, a Aliali Silverio, una de
las organizadoras del evento del pasado afno
en el Parque Campagnone junto al religioso,
Niurka Aybar, algunos miembros de la
iglesia y esta servidora pudieron identificar
cuales son las principales preocupaciones de
nuestros jovenes y qué se puede hacer para
que disfruten de una existencia mas sana.

La actividad denominada: jVamos a
Hablar... esto hace la diferencia! Se inicid
con una breve ponencia del profesor Pedro
Payano, titulada: La violencia juvenil y el
rol que los padres deben de jugar.

Durante su participacion el educador
destacd entre otras cosas el que nuestros
jovenes carecen de lugares donde poder
realizar alglin tipo de actividad que los
mantenga alejados de la violencia.

De acuerdo a Payano hace falta que
existan leyes mas severas para aquellos
lugares de diversion que permiten la entrada
de menores de edad, induciéndolos al uso
del alcohol.

Asimismo, éste dijo que es necesario
que los padres se involucren en las
actividades de sus hijos y por ende que se

muestren mas preocupados por la educacion
de los mismos, asistiendo a las reuniones en
las escuelas y ser parte directa del proceso
enseflanza-aprendizaje.

Por su parte el Jefe del Departamento
de la Policia de esta ciudad John Romero
dijo que desgraciadamente en este estado no
existe ninguna ley que le otorgue autoridad
a la policia para detener a cualquier joven
que sea visto en la calle en horario de clases.

“A diferencia de la Ciudad de Nueva
York, en Massachusetts desafortunadamente
en casos como ese el departamento no puede
hacer nada, he luchado para que esta ley sea
implementada”, dijo Romero.

Romero indico que desgraciadamente
en esta ciudad existen pandillas, “muchas
veces los jovenes entran a ellas buscando el
apoyo y el calor familiar que no encuentran
en sus padres”.

Asegura el oficial de policia que existen
dos tipos de pandilleros: los primeros estan
en ellas porque estan hambrientos de afecto
y apoyo, son los que pueden ser rescatados
y el segundo grupo es la conformada por
los que no van a cambiar y tienen que ir a la
carcel.

“Los jovenes tienen que recordar que
involucrase en pandillas solo les deja dos
caminos, el primero la carcel y el segundo y
el mas lamentable: la muerte”, expresd
Romero.

De igual modo dijo que hay que cuidar
y velar por aquellos nifios y adolescentes que
no pertenecen a ninguna pandilla, pero estan
en una edad susceptible donde pueden ser
reclutados por los jefes de las pandillas.

Finalmente el jefe del Departamento de
Policia de la Ciudad de Lawrence sefialé que
con encuentros como ese, el envolvimiento
de los padres y el trabajo unificado de los
lideres y de las organizaciones comunitarias
es mas facil hacer frente al crecimiento de
la violencia juvenil

En la actividad dos integrantes del
grupo de la Juventud de Semana Hispana
hicieron una dramatizacion de una
conversacion entre una madre y una
adolescente, conversacion que puede ser
mas que comun en muchos hogares de esta
ciudad.

En este acto fue claro el deseo de
manipulacion de una hija, quien se empefia
en que su madre le permita ir a una fiesta,
mientras esta se niega.

Plazo para reclamar su

Unas 40.800 personas en
Massachusetts que no presentaron
declaraciones federales para 2003, tienen
pendientes mas de $69 millones, anunci6
hoy el Servicio de Impuestos Internos
(IRS). Sin embargo, para recolectar el
dinero, una declaracion para 2003 debe
ser presentada a mas tardar el martes, 17
de abril de 2007, o el dinero pasa a ser
propiedad del Departamento del Tesoro.
Nacionalmente, los reembolsos que no
han sido reclamados suman $2.2 billones.

El IRS calcula que la mitad de
reembolsos serian por mas de $611.
Algunos individuos tuvieron impuestos
retenidos de sus salarios, o hicieron pagos
por los impuestos adeudados de sus
ganancias por trabajo por cuenta propia,
pero tuvieron ingresos muy bajos como
para estar obligados a presentar una
declaracion de impuestos. Algunos
contribuyentes también pudieran ser
elegibles para el reembolsable Crédito
Tributario por Ingreso del Trabajo.

