En estos casos las
probabilidades de muerte son de 99%”,
asegura.

Aunque estd conciente de que esto
puede ocurrir el doctor Roberto Guerrero
Daniel dijo que son casos muy aislados.

POLL WORKERS
NEEDED

The City of Lawrence continuously
recruits the assistance of poll workers,
poll clerks, and poll wardens to work in
the primary and election dates held each
year. In 2007, there are four election
events to be held: Tuesday, September
4, 2007 [Special Congressional Primary
— polls open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm];
Tuesday, September 25, 2007 [Municipal
Preliminary — polls open from 7:00 am
to 7:00 pm]; Tuesday, October 16, 2007
[Special Congressional Election [polls
open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm]; and,
Tuesday, November 6, 2007 [Municipal
Election — polls open from 7:00 am
to 7:00 pm]. Although a full day
commitment is preferred, half-day shifts
of no less than 6 hours can be arranged.
Each worker is expected to work no less
than one, half-day shift.

In order to be considered
for any poll worker position:

(1) You must be a resident
of Lawrence; and,

(2) You must be a registered
voter in the City of Lawrence.
*Bilingual preferred

Each poll worker, clerk, and warden
must also attend one mandatory training
session which will be scheduled for
various dates and times approximately
one week prior to the primary or election
day. Each session lasts about one hour.

Poll workers receive $120.00 for a
full day — Clerks receive $160 [full day]
— Wardens receive $200 [full day]. Half
days compensation rates are calculated
based on the full day rate.

Each worker attending mandatory
training receive an additional $20.00
for training attendance [no more
than $20.00 will be paid regardless of
how many sessions are attended and
no payment will be made unless the
individual works at least one half-day
shift].

Some of our members are
receiving beautifully designed letters
with the heading Certificate of Award,
announcing that the addressee is the
winner of the Irish Lottery, held in
Dublin, Ireland.  The recipient is
advised to have won $95,000 but they
are advancing the clearance fee of
$3,462.25 from the winnings because
it must be paid before releasing the
rest. So, they enclose a check for that
amount which should be deposited in
their own account and then the person
being scammed must send them a
check for the same amount out of their
own checking account. By the time
the phony check bounces back, their
money is gone.

“We cannot judge our tellers or
anyone coming in contact with these
checks because they look real,” said
William Betton, VP Operations. “This
is an issue of member beware. If you
have not entered a contest, why would
you be winning it?” he added.

Another thing worthy of notice
is that Federal law prohibits US
citizens from entering foreign lotteries.
Any time you receive an email or
correspondence dealing with one of
them, rest assured that it is a scam. If
in doubt, be on the safe side and don’t
respond.

The RICO laws can be alleged in cases
where civil lawsuits or criminal charges are
brought against individuals or corporations
in retaliation for said individuals or
corporations working with law enforcement,
or against individuals or corporations who
have sued or filed criminal charges against
a defendant.

Anti-SLAPP (strategic lawsuit against
public participation) laws can be applied
in an attempt to curb alleged abuses of the
legal system by individuals or corporations
who utilize the courts as a weapon to
retaliate against whistle blowers, victims, or
to silence another's speech. RICO could be
alleged if it can be shown that lawyers and/
or their clients conspired and collaborated
to concoct fictitious legal complaints solely
in retribution and retaliation for themselves
having been brought before the courts.
These laws also apply to victims of clergy
abuse where statute of limitations has run
out.

mass and a vigil were held at St.
A/Iary of the Assumption Church in
onor of Alex Jimenez. Jimenez, a
25-year-old Army Specialist from Lawrence
has been missing since May 12 when he
was captured with two other soldiers by
insurgents in an ambush in Youssifiyah, 12
miles South of Baghdad, Irag.

Killed in the ambush were Pfc. Daniel
W. Courneya, Sgt. Anthony J. Schober, Sgt.
James D. Connell Jr., and Pfc. Christopher E.
Murphy. An Iragi translator was also killed.
Captured with Jimenez was Pvt. Byron
Fouty, 19, of Michigan and Pfc. Joseph J.
Anzack Jr., 20, of Torrance, California. Ten
days later, the body of Anzack was pulled
out from the Euphrates River.

Recently, insurgents had shown
identifications belonging to Fouty and
Jimenez, claiming that they are dead and
buried. Authorities claim that it is not
enough proof and have continued the search
for both soldiers. Ramén Jimenez, Alex’s
father, (who lives in Lawrence but since
the news of his son’s disappearance went to
New York to be with the family) came back
to be at the Mass and vigil. On Saturday,
June 9th, 2007, at 6:00PM, Father Jorge
Reyes came out of the sacristy, followed

by the elder Jimenez and together walked
toward the altar.

After the Mass, Ramon Jimenez came
out of the church to face the media and gave
his first interview. “For the past 5 years |
gave my son to God,” said Jimenez in

Spanish through Veterans’ Services Director
Francisco Urena, who acted as interpreter.

Responding to questions, Jimenez said
that he “feels’ that his son will return home.
“When | spoke to him, we don’t talk about
the war. We talk about how he is doing,”
said Jimenez, who recalled that May 4
(2007) was the last time he spoke to his son.
“l want to believe that he is fine. All | want
to hear from him today is to say, Papi, I’'m
OK.”

