HERE WE GO WITH POLITICAL
SIGNS AGAIN

Last week we wrote about the proliferation of large political signs
around Lawrence and the negative effect they have on the aspect of our
city.

Early Monday morning, Myles Burke, the newly appointed
Commissioner of Inspectional Services faxed us copies of a letter he
sent to all the candidates on March 7, 2007, with a copy of the city’s
ordinance as to the proper sizes.

OnJuly 2, Commissioner Burke sent another letter advising them that
his office, “will be enforcing these regulations in a fair and even handed
method for all candidates.” He also stated that if oversized political signs
are not removed by Monday, the 9th, the resident will be responsible for
a $100 fine — not the candidate.

We are very disappointed in learning that all candidates were notified
back in March yet, many of them disregarded our city ordinance. That
disdain should make us think twice about giving them our vote come
September.

On the other hand, we commend the actions of Mr. Burke because this
is a problem that arises with every electoral period and nothing seems to
get done. Apparently, he is taking his job very seriously.

Lantigua Delivers $175
Million To Lawrence

The fiscal 2008 state budget approved
yesterday by the Legislature
includes more than $175 million
in aid to Lawrence, much of it dedicated
to schools and non-profit organizations,
State Representative William Lantigua
(D-Lawrence) announced.

“In tough times like this, I’ll tell you,
I’m happy to get these results,” Lantigua
said, referring to a projected $1 billion
shortfall that many feared would result in
drastic spending cuts statewide. “It’s a lot
better than coming away empty-handed.”

Given the grim outlook, Lantigua
said he was particularly satisfied that the
final budget included three of his new
funding requests. The Merrimack Valley
Community Service Corps and New Skills
Academy in Lawrence were awarded
$50,000 each, while the International
Institute of Lawrence received $25,000.

The House and Senate ratified a state
budget of $26.8 billion, amodest 4.2 percent
increase in appropriations over last year’s
spending, and seemed to endorse Governor
Deval Patrick’s emphasis on education,
public health, and public safety. Patrick has
up to 10 days to review the spending plan
and decide which parts, if any, to veto or

return with amendments.

Unlike last year, when many local
non-profit organizations saw their state
funding increase, those groups were level-
funded for fiscal 2008. The New England
Puerto Rican Alliance received $125,000.
Casa Dominicana, another community
and cultural education program, received
$125,000. Food for the World Pantry
received $105,000. The YWCA of Greater
Lawrence was given $100,000, Neighbors
in Need was awarded $100,000, and
Lawrence Learning Center each received
$100,000. Arlington  Neighborhood
Association, a community development
corporation focused on creating a safer,
cleaner environment, received $60,000.
Family Service, Inc. was awarded $50,000.

By contrast, local education spending
went up across the board. Lawrence Public
Schools were funded at $128.5 million,
more than $5 million over last year’s level.
Greater Lawrence Technical School was
awarded $21.3 million, up from $20.4
million. Lawrence is slated to receive
$24.2 million in state lottery revenues, and
additional assistance totaling $190,699.
Additionally, the city will share $300,000
earmarked to establish “Campaign for
Proficiency,” a program to help improve

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Lantigua lauds

measure to

relieve

pension system
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tate Representative William Lantigua
S(D-Lawrence) today announced

that the House of Representatives
overwhelmingly approved a bill granting
significant financial relief to cities and towns
across the Commonwealth by allowing the
consolidation of underperforming local and
county pension boards into the state Public
Retirement Investment Trust board (PRIT).

The savings for cities and towns could
be more than $100 million per year and,
combined with the measure approved last
week allowing communities to opt into
the state’s health care system, the Group
Insurance Commission (GIC), the House
action could bring more than $250 million
in savings to help communities reduce the
reliance on property taxes.

“The House has continually put cities
and towns first and this is just another
example of our commitment to do all we
can for the communities we represent,” said
Lantigua. “We have provided a roadmap
for millions of dollars in savings in local
budgets and I’'m proud to have supported
this important bill.”

“This is yet another significant reform
measure that sends a strong message to
cities and towns that we are serious about
relieving pressure on the property tax,” said
House Speaker Salvatore F. DiMasi. “Now
we need to see communities join the GIC,
improve their pension investments and

more aggressively find efficiencies in their
own budgets.”

In the bill, underperformance is defined
by a two part test: Not having a funded
ration over 65 percent and not being within
2 percent of the PRIT rate of return over the
last 10 years. The administration of benefits
will remain the responsibility of the local
board that currently manages the pension
system. Twenty-five systems will currently
be incorporated into the state system.

“Taxpayers should not be left holding
the bag for investment underperformance
and the funds impacted by this legislation
would be over $700 million healthier if
they had been invested with PRIT,” said
Public Service Committee Chairman
Jay R. Kaufman (D-Lexington), whose
committee primarily worked on the bill. “It
would be irresponsible to allow this kind
of underperformance and stress on local
property taxes to continue.”

The legislation now proceeds to the
Senate for its consideration.

NEEDED

The City of Lawrence continuously
recruits the assistance of poll workers,
poll clerks, and poll wardens to work in
the primary and election dates held each
year. In 2007, there are four election
events to be held: Tuesday, September
4, 2007 [Special Congressional Primary
— polls open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm];
Tuesday, September 25, 2007 [Municipal
Preliminary — polls open from 7:00 am
to 7:00 pm]; Tuesday, October 16, 2007
[Special Congressional Election [polls
open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm]; and,
Tuesday, November 6, 2007 [Municipal
Election — polls open from 7:00 am
to 7:00 pm]. Although a full day
commitment is preferred, half-day shifts
of no less than 6 hours can be arranged.

— Wardens receive $200 [full day]. Half
days compensation rates are calculated
based on the full day rate.

Each worker attending mandatory
training receive an additional $20.00
for training attendance [no more
than $20.00 will be paid regardless of
how many sessions are attended and
no payment will be made unless the
individual works at least one half-day
shift].
