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“1 fear the police”, said Jason J.

Lebowitz

L L In the old days, you called the police
for protection; today, | fear the police,”

said seventy-seven-year-old Jason J.
Lebowitz after the last confrontation he
had with members of the Lawrence Police
Department on Monday, July 9, 2007, that
landed him in jail, charged with Disorderly
Conduct and Resisting Arrest.

For the first offense, if convicted, he
could face a penalty of jail or house of
correction confinement for not more than
6 months; or a fine not more than $200,
or both. The second offense, if convicted,
carriesapenalty of jail or house of correction
for not more than 2-1/2 years; or not more
than $500, or both.

Lebowitz, a Mechanical Contractor and
a resident of 122 Arguilla Rd. in Andover,
owns S. Jason Lebowitz Co., Inc., located
at 139 Essex Street in Lawrence, and
according to him, never had problems with
the police, until recently.

According to Lebowitz, on Monday,
July 9, he noticed that his wife, 76-year-
old Beverly Lebowitz, had been stopped
in front of his establishment by a police
officer (Claudio Camacho) and went out
of the store to find out what had happened.
“Shut up”, was the police officer’s response
to his question.

Lebowitz said that he told the officer
that his reason for asking was because she
was his wife. He said that Officer Camacho’s
response was, “Shut-up, back-off or I place
you under arrest.”

When he insisted to know, Officer
Camacho called for back-up. “All I wanted
to know was why he stopped her. A simple
explanation could have avoided all the
commotion,” said Lebowitz.

Accordingtothe Police Incident Report,
7 police officers responded to Officer
Camacho’s call for back-up. In his report,
Officer Camacho stated that he noticed
when Mrs. Lebowitz’s silver Mercedes
went through a stop sign at the intersection
of Mill and Essex streets without coming
to a full stop. For that infraction alone, she
was fined $100, which she is appealing.

In his 4-page police report, Officer
Camacho stated that when he approached
Mrs. Lebowitz, he noticed a heavy set male

(Mr. Lebowitz) moving at a fast pace toward
him, shouting, “That’s my wife; that’s my
wife”, and that he ordered him to back
off and not to interfere. As Mr. Lebowitz
continued his approach toward Officer
Camacho, yelling and raising his voice,
Officer Camacho called for assistance.

“Officer Camacho told me that |
look menacing,” said Mr. Lebowitz. “Can
you imagine, a 77-year-old man looking
menacing?”

As stated in his report, Officer Camacho
noticed another male (Scott Lebowitz, son
of Jason Lebowitz) coming out of the 139
Essex Street establishment and ordered him
to stay away; then, with the help of Sgt.
Michael Simard, first who responded, were
able to place 2 sets of handcuffs on the 290
Lbs. Lebowits who was resisting arrest.

“I kept telling them that | take
Coumadin, a blood thinner and if | get
bruised I could bleed. They ignore me and
kept pushing me, this time into a wagon.”

According to the report, Sgt. Simard
noticed that Lebowitz was bleeding from
his hands about where the handcuffs were
placed and called Patriot ambulance to help
treat his injuries. When the wagon arrived,
Mr. Lebowits stated that he suffers from
arthritis and could not bend his knees to
get into the wagon. After being treated by
Patriot Ambulance Technicians, Sgt. Simard
took Mr. Lebowitz to the Police Station for
booking.

“I told my wife to get the camera and
take pictures of what the police were doing to
me, and Officer Camacho said: “If She does
that I will arrest her,” said Mr. Lebowitz.
Although the camera incident was reported
by Officer Camacho, he did not mention the
threat of arrest to the photographer.

Lebowitz had to pay $40 bail and $50 in
Court Fees. His case was later dismissed.

Mr. Lebowitz is also upset over an
incident that happened on Friday, February
16, 2007, after his son Scott received a
parking violation from Officer Maggie
Fawecett. The Police Report states that Scott
Lebowitz received aticket for overextending
by one half hour the one hour parking limit
posted in front of his establishment.

and couldn’t move his car. When he went
to move it, the police officer told him, “Too
late; | already gave you a ticket’,” said Mr.
Lebowitz.

According to the police incident report,
Traffic Control Officer Fawcet called for
back up to report “an unruly male (shovel
in hand) questioning her parking ticket.”
Four officers responded and placed Scott
under arrest, charging him with disorderly
conduct for which he could face jail or
house of correction confinement for no
more than 6 months and a fine of not more
than $200 or both.

After paying $200.00 court costs, his
case was dismissed by the judge.

