La razon de esta protesta organizada
se debid a que desde el principio de afio,
se requiere de los padres de nifios que
estdn bajo Medicaid, llenen 7 péaginas de
unos formularios sobre el comportamiento
socio/emocional del nifio cuando vayan a
su chequeo anual. Esto es como resultado
de de una accidn legal titulada Rosie D. v.
Romney y que en lo adelante se llamara el
Caso Rosie D.

Rosie D. v. Romney es el nombre de
unaaccion legal llevada a cabo con el objeto
de obligar al Estado de Massachusetts a
proveer servicios intensivos desde la casa
a pacientes mentales que facilite a nifios
con severas discapacidades psiquiatricas
a recibir tratamiento en sus casas, en su
comunidad. Los demandantes incluyen el
nombre de 8 nifios y un grupo de mas de
15,000 nifios a lo largo y ancho del estado
con serios desOrdenes psiquiatricos y
emocionales.

En una decision historica de
repercusiones nacionales, el Juez de la Corte
del Distrito Michael A. Ponsor dictaminé
que el Estado de Massachusetts estaba
violando el Acta Federal de Medicaid ya
que no estaba proveyendo servicios de salud
mental en la casa a un estimado de 15,000
nifios con serios problemas emocionales.

“El resultado de este fracaso es larazon
por la que miles de nifios en Massachusetts
con serias discapacidades emocionales sean
forzados a sufrir innecesarios encierros en

facilidades residenciales o el permanecer

A estos esfuerzos del estado de cumplir
con los requisitos de la ley federal, el juez
los Ilamé “desastrosamente inadecuados
con consecuencias perjudiciales a miles de
nifios vulnerables”. Y afiadi6, “De acuerdo
con la evidencia, el fracaso de los acusados
al fallar en proveer suficientes pruebas,
coordinacion de servicios y servicios de
ayuda en el hogar para nifios elegibles
de Medicaid con serios desordenes
emocionales fue garrafal y en algunos casos
escandalosos por sus consecuencias”.

El Caso Rosie D. ordena a MassHealth
a mejorar ciertos servicios de escrutinio
ofrecidos por el médico o enfermera del
nifio/a y de cubrir algunos diagndsticos
y tratamientos para nifios enrolados en
MassHealth menores de 21 afios con
“una perturbacion emocional  seria”.
Esta definicion también incluye a nifios/
as que tienen serias perturbaciones tanto
emocionales como otras condiciones, tales
como autismo al mismo tiempo.

Len la calle Summer, en el norte de

la Ciudad de Lawrence. La escuela
estuvo abierta del 1917 hasta el 1991.

Recibirlo

I Servicio de Impuestos Internos
E(IRS) indicd que en la mayoria de

casos los contribuyentes no tendran
que hacer nada méas que presentar su
declaracién de impuestos para recibir los
pagos de estimulo econémico a partir de
mayo de este afio.

El IRS usard la informacién de la
declaraciéon de impuestos de 2007 que
presente el contribuyente para determinar
su elegibilidad y calcular su pago de
estimulo. Los pagos a mas de 130 millones
de contribuyentes seran enviados durante
varias semanas en la primavera y el verano
0 seran depositados directamente a cuentas
bancarias para quienes seleccionan esta
opcion en su declaracion, siendo ésta la
maneramas rapida para recibir su reembolso
y también los pagos del estimulo.

En la mayoria de casos, los pagos
equivaldran a la obligacion tributaria en la
declaracién de impuestos, con un maximo
de $600 para individuos ($1,200 declarando
juntos). Quienes califican también recibiran
$300 adicionales por cada nifio elegible
para el crédito tributario por hijos.

Los pagos a contribuyentes con
ingresos mas altos seran reducidos en 5 por
ciento del monto de ingreso bruto ajustado
por encima de $75,000 para individuos y
$150,000 para quienes declaran juntos.

“La ley también permite pagos a
ciertos contribuyentes sin obligacion de
impuestos, tal como trabajadores de bajos
ingresos o aquellos que reciben ciertos
beneficios”, explicé Sara Eguren, portavoz
del IRS. “Pero para esto debe presentarse
una declaracién de impuesto que incluya
los beneficios que recibié la persona en el
2007”, afadio.

