Dejen las banderas,
despidanala comisionada

im Sereigo-Wareing es el fundador de New England Caring for our Military, Inc.

(NECFOM), un grupo compuesto de 17,000 voluntarios que han mandado 25 mil

paquetes por un valor de $646,000 desde su fundacién en septiembre del 2004, a
nuestras tropas estacionadas en Irak y Afganistan. Jim Sereigo-Wareing, de Methuen,
también conocido como “El Hombre Bandera” (The Flag Man), por los ultimos seis
afios, ha venido decorando la mayoria de los puentes sobre las carreteras principales del
valle con un despliegue de banderas y cintas amarillas. Esa es su manera de honrar a
los hombres y mujeres que estan sirviendo a través del mundo, operacién en la que ha
invertido mas de $5,000 de su propio dinero.

En dos ocasiones previas, la Comisionada de MassHighway Luisa Paiewonsky
ha tratado de prohibir el uso de carteles, banderas y cintas en los puentes, con el
argumento de que cualquier cosa montada en las cercas y barandas de los puentes sobre
las carreteras son muy peligrosas ya que pueden caer en el camino o sobre un carro y
causar un accidente.

La primera vez, el Gobernador de turno, Mitt Romney intervino y dijo que las
muestras de patriotismo en los puentes podian permanecer. Algunos meses después de
que el nuevo Gobernador Deval Patrick tomara juramento a su cargo, la Comisionada
Paiewonsky hizo otro intento.

Para ella la figura de su abuela paterna,
de su madre y de su padre le han ayudado
a superarse y alcanzar las metas que se
ha propuesto, “nunca nadie me dijo que
no podria lograr lo que me propusiera, al
contrario siempre me motivaron a perseguir
mis suefios”.

Con un Doctorado en Sociologia,
en Estudios de la Mujer y Estudios
Latinoamericanos y del Caribe, y hoy
Catedratica de la Universidad del Estado de
Nueva York en Binghamton, Diaz-Cotto es
la primera mujer en 20 afios a quien se le
otorga una promocién como Catedratica de
su departamento.

“Durante dos afios los hombres del
departamento han peleado para que yo no
fuese promovida, posponiéndolo desde
entonces. Para mi el haberlo conseguido es
una victoria, a pesar de las barreras que he
tenido que enfrentar”, dijo.

Con mas de 30 aflos como activista
en defensa de los derechos humanos y con

he City of Lawrence could certainly
I use some common sense when it
comestogoverningresponsibly. Both
branches of our local government need to
work in unison, that is, as a team to improve
the infrastructure of city government as
well as the operation of each department.
There is a great deal of duplication of effort
that the city cannot afford. The economic
picture nationwide is not rosy and needless
to say, it is much worse locally. With the
higher cost of living, the increasing cost
of energy and the overall increase of just
about everything else. It's essential that
the mayor and the city councilors have to
step to the plate, analyze each department's
budget and eliminate those expenses that
are unnecessary.

While | was on the city council along
with several of the other councilors, we
raised issues regarding overspending and
unnecessary expenses. In many instances
we gave recommendations on what to
do to control the expenditures while at
the same time concentrate on generating
additional revenues and broadening the
tax base without increasing the burden on
the shoulders of the Lawrence taxpayers.
The use of gas cards, the gassing of city
vehicles on private gas stations, the giving
of stipends, the excessive overtime and the
above mentioned duplication of efforts were
but a few of the items discussed during the
budget debates.

Unfortunately voters in general did
not follow the proceedings as well as they
should have and as a result misconstrued
what was happening and favored the
action taken by the chief executive when
he declared the budget approved. But as
we saw next, the Department of Revenue
sent the budget back saying that the figures
didn't jive. The council was never against
the forces of public safety. On the contrary
when necessary it voted in their support.

Looking in retrospect the biggest
problem was the lack of communication
between the two governing branches. Let's
hope that the same problem doesn't stall
the budget process again this year. Perhaps
with the hiring of the new Budget and
Finance Director things will be better. Yes,
let's concentrate on our infrastructure and
it will be a win/win for everyone to be cost
effective.

