Embarazos prematuros, ya no es
vergonzoso

El reciente escandalo de 18 nifias en Gloucester High School, ninguna de ellas
mayor de 16 afios de edad, haciendo un pacto de quedar embarazadas y criar a sus bebés
juntas fue noticia internacional. La razon por la cual fue “noticia” fue por el pacto, no
por el nimero de estudiantes o la accion en si.

La sociedad se ha acostumbrado a ver a jovencitas embarazadas y ya no es un
asunto moral. Cualquier escuela secundaria hoy tiene una serie de embarazos durante
un afio escolar y la respuesta es siempre es tratar de no interrumpir su educacion. Las
acomodamos mandandole maestros a su casa si es necesario mientras se recupera del
parto y entonces les proveemos las mejores facilidades para el cuidado diurno en la
misma escuela a la que ella asiste, pagado por los contribuyentes.

Teen pregnancy, not longer shameful

The recent scandal of 18 girls at Gloucester High School, none older than 16,
making a pact to get pregnant and raise their babies together made international news.
The reason for becoming “news” was for the pact, not the number or the action itself.

Society has become so accustomed to seeing young girls getting pregnant that it
is no longer a moral issue. Any high school today has a series of pregnancies during a
given school year and the response is in trying not to disrupt the girl’s education. We
accommodate her with home schooling, if necessary, while recovering from childbirth
and then provide her with the best daycare facilities right at the same school she attends,
paid for by the taxpayers.

At Gloucester High School (and who knows at how many other high schools in this
country) girls also can get pregnancy tests without the knowledge of their parents. We,
and our excessive use of the words “freedom, rights and liberty” are leading the way for
our children’s wayward behavior.

We can blame it on Britney Spears and her 16-year-old sister Jamie Lyn who
just had a baby, Hollywood or modern fashion designers. The truth is that society is
adapting and facilitating this behavior. These girls have not seen anyone having to
quit school and take on a menial, low-paying job to support a newborn because they
have public assistance to lean on and families who help with babysitting so they can
continue on with the lives, very often getting pregnant again because there is no shame
or embarrassment in it.

Today’s teenagers have no clue as to the responsibility and obligations that come
with a baby. In Gloucester they were playing house with real babies.

In the end, this seldom happens in well-adjusted families who care for their
children’s discipline. Parents may be divorced and moral standards could remain intact
in the family. When we accept as normal this behavior, it will become the norm, so we
cannot complain for the dismay that this society has created.

Como evitar que sigamos el
ejemplo britanico

l | n tribunal britdnico acaba de
fallar que el gobierno del Reino
Unido actud injustamente al

negar a aquellos enfermos que sufrian

del sindrome de Alzheimer el acceso a

ciertos medicamentos contra la demencia.

¢Por qué motivo se negaba el gobierno a

financiar dichos medicamentos? Por dinero.

La avaricia gubernamental les quitaba las

ganas de pagar la cuenta.

Este tipo de tacafieria ocurre con
excesiva frecuencia en Inglaterra, gracias
a la actitud del Instituto Nacional de
Eficiencia en la Salud Publica y la Clinica
(National Institute for Health and Clinical
Effectiveness - NICE), la entidad que se
ocupa de determinar cudles tratamientos
financiard el sistema britdnico de salud
publica.

Si algunos de nuestros legisladores
en el Congreso consiguen lo que quieren,
pronto contaremos con una entidad similar
en los Estados Unidos. Desde luego, esta
entidad se ocupara también de prohibir el
financiamiento de determinadas opciones
vitales de tratamiento.

En efecto, el Senado estadounidense
estd considerando en estos momentos
proponer legislacion que crearia un Instituto
de Investigacion Comparativa de Eficacia
(Comparative  Effectiveness  Research
Institute), el cual dependeria de Medicare.
Al igual que NICE, dicha nueva entidad
llevaria a cabo estudios comparativos
sobre la eficacia de distintos tratamientos
médicos, analizando cara a cara los méritos
relativos de las diferentes opciones.

