Prevention Workshop
attracted hundreds!

“Banks lose $67,000 on every
foreclosure according to the national
average,” Gumersindo Frias, Loan Officer,
Bank of America.

omeowners from the Northeast
H Region of Massachusetts,

including Lawrence, struggling to
pay their expensive mortgages, attended
a Homeowner Foreclosure Prevention
Workshop that was held at South Lawrence
East School on Thursday, July 17, 2008.

The workshop was sponsored by
the administration of Governor Deval L.
Patrick in response to the sharp increase in
mortgage foreclosures we are experiencing
in Massachusetts and the Executive Office
of Housing & Economic Development, and
Michael Sullivan, Mayor of the City of
Lawrence.

“People were in line before we opened
around 2:00 PM,” said Nelson Buten,
of Lawrence CommunityWorks. “We
started with 250 folders of information
that disappeared quickly. We had to rush
and prepared more.” That’s the way Buten
measured the success of the event. At

closing time we don’t have a total of people
who attended the workshop and requested
their loans be modified.

“I’m not behind in my payments yet,
but I’m going in that direction,” said Juan
(last name withheld). “All of us who bought
expensive homes are in trouble now,” he
said. Juan was filling out papers with the
help of Bank of America representatives,
trying to have his loan modified.

Alex is 4 months behind in his $2,000
a month payments of an 8% variable
mortgage with GMAC Mortgage. “I’m
trying to transfer to another bank, but I’m
convinced that I’m going to lose the house.
Even if they reduce the payment by $200 a
month, 1 won’t be able to afford it.”

“Sell the house,” José was told. José
has a 30-year mortgage with Sovereign
Bank (a non participating bank) and he
pays $1,600 a month. He said he invested
$40,000 of his own in repairs, but now his
payments have jumped $200 and he doesn’t

M was struck and killed by a car as he attempted to cross busy Winthrop

Avenue. Many solutions were suggested to avoid similar accidents from

happening again, among them, the construction of an over-pass for the safety of the
students and residents of the nearby housing project.

A year went by. The crossing lines painted over the pavement right after the
accident have faded. The “Stop for Pedestrians’ sign placed in the middle of the street
has been gone for a long time. A set of lights, placed at the intersection of Chickering
Road to help ease the school busses exiting the high school was reported as a solution
of the pedestrian crossing problem.

Last week, Representative William Lantigua made the announcement that the
Transportation Bond Bill passed by the House of Representatives containing four of
his earmarks, totaling $3.5 million for projects in Lawrence and that included $1.5
million earmarked for the pedestrian bridge over Winthrop Avenue.

Unfortunately, after that announcement, Governor Deval Patrick slashed millions
of dollars off the proposed budget and specifically those ‘legislators’ pet projects’ as
the Governor called them. Among them, there is a big chance that this project is one
of them.

Pero esta Comprension
Continua Siendo Baja

Pocos consumidores entienden lo
que la calificacidn del crédito representa
en realidad. Solo el 31% identifico
correctamente la respuesta “riesgo de
no pagar el préstamo” en una pregunta
de seleccion multiple que también
incluia “recursos financieros para pagar
préstamos” (21%), “monto de la deuda
del consumidor” (16%), “conocimiento
del crédito del consumidor” (15%), y
“actitud frente al crédito del consumidor”
(9%) como otras opiniones. Y como se
indica més arriba, menos de un tercio
(28%) conocia la calificacion mas baja
(700) que podria calificar para una
hipoteca a una tasa de interés baja.

Muchos americanos no entienden que
la calificacion del crédito de una persona
refleja solamente como ellos usan el
crédito y no factores tales como ingresos
y edad. Porcentajes significativos creen
errdneamente que las calificaciones
del crédito reciben la influencia de los
ingresos (74%), edad (40%), estado
civil (38%), el estado en el cual viven

(29%), el nivel de educacion (29%), y la
clasificacion étnica (15%).

Two very important Lawrence
organizations have survived the
Governor’s recent budget cuts with
their funding intact. For the past two years,
I have sponsored amendments to fund De La
Mano’s Spanish/English-speaking Battered
Woman’s hotline and Greater Lawrence
Community Action Council’s (GLCAC)
Spanish Community Program.

De La Mano’s Battered Women’s
Hotline, which provides women facing
domestic abuse with a safe place to seek
help and support, will receive $20,000.

This funding will continue to support
the women of Lawrence and their
families in times of crisis.

GLCAC’s Spanish Community
program, which will receive $75,000,
serves the Latino community in
Lawrence by providing information,
direct help, and recommendations to
other organizations or services. The
Latino community calls the program
the “Emergency Room,” and it is
clear why, since the program helps
members of the community with
issues ranging from employment and
housing to community activities and
immigration.

Earmark requests to the fiscal
budget must first pass through the
House and Senate before review by
a committee of three Senators and
three Representatives. The resulting
conference budget is then marked up
by the Governor, who may make vetoes
or amendments. While faced with an
extremely tight budget this year, | am
pleased that the importance of these
programs was recognized by both the
Legislature and the Governor. The
City of Lawrence will certainly benefit
from adequate funding of De La Mano
and GLCAC’s Spanish Community
Program through 2009.

“The most important thing that is
happening as a result is awareness,” said
Gumersindo Frias, a Loan Officer with
Bank of America.

In Billerica, Chelmsford, Methuen,
and Reading public schools, elementary
students  will participate in the
Museum of Science’s “Engineering is
Elementary” program, while in Lowell,
Latino and Southeast Asian girls in the
sixth, seventh, and eighth grades will
experience science through hands-on
projects led by professional female
scientists. Meanwhile, Latino middle
school children attending the Lawrence
Boys and Girls Club’s after school
program will work on projects related to
technology and computing.

All of these programs are the
result of a partnership between these
institutions and Northern Essex and
Middlesex community colleges. The
goal is to ignite an interest in science,
technology, engineering and math,
according to Bill Heineman, Northern
Essex’s acting dean of business, math,
science, and technology. “There are
tremendous opportunities in these areas
and we want to catch students while
they are young and hopefully get them
thinking about continuing their education
in these fields.”

This  spring  Northern  Essex
and Middlesex community college
received one of 10 grants totaling $3.3
million from the Science, Technology,
Engineering & Math (STEM) Pipeline
Fund granted through the Massachusetts

Initiative Sparks Interest
in Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Math

Department of Higher Education (DHE).
Each grant will support a three-year
collaborative project, bringing together
leaders representing grades K-12, higher
education, businesses, and community
organizations to promote interest in
STEM (science, technology, engineering
and math) subjects in the elementary and
middle schools.

The STEM Fund is a state workforce
initiative designed to increase student
interest and teacher preparation in STEM
subjects. Northern Essex was awarded
$215,000 over three years as the lead
partner in the Northeast Network Proposal
for the STEM Pipeline Fund 2008. The
winning projects emphasize the use of
hands-on activities in coursework, after-
school programs, and summer camps.

It is hoped these projects will
create the spark needed for students to
become more engaged and interested in
these critical areas and show they can
be fun. The funding promotes career
awareness and provides role models for
students starting early in their academic
experience.

“One of the key themes emerging
from discussions through the Readiness
Projects is the need to engage and
retain more students who study science,
technology, engineering, and math
leading to success in vital areas of our
economy,” said Governor Deval Patrick.
“This grant funding is a good example
of how we can invest in the future of our
workforce.”