Essex Street Merchant robbed at

daylight

Monday, March 52007, was like any
other busy day at Naztel Communication,
located at 412 Essex Street, in Lawrence.

Propietor Nazario Esquea and his wife,
Xiomara, spent the day taking care of their
customers. Around 5 PM, two young males
entered the store and questioned Esquea
about some cell phones and prices. “They
left without saying anything”, said Esquea.
“Usually, undecided customers claim either
high prices or lack of money as the reasons
for leaving without buying”, he said.

According to Esquea, 15 minutes later,
one of the two young males returned to the
store, and specifically asked him for a par-
ticular phone. “It was cold and he was freez-
ing”, said Xiomara. “I asked him to come in
and warm up while Nazario was placing the
telephone in a plastic bag.”

“Once I got the phone in the bag, I no-
ticed when the young man put one hand in
his pocket and took some money out, then
with the other hand, he grabbed the bag from
me and ran out of the store with me and this
shovel after him”, said Esquea.

Esquea, shovel in hand, was chasing the
robber through Essex Street, when he saw
Lawrence Police Officer Nirisa Robles driv-
ing by in a marked cruiser, and asked her
for help. The suspect ran toward Methuen
Street through an alley, with Esquea shovel
in hand, behind him and now LPD had joined
the chase with blue lights and blaring sirens
on.

According to the police report, Officer
Robles called the dispatcher and after giv-
ing her and the robber’s location, asked for
back up units. The suspect, turned around
and made his way back into Essex Street, to
find himself corralled by five others police
officers and a group of business owners
alerted by Xiomara Esquea. Finally, Esquea
was able to put his shovel down!

The suspect, identified as 18-year-old
Diego Guzman, of 302 Lawrence Street, Apt.
#2, was apprehended and charged with re-
sisting arrest and larceny over $250. The
stolen items were 1 Boost Mobile Starter Kit
valued in $25.00 and 1 Boost Mobile
Motorola 1885, valued in $315. According
to the police report, the items will be returned
to Esquea.

Esquea won’t comment if he keeps
other weapons at the store besides the
shovel. “T use it (the shovel) to clean the
snow. In this case, it came in very handy
since I didn’t know if the other young fel-
low was outside waiting for me, with a
knife”, said Esquea.

Besides Oficer Nirisa C. Robles, Offic-
ers Adam D. Goujon, Daniel J. Fleming, Wil-
liam Olivieri, Timothy S. Yerian and Tho-
mas M. Murphy responded and helped in
the capture of the suspect. “I’m really im-
pressed with the work of these officers”, said

Esquea.

Esquea was not that impressed with pre-
vious police work. “It happened last year
during a snow storm and we all were at the
back of the store, when a group of teenagers
rushed into the store, grabbed 5 cellulars and
ran away”, commented Xiomara. “Some
regular customers happened to enter the
store at the time when the kids were exiting
and identified one of them and also the plate
number and make of the run-away car”,
added Esquea.

“An officer responded to our emergency
call and was given a complete description
of one of the kids. Armed with his name and
address, the officer confronted the kid at his
house, then called back the witness and told
her that the kid was denying the charges and
that he was wearing a different color t-shirt
from the one she had described,” explained
the merchant.

“Are you sure that you want to proceed
with this?” The officer asked the witness at
that time, according to Esquea, and released
the kid without taking any action. “With his
action, I lost not only my cellulars but my
customer. Now she is afraid to come back
here in case the kids are around”, said
Esquea.

“Once I got the phone

Since Naztel Communications opened
in 1999, they had 5 mayor break-ins. Bur-
glars had entered twice through the roof,
twice through the back wall by making a
hole, and once through the front door.

“A couple of times the thieves were
caught inside the store, when they were ready
to leave, but once, the alarm did not func-
tion and the burglars got away with merchan-
dise valued at more than $4.000. Later on
he was apprehended. He was a minor and
the judge ordered him to pay back only
$1,700 at $60 a month. After that, I finally
decided to buy insurance, and of course, I’ll
keep my shovel handy,” ended Esquea.