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Federal Judges
Forget Families in
“F-Word” Ruling

“You know, FOX turned into a
hardcore sex channel so gradually, | didn’t
even notice. Yeesh!” -Marge Simpson
commenting in a 1995 Simpson’s Episode
set in 2010.

Have you found yourself in Marge’s
shoes? Have you been amazed at what
they broadcast on TV? Apparently, for
some New York judges, the answer would
be no on both counts. They just ruled that
profanity on TV is OK at any time. Their
decision will ensure many more “can they
do that on TV?” moments in your living
room.

Imagine it’sa Sunday nightat 7 o’clock.
You sit down with your two Kids, one six,
the other ten, and flip on the television
hoping to find a program suitable for the
whole group. As you scan the channels your
six-year-old girl catches a glimpse of her
favorite pop-princess star Britney Spears
dancing around the stage and begs you to
return to the program, which happens to be
a music awards show. You’re skeptical at
first, but then think to yourself, “What harm
could an awards show filled with singing,
dancing, and acceptance speeches really
do?”

Just as you are pondering this and
decide to allow your daughter to sing along
with her idol, you distinctly hear one of the
awards announcers utter a word that you
would expect to hear on an episode of “The
Sopranos.” It’s the four-letter “f-word,”
and it’s on Fox. Not HBO. Not Showtime.
But on a broadcast network airing early in
the evening.

You quickly change the channel as
your two kids stare at you waiting for an
explanation of why you have told them

many times that this was an inappropriate
word yet famous people were saying it in
your living room. While you figure out
what to say, you think and stare in disbelief
because you trusted the public airwaves to
provide fun, family-friendly viewing, not
obscenities and inappropriateness.

Is this how it really should be? Are
people, especially families, expected to
be OK with being constantly exposed to
unfiltered content on television without
warning?  Well, that’s the implication
of what the federal court in New York
did, ruling that broadcasters can’t be
penalized for expletives that are considered
impromptu.

This decision came after much buzz
surrounding the multiple occurrences of
curse words spoken by celebrities on air
that reached millions of viewers during the
2002 and then again on the 2003 Billboard
Music Awards shows. Celebrities Cher and
Nicole Richie took it upon themselves to
insert certain expletives into their speeches,
including the “f-word” and “s-word.” Note
that these celebrities didn’t have coffee
spilled on them eliciting a spontaneous
expletive; these were easily preventable
smacks in the face to families everywhere.

We thought that in March 2006 justice
was served. The FCC ruled that so-called
“fleeting” uses of expletives are indecent.
FOX sued, along with NBC and CBS, for
the right to curse on TV. That brings us to
June 2007 when New York Circuit Court
judges overturned the FCC’s decision.

The judges claimed that the FCC’s
rulings on broadcast indecency were
“arbitrary and capricious.”  “Arbitrary”
and “capricious?” Sounds more like a
description of the network broadcasters
who after the 2004 Janet Jackson Super
Bowl apologized left and right for the
“accidental” nudity but then sued saying it
wasn’t indecent. That case is still pending.
Wait until these out of touch federal judges
get a hold of that one.

So now at any given time of the night,
and even throughout the day, the public
must have ear plugs close by for the kids
and fingers hovering over the ‘mute’ button.
Meanwhile, society cedes yet more territory
to the classless, who, if the networks are to
be believed, can’t possibly be expected to
come up with language that could be printed
in this paper. We need to stand up now or

accept a future where Marge Simpson is
the only voice of reason left.

Many technical high schools through
Massachusetts provide an EKG component
or overview in their healthcare career
programs, but Greater Lawrence Technical
School is the only school in Massachusetts
in which students have been able to earn
the national certification, according to
school officials. This is because of the
qualifications of instructor Judith Tilton,
a certified EKG technician who submitted
her credentials to the National Healthcare
Association, and was approved to provide
the training needed to qualify students to
take the national certification exam.

“Last year, we offered the eligibility test
to a selected group of students,” Ms. Tilton
said, “and twelve students became certified.
This year, we opened it to all seniors.
Twenty-two students passed the eligibility
test, and all 22 passed the certification test,”
she said.

The EKG certification test had two
parts, a 100-question multiple choice
exam and a hands-on portion that required
candidates to perform five EKGs. Passing
grade is 70, and although all students passed
well above the minimum, Ms. Tilton’s goal
for 2008 is for students to achieve even
higher scores.

Ms. Tilton teaches medical business to
students in grades 9-12 who are enrolled
in the Allied Health program at Greater
Lawrence Tech and instructs seniors in
electrocardiography. The new certification
will allow Class of 2007 graduates to

perform EKG tests in either a doctor’s
office or a hospital, Ms. Tilton said.

During their high school years,
Allied Health students are cross-trained
in a number of other disciplines and
also gain clinical experience in nursing
homes, hospitals, and child care centers.
Juniors typically all pass their CNA exam
to become Certified Nurse Assistants.
Many Allied Health graduates go on to
college with nursing as the most popular
major.