Mr.  Lebowitz strongly believes
that what happened to him follows a
pattern of harassment by the Lawrence
Police Department and cited an incident
that happened to him with Officer Gary
Yancey.

“Officer Yancey towed my car away
because my registration had expired nine
hours before,” said Lebowitz. “My car was
parked, not moving, and Officer Yancey
was driving by and noticed my sticker
had expired and had my car towed. In my
opinion, he should give me a warning ticket,
and I had to pay $125.00 for the towing plus
storage.” He said.

“’Believe me, it is not personal,’
Officer Yancey told me several times,” said
Mr. Lebowitz. “When he said that the third
time | knew it that it was personal!” said
Mr. Lebowitz.

“I love Lawrence and the city has been
good to me. | have been doing business at

de mejorar nuestro sistema escolar:
gastar mas dinero. Desafortunadamente,
este acercamiento no ha producido los
resultados deseados. Seguimos gastando
mas sin mejorar nuestras escuelas
publicas.

Una buena alternativa  seria
estimular mas competencia en nuestro
sistema escolar, al igual de crear mas
transparencia en el proceso. Un buen
ejemplo se puede encontrar en el modelo
escolar en el estado de Arizona.

Hace 10 afios, residentes de Arizona
votaron a favor de que mas padres
tengan control en cdmo gastar fondos
escolares. Desde 1997, 70,000 residentes
de Arizona han tomado parte de un
programa que otorgaria mas control a los
padres incluyendo la habilidad para que
el gobierno estatal y el federal otorguen
becas para que estudiantes asistan a
escuelas privadas — a las cuales no
podrian asistir sin becas.

Esto seria especialmente valioso
para estados cuya poblaciéon de habla
espafiola estd creciendo rapidamente.
Esencialmente lo que sucederia es que el
gobierno dejaria que los individuos, en
este caso los padres, escojan aqué escuelas
mandar a sus hijos. Desafortunadamente,
este privilegio solo se limita a las familias
mas ricas en los EE.UU.

Adicionalmente, las mas recientes
cifras indican que la gran mayoria de
nuestros estudiantes estan reprobando en
nuestras escuelas. Considera el reporte por
“Education Week,” que nos cuenta que mas
de un millén de estudiantes en todo el pais,
y casi uno de cada tres, no se gradua de la
secundaria (high school).

El estado de Arizona nos ofrece un
buen ejemplo en como implementar nuevas
ideas para mejorar nuestras escuelas. Es
por eso que otros estados en el pais se estan
dando cuenta. Los estados de Pennsylvania
y la Florida son dos ejemplos de estados
que estan implementando los cambios
necesarios en este asunto tan importante.
Por ejemplo, el programa titulado Arizona
School Choice Trust Act (ASCT) ha estado
distribuyendo becas escolares para familias
de pocos recursos. Segun su sitio de la
Internet de ASCT esta, “comprometido para
abrir las puertas para nuevas oportunidades
educativas para mas de 3,000 familias
demostrando ayuda monetaria.”

Los que mas se han beneficiado
de dichas becas estatales han sido
hispanoamericanos.

No cabe duda que una de nuestras
mas grandes aspiraciones incluye proveer
una buena educacién a nuestros hijos y
gracias al liderazgo de varios legisladores
en algunos estados, la fundacion se esta
fortaleciendo para cambiar el pensamiento
en como mejorar el sistema.

even higher yet raising taxes is absolutely
the last thing | want to do especially
at a time when many homeowners are
struggling because of rising interest rates
and unscrupulous mortgage lenders who

have caused many recent homeowners to
be on the brink of foreclosure, however
the City is at a crossroad now. We can all
come together and invest in the City to
ensure that we continue to move forward or
we can allow the City to sink back into the
darkness of the past, the darkness that had
Lawrence known as the "stolen car capital
of the world" and the "arson capital of the
world".

was discussed for 44 hours by the Budget
and Finance Committee and sent without
recommendation to the full council.

Council President Patrick J. Blanchette
and Councilor at-Large Joseph W. Parolisi
were the only two councilors voting in favor
of accepting the budget, with Councilors
Nunzio DiMarca, Jorge Gonzalez, Marie
Gosselin, Gilbert K. Frechette, Grisel Silva,
Nilka Alvarez-Rodriguez and Nicholas J.
Kolofoles in the opposite side.

Councilors rejected the budget because
of the administration’s efforts to balance the
budget by increasing taxes to the full levy
limit, instead of cutting expenses. District
E Councilor Gilbert K. Frechette led the
charge making reference to a $15M deficit
in the Free Cash Account first mentioned by
Michael Sweeney, Director of City Planning

a few weeks ago.