Mientras que algunos contribuyentes
de bajos ingresos o sin ingresos del trabajo

podrian no estar obligados normalmente a
presentar una declaracién, el IRS enfatiza
gue deben hacerlo para recibir un pago de
$300 ($600 en declaraciones conjuntas)

si tuvieron ingresos calificados, como
beneficios del Seguro Social, ciertas
Jubilaciones  Ferroviarias, y ciertos

beneficios de veteranos, ademas de ingresos
del trabajo, que sumen por lo menos
$3,000.

Es necesario tener un NuUmero de
Seguro Social valido para calificar para
el pago de estimulo. Los contribuyentes
gue presentan sus declaraciones usando
un Ndmero de Identificacion Personal del
Contribuyente (ITIN) emitido por el IRS,
o cualquier nimero emitido por el IRS
no califican. Tampoco son elegibles los
individuos que pueden ser reclamados como
dependientes por otra persona, 0 quienes
presentan la Forma 1040-NR, 1040-PR o
1040-SS.

Para atender a quienes declaran
impuestos méas tarde en el afio, el IRS
continuara enviando pagos hasta el 31 de
diciembre de 2008. El IRS también advierte
a los contribuyentes que si presentan su
declaracion de impuestos para 2007 y luego
se mudan que deben presentar al Servicio
Postal de EE.UU. una tarjeta de cambio de
direccion.

El IRS enviard dos notificaciones
informativas a los  contribuyentes
alertandoles acerca de los pagos de
estimulo. Sin embargo, los contribuyentes
deben mantenerse alerta acerca de estafas
de reembolsos o “rebates”, como Ilamadas
telefonicas o e-mails alegando provenir del
IRS y solicitando informacion sensitiva.
El IRS no Ilamard ni enviard e-mails a
los contribuyentes acerca de estos pagos
ni solicitara informacion financiera. Las
estafas por email e informacion acerca
de llamadas de estafadores deberian ser

remitidas a phishing@irs.gov.

“Estas pruebas de salud mental no
son cientificas y muchas veces estan
conectadas a compafiias farmacéuticas
con el propésito de mercadear sus drogas
con los nifios”, dijo Kevin Hall, New
England Director of Citizens Commission
on Human Rights, un grupo de vigilancia
establecido por La Iglesia de Scientology
en 1969. “MassHealth ha sido forzada a
estudiar a 460,000 nifios/as que reciben
atencion de Medicaid debido a una
terrible e intrusa decision de la corte
federal, pero que no han hecho nada para
asegurarse de que los padres comprendan
de que tienen el derecho a rehusar estas
pruebas”.

“Este no es el caso con el Greater
Lawrence Family Health Center”, dijo
Saifur Rahman, Chief Operating Officer
de GLFHC cuando le preguntamos.
GLFHC provee cuidado de salud a méas
de 42,000 pacientes de Lawrence, y las
comunidades de los alrededores, como
Haverhill, Andover, North Andover,
Methuen, Tewksbury y Salem, New
Hampshire, muchos de ellos nifios. De
acuerdo con Rahman, los médicos del
centro entregan estos cuestionarios a los
padres de los nifios porque es la ley, “pero
cada padre que viene a este centro conoce
sus derechos”, dijo Rahman.

“Nuestros pacientes conocen sus
derechos”, dijo Rahman. El también dijo
que cada afio, personal de GLFHC revisa
con sus pacientes para asegurarse de que
ellos todos conocen sus derechos. “Ellos
saben que pueden rehusar tomar cualquier
medicina que se les haya indicado, si no
quieren hacerlo, y nosotros respetamos
su derecho”.

Deacuerdo con Citizens Commission

on Human Rights, para proteger a su
nifio/a, usted debe rechazar todo tipo de
estudio realizado en las escuelas y en las
oficinas de los médicos, por las siguientes
razones:

2. Si un médico, psic6logo, maestro/a

desventaja con otros.
3. Los cuestionarios de salud mental
nunca son cientificos y son basados
solamente en opinién y comportamiento.

Ellos no se comparan
con investigaciones médicas que se basan
en lo cientifico. Por ejemplo, cuando los
resultados médicos resultan positivos de
cancer o diabetes, pueden probarse de ser
ciertos.
4. Muchas veces estos examenes son
producidos por compafiias paramercadear
sus drogas y organizaciones que realizan
estas investigaciones reciben fondos o
estan conectadas a compariias de drogas.
En un correo electrénico recibido a
Gltima hora de Kevin Hall, Director de
New England de Citizens Commission
on Human Rights, él expreso6: “Una cosa
gue se me habia olvidado y que es muy
importante, es que los resultados de estos
examenes van a permanecer en el historial
médico del nifio.