Every road surface is assessed
and assigned an overall condition rating,
a number using the new pavement
management program DPW is working
on with the Merrimack Valley Planning
Commission.

Then, when it gets warm enough,
they will patch the main streets in the city
and two pothole crews will tackle the
side streets.

48-72 hours.

investors, the folks who supplied the large
funds needed to buy the cars, and then later
on with the borrowers who bought them
with the loans. Imagine if you have one
million dollars in the bank. That is a lot of
imagination, isn’t it? Think for a moment
what you would like to do with that money
to make it grow as much as possible and as
safely as possible, a respectable proposition
I would say. Above all you want to get as
high an interest rate on your money as you
can for as long as is sensible. That means
that you want your investment to produce
a better rate of return on your money than
any other investments you could have made
elsewhere during the same time your money
is invested. If other interest rates go down
while you are enjoying higher or equal
rates you do well and feel as a winner. If
rates, on the other hand, go north you suffer
financially and mentally because you feel
cheated.

When banks lend money to car
borrowers at a specific rate, let’s say six
percent average, they want to recover the
principal funds as soon as possible without
having to wait for the individual borrowers
to pay their debt for 36, 48 or even 60
months. It is much faster to turn around
and look for those investors who, like you,
have millions of dollars to invest and want
a nice safe return for their money. What the
banks want to do is transfer the loans from
their books to the investors as securitized
loans, essentially bond securities similar
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Hell, as the old saying goes,
would break loose. It is what
is happening now all over the
United States with the home
crisis. And, as | hear more and
more, it is what is starting to
happen with auto loans again
and even credit cards.

to stocks, who now will receive the six
percent on the million dollars invested less
the operating cost to the banks of servicing
the individual automobile loan payments
and the guarantee fees charged by insurer
agencies that tell the investors that the
securitized loans are legit. As folks pay the
principal amount of their loans to the bank,
the bond balances are also amortized down
and the investors get part of their principal
back. The banks get operating revenues, at
a profit hopefully, and more money to lend.
It becomes a cycle that can balloon into
many millions of dollars and profits for all
parties concerned. All parties, except the
automobile borrowing consumers.

You can see here that it behooves the
dealersto frontload as much of the cost to the
cars as possible and pass those costs to the

FIXING POTHOLES

Winter time
patching

uring the winter, hot asphalt
D is not readily available, so we

only do emergency repairs.
Usually we put down a mix of cold
asphalt called a "cold patch" designed
to last until spring when it usually has
to be dug up and re-patched .

This winter, we brought in a new
asphalt mix called "UPM" (Ultimate
Paving Material) specially designed to
adhere in the winter.

We also brought in two private
companies-- that have a "hot box"
designed to heat asphalt in the winter
so that the patching will stick until the
spring.

Pothole Prevention

The best way to protect roads is
to prevent potholes before they
form.
That is done with a computerized
pavement management plan. Here's
how it works:

Every road surface is assessed, and
assigned and overall condition rating
a number using the new pavement
management program our DPW is
working on with the Merrimack Valley
Planning Commission.

Once that is completed, we will
know which roads need preventative
maintenance and which roads need
re-paving. This will allow the City to
prioritize the road repair and allow us to
be more efficient in their management.

New Pothole
System

S soon as it is warm enough,
we are going all out to patch
the potholes. Here is what we

are going to do: We are bringing in a
private company to systematically go
through all the main streets in the city
and patch them; we are putting on two
pothole crews that will tackle the side
streets and any request we receive from
residents.

*Haga gargaras usando una cucharadita
de sal diluida en agua tibia, 0 una mezcla
de una cucharadita de miel (para ni
flos mayores de 2 afios de edad), una
cucharadita de limén y dos tazas de
agua caliente, enfriada a la temperatura
ambiental.