En teoria, un estudio de este tipo
podria proporcionar a los médicos datos
mas completos, lo cual les ayudaria al
escoger el tratamiento mas recomendable
en cada caso. Pero en la préctica, lo méas
probable es que el Congreso utilizaria
los hallazgos de la entidad para encontrar
formas de reducir los gastos del gobierno
relacionados con la atencién de la salud.
En efecto, los legisladores preocupados
por los costos podrian basarse en los
estudios emprendidos para demostrar que
ciertos medicamentos mas viejos y mas
baratos tienen la misma eficacia que los
tratamientos mas nuevos, para justificar
el rechazo de medicamentos de avanzada,
mas caros, dentro de Medicare, Medicaid
y otros programas financiados por fondos
publicos.

¢ Parece una exageracion? Sin embargo,
se trata precisamente de lo que ocurre unay
otra vez en el Reino Unido.

Por ejemplo, este mismo afio NICE
decidié que el gobierno no financiaria
el medicamento para la artritis llamado
“abatacept.” Si bien, segin las pruebas
clinicas pertinentes, abatacept es uno de
los pocos remedios que producen mejoras
en la artritis reumatoide, NICE declaré que
“abatacept no representa una utilizacion
econdmica de los recursos del Servicio
Nacional de la Salud (National Health
Service — NHS)”.

Apenas un mes antes de dicha decision,
NICE fallé en forma similar con respecto
a Tarceva, un medicamento para el cancer

de pulmdn. A pesar de la existencia de
numerosos estudios que demostraban
gue dicho medicamento prolonga
significativamente la vida de pacientes
con céancer de pulmén -y del endoso
unanime de los especialistas en cancer de
pulmon en el Reino Unido— NICE decidid
que resultaba excesivamente costoso y
que por lo tanto no financiarian su uso.
Actualmente, en Europa Occidental solo
Inglaterra y otros dos paises niegan a sus
ciudadanos el acceso a Tarceva.

Los estudios de eficacia comparativa
se prestan facilmente a una aplicacion
errénea, porque se basan Unicamente en
el paciente “promedio”. Al concentrarse
en los medicamentos mas baratos y
eficaces en promedio, estos estudios
comparativos tienden a dejar de lado
otros factores importantes, tales como la
edad, laraza, el sexo y el estilo de vida de
los pacientes.

Por lo tanto, es posible que, aunque
el médico considere que un medicamento
del tipo de Tarceva representa el
tratamiento mas recomendable en base a
las necesidades especificas de su paciente,
el gobierno le negara su financiacion,
simplemente porque Ssu UusO no es
econdmico para el paciente “promedio”.

Estas son precisamente las tacticas
que el Tribunal de Apelaciones britanico
juzgd recientemente “medidas injustas”
en su resolucion revocando la decision de
NICE en el sentido de negar el acceso a
varios medicamentos contra la demencia
a los pacientes que sufren del sindrome
de Alzheimer.

La legislacidn que esté considerando
actualmente el Congreso  podria
contribuir a que los médicos y sus
pacientes tomen decisiones médicas con
conocimiento de causa. Para que ello
ocurra, es indispensable que la entidad
estadounidense propuesta lleve a cabo
sus estudios comparativos de eficacia
tomando en cuenta las necesidades de
cada paciente, en vez de dedicarse a
buscar tratamientos baratos que sirvan
para todos.

Al mismo tiempo, es importante que
la entidad no esté sometida a distintas
influencias politicas. Es igualmente
importante que sus recomendaciones
no sean obligatorias. En otras palabras,
la investigacion se deberd concentrar
en ayudar a médicos y pacientes, y no
a los politicos, burdcratas y analistas de
presupuestos.

De lo contrario, los pobres, los
ancianos y otros cuya atencién médica
esta financiada por el gobierno, estarian
sometidos al mismo tipo de tratamiento
gue vemos en el Reino Unido.

Sally C. Pipes es Presidenta y Directora
General (CEO) del Pacific Research Institute
y autora de “Miracle Cure: How to Solve
America’s Health-Care Crisis and Why
Canada Isn’'t the Answer”(“Cura milagrosa:

que aun no lo han reclamado

I Servicio de Impuestos Internos
E(IRS) anuncié hoy una campafa

veraniega para informar a jubilados
y veteranos discapacitados que califican
para el pago de estimulo econdmico pero
gue aun no lo reclaman. Nuevas estadisticas
indican que alrededor de 74 por ciento en
este grupo esta incluido entre los pagos de
estimulo enviandose actualmente, dejando
alrededor de 5.2 millones de posibles
beneficiarios restantes.