Frechette questioned how the city could
accumulate such a deficit, where the money
was coming from and which plans does the
administration have to repay that money.
Frechette had some more unanswered
questions, like where is the money being
collected from the city’s parking lots and
Veterans Memorial Stadium. “Until | get
answers to these questions, I have plans not
to vote for this budget,” he said.

By rejecting the new budget, the City
Council will have to approve another 30
day emergency budget before the end of
the month in order to keep the city running
until the end of August.

Lebowitz, contratista mecanico con
residencia en el 122 de Arguilla Rd.,
Andover, es propietario de S. Jason
Lebowitz Co., Inc., localizado en el 139 de
la Calle Essex en Lawrence y de acuerdo
con él, nunca habia tenido problemas con la
policia, hasta ahora.

De acuerdo con Lebowitz, el lunes,
9 de julio, not6 que su esposa, Beverly de
76 afios de edad, habia sido parada frente
a su establecimiento por un oficial de la
policia (Claudio Camacho) por lo que sali6
de la tienda para averiguar qué era lo que
pasaba. “Callese la boca”, fue la respuesta
del oficial de la policia.

Lebowitz dice que él le dijo al oficial
que la razon de preguntar era porque ella
era su esposa. El dice que la contesta del
Oficial Camacho fue: “Callese la boca y
aléjese o lo arresto”.

Cuando él insistio, el Oficial Camacho
Ilamo por refuerzo. “Yo lo Gnico que queria
saber era la razén por la que habia parado a
mi esposa. Una simple explicacién hubiera
evitado toda la conmocién”, dijo Lebowitz.

De acuerdo con el reporte de policia,
7 oficiales de la policia respondieron al
llamado de refuerzo del Oficial Camacho.
En su reporte, el Oficial Camacho declaré
que notd cuando el Mercedes plateado de
la Sra. Lebowitz pas6 la sefial de parada
colocada en la esquina de las Calles Mill
y Essex, sin detenerse por completo. Por
esa infraccion ella recibié una multada por
$100, la cual esté apelando.

En su reporte policiaco de 4 paginas,
el Oficial Camacho declaré que cuando él
se acerco a la Sra. Lebowitz, notd que un
hombre corpulento (el Sr. Lebowitz) se
dirigia apresuradamente hacia él, gritando
“Esa es mi esposa; esa es mi esposa”, y que
él le ordené que se mantuviera alejado y
que no interfiriera. Como el Sr. Lebowitz
continuaba acercandosele, gritando
y alzando la voz, él (Camacho) pidié
refuerzo.

“El Oficial Camacho me dijo que yo
lucia amenazador”, dijo el Sr. Lebowitz.
“¢Se imagina usted a un hombre de 77 afios

de edad lucir amenazador?”

Segun lo declarado en su reporte, el
Oficial Camacho not6 que otro hombre
(Scott Lebowitz, hijo de Jason Lebowitz)
estaba saliendo del 139 de la Calle Essex
y le ordené que se mantuviera alejado;
entonces con la ayuda del sargento Michael
Simard, el primero que respondi6 al
llamado de refuerzo, lograron poner dos
esposas a Lebowitz que estaba resistiendo
ser arrestado.

“Yo les decia a ellos que yo tomo
Coumadin, un licuador de sangre, y que si
me arafiaban, yo podria sangrarme. Ellos
me ignoraron y continuaron empujandome,
esta vez, tratando de meterme en la
vagoneta”.

De acuerdo al reporte, el Sargento
Simard notd que Lebowitz estaba
sangrando de sus mufiecas, donde tenia
puestas las esposas, por lo que llamé a
Patriot Ambulante, los cuales vendaron
sus heridas. Cuando el vagén arrib6, Mr.
Lebowits declaré que sufria de artritis y
que no podia doblar sus rodillas para subir
a vagon. Después de ser tratado por los
Técnicos de Patriot Ambulance, el Sargento
Simard lo condujo a la Estacion de Policia
para instruirlo de cargos.

“Yo le dije a mi mujer que cogiera
la camara y que sacara fotos de lo que la
policia me estaba haciendo y el Oficial
Camacho dijo: “Si ella hace eso, la arresto”,
dijo Lebowitz. Aunque el incidente de
la camara fue reportado por el Oficial
Camacho, éste no mencion6 su amenaza al
presunto fotégrafo.

Sr. Lebowitz.