Falta de Cobertura
en la Oficina del
Escribano

Con respecto a su reciente nota en la
edicion de Rumbo del 22 de febrero sobre la
falta de cobertura en la oficina del escribano
de la ciudad durante horas laborables: Tal
fenémeno no es Unico en el ayuntamiento
de Lawrence.

Si su conyuge
presenta una declaracion independiente
a la suya, puede ser que su conyuge
califique para un pago, basado en sus
deducciones de ingresos y créditos.

n Tuesday, February 19, on Rte.
OZS, a group of protesters, holding

a large banner, stood for more than
an hour at the Salem/Methuen line, while
handing out fliers to motorists entering
Massachusetts, warning them that they can
and should refuse all mental screening tests
now mandated by MassHealth regulation.
The reason for this organized protest was
because since the beginning of this year,
parents with children under Medicaid,
when they take them for annual checkups,
they are required to complete a 7-page
questionnaire about their children’s social-
emotional behavior. This is as a result of
a class-action lawsuit called Rosie D. v.
Romney and referred to as the Rosie D.
case.

Rosie D. v. Romney is a class action
lawsuit brought to compel Massachusetts to
provide intensive home-based mental health
servicesthatwill enable children with severe
psychiatric disabilities to receive treatment
and support in their homes and home
communities. The plaintiffs include eight
named children and a class of over 15,000
children throughout the Commonwealth
with serious psychiatric and emotional
disabilities.

In a landmark decision with national
implications,  U.S.  District  Court
Judge Michael A. Ponsor ruled that the

Commonwealth of Massachusetts was
violating the federal Medicaid Act by
failing to provide home-based mental health
services to an estimated 15,000 children
with serious emotional disturbance.

“The result of this failure is that
thousands of Massachusetts children with
serious emotional disabilities are forced
to endure unnecessary confinement in
residential facilities or to remain in costly
institutions far longer than their medical
conditions require,” the judge said in the
98-page decision, handed down January 26,
2006.

The judge called the state’s efforts to
comply with the requirements of the federal
law “woefully inadequate, with detrimental
consequences to thousands of vulnerable
children.” He added, “(The) defendants’
failure to provide adequate assessments,
service coordination and home-based
supportive services for Medicaid-eligible
childrenwith seriousemotional disturbances
was glaring from the evidence and at times,
shocking in its consequence.”

The Rosie D. Case orders MassHealth
toimprove certainscreening services offered
by the children’s primary-care doctor
or nurse and to cover certain diagnostic
and treatment services for MassHealth-
enrolled Standard and CommonHealth
children under the age of 21 with a “serious

emotional disturbance.”

This definition also includes children
who have both serious emotional
disturbances and other conditions, such
as autism spectrum disorder, at the same
time. “Mental health screening tests are
unscientific and are often connected to
pharmaceutical companies for the purpose
of marketing their drugs to children,” said
Kevin Hall, New England Director of
Citizens Commission on Human Rights,
a psychiatric watchdog group established
by the Church of Scientology in 1969.
“MassHealth is being forced to screen
460,000 Medicaid children due to a terrible
intrusive federal court decision, but they
haven’t done anything to ensure that parents
understand that they have the right to refuse
these tests.”

“This is not the case with Greater
Lawrence Family Health Center,” said
Saifur Rahman, GLFHC Chief Operating
Officer when asked. GLFHC provides
primary health care to 42,000 patients from
Lawrence and the neighboring communities
of Haverhill, Andover, North Andover,
Methuen, Tewksbury, and Salem, New
Hampshire, many of them, children.

According to Rahman, doctors at the
center are passing the questionnaires to
the children’s parents because is the law,
but “every parent at the center knows their
right,” said Rahman.

“Our patients are very well aware of
their rights,” said Rahman. He also said
that once a year, GLFHC staff goes over
with their patients to make sure that they
all know about their rights. “They know
that they have the right to refuse to take any
prescribed medication if they feel not to,
and we respect their right.”

According to Citizens Commission on
Human Rights, to protect your children, you
should refuse all mental health screening
tests in schools and doctor’s offices, etc. for

the following reasons:

1. 90% of children who see a child
psychiatrist get drugged.