*Dé oOrdenes estrictas de reposo en cama y
permanencia en casa. El dormir bastante
y relajarse es la mejor manera de ayudar
al sistema inmunoldgico a combatir y
expulsar a los invasores antipaticos. Y el
guedarse en casa cuando uno esta enfermo
evita que los virus se sigan expandiendo.

*Prevenga la irradiacion de gérmenes
a otros mediante el lavado de manos
frecuente y la desinfeccion de superficies.

car buyers, and the banks would prefer to
charge their borrowers whatever interest
rates the market can bear. If they can get
nine percent for the car loans and only
have to pay six percent to the investors
the banks pocket the difference. At this
point | want you to start replacing in your
mind the idea that this is a car business
with the thought that it may really be a
home you are dealing with instead. We
will deal with the big difference when we
complete the other side of the investment
equation, the borrower-buyer.

As a car buyer, you have many
options. You can pay the loan on time as
promised, you can pay the loan on a late
basis or you can stop payments altogether.
If you pay your loan as promised, your
payments of principal and interest will
be directed slowly to the pockets of the
investors as they originally expected.
There will be a match between their bond
principal and interest receivables and
their receipts. If you pay the loan late,
the banks will still have to pay the bond
investors on time and will have to recover
at some time the amount shortages with
your own funds and the late fees charged
to you.

Banks don’t like to do that and they
try to make sure that only premium quality
folks borrow money to buy cars. The
word was “try.” Sometimes it does not

work like that. If you stop paying the loan
altogether, there is a high probability that the
car, sometimes damaged and undervalued,
will be repossessed and the loan liquidated
at a discount. In many cases, longer term
car loans resulted in situations where the
value of the cars were less than the loan
balances and their owners opted to abandon
them. There is no way the bank could pay
investors with the automobiles repossessed
and, even if you were legally allowed to do
so, which is not what the banks promised
in the securitized documents, the investors
probably live in another state or even
another country. What is the bank going to
do, ship a Chevy to London to pay a loan
in Boston? Not by any mile. You can see
what would happen if all of a sudden the
economy enters a recessionary period and
people lose their jobs and delay or stop
paying their loans altogether. Hell, as the
old saying goes, would break loose. It is
what is happening now all over the United
States with the home crisis. And, as I
hear more and more, it is what is starting
to happen with auto loans again and even
credit cards.

Trying to remain true to our intention
not to write too long a story we are stopping
here to continue in our next article Part V
where the home situation finally appears on
our radar.

And that is my Point of View today.

Does Any One Care?

Several weeks ago Rumbo ran a
column regarding the deplorable condition
of our streets and sidewalks, especially the
mountains of trash and litter exposed by
the melting snow. Clearly such a condition
is a direct result of apathy, lack of civic
education and perhaps personal habits.

Regardless of the cause, | can relate
to those observations. | am a member of
the Lawrence Zoning Board. This past
Saturday morning, | decided to drive around
our city and check out some of the projects
the ZBA has approved and those properties
for which a proposal had been rejected (just
to make sure nothing was going on). What
| found was amazing.

Besides wending my way through
deeply potholed streets more reminiscent
of Beirut circa 1982 then a modern well-

maintained U.S. city, not one area of our
community is clean. The front stoops of
homes, street gutters, and vacant lots are all
filled with trash. Plastic bags are stuck in
trees and bushes. The debris of broken TVs
and computer terminals are strewn across
front walk ways.

On Bellevue, thirty feet in from
Haverhill there were four barrels and a
number of bags of trash, being torn apart
by birds, squirrels, and who knows what
else, right out on the street. It would be
hard to tell whether the trash was a leftover
from the past Monday’s pick up or it had
been out four days early in anticipation of
the upcoming trash day. More shocking, it
begs the questions, if you live on Bellevue
and drive by the mess every day, did you
do anything about it? Did you call your city
councilor or Inspectional Services? Did
something like this not rise to a level of
anger in you to make you do something?

Such asight begged a thought. If | were
mayor, in the next property tax bill going
out shortly | would insert a letter urging
all property owners to take the time once
a week to clean up around their property.
In this way, our city could exert some
leadership and encourage people to take
some pride in their neighborhoods. And
our streets and sidewalks — theoretically —
could be cleaner. But I digress.