Para todos los contribuyentes, el
IRS ha emitido 76.5 millones de pagos,
representando $63.8 miles de millones,
basadosendeclaracionesde 2007 procesadas
hasta el momento. La agencia espera emitir
124 millones de pagos para fin de afio.
Personas elegibles estdn recibiendo hasta
$600 ($1200 declarando conjuntamente),
mas $300 por cada nifio elegible menor de
17 afios.

Una categoria especial del
estimulo incluye a los beneficiarios de
ciertos beneficios del Seguro Social
y de discapacidad por veteranos que
normalmente no tienen obligacion de
declarar. Sin embargo, estas personas deben
presentar una declaracion antes del 15 de
octubre este afio para recibir sus pagos de
estimulo. El IRS ha contabilizado al 74 por
ciento de beneficiarios del Seguro Social y
veteranos discapacitados de entre unos 20
millones identificados inicialmente. Todos
menos 5.2 millones de ellos han declarado,
presentado una declaracién conjunta, o se
ha determinado que no son elegibles para
un pago (por ejemplo, reclamados como
dependientes en otra declaracion).

“La mayoria de personas solo tienen
que presentar una declaracién. Sin
embargo, muchos jubilados y veteranos no
suelen hacerlo porgue sus beneficios no son
tributables”, explico la portavoz del IRS
Sara Eguren. “Este afio, deben presentar
una declaracién con el fin de recibir un pago
de estimulo econdmico. Si usted conoce de
un jubilado o un veterano discapacitado que
podria calificar, por favor hableles de esta
informacion”, agrego.

También se resaltd a los jubilados que el
recibir un pago de estimulo no afecta otros
beneficios federales. El pago de estimulo
no es tributable. De no tener ninguna otra
obligacién de declarar, hacerlo para recibir
un pago de estimulo no significa que tendran
que empezar declarar anualmente.

El IRS ha identificado 5.2 millones de
jubilados y veteranos que potencialmente
serian elegibles para los pagos de estimulo.
Proximamente este verano, la agencia les

enviara una carta especial explicando la
elegibilidad para los pagos de estimulo y
como reclamarlos. La carta incluird una
forma de impuestos de muestra y otra
forma real en blanco que la gente puede
completar y enviar por correo al IRS. Este
sera el segundo envio especial para estas
personas.

El IRS también esta trabajando con
miembros del Congreso, funcionarios
estatales y locales, y socios nacionales para
continuar esfuerzos a lo largo del verano. El
IRStomaralainiciativaencoordinarsesiones
cara a cara de preparacion de impuestos
gratis con la ayuda de socios comunitarios
en los lugares donde estas personas viven,
trabajan y socializan. La agencia también
recordd que se estdn operando mas de 400
Centros de Asistencia al Contribuyente
locales prestando asistencia a los jubilados
y veteranos que estén tratando de recibir
sus pagos. Una lista de direcciones y las
horas de oficina se encuentra en “Contact
My Local IRS Office” en www.irs.gov.

La ley provee generalmente pagos de
$600 ($1200 a casados declarando juntos),
mas $300 por cada nifio calificado. Quienes
no tienen una obligacién tributaria o de
declarar, pueden recibir un pago minimo de
$300 ($600 para parejas casadas), ademas
de los $300 por cada nifio calificado.
Para ser elegible para el pago minimo,
las personas deben tener al menos $3000
en ingresos calificados, incluyendo la
combinacion de ingresos por trabajo, pagos
de zona de combate sin impuestos y ciertos
beneficios del Seguro Social, Asuntos de
Veteranos y Jubilacion Ferroviaria. Estas
personas deben presentar el Formulario
10402 con informacién basica para recibir
el pago de estimulo econémico. Esta
informacion incluye nombre, direccion, y
dependientes si los hubiese; cantidad de
ingresos calificados; informacion para el
dep6sito directo y firmas. EI Formulario
10402 e instrucciones estan disponibles en
WWW.irs.gov.