2. If a child is told by a doctor,
psychologist, teacher or parent that he/she
has a mental disability, the child is likely to
believe it and will always feel that they are
less able than others.

3. Mental health screening is always
unscientific as it’s based only on opinion of
behavior. They are subjective. They do not
compare to real medical screenings that rely
on scientific, objective medical tests. For
example, when a medical test reads positive
for cancer or diabetes, it can be proven to be
accurate.

4. Mental health screening tests have
often been produced by drug companies
to market their drugs and mental health
testing organizations are often funded by or
connected to drug companies.

In a last minute e-mail received from
Kevin Hall, New England Director of
Citizens Commission on Human Rights,
he stated: “One point that 1 may have
forgotten to make that’s very important is
that the test results would stay in the child’s
medical record. This means that if a child’s
test indicated a mental health condition
and the parents disagreed with having the
child labeled and drugged, they would be
hounded every year the child went in for a
physical examination.”

enator Sue Tucker urges low income
S Massachusetts seniors to file a federal

tax return to receive an economic
stimulus rebate check from the federal
government or file a state tax return for
property tax assistance.

The federal stimulus check is available
even to seniors who do not earn income
through current employment if their Social
Security benefits, VA benefits and railroad
retirement benefits equal at least $3,000
annually. In most cases, seniors will receive
an economic stimulus check ranging from
$300 to $600.

Seniors need to file a 2007 federal tax
return on IRS Form 1040 or 1040A (short
form) to receive a check, and they are urged
to file by the regular April 15 deadline to
get the rebate check by May 2008.

The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
program is available for low and moderate
income ($40,000 per individual) taxpayers.
Call 1-800-906-9887 for assistance. The
nearest free tax preparation locations
are available by calling the IRS at
1-800-829-1040.

Senator Tucker also encourages
eligible seniors to apply for the Circuit
Breaker tax credit. This credit is available
to Massachusetts residents age 65 or older
before January 1, 2008, who own or rent
residential property in Massachusetts and
occupy it as their primary residence, and
who have an annual income of $48,000 or
less for a single filer, $60,000 or less for
a head of household, and $72,000 or less
for joint filers. Eligible seniors must file a
return and claim a refund even if they do
not owe state taxes.

By Nunzio DI Marca
NUNZIODIMARCA@RUMBONEWS.COM

oly Rosary School is located on

H Summer Street, on the northern

side of the City of Lawrence. The

school was open from 1917 to 1991. It

was built initially to educate primarily the

sons and daughters of Italian immigrants
in the region of the Merrimack Valley.

The school is certainly a monument
for all the Italian immigrants and for all
lovers of great art and architecture. One
simply has to look at its facade to note
the beauty of the building. In addition
of being the only building of its kind in
the whole United States because of its
Venetian architecture and because it has
those magnificent blocks of granite etched
with the names of The Great Masters of
the Renaissance.

If you have the chance of seeing the
inside, then you will see marble stairs
and a magnificent auditorium, a big stage
and a balcony that complements both the
stage and the auditorium. It was officially
opened in 1917 and for many years it
also served as a movie theater and as a
community center. Many residents of the
valley I'm sure have fond memories of
the school and the numerous events that
were held there.

The good sisters of Notre Dame
taught there for many years and when the
vocations were down lay teachers taught
there as well. From the sixties to the year
1991 the student population changed
from Latin European to Latin American
since immigration shifted from Italy
to countries of Latin America such as
Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador and
an assortment of other Latin American
countries. It got to a point where it wasn't
feasible for the Holy Rosary Parish to
continue to support the school thus a
decision was made to close it.

At a later date the school was handed
over to the city. So the question is: What
has happened with Holy Rosary School?

Well let me give you an update, in
1998 the Lawrence School Department
and a non profit organization along with
Wilson & Garside Architects presented a
plan to the city to convert Holy Rosary
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into a neighborhood school/community
center. The City Council seemed receptive
to the idea of doing something with the
school, however, its members were unclear
on what to do, so that plan sort of felt by
the wayside. Now a new council took office
and Mayor Michael Sullivan presented
a Capital Improvement Plan for the city,
being one of the new councilors | agreed to
go along with the proposed plan providing
that Holy Rosary School was included in
the plan. The council approved the plan and
as a result of it, we were able to rehab both

gave the mayor the authority to get a loan of
up to $30,000,000. The money was itemized
for the various projects and $4,500,000
was to be spent on rehabbing Holy Rosary
School during fiscal year 2006 and 2007.
We are near the end of fiscal year 2008 and
nothing has happened with Holy Rosary
School. It would be a tragedy for the city
and its citizens if we don't act.