Monday morning as | drove my son to
school, as we sat at the STOP sign near our
home we saw a girl finish a juice bottle and
just throw it in to the yard she was walking
by. | saw it and so did my six year old
who proceeded to say to me, “That girl’s a
slob.” How do you explain such behavior
especially to your children whom you are
trying to teach wrong from right? What
possesses children to think that the streets
and lawns of their neighbors are their
personal dumping grounds?

Even more amazing was what happened
Monday night. Some time before 9pm |
heard a car alarm go off. Nothing unusual
for a city neighborhood. 1 then finished
up some chores in another part of the
house and sat down at 9:30 to read a book.
Shockingly, the alarm was still sounding. |
went outside, pinpointed the location and
called the police. | told them there was a
car alarm on Harriman that had been going
off now for at least thirty minutes. The call
taker asked me if | was sure because they
had not received any other calls. | said |
was most definite. He said they would
check it out. Needless to say, the alarm was
still going off when | went to bed several
hours later. And sure enough, when | went
out in the morning Tuesday to finish putting
the trash out it was still going off. | called
the police at 7:30 am to report the same
alarm at the same address, across from 3
Harriman. Again, my question — how can
you live next to that house or on that street
and not care enough to call someone or do
something about it?

Doesn’t any one really care anymore?

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Keep the Flags, remove
the Commissioner

im Sereigo-Wareing is the founder of New England Caring for our Military,
Jlnc. (NECFOM), a group made up of 17,000 volunteers who has sent over

25 thousands care packages valued over $646,000 since their foundation, on
September, 2004, to our deployed troops fighting in Irag and Afghanistan.

Jim Sereigo-Wareing, of Methuen, also known as “The Flag Man”, for the past
six years, has been decorating most bridges over the main roads in the valley with an
array of flags and yellow ribbons. That is his way to thank all men and women serving
abroad, operation in which he has spent more than $5,000 of his own money.

On two previous occasions, MassHighway Commissioner Luisa Paiewonsky
had tried to ban the use of all banners, flags and ribbons from the bridges, arguing that
anything mounted on the fences of highway overpasses are too dangerous, because
they could fall into the roadways, land on a car and cause an accident.

The first time, then Governor Mitt Romney stepped in and said that patriotic
displays could remain. A few months after Deval Patrick took the oath of office,
Commissioner Paiewonsky made another attempt. This time, Governor Patrick
appointed a task force of highway and veterans officials, and local veteran agents to
discuss alternative ways for people to show support for troops returning home from
the war.

Since, Jim Sereigo-Wareing has come up with a comprehensive list of more
than 20 safety suggestions and a web page, BRIDGES4TROOPS, designed to assist
families and friends who want to hang banners or flags paying tribute to a loved one
returning, departing or serving overseas as a member of our U.S. military or those
who want to show their patriotism through hanging an American flag on a bridge.

On Friday, February 29, Commissioner Paiewonsky made a surprise
announcement to the governor’s task force and to other invited guests (American
Legion and AMVETS) that Massachusetts will place a permanent ban on American
and military flags on highway overpasses, adding that MassHighway workers will
be ordered to remove all flag displays by May and stated that Governor Patrick has
agreed to the policy.

In our opinion, falling objects from bridges and tunnels can kill people, like the
12 tons of concrete that fell from the ceiling of one of Boston’s Big Dig tunnels, or
more recently, the piece of concrete that fell off a Newton bridge. If 38-year-old
Milena Del Valle had been hit by a falling flag, or a yellow ribbon, chances are she
would be alive today.

On a March 4, 2008, in a press release, Jim Wareing stated, “MassHighway
Commissioner Luisa Paiewonsky has driven this policy to ban the American flag from
our highway overpasses for the third time and should be removed as Commissioner.
This is a direct attack on the American flag and an assault on our Veterans.”

We strongly agree!