Aunque, su pago puede hacerse por
cheque, el IRS urge a utilizar el deposito
directo para garantizar una rapida entrega.

Las personas elegibles incluyendo sus
hijos calificados, deben tener nimeros de
Seguro Social validos. Ademas, las personas
no pueden ser elegibles para reclamarse
como dependientes en la declaracion de
otra persona. Las personas con NUmeros de
Identificacion del Contribuyente o ITIN, con
excepcion de cényuges y nifios calificados
de personal militar, no son elegibles.

R proyecto de investigacion sobre

la integracion de las habilidades
orales de comunicacion y presentacion en
clases a través del plan de estudios. Por el
camino, al entrevistar a empleadores para
averiguar qué comunicaciones orales ellos
querrian que sus empleados futuros tengan,
adquiri alguna sorprendente y valiosa
informacion sobre los tipos de destrezas
que los empleadores buscan — y no siempre
encuentran — cuando ellos entrevistan
a futuros empleados. Muchas personas
solicitan las posiciones disponibles y en el
papel parecen estar calificados; sinembargo,
los empleadores me han dicho que lo que
separa a un buen candidato de los demas es
las “habilidades suaves". Un solicitante que
posea las habilidades suaves quizas tenga
una ventaja sobre la competencia.

Las "habilidades suaves" son el término
colectivo que se usa para interrelacionarse
conotrosdurante laentrevistay en el trabajo.
Quizas comience con el apreton de manos
inicial, de una manera firme acompafiado
de contacto visual. Esto implica vestimenta
apropiada para la posicion que solicita, bien

arreglado y nitido, llegando a la hora precisa
y preparado para la entrevista. Incluye que
conoce como articular sus valores sin sonar
vanidoso. Quizas signifique que sabe algo
acerca de la compafiia y tiene preguntas
inteligentes para el entrevistador.

Referring to the collaboration of local,
state and federal officials, Representative
David Torrisi called this accomplishment
a “true partnership” and thanked the local
businesses for their patience in making this
dream a reality. “It always seems as if we
talk about the Essex Street as a thing of the
past, as an economic Mecca of the past. It
is good to see that we have been able to do
something about it,” he said. “I look forward
to shopping in downtown Lawrence very
soon.”

June Black, in representation of
Congresswoman Niki Tsongas, said that
this project was “truly a national example
of what can be done to revitalize our
downtowns.” Ms. Black was born and
raised in Lawrence and got her first job
working on Essex Street not far from where
her office is now. “This is a great usage of
public funds,” concluded Ms. Black.

on incorporating oral communication

and presentation skills in classes
across the curriculum. Along the way,
while interviewing employers to find out
what oral communications they would like
prospective employees to have, | acquired
some surprising and valuable information
about the types of skills employers are
looking for — and not always finding —
when they’re interviewing prospective
employees. Many people apply for open
positions and on paper appear to be well-
qualified; however, employers have told
me what separates the wheat from the chaff
are “soft skills.” An applicant possessing
soft skills might well have a leg up on the
competition.

“Soft skills” is the collective term for
interrelating with others both during the
interview and on the job. It might start
with the initial handshake, a firm grasp
accompanied by eye contact. It involves
dressing appropriately for the position being
applied for, being neatly groomed, arriving
on time, and preparing for the interview. It
includes knowing how to articulate one’s
strengths without sounding conceited. It
might mean knowing something about
the company and having intelligent
questions to pose to the interviewer. It
includes behaviors not often thought
about — like having good posture (which
conveys confidence), listening intently, not
interrupting, and answering what’s been
asked without mumbling or straying off
topic.

On the job, “soft skills” come into play
when dealing with supervisors, co-workers,
and in some cases, customers. The skills
needed here include appropriate eye-contact
and demeanor in every communication,
understanding that degrees of formality
vary with different situations but that in each
one, the employee is looking at the person,
listening, and responding respectfully and
in a manner that fits the circumstances.