Remember the old Post Office on
Broadway? We do not want the same thing
to happen here.

Where are the Four and a Half Million

City Hall as well as The Veterans Memorial Dollars earmarked for Holy Rosary
Stadium among other things. School?

Journalist, Authority on Irish
Affairs to Speak at NECC

Kevin Cullenwill share his observations

oftoday’s Ireland inalecture “ATerrible
Beauty: Ireland in the 21st Century” during
Northern Essex Community College’s
White Fund lecture on Sunday, March
2, at 2 p.m. in the White Fund Room at
78-82 Amesbury St., in the Louise Haffner
Fournier Education Center in Lawrence.

Cullen lived in Ireland experiencing
its people and culture, first as a student
and then as a journalist. He witnessed the
transformation as Western Europe’s poorest
country became its richest. Ireland has
gone from an agrarian economy to one that
is second only to the United States in the
manufacturing of software. Cullen explores
the arrival of this primitive little island
entrenched in poverty to a country with
a per capita wealth index second only to
Japan.

“It is a story,” Cullen says, “that draws
on and draws portraits of harried Dubliners,
righteous Bible thumpers in mid-Ulster,
former terrorists, self-made millionaires,
barstool philosophers, and, as Sting once
put it, poets, priests, and politicians.”

Cullen has worked for the The Boston
Globe since 1985. He completed several
stints in the Globe’s investigative unit, the
Spotlight Team, and was part of the team
that exposed mobster James “Whitey”
Bulger as an informer who was protected
by the FBI.

He covered the conflict in Northern
Ireland for more than 20 years. In 1995 he
was awarded the citation of excellence by
the Overseas Press

Club of America for interpretive
reporting in Northern Ireland. In 1997-1998,
he was the Globe’s Dublin bureau chief, then

Memories of Corner Stores, Etc.

rush the dust of your memory bank
B and see if you can recall some

of these corner stores mostly in
South Lawrence. When | was a real little
tyke I lived on Kingston St. and my first
recollection of a corner store was Mary
Keegan’s, it was on the corner of Newton
and Kingston streets | don't recall much
about the store but | do recall the name and
it was situated where the big three-decker
stands today.

Heading down Kingston St. towards
where the Allicon pool once stood and the
tennis courts now gone was Ray Lavigne’s
store a small corner of a building at Emmett
and Kingston streets. Ray was a slight
man who lived in the house adjoining his
store. Sometimes his sister Lena stood in
for him.

Backtracking to Newton St. was
Pulverenti’s; this was stationed at the foot
of Crosby St. There is still a store on this
site although there are different owners. At
most of these little stores you could buy
almost any household product from beauty
products to Charleston Chews (of course,
you remember those candy bars). Some
of them sold a real cheap cigarette called
"Sweet Caporals"; speaking of which how
many of you smoked corn silk? By the way,
it was almost a mortal sin to see a woman
smoking on the street. This immediately
stamped her as a wild and tough woman.
| wonder what they would think of some
of today’s beauties that regularly smoke
cigars. Ray Lavigne’s store was an oasis to
the ballplayers who played at the Wetherbee
field and became parched with dust from
the beach like sand on the diamond. Many
kids walked from the Allicon pool after
swimming all day to grab a snack. Many
came in their bathing suits and it was
amusing to see the ones that didn't wear
their shoes walking on the tar road that was
plenty hot. One could easily pick out the
day long swimmers as their eyes would be
real red and sometimes blood shot from the

that today means that that were smoking
more than corn silk. Continuing back on
our trip we went to Newton St. towards the
Wetherbee School and towards Andover
St.

At the far end of the school and across
the street at the corner of Tyler St. was
store owned by Charlie Perrault. He knew
everyone in the area and was an officer
in the club that he and his pals all loved
the Lasalle Club. A beauty parlor stands
where Charlie’s store once stood and a loan
company has built where the club once
stood at Andover St. and Broadway.

Going up Atkinson St. towards

do remember living on the fourth floor for a
few years. They used to call my house and
another one right next door to it, a twin, the
battleships.