“Soft skills” also involve working
well with others. Many times employees
are working together to achieve a goal.
In those efforts, employees must be able
to contribute to the whole without either
domineering (forcing their opinions), or
remaining passive (sitting back while
others provide input and not offering
any original ideas). It means articulating
disagreement with a suggestion being

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IRS Launches Summer Push to Reach
Retirees and Disabled Veterans Who Have
Yet to File for Their Economic Stimulus

illions of retirees and disabled

Payments
veterans qualify for the economic

M stimulus payment but have not

filed to claim it. Statistics indicate about
74 percent in this group are accounted for
in the stimulus payments currently being
sent, leaving about 5.2 million potential
recipients remaining.

For all taxpayers, the IRS has issued
76.5 million payments worth $63.8 billion
based on 2007 tax returns processed so far.
The agency expects to issue 124 million
payments to Americans by year’s end.
Eligible individuals are receiving up to
$600 ($1,200 for married couples filing
joint returns) plus $300 for eligible children
younger than 17.

A special stimulus category includes
recipients of certain benefits from Social
Security and Veterans Affairs who do not
normally have a requirement to file a tax
return. However, these individuals must
file a tax return before Oct. 15 this year to
receive their economic stimulus payments.
The IRS has accounted for 74 percent
of Social Security and Veterans Affairs
beneficiaries out of about 20 million initially
identified as being potential stimulus
recipients. All but 5.2 million of those have
been accounted for as either having filed a
return, having filed a joint return, or as not
being eligible for a stimulus payment (for
example, they were claimed as a dependent
on another’s return).

Most people only need to file a tax
return as they normally do. The IRS will
calculate eligibility and the payment
amount. However, many retirees and
veterans do not normally file a tax return
because their benefits are not taxable. This
year, they must file in order to receive an
economic stimulus payment.

Receiving a stimulus payment should
have no impact on other federal benefits
currently being received by retirees. The
stimulus payment is not taxable. Absent

any other filing requirements, filing a tax
return to receive a stimulus payment does
not mean that retirees will have to start
filing tax returns again.

The IRS has identified 5.2 million
retirees and veterans’ beneficiaries who
potentially are eligible for the stimulus
payments. Later this summer, the agency
will send them a special letter that explains
stimulus payment eligibility and how to
claim it. The letter will include a sample tax
form and an actual tax form that people can
complete and mail to the IRS. This will be
the second special mailing to reach those
individuals.

The IRS also is working with members
of Congress, state and local officials and
national partners to continue its extensive
outreach efforts to the retiree and veterans’
communities through the summer. The
IRS will take the lead in coordinating
face-to-face free tax preparation sessions
with the help of local community partners
at locations where these individuals live,
work and socialize such as senior housing,
Veterans Affairs hospitals and assisted
living facilities.

The agency also reminded people
that it has more than 400 local Taxpayer
Assistance  Centers operating normal
business hours Monday through Friday.
These centers can provide assistance to
retirees and veterans trying to receive their
payments. To find an IRS office near you,
go to IRS.gov and click on “Contact IRS,”
then “Contact Your Local IRS Office.”

The Economic Stimulus Act of 2008
generally provided for payments of $600
($1,200 for married couples filing joint
returns or the amount equal to the 2007 net
income tax liability, whichever is less, ), plus
$300 for each qualifying child. Payments
also begin to phase out for individuals with
adjusted gross incomes greater than $75,000
($150,000 married couples filing jointly).

For people who have no tax liability or
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no tax filing requirement, there isaminimum
payment of $300 ($600 for married
couples), plus the $300 for each qualifying
child. To be eligible for the minimum
payment, individuals must have at least
$3,000 in qualifying income. Qualifying
income includes any combination of earned
income, nontaxable combat pay and certain
benefit payments from Social Security,
Veterans Affairs and Railroad Retirement.

People not otherwise required to file an
income tax return should file Form 1040A
with basic information to ensure they
receive the economic stimulus payment.
This information includes name; address;
dependents, if any; amount of qualifying
income (which must be $3,000 or more);
direct deposit information and signatures.
Forms 1040A and instructions are available
on the IRS Web site at www.irs.gov or by
calling 800-TAX-FORM (800-829-3676).

Although, your payment can be made
by check, the IRS urges people to use direct
deposit to ensure a speedy delivery.