Reaching Broadway and heading
towards the O'Leary Bridge (it's not the falls
bridge as some papers call it and it is finally
under repair.) Michaud’s market was at the
corner of Shattuck and Broadway and the
owners were two young Frenchmen who
were friendly to all. In those days people
of the neighborhood could charge their
food and pay weekly to the stores. | cannot
imagine DeMoula’s or Shaw's extending
the same type of credit to the neighbors.
Fluet’s Market was on the corner of Croshy
and Broadway and they too catered to and
carried the same credit arrangement with
the people around their store.

When the senior Arthur Fluet retired
his son Arthur Jr. took over and was helped
by his sister Cecile, there was one sister
who became a nun. Fluet’s sold everything
including kerosene oil for your lamps or
stoves. | can remember carrying one gallon
glass containers in each hand down to mid
Crosby St. and to the second floor where we
lived and it was no easy fete.

Regarding lack of
coverage at the city
clerk’s office

Regarding your recent note in the
February 22, 2008 edition of Rumbo on
the lack of coverage at the city clerk’s
office during business hours: Such a
phenomenon is not unique in Lawrence
city hall. Especially in offices staffed
by a single person, office coverage is
lacking when a person is out sick, takes
a vacation, needs to tend to an ill child or
relative, or is absent for whatever reason.
No one is going to begrudge someone
for being absent for any of the stated
reasons. But nothing is more maddening
than showing up at a municipal office
and it is closed or the one person who
can handle a question is not there. To
address such a gap in services and the
efficient treatment of public needs, the
mayor and the city council (to whom the
clerk answers) should implement three
potential solutions.

First, in  multi-person  offices
implement basic commonsense
management techniques to ensure

coverage forthe public. Thereisnoreason
why lunches or other necessary absences
cannot be staggered to fill any void in
coverage. It requires communication
and management skills to accomplish,
but certainly is not an insurmountable
goal.

Second, reorganize  ministerial
services in city hall and cross train
clerical staff to create a floater system so
that there is not a void in office coverage,
especially for single-person operations.
People with multiple skill sets can step in
where needed throughout the offices of
city hall to ensure that members of the
public are served accordingly.

Third, the mayor needs to actually
develop an interactive website for the city
to bolster the types of services one now
needs to go to city hall to accomplish.
There is no reason in 2008 why a website
is notin place to allow someone to obtain,
fill out, and file forms with municipal
boards or pay various municipal bills on
line.

These are three commonsense
approaches that would allow the city to
actually provide more services with less
overhead. The private sector, especially
the service industry, would not tolerate
closing an office at lunch time or not
answering phones for any extended
period of time. Our citizens should not
tolerate a lesser standard. There needs to
be a re-affirmation of the true meaning
to the words “public service.” Let’s
see if there is an appropriate amount of
leadership from our elected officials to
make this happen.

On January 22, 2008, the SLES Middle
School received written notice from the
Department of Education that because
it was an underperforming school for so
long, it has meet the requirements to be
called a Commonwealth Priority School.
Designation as a Commonwealth Priority
School is not good; it’s one step away from
state take over.

My friends in the schools tell me that,
“This is very serious. This is one of the
worst things that could be happening to our
school system.” The other schools who
have met the criteria to be designated as
a Commonwealth Priority School are the
Wetherbee, Guilmette Middle, Guilmette
Elementary, Tarbox, SLES Elementary,
SLES Middle.

On January 5, the Arlington Middle
School was designated a Priority One
School. It is designated for state take over.
Laboy may not be able to talk his way
out of it. He won’t take the blame; the
principals will. The principals are under a
lot of pressure from the Lawrence Public
Schools administration and the Department
of Education.

Doctorates

These courses are run through NOVA
University, the schools where Laboy got
his PhD. Some are run during the school
day complete with a breakfast, lunch, and
snack. This isn’t Harvard or Yale.

The administration is also participating
in NISL (who knows) training as part of
an 2007 agreement with the DOE. They

Councilor at-Large Roger
Twomey called the show to
explain that he had just met
with the mayor regarding a
similar concern. When the
City Council secretary goes to
lunch, the office is closed and
the public has no access to
services. Mr. Twomey spoke

Several
Central Office administrators are enrolled
and unfortunately, school administrators are
out of the building a lot and are not visible
during the school day. Many students do
not know their principals. (At LHS, 17
names are difficult to remember.)

Administrators are evaluated on their
discipline statistics. So is Laboy!