The types of Social Security benefits
that are considered qualifying income
include retirement, disability and survivor
payments. Supplemental Security Income
(SSI) is not qualifying income. The
types of Veterans Affairs benefits that are
considered qualifying income include
disability compensation, disability pension
and survivor payments. Qualifying
Railroad Retirement payments include the
social security equivalent portion of Tier 1
benefits.

Eligible individuals including their
qualifying children, must have valid Social
Security numbers. Also, people cannot
be claimed or be eligible to be claimed
as a dependent on someone else’s tax
return. People with Individual Taxpayer
Identification Numbers, except for the
spouses and qualifying children of military

eginning in 2007, the City
Bof Lawrence’s Community

Development Department was
awarded two Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Brownfields Assessment
grants, each totaling $200,000. One
grant is for Brownfields hazardous
substances, the other for petroleum
Brownfields. The grant funds are
effective through the fall of 2010.

Brownfields are real properties
where  expansion, redevelopment
or reuse may be complicated by the
presence, or, potential presence, of
hazardous substances. Brownfields
properties are usually located in urban
settings, such as an old warehouse or
an abandoned factory, where illegal
dumping took place.

In order to bring these properties
back to productive use and the tax
roles, the Community Development
Department is  coordinating a
prioritized inventory of all Brownfields
sites in the city. This inventory can
help bring about rejuvenation of these
sites, as well as revitalization of the
neighborhoods surrounding them.

posed in a non-confrontational and rational
manner. In situations when the employee’s
own suggestions might be offered and
then rejected, soft skills means being able
to abandon an idea without bitterness and
moving on to accomplish the goal in a team
effort. It involves subordinating the “1” so
the “We” can prevail.

While an employee with solid soft
skills is more likely to experience on-the-
job success than one lacking these talents,
if an employee hopes to be promoted,
employers say the skill set needs to be taken
a step further: oral presentation skills help
an employee to advance. People who have
acquired the ability to give an effective
presentation, to speak up in front of others
and voice an opinion in a constructive and
non-threatening way, are those who stand
out. People who can give voice to what a
group is working on, who can explain to
others what is being done or what needs
to be done, are valued employees. Those
lacking these skills are likely to stagnate
in their positions and be passed over for
promotions.

Many of the sought-after “soft skills”
can be acquired by watching closely and
studying carefully how others already in the
desired position are conducting themselves
and by tuning in to and picking up on social
cues. Another strategy involves reading
up on how to strengthen interviewing
skills and practicing with mock interview
sessions. The oral communication skills
are perhaps most efficiently acquired by
completing a course in Public Speaking.
In such a course, students learn not
only how to present their material, but
themselves as well, taking in mind both
the purpose of the communication and the
audience. The roles that eye contact and
situationally-appropriate demeanor play are
addressed. Some wonderful by-products of
a Public Speaking course are an increase
in confidence and an ability to present
oneself favorably in many situations, and
as with soft skills, applying the practices
learned in Public Speaking courses might
give an applicant a hiring edge over others
who, on paper, are equally qualified for the
position.

surrounded by reality. But the antics of
Congress this month make that appear an
understatement.

Gas prices are now hovering near $4
per gallon. High fuel costs are causing
disruption in our society, prompting layoffs
in some industries. Yet Congress is doing
virtually nothing to address the problem.
In fact, it’s talking about ways to make the
problem worse.

In my view, the solution is
straightforward. We need more energy.
Government should get out of the way,
let the free market work and allow more
domestic energy production. This would
reduce gas prices even in the near-term,
expand job opportunities in Texas-a world
energy leader-and reduce our dependence
on foreign oil.

But earlier this month, the Senate
actually considered amassive climate tax bill
that headed in the exact opposite direction.
This massive $6.7 trillion Rube Goldberg
scheme proposed by Sen. Barbara Boxer,
D-Calif., would undermine our economy
and likely lead to $10 per gallon gasoline.
It could well eliminate some 330,000 Texas
jobs, sending them to places with limited
regulation like China and India.

How can this be explained? After
blocking American energy production
and oil independence, Congress pursues
bigger government, added taxes and higher
energy costs-with no guarantee of actually
improving the world’s climate.

It is vital that we be the best possible
stewards of the environment. Fortunately,
improved technology has enabled us to
take advantage of America’s own abundant
natural resources in an environmentally
sensitive way. Yet the U.S. remains the only
country in the world that refuses to develop
many of its natural resources.

America is aggressively moving
from fossil fuels to more diverse energy
sources, including wind, nuclear, solar
and clean coal. We need all of this supply.
The government and private industry are
both investing to promote and expedite
this transition, and using steps such
as increasing vehicle fuel-efficiency
standards.

In the short term, however, oil,
gas and coal will remain our dominant
sources of energy. The free market could
provide significant additional supplies-
but Congress continues to prevent that.

Some of my colleagues are pushing
a novel plan to address the energy crisis.
They want to tax, sue and investigate
our way out of it. But boosting taxes
on American companies and pursuing
phony price gouging inquiries are proven
losing strategies-and might even make
the situation worse. These approaches
would not produce a single drop of
additional oil and would actually increase
our dependence on countries like Saudi
Arabia and Venezuela.

As demand for energy increases,
prices go up. Congress cannot repeal
the law of supply and demand. But it
can repeal the unnecessary government
restrictions that prevent exploring
additional American energy supplies.

I will continue advocating for
removal of government barriers to
increasing the supply of energy, from
traditional to alternative sources. There is
no instant solution to the problem we’ve
helped create. But we should not wait any
longer to take the first steps to provide
Texans relief at the gas pump.

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Survey Reveals Latinos Financially at Risk

Basic Building Blocks to Financial
Security Often Lacking

e live in a credit-dominated
society, one that is complex and
quickly changing. Even the most

financially savvy struggle at times to put all

the pieces together. However, the National

Foundation for Credit Counseling (NFCC)

- MSN Money 2008 Financial Literacy

Survey revealed some disturbing results,

particularly as they relate to Latinos.

Most startling among the findings includes:

» Twenty-eight percent, or roughly 6.6
million Latinos, admit to struggling to
pay their bills each month, sometimes
skipping monthly payments, having
accounts in collections or seriously
considering filing for bankruptcy.

» For most households, housing costs
comprise the single largest monthly
expense. Roughly 1.7 million Latinos
reported that they either paid their
mortgage late or totally missed a
payment in the last 12 months, putting
their most important investment at risk.

* You can’t know where you’re going
unless you know where you are.
Nonetheless, 21 percent of Latinos
admit to having no idea what they
spend their money on. That’s roughly
5 million people who are ignoring
a basic step to financial freedom.

« Particularly frightening is the fact that

58 percent, or roughly 13 million,
among the Latino population report no
savings beyond that which is earmarked
for retirement. These people are one
emergency away from financial disaster.
Further, 37 percent, which calculates to
almost 9 million Latinos, have nothing
saved for retirement. Combining
these two numbers reveals that several
million Latino adults are living on
financial thin ice, unprepared for the
inevitable emergency or retirement.
Insurance coverage can substantially
reduce financial risk. Consequently,
having adequate coverage is a key
component of maintaining good
financial health. Latinos are again in
jeopardy, for the following reasons:
« Thirty-five percent, or more
than 8 million, having no
medical insurance.
« Fifty-nine percent with no
homeowners insurance.
* A whopping 84 percent have
no renters insurance.
* Sixty-two percent do not have
life insurance. That’s roughly
14.7 million who will potentially
leave their families in financial
distress upon their death.

Credit can be a double-edged sword,
working for you or against you depending
on the choices you make. Even though
you can pay cash for many purchases,
most will need a positive credit report
when it comes time to buy a house or
a car. In the Latino community, the
following was observed:

« Forty percent state that they have no
credit card. This means that close to
9.5 million people have no access to
credit for an immediate purchase.

« In spite of being able to obtain
a credit report free of charge,
only 32 percent of Latinos have
ordered their credit report.

« Although there is no single credit
score used by all lenders, it is
generally felt that a score over
700 allows the borrower the best
available rates. Unfortunately, 32
percent of Latinos reported a score
under 700. This subjects roughly
7.5 million adults to paying a
higher interest rate and potentially
restricts their borrowing power.

One last disturbing fact has a silver
lining. Eventhough 79 percent, or roughly
18.8 million Latino adults, report that they
have never received professional advice
about financial issues, help is available.
“With both English and Spanish speaking
counselors, the NFCC stands ready
to assist anyone who reaches out for
financial help. Additionally, counseling
is either free or low cost, with all fees
being waived in the case of hardship.
We try to remove any barrier between
the consumer and financial literacy,” said
Gail Cunningham, spokesperson for the
NFCC.

Fourth ofJuly
BBQ Safety Tips

ith summer and the upcoming
Fourth of July holiday, grilling
and picnicking outdoors is

a common activity. Fresh fruits and
vegetables combined with delicious grilled
meats make for an exciting outdoor feast.
However, there is some risk involved with
using a grill and what goes into preparing a
pleasant summer meal. By following a few
simple tips, you can make your barbeque
safe and healthy!

According to the Insurance Information
Institute, backyard-grilling accidents result
in more than 2,000 fires, 300 grill-related
injuries and 30 or more deaths in the United
States each year. Dr. Richard Zane, Chief
of Emergency Medicine at Brigham and
Women’s Hospital, offers advice on safe
summer grilling.

Barbecue grills are designed for
outdoor use only. Never barbecue in your
trailer, tent, house, garage, or any enclosed
area.

Use long-handled barbecue utensils to
avoid burns and splatters.

Wear clothing that does not have
hanging shirt tails, frills or apron strings,
and use flame retardant mitts when adjusting
hot vents.

Have an emergency-extinguishing
plan: use baking soda to control a grease
fire, a fire extinguisher, bucket of sand, or a
garden hose to put out a grill fire.

Never leave a grill unattended once it
is lit.

Never attempt to move a hot grill.

Germs such as E-coli and salmonella
can still be present in undercooked meats
such as hamburger and chicken. These
germs can cause severe illnesses that
can be avoided by preparing and storing
foods properly. Katherine McManus,
RD, Director of Nutrition at Brigham and
Women’s Hospital, discusses ways to keep
food fresh and healthy this summer.

Use a grill thermometer. The color of
the meat does not indicate that it has been
cooked to a safe eating temperature. To
kill most bacteria, cook hamburgers to 160
degrees Fahrenheit, ground poultry to 165
degrees, and poultry parts to 180 degrees.

Store raw meat, fish and poultry
away from other foods. All foods should
be wrapped tightly to prevent cross-
contamination. Use plenty of ice to keep
temperatures below 40 degrees.

Temperatures can reach 150 degrees
in the trunk, so transport coolers inside an
air-conditioned car. Once outside, keep the
cooler in the shade and store beverages in a
separate cooler so that it isn’t accidentally
left open.

Pack moist towelettes to clean your
hands or use antibacterial lotions. Bring
along extra disposable dishes and containers
to keep raw meats separate from cooked
foods. If you are grilling at home, make
sure you wash your hands frequently while
preparing raw meats.

If there is still ice in the cooler when
you get home, cold foods are safe to keep.
If ice is melted, throw food away.

If you are adding fruits and vegetables
to your meal, remember to avoid bruised
fruits because salmonella is more likely to
live in the bruises.

Always remember to use insect
repellant before an evening meal outside.
West Nile virus and other insect-born
diseases are common, especially when
spending more time outdoors.

If you receive the
Confirmation Notice postcard, please complete
the information requested and correct any
information if necessary. Once completed,
sign it and return it to the Election Division.
Postage on the return postcard is pre-paid so
you can mail it without additional postage.

If you prefer, you may return the completed
Confirmation Notice postcard to Election
Division Office in person. Please be sure to
return the Confirmation Notice postcard to the
Election Division Office by August 27, 2008 to
update and confirm your status as an “active”
registered voter.

Registered voters for whom the Election
Division has not received a 2008 census form
or a Confirmation Notice will be designated
as an “inactive voter”. Voters designated as
“INACTIVE VOTERS REMAIN ELIGIBLE TO
VOTE” but should update their voting status
as soon as possible.

Any voter can verify and update their voter
registration by contacting the Election Division
who will assist you.
